Instead they were probably small
310’5 that were ripe or threatening to
spoil at once, and therefore had to be
sold for immediate consumption. The
iemons we handle here are all firm
stock in the original packages, while
these would hive to be sold within a
day or two's shipping distance of New
York. Waile lemons have been very
cheap, the price is not so low as the
dispatch would suggest.

“The imme<diate sale of a large num-
ber of lemons, like the ones referred
to, might have a bearing-down effect
however.”

Says Gravity Batteries Should Be
Thrown Away and Storage Sys-
tem Installed a= Soon as
Possible

Fire Chief Maddox iz tired of the

ringing of the city fire alarm bell and
at to-night’s meeting of the city coun-
cil will present, through the fire com-
mittee, a petition for a new storage
battery fire alarm system to super-
sede the gravity batteries, which are
either mis-named or else have lost
their center. Anything less stable
could hardly be imagined, and when
placed  in comparison with Fort
Worth's crack department, they ace
several blocks to the rear.

Last night the bell made an honest
attempt to ring “141” and the result
was something like “curfew shall not
ring tonight,” recited by a pretty girl
in white with a stage hand behind the
scenes to do the ringing. The depart-
ment understood the bell in spite of its
strange language and hurried to the

{ home of George Marlow, 1311 St. Louis
lavenue, where a barn had caught fire

because of the combination of burning
trash and a load of hay which was
being hauled in. The damage to the
barn was about $400 including six or
seven tons of hay and feed. The In-
surance is $50. Several residences in
the neighborhood caught fire from
sparks, but were not damaged before
the flames were put out. A second
alarm (false) was received by the de-
partment a little later, and was turn-
ed in by a boy who found the box near
the scene of the blaze open and with
the key in place. He turned the key
and caused the department some little
trouble.-

A PATRIOTIC
LECTURE HEARD

DR. A. H. MITCHELL ENTERTAIN-
ED AN AUDIENCE

His Theme Was “The Sword and
$pirit of the South”—Complying
With Urgent Request, will Fill
a Return Date

No audience that ever gathered in
the city hall auditorium was ever more
thoroughly entertained than was that
which assembled last night to hear
Rev. A. H. Mitchell, division chaplain
of the Sons of Confederate veterans,
discuss “The Sword and Spirit of the
South.” His theme was one of much
scope, and though his audience, com-
posed of a representative citizenship,
was held for an hour and a half, not
one of the 200 present left the hall—on
the contrary, they urged him to ‘“‘go
on” when he gave indications of clos-
ing.

The speaker was
Division Commander John M. Adams,
who referred to him as a Georgian, but
whose father, a Confederate soldier,
glept in the classic hills of old Vir
ginia. He further announced that in
casting about for his staff appoint-
ments he had named Dr. Mitchell be-
cause of his peculiar fitness for the
place, being a devoted worker in the
cause of the Confederacy, a fluent
speaker, and a man whose magnetice
personality made for him frieads
‘among all people.

Dr. Mitchell acknowledged the com-
pliment paid him, by the division com-
mander, and in turn tossed a boauet

introduced by

to his chief officer, following which he

at once placed himself in touch with
his audience by an introductory anec-
dote illustrative of the difficulties of
addressing an assemblage on such a
warm evening.
THE SOUTH IN WAR AND PEACE

His first reference, touching upon his
subject, was concerning the South,
both in war and in peace, the colonial
South, the building of St. Avgustine,
Fla., the exploits of Ponce de Leou
and DeSoto, the settlement of Jameg-
town, Va., the Carolinas, Georgia and
Maryland, during which he dwelt at
some length upon the revolutionary
South, eulogizing Washington, Jeffer-
son, Patrick Henry and Andrew Jack-
son. Referring to the latter he pictured
him as the dauntless lad of 13, who
afterward became resident. He
dwelt interestingly upon the periods of
expansion and development of the
republic, during which the Dixieland
played such a conspicuous part, say-
ing the Scuth furnished nearly all the
presidents for 60 or 70 years.

Tribute was paid the forensic perioad
of the grand and glorions oldfSonth.

of the opposing North, when Southern
Knighthood was in flower

The South In sece:zsion was touched
upon in a manner which demonstrated
the speaker’'s thorough familiarity
with the subject, also the period of
reconstruction, and gave wholesome
advice on the solution of vexed ques-
tions involved.

TEDDY AND BOOKER.

The speaker’'s humor was thoroughly
enjoved when reference was made con-
necting Teddy Roosevelt and Booker
T. Washington in the not-so-leng-ago
incident in Washington. He wanted to
see the two visit Texas and the South
together, and convulsed his audience
by picturing their tour of the state,

He paid high compliment to the
Sons of Confederate veterans, and to
the daughters, in fact, the women of

the South were not neglected at any
period of hiz flights of oratory—it was
their devotion that inspired him.

At the close of his lecture many
crowded around to shake the speaker’s
hand and to urge him to fill a return
date in Fort Worth. He consented to
do so, and will await a date to be fixed
by the Daughters of the Confederacy.

DIXIE-AMERICA.

The closing part of the evening’s
program was the sinzing of “Dixie-
America.”" a patriotic parody written
by Dr. Mitchell. This was sung by
3 httle girls, members of Ann Lee
Carter chapter, Children of the Con-
federacy, each bearing a shield repre-
senting a state. This song is dedi-
cated to the sons and daughters of
Dixie, and is being adopted by the
camps and chapters as the national
hymn. Those participating in this
very pleasing feature were: Mary
Kern, Elizabeth Hovenkamp, Minnie
Lather, Delia Telfair, Edith Telfair,
l.enora Pritchett, Beth Provine jlona
Andrews, Josie Nicks, Mary Kate Me-
Dougall, Fay Houghton, Camile
Hnu"hmn

Miss Mattie Melton, directress of the
chapter, stood with the children dur-
ing the rendition of the song, as did
also Misses Harle, Downie and Mec-
Neeley.

