THE POWER TO GOVERN.

Bpeech Before American Bar Association
by Joha G. Carlisle.

Saratoga, Aug. 29.—John G. Car-
lisle, former secretary of the treasury,
delivered the annual address before the
Amarican Bar association here. He
€poke on the power of the United
States to acquire and govern territory,
which he eaid was a question growing
cut of the acquisition of territory

from Spain. Unless the constitution is
changed, which is hardly probable said |
Mr. Carlisle, the law is the same, |
whether the territory is located in the
eastern or western hemisphere.

He next touched upon the limitation
of the power to acquire territory un-
der the constitution of the United
States and referred to the power to
declare war and to make treaties, The
| territory acquired by military occupa-
| tion, the speaker declared, is held by
the same until congress can meet and
1snbstituto’ civil for military govern-f
ment.

Congressional power to govern ac-'

Fort Worth will celebrate Labor Day
on next Monday. Preparations are
making to have a big gathering, a jolly
good time and an effort to inculcate in
all a realization of what the day really
is and ought to be.

less laborers and ought also to take
part in some formal way. There are
no tightly drawn class lines in Fort
Worth and there ought not to be. The
community at large ought to plan for
Labor Day and make it a day of rest
and thoughtfulness. Make it a sort of
Fourth of July, one to be religiously
celebrated and looked forward to.

One way which would tend to quick-
ly spread a sentiment in favor of Lab-
or Day would be to cause the chilgren
to become in.erested in events that
day. It is likely that we all have
such a regard for the Fourth of July,
not so much on account of the senti-
ment connected with the anniversary,
however deeply that may be founded,
but because in our own youthful days,
we were given the privilege of having
a good time, of spending a few hoarded
dimes and of having a whole bunch of
firecrackers all to ourselves, of listen-
ing to the band, watching the parades,
and in every way getting some fun out
of life as only children, keyed up to
the highest pitch of excitement, can
enjoy fit.

Let the children have a good time on
Labor Day along with the parents.
When the boys come to take the place
of the father at the anvil, at the bench,
the lathe, the saw and hammer, or
come to positions of responsibility in
the bank, or factory, they will see to
it that the traditional good time of the
day is enjoyed by all the people, whose
lives: they can influence.

It was Esop the slave, who wrote the
quaint old fable that became so fami-
liar, and the saying “united we stand,
divided we fall” seems wondrous old.
But if a slave ‘wrote the fable, it has
remained for the free American labor-
ing man to write the story in actual
history, in completing the almost per-
fect organization of American labor
unions,—The American Federation of
Labor.

In the World's Work, the story of
how this has been accomplished is
told in comparison and contrast with
the perfecting of the organization of
the grealest combination of capital of
the century,—the steel trust. .

. Both organizations wre rightly, con-|

trasted and compared. Both are for
the purpose of regulating competition, |
one of markets and the other of hbor-
ers. One is formgd to market its
many products while the other mar-
kets its single product,—labor. One
plans to pay as little as possible, the
other aims to get the highest wages
obtainable. Alike both try for a more
perfect organization in order to crush
out the weaker competitors. Both of-
fer benefits to members,—one divi-
dends, the other insurance. Together
and singly, the fundamental idea ol
organization is a “community of inter-
est,” in other words, a bundle of fag-
ots.

The power and usefulness of labor
unions in this country is not few, but
the greatest labor combination in the
world today is not one union, but
eighty-two, having a total member-
ship of 1,250,000 men all working for
the cause of labor. Last year its re-
ceipts were $71,000 and its expendi-
tures $68,000. Its chief work is to pro-
mote legislation friendly to labor and
to use its influence in securing the
purchase of ufiion label goods by . its
members.

While many of the trades are suc-
cessfully and powerfully organized, it
has been found practically impossible
to organize some kinds of labor, prin-
cipally in those_ lines where a low
standard of efficiency is required.
There could be no more eloquent argu-
ment for the good of org'mized labor
than this ract,—that it is not'a success
save where skill and intelligence are
primary requisites.

