fRAGIC END OF O. W. CASE, AT
KIRKWOOD, MO,

DID NOT LIKE CHURGH

For First Time in Life Asked Family
to Attend Divine Services — Re-
turned and Found Him
Dead

Dressed as if he intended to sleep,
0. W. Case, for several years superin-
tendent for the Pacific Express com-
pany in Texas, and prior thereto oc-
cupying a eimilar position in St. Louis,
committed suicide by shooting himself
through the head early Sunday night.
The deed was committed with an old
army six-shooter Mr. Case had carried
through the civil war, and at his home
fn Kirkwood, Mo., a small place near
St. Louis.

The death of Mr. Case was not with-

out pathetic incident. He was well
known in Texas. A number of years
back he was superintendent for the

Pacific in St. Louis, and when an open-
ing occurred in Texas he was sent here
in charge of the Texas lines with di-
vision headquarters in Fort Worth. A
year ago last May he tendered his res-
ignation, being succeeded by Joe A.
Russ of Dallas, the present superin-
tendent, and prepared to return to
Missouri. Shortly after being relleved
he went to Cloudcroft, N. M., where
he spent the summer. Last fall he
passed through en route to St. Louis,
stopping for a day in Dallas and in
Palestine.

Mr. Case was well known in Fort
Worth for his antipathy for all things
tending toward religion, and, it is re-
lated, often requested his family to re-
frain from attending divine services.
In this they complied. Since his re-
turn to Kirkwood, Mr. Case had not
been well. On Sunday afternoon last.
he was taken for a drive over thé city
and after a lunch at night, requested
his wife and daughters to attena
church that evening, something he had
never before done.

This incident immediately preceding
his tragic death is taken by those who
knew him best as an indication of his
acceptance of the religious faith and
caused him to yield the point for the
first time in his life.

As the family left the house for
thurch he told them good evening, and
remarked: “Come in and see how I
am when you return.” When the fam-
lly returned the body lay on the bed
firessed in night clothing, and the
weapon lay by his eide. It is presumed
he fired the ball shortly after they left
the house.

The funeral occurred yesterday aft-
pernoon in Kirkwood, being under the
quspices of the G. A. R. of which he
had been a member.

BACKBONE BROKEN

INDICATIONS FOR MORE PLEAS-
ANT TEMPERATURES DUR-

FELL IN CLEAR FORK

A SISTER'S BRAVE EFFORT TO
RESCUE DROWNING
BROTHER

HAD GONE DOWN LAST TIME

Higgins Rung Two Hundred Yards,
Handicapped and Plunged In, Only
Realizing That Lives Were at
Stake — Children Are
All Right

That two children of Mrs. Petty are
not in their graves as a result of
drowning is due to the heroic efforts
of Morgan Higgins, who resides at 205
\'.;l”',')' street. Higgins has children of
his own—he was a ‘child once him-
self—and all the instincts of a fond
parent surged to a point that called
for action, and quick action, when he
heard the cries for help of children
yesterday afternoon at 5 o’clock.

Higgine and a friend were convers-
ing at the former's gate, 205 Valley
street, his own little tots fondly play-
ing about him. The cries for help
came from a point in a dense thicket.
of trees at least 200 yards from his
house. A conglomeration of picket
fences, barbed wire fences, barrel-stave
fences and other obstacles blockaded
the direct way, but these:- were as
nothing to the thoroughly aroused
man, who skimmed them all and
bounded to the south. bank of the
Clear Fork. Arriving within sight of
the bank he saw a half dozen men,
women and children on the north
bank frantically waiving their arms
and doing a hysterical stunt in con-
cert. He also saw the head of a girl
disappear beneath the water.

Higgins did not know whether or
not it was her first or last time down,
nor did he stop to consider. There
was no time for removal of clothing
or shoes; he only discarded a hat and
plunged into the deep, swift current,
regardless of its depth and struck out,
after being submerged, for the oppo-
site bank.

A few strokes brought him to the
spot where the girl went down. He
grasped her hair far beneath the sm-
face of the water, and brought her up.

fort to resuscitate them.

Higgins gently removed them to a
grass and shade plot and proceded
as best as he could to have them dis-
gorge the water. Finally they were
brought around to a condition by
which they could be moved to thelr
mother’s home, Mrs. Petty, a few
blocks east.

GIRL’S BRAVE EFFORT.

It develops that these two children,
a girl aged about 12 years, and a boy
aged about ten, sister and brother,
were on the bank of the Clear Fork
playing. The little boy dropped some-
thing into the water by accident, and
in his boyish desire to secure it tried
to reach it with a stick. The bank
was high and he tumbled in. The sis-
ter, without stopping to consider the
risk, jumped in to rescue her brother.

There were a number of people
near, but all they did was_to trot up
and down the bank and make a noise.
It was this noise and the cries of the
girl that Higgins heard.

ARE REDUGED

Freight Tariffs Cut 20 Per Cent by
Commissigners

THINKS IT- AN ERROR

Until Otherwise Ordered All Commod-
ities Be- Hauled for Only 80°per
Cent—Other Lines Will
Complain

The action of the railroad commis-
sion in reducing all freight rates ap-
plying on the Frisco system in Texas
20 per cent is not understood by offi-

cials at the road’s headquarters here.

“I am at a loss to know why our
rates have been reduced,” said General
Freight Agent Preston to The Tele-
gram today, “and cannot help believ-
ing-an error has been made. I am
not ready to believe the commission is
issuing retaliatory orders as indicated
and that without notice or request for
explanation if it be, a rule had been
violated.

“The Frisco did join the line out of
the state in making a reduction in the
salt tariff to offset that made by the
Santa Fe from Hutchinson, Kas., and
in the interest of Texas industries.
This is said to have been the cause
for the commission’s action.”

As the matter standg all freight com-
modities moving over the Frisco lines
in Texas igs hauled for only 80 per cent
of the tariff until otherwise ordered by
the commission. The commission’s
official order is as follows:

“The railroad commission of Texas,
having received authentic information
to the effect that greatly reduced rates
have been established, effective Sept.
3, 1902, to apply on salt in car loads
from St. Louis and from East St. Louis
to Paris, Denison, Sherman and Fort
‘Worth, and also to all points on the
Fort Worth and Rio Grande railway,
and it appearing to. this commission
that such reduced rates will operate
as a discrimination against the inter-
ests of shippers and railroads other
than those herein named in Texas, the
railroad commission of Texas, acting
under authority conferred upon it by
law, hereby orders that until other-
wise ordered by this commission, the
rates on all classes and commodities
moving between points on the Paris
and Great Northern railroad, St. Louls,
San Francisco and Texas railway, Red
River, Texas and Southern railway
and the Fort Worth and Rio Grande
railway, shall be 80 per cent of the
current tariff rates applicable.”

The order was effective today.
