Washington, D. C,, is unique a-
mong U. S. cities because ever
American citizen “owns' a share
of it and has a very vital stake
in the vents that take place here.
Because it is the Nation's Capi-
tal, every citizen can regard
Washington as his city, rezardless
of his place or residence, Wash-
ington is the U, S. Federal City.
The Federal Government is its
reason for being it major industry
and the major employer of the
people who live here. The site
of the city of Washington was an
unpopulated woody marsh when
George Washington, whese near-
by home at Mount Vernon gave
him a familiarity with lands along
the Potomac River, selected the
location for the Federal City. The
founding fathers had determined
that the seat of our National Gov-
ernment belonged in a Federal
City in which no subordinate gov-

ernmental authority could hold
powWers.
Now, Washington 4s again

caught up in the emotional cry oi
“home rule!” The objective, home
rule advocates will tell you, is for
the residents of the District of
Columbia to be permitted to gov-
ern themselves. They want Con-
gress, which was given authority
by the Censtitution to direct Dis-
trict affairs, to hand its powers
over to an elected city council.
At the same time, they want Con-
gress to continue to provide mass-
ive sums to support District of
Columbia government in the style
to which Washington residents
have become accustomed — and
a style of city government, I as-
sure vou, that many U. S. cities
wish they could emulate.

“Home rule” sounds good. It
ijs a catchy phrase. It is an emo-
tional appeal to the normal Amer-
ican sense of fair play and belief
in democracy. Yet, ‘‘home rule"”
as proposed in the bill which has
passed the Senate and may come
before the House is repugnant to
the Constitution. In effect, it cre-
ates a new State, with this ex-
ception: The Federal Government
will finance it,

“home rule' bill among the most

I object also to the provision
which provides for an elected D.

C. mayor, 14 councilmen from 14
wards with 5 more councilmen
elected at large — with complete
control of the Washington police
department. I object to the facl
that the bill makes the U. S. Pres-
ident a kind of supermayor, re-
quiring him to oversee the acis of
the city council and giving him,
not the Congress, veto power over
them,

Our government is based on a
dual sovereignty philosophy. In
other words, each of the 5 slates
are separate and distinct sove-
reignties. Joined together, they
constitute the Federal Govern-
ment — the Federal sovereiznty.
To believe in “home rule” for the
official Federal district is to do
violence to the basic doctrine of
our dual sovereignty government-
al form. D. C. “home rule” is
extremely bad legislation.

Child Labor Law
Discussed

Today Charles H. King Jr.,
Coramissioncr of the Bureau of
Lator Statistics, announced in

Austin that he wished to remind
the business men of Texas that if
they expected to empley any child
under the aze cf 16 years durine
the approaching school term it
will be necessary for them to take
ceetain steps in order to comply
with the Laws cf Texas Ccncern-
ing the Employment cf Children.

Commissioner King exglained
that the “‘Child Labcr Law' re-
quires that any perscn who em-
ploys a child under the age of 16
in his business from September
1 to June 1 must keep posted on
his premises a ‘‘Child Work Per-
mit.”” These permits are procurcd
from the lccal Ccunty Judge whce
genzrally requires before issuing
such permit proof cf the chila’'s
age; that the child has comnleted
the 7th grade in a public school;
a physician's certificate that the
child’s health is zcod or adequate;
and facts tc show that the child's
parents are in economic stress.

It was pointed out by the Cem-
missioner that the 58th Legislature
amended the Laws cf Texas Con-
cerning the Employment of Child-
ren prohibiting the employment cf
any child under the age cf 14
from September 1 to June 1 of
each year and removed the ex-
emption to the law previously
given children hired in agricul-
ture, thus bringing children hired
on farms, ranches, or dairies un-
der the provisions of the law, un-
less such child is working for its
parents on their own farm.

The teeth of Americans con-
tain at least one billion cavities,
each a potential source of tooth-
ache, dental authorities now esti-
mate. They say tooth decay IS
so widespread that it involves %
of every 100 persons and is still
increasing.

A virtually incurable chronic
disease which must be prevented
if it is to be ccnquered at all,
tecth decay is a particular neme-
sis of elementary school-age
youngsters although all ages are
vulnerable to its ravaging pain.
Children are said to develcp cav-
ities at about the same ratic as
do adults - appreximately one
per child per year. But scholarly
surveys shcw that whereas one-
third of the adult need for fillings
is being met, only cne-fifth of the
cavities in children's teeth are be-
inZ repaired.

