OONTINUED WARM WEATHER
WOULD MAKE IT VERY LARGE

 gig Sesbeard Mill Will Start Opera
 _tions September 22 — Will Clean

Over 100,000 Barrels of Rice
in Next Five Months

‘Galveston, Tex., Sept. 12—With a
" gontinuation of warm weather for an-
other two weeks or more, a good rice
etop will be made in Texas this year.
A cold wave during the next few days
. would seriously curtail the output of
the rice plantation and would have a
nry. {njurious effect upon the rice crop

of both Texas and Louisiana. Nearly
all the crop in these two states is of a
late yield.

A gentleman who has given the mat-
ter of rice growing coneiderable study
said this morning that where artesian
water can be secured at a depth of 500
feet or less welis are preferable and
detter adapted for rice growing than
are rivers and earthen tanks. These
wells as a rule are situated upon ihe
highest point of a plantation. In Loui-
slana they are sunk close togefher,
while flumes and ditches carry the
water to the various portions of a fl2ld
st a minimum cost. On one plantation
i Louisiana four artesian wells are
furnishing water for 500 acres of land,
and the owner _is making a splendid
rice crop.

The Seaboard Rice mill will start
operating on Sept. 22, and the first
shipment of rough is !ocked for some
time this week. The capacity of the
mill is 1200 Darrels of rice cvery 24
hours, but for the presen: the mii! will
be operated only with a day ran. Man-
ager Waters Davis, jr.,, cxpecis to be
able to run the mill for something over
five months, and in that t'mo to clean
something like 100,000 barrais of rice.

There are new about 50 rice mills

ted in ths states of Texes and
islana. The largeet amourt of rice
handled b¥ any one Texas mi'l last
year was 110,000 bavrels, which were
eleansd by the Atlantis mill of Beau-
mont. There are 15 mi!ls being
operated in Texas this year as against
elght mills operated last vear,
