The thirteen states which have
failed to mention or have denied alle-
giance to the platform, are North Da-
kota, Georgia, Illinois, Michigan, In-

Carolina, Vermont, Mississippi, Wy-
oming, lowa and Massachusetts,

The states which have reaffirmed
adherence to the platform are Kan-
sas, Maine, Arkansas, Minnesota, Ne-
hraska, Missouri, Nevada, North Caro-
lina, Ohio, South Dakota, Texas and
Tennessee,

The comparizon of the two groups
is interesting, if for nothing else, he-
cause of the geographical position of
the states. While North Carolina in-
dorsed the platform, South Carolina
repudiated: North Dakota repndiated,
Sonth Dakota indorsed. There was
no distinction of North, South, East
or West in the treatnient of the plat-
form, which was handled reverently
with or without gloves according to
the fancy of the various conventions.

MAKING ARRANGEMENTS
TO PUT IN SEWERS

THE CITIZENS OF THE SEVENTH
AND EIGHTH WARDS MOVING