Dr. Mitchell announeed that future
issues of his weekly journal, “Dixie-
land Democrat,” would be published
from Fort Worth and Dallas, the twin
cities of Texas, and the headquarters
for the Sons and Daughters of the
Confederacy in the South.

Prize of $100 Offered for a Name—No
Speed War to Be Inaugurated, but
Present Time Shortened—Gen.
eral Railroad News

The Rock Island and Southern
Pacific have a corps at work arranging
details for the new passenger service
to the Pacific coast which begins Nov.
1. A letter from Chicago this morn-
Ing says many requests for information
regarding the selection of a name for
the new train for which _the Rock
Island_ has offered a $100 ' prize are
being received.

The route for the service will be via

Kansas City, El Paso and the Southern
Facific to Los Angeles agd San Fran-
cizco. The schedule has pot been an-

nounced, but it is learned that it would
be the same in point of hours between
Chicago and the coast as that govern-
ing the California Limited of the Santa
Fe. All prospects of a speed war or
reduction in coast service time has
been eliminated by a time agreement
between the Santa Fe and Rock Island
that neither company shall run a train

between Chicago and lLos Angeles
under 65 hours.
The Pullman® eompany is building

ten new trains for the service, to cost
in the neighborhood of $1,400,000. Each
train will conzist of diping car, one
standard 12-section drawing-room car,
special mail car, one compartment car,
one combination drawing-room sleeper,
an observation-compartment car and a
buffet-smoker-baggage car. The train
will be electrie lighted throughout.

To connect with California train
the Rock Island expects to shorten its
schedule from Texas.

DATE OF OPENING FIXEﬁ AT SEP-
TEMEBER 15

The Corporal Punishment Clause Re-
instated After One Year's Vexa-
tions—Other Clauses for Gov-
ernment Recommended
and Adopted

The Fort Worth public schools will
open for the term this year on Sept.
15, that date falling on Monday. It
has been a custom to open the schools
on"Thursday, in order to devate Thurs-
day and Friday to organization but by
the unanimous action of the schoeol
board yesterday afternoon, Monday,
Sept. 15, was decided upon as the op-
ening date,

The most important action, aside
from the opening, was that jof going
back to the corporal punishmgent regu-
lations. The non-corporal punishment
rules existed for a term, and there
were s0 many vexations connected
therewith that the good old plan was
reverted to.

No question which has ever come up
in the public schools has crpated so
much concern, so much. discussion as
Las that of corporal punishment. The
unruly, vicious pupil took advantage
of the rule being cut out last term and
made trouble—followed by mere trou-
ble. Arguments for and against filled
the columns of the local| papers
throughout the term, parents and guar-
dians had their say, as did vox populi,
However, two of the board stood pat
on the proposition, and voted against
whipping. They were Messrs. Van
Zandt and Zurn. The committee’s re-
port, however, was adopted, and it fol-
lows: i

The Committee’s Report
“To the Honorable Board of Trustees,

Fort Worth Public Schools:|

“We your committee on rules and
grievances, beg leave to recommend
the following changes in the rules and
regulations contained in the psuperin-

tendent's report for 1900-1901;
“1. That rule N, page 104, be
amended by striking out 4ll after

‘cause to be inflicted,’ in line 3| of said
rule, and substituting the following:

“*Such corporal punishment as he
may think the case demands; but no
teacher shall in any case or under any
pretense punish children if the schooh
by striking or slapping them on or
about the head or in the hand, or by
shaking them violently. Corporal pun.
fshment shall not in any case be ad-
ministered in the presence of the
school, but in the presence of the
principal or superintendent and of one
or more teachers.

‘*Provided, that children of such
parents as may file with the principal | W
of the school which such children at-
tend a written request that their chil-
dren be not corporally punished, may
be suspended for disorder, idleness
and inattention to duties, for a|period
of not more than ten days for each
offense; but no such child shall be re-
admitted after a third suspension with-
out the action of the board.” .

“II. That rule 27, page 104, be
amended by striking out ‘severe,” line
1, and substituting ‘corporal’  in its
place, l

“III. That rule 21, page |97, be
amended by striking out all after
‘making.’ line 3, and substitnting in its
place, ‘the best average grade during
hla or ner course in the high school ¢

“In line of rule 14, page 100:

“‘No pupil shall be excuseq from
school during the regular daily session
to take music, dancing, drawing or
other iessons, or to attend any public
entertainment or matinee, or to leave
school to attend to other duties, with-
out the express permission of the prin-
cipal: Such requests shall be made
by parent of the child in perwn or by
letter to the principal’

“*No pupil shall be allowed to leave
the grounds at recess without the per-
mission of the principal.’

To general rule:

‘‘All principals and ttachers must
be governed by the order and rules of
the board of trustees and earnestly
strive to carry out all regulations and
rules adopted by the board. If any
principal or te achu objects to or finds
fauit with such orders or rules| he or
she may file a protest with the board,
which protest shall be duly considered
by the board.””

Among other important measures
adoptﬂl by the board was one [provid-
ing that in cases where high! school
pupils fail in one.or two studies they
shall not be turned back in all their
studies but may go on. with the un-
derstanding that they are to make up
whatever their deficiencies may be be-
fore they are permitted to graduate.

The rule providing that married wo-
men shall not be teachers was changed
so as to refer only to grade teachers.
It was explained that the music¢ teach-
er whom the board desires to lengage
is 2 married woman. All the other
tcachers are grade teachers.