After the first difficulty of organiz-
ing labor was overcome, there follow-
ed the trouble of holding these men in
the unions when they were tempted
to go outside either by offers of high-
er wages or other gdvantages.
the common method for holding
members is finding work for the un-
employed, but this has been added to
by death, sickness, strike, out-of-work
benefits and loans to traveling mem-
bers which many unions pay. Anoth-
er means of holding the unions to-
gether is by the publication of trade
journals which are usually well edited
and arranged. The effort of the offi-
cers of both the separate unions and

It is only by united
be attained.

So far the time has not been reached
when strikes are wholly done away
with, but diplomacy and arbitration
are more and more taking their place.
Written agreements between employ-
ers and unions for periods of from one
to three years, are being used many
places and the matter of wages, hours,
etc., written in contracts and signed
by both men and employers has been
found to be the ideal strike preventa-
tive.

The demands of the Federation of
Labor are not only for the good of its

million members. Among other
thirgs they ask compulsory education
a legal work day, municipal owner-

ship, nationalization of telegraphs and
telephones, railways and mines, sani-
tary inspection of workshops,
and homes.

The question of labor and
which many say will never be
tled, is slowly answering itself. There
are reforms needed on both sides. Or-
ganized labor has done great things
for itself by the recognition of its own
needs and defects. It may it is
hoped that it will be true, that organ-
ized capital will as well by recogniz-
ing its defects and inconsistencies,
work out its own reforms to a better,
at least, if not an ideal state.

An Instance of nonfamiliarity with
gitnple seientific facts Is fllustrated by
an articie that goes the rounds of the
press once or twice annually—namely,
the story of the electrified house. The
article ususlly states that some one
bhas discovered that everything he
touches in his house — the radiators,
picture frames, banquet lamps, etc.—-
gives himi an electric ghock; hence he
fears there is some conuection between
the arc light wires and the water pipdf
near his residence. The electric light
inspector is therefore summoned and
reports that the wires of his company
are Intact and that the electricity must
come from some other source.

' tools protrude from the side of a steel

turret like thirteen inch guns from a
battleship turret. In the nonautomatic
scrow machine the turret is revolved

by the opersator so as to bring each tool l

into play, just as the turret on the eld
Monitor was revolved to bring one gun
But in the
automatic machine the work is done
withent human guidance,

In making screws, nuts, bolts, studs
and other small pieces that must be
turned, drilled or threaded for watches,
clocks, typewriters, electrical instru-
menta and other mechanisms all the
opera‘or has to do is to feed the
“stock”—a long, thin rod of steel or
brass—to the machine., The feeding
mechanism ecarries the rod slowly for-
The tur-
ret advances and puts its first tool at
work on the end of the rod. When this

| tool bas dene its task, the turret with-
| draws It, turns and advances a second

tool into anection. Each cuiting tool
around the turret haws its distinct werk
to perform—one cutting a thread, an-
other shaping a head, another putting
on a point, another drilling a hole, still
another putting on knurling. The tur-
ret automatically brings each of per-
haps six tools into action, and when
the work is finished the completed
screw drops into a pan, while the
“stock” is automatically fed forward
to begin the complex operation again.
A stream of machine oil pours contin-
aously on the work to carry away the
heat, and the little metal cuttings col-
lect in & heap under the machine.
IHour after hour this wonderful au-
tomaton goes through its cycle of oper-
ations, the turret clicking every mo-
ment as it brings a new tool forward.
Small brass pieces, on which but one
tool cuts, are dropped at the rate of
four a second. Large screws of com-
plicated design upon which a whole
turretful of tools must work are cut
from a steel rod at the rate of one or
two a minute. So perfectly are these
screw machines constructed that an un-
gkilled workman can operate a row of
them. All he is required to do is to keep
them fed with “stork.” In some shops