The reascn, Texas Health De-
partment dental officials speculate
is that so many parents still
cling to the tetally false notion
that so-called “baby teeth’ are
unimpertant because they are tem-
porary. The frequent result is
that good dental health for child-
ren is still a relatively scarce
ccmmodity.

In an attempt to reverse the
trend tcward almost universally
pcor dental health amcng young-
sters — particularly in underpri-
vileged hcmes - the dental divi-
sion cf the Texas State Depart-
ment of Health gives financial
and education support to dental
clinics in selected lecal health de
partments around the State.

The addition of flucride in care-
fully ccntrolled amcunts to public
water supplies is known by dental
researchers to be an efficient de-
terrent to dental decay. The State
Board c¢f Health has reafiirmed
its belief that flucridation is safe
and effective, and recommended
that local cemmiunities consider
the practice wherever applicable
and practicable.

There is one positive step all
parents can take tc avoid the fate
of toothlessness among their child-
ren, dental scientists agree. It's
&« simple slep, requiring only that
voungsters be taken tc a dentist
for tooth and gum inspection be-
fore being enrclled in school each
fall.

Refore the visit is over, the den-
tist will have tutored the young-
ster in good dental hygiene at
home, hopingz the habits will take
hold and last into adulthood.

When enough children have re-
ceived such instruction, and make
it a part of their daily lives, the
blight of tooth decay may slow-
ly fade from the American scene.

A university student was help-
inz around his home between se-
mesters. He got some pesticide,
hvoked up a spray and went to
work. he sprayed the trees,
bushes and all around the yard.

He worked a good part of the
afternoon in his shirt sleeves
spraying into the wind part of
the time. Not too long after he
finished he began to get sick; he
was nauseated and had head-
ache.

Had this young man read the in-
structions on the label and follow
ed the admonitions to wear pro-
tective clothing, to avoid breath-
ing the spray or whatever he
might well have avoided being
sick.

The tremendous use of chemi
cal poisons has proved fto be a
boone to man by helping him con-
trol agricultural pests and human
disease vectors within the brief
span of the ldst 20 years. But the
use of these poisons has created
an altogether new public health
problem.

This modern inovation has its
potential hazards just as do auto-
mobiles, electricity and airplanes.
A particular problem with insect-
icides and pesticides, however, is
their poisonous nature.

In every case of human death
from pesticides, the cause has
been accidental misuse of a chem-
ical poison.

As a cardinal rule, be sure you
read the label each time you use
a pesticide. Then follow the di-
rections exactly and store the con-
tainer away from the reach of
curious children.

tection in Texas City, Texas.

The Military Constructicn Ap-
prcpriations Bill which was re-
cently passed in the Senate in-
cluded twenty-two Texas projects
amounting to amost $49 million.

In addition to the twenty Texas
projects included in the House Bill
I was able ftc have $1,300,000
added fcr a Medical Laboratory
at Brocks Army Medical Center
and 0492,000 added for a replace-
ment building at Lackland Air
Ferce Base in San Antonio, with
the co-operation oi Congressman
Henry B. Gonzales.

Texas is fortunate to have the
two senior, ablest, and most in-
fluential members of the House
Appropriations Committee, Con-
gressman George Mahon of Lub-
bock and Congressman Albert
Thomas of Houston. It is a priv-
ilege to work with these two fine
Congressmen in getting the appro-
priations for deserving Texas pro-
jects.

Tae pilot plants built at Webster
and Roswell were designed to find
a means ci providing pure water
for smaller U. S. cities now faced
with brackish supplies. Small plants
are gcinz tc be needed because a
survey by the American Water Works
Asscciation indicates that more than
1.020 U. S. conmunities are using
brackish water. In additica, attain-
ing the ability to build small plants
would greatly aid local cecrmmunities
ncw forced to import water supplies
by pipeline from long distances.
Many cf these communities do have
water scurces near at hand; the
prcblem is that the nearby water is
not fit to drink and can be made s
only after a desalinizalion prcoess.
Research will be pushed in this im-
portant aspect cf the problem.

The dramatic focus in saline
versicn is cn such pcpulatiocn centers
as New York City which face catas-
trophe if water problems are nol
solved. The Northeastern drouth is
now four years cld. A fifth year of
drcuth could bankrupt water supplies
for New Ycrk and many otker cities
of the Northeast. It is possible thal
a combination nuclear power-desalt-
ing plant will be constructed to
serve the New York area along lines
similar to a plan developed recently
for Los Angeles area interests.

We need to discover new and re-
volutionary processes. Unless Liis
is done, the cost of fuel in the cpera-
ticn of present methods cculd prevent
reduction of cost to the point that
such water could be used fcr irri-
gation purposes. The crying need
for the water-scarce areas through-
out the world is not only for water
for human consumptionn but also
water to grow much-needed food.

The waning days of summer va-
cation activities are afttracting more
and more Texas parents and their
children out into the wonderful out-
doors for a last fling at fun in the
sun kefore the recpening oi school
starts confining them to home.

This 1s a time of increased expos-
ute to the hazards of accidents and
unexpected emergencies which inev-
itably come with accelerated outdcor

activity.

Of the approximately 7,000 people
who dies each year in Texas, about
10 percent die as a result of acci-
dents. Deoubtless, many are saved
by prompt emergency care, but
many mcre could be saved.

It's not at all uncommon to

find that many people throw all res-
pcnsibility cn the physician or rescue
squad perscnnel who repond to emer-
gency calls, undertaking none themn-
selves except to telephone for help.
Many times they simply do not
know what to do; other times they
are too excited to think or act wise-
ly. The urgency of the situation may
lead peope to give grossly improper
care fcr burns, internal injuries or
extensive lacerations and abrasions.

The person telephening fcr help
shculd not rely solely upon the phy-
sician cr ambulance attendant to
give him advice; he should find out
by asking directly what to do until
help arrives.

In most situations the
conversation need nct be rushed;
tnere is time, for instance, fcr care-
ful directicns in cases of heart at-
tack, burns or head injury. Even
thouzh the caller has never had a
ccurse in first aid cr has forgotten
what he has learned. he can still ob-
fain directions that mav save a life.

“Hurry cases’ cf first aid include
cessation of breathinz, severe bleed-
ing and poisoning. In such cases
a delay of even a few minutes cculd
result in death. Rescue squads save
extremely few people who have stop-

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“...And Nothing But
The Truth”

The famous phrase has a round,
rolling rhythm: “the truth, the
whole truth, and nothing but the
truth.” But does the witness, having
uttered the words, obey their
command?

It is an old, old problem. Almost
2400 years ago Euripides said:

“The tongue hath sworn, but the
mind is unsworn.”

How can we persuade a man's
mind to deliver what his tongue
has promised? In an earlier day,
the law relied mainly on the witness’
dread of immediate divine retribu-
tion. But few people nowadays are
kept honest by the fear of a heav-
enly thunderbolt.

Accordingly, the law now seeks
to harness the power of the witness’
own conscience. To that end, the
form of the oath may vary some-
what to fit the particular creed of
the individual.

Thus a Christian may swear on
the New Testament, a Jew on the
Old Testament, and a Mohamme-
dan on the Koran. And a Quaker to
whom swearing is abhorrent may
merely “affirm” that he will tell the
truth.

On occasion, courts have even
allowed such exotic procedures as
blowing out a candle (“If I do not
tell the truth, may I be snuffed out
as was the candle.”).

The modern oath has a further
use, beyond engaging the con-
science of the witness. It also serves
to convert a lie into a crime. Lying
under oath is the crime of perjury.

It is not often that a witness is
convicted of perjury. The require-
ments for such a conviction are
strict. For the law fears that, if the
club of perjury is wielded too freely,
it could frighten even an honest wit-
ness into silence.

Thus, it is not perjury to give
false testimony without realizing its
falsity—even if there is a degree of
negligence on the part of the
witness.

But if there is sufficient evidence
of a deliberate lie, told with evil
purpose, the courts take a serious
view indeed of the matter.

For the witness who commits per-
jury not only offends his own con-
science. And he not only breaks his
own oath. He also, in the words of
a federal court, “pollutes the stream
of justice at its source.”
