This committee's sole function is 
to offer assistance to anyone re-
gardless of race, color, or creed 
in time of emergencies.

IN ADDITION to the local wel-
fare program carried cut by the 
committee, all of the state ser-
vices of the Salvation Army are 
available here also when needed. 
Some of these services are home 
and hospital care for unwed 
mothers, missing persons bureau, 
emergency disaster relief, and 
summer camp for boys.

Churches Join 
For Community 
Thanksgiving 

The county commissioners' 
court is now studying plans for 
a large new fair pavilion which 
would replace the rundown stucco 
buildings on the fairground, but 
which would require a bond 
election to build. 

JUDGE Raymond E. Whoa, 
who presides over the conuniss-
ioners' court, said the county 
governing body would like to see 
the present stucco buildings torn 
down, the three steel stock barns 
remodeled, and a new steel pav-
ilion built just north of the stock 
barns and connected to them by 
a concrete terrace. 

Commissioners are now studying 
for the fair pavilion, drawn by 
Bill Cox, Lubbock architect. The 
blueprints call for a 160 by 100 
ft. building with a large exhibit 
hall, room for a center arena, cal-
lapsible bleachers, kitchen, din-
ing hall, storage room and large 
rest rooms. 

"The commissioners have said 
they'd also like to see the present 
steel barns insulated, painted, 
well lighted and modernized, with 
new doors on them," the judge 
said. 

HE ADDED, though, that the 
commissioners' study is only a 
preliminary one and that voters 
will be called upon to decide whe-
ther to build the pavilion. 

"We're just looking the plans 
over and trying to see if the 
county can afford to do some-
thing about the fairgrounnds." 
Judge Wilson said. 

"The commissioners court 
seems to feel that the bond election 
should be put on the same ballot 
with the courthouse annex propo-
sition, and the two be voted on 
as two separate issues," the judge 
added, "but no date has been 
set for a bond election yet. We 
still have a lot of studying to 
do—we don't know yet what the 
new fair building would cost." 

DST No Good, 
Clayton Says 

State Representative Bill Clay-
on of Springlake announced this 
week that he will oppose Daylight 
Saving Time for Texas next year. 

CLAYTON, who headed the 
House committee that initiated.  
DST on a trial basis this year, 
asked Gov. John Connally in a 
letter this week to include a bill 
to exempt the state front Day-
light Saving Time when he calls 
the Legislature into special sess-
ion in 1968. 

"The people of Texas have triea 
the advanced time," Clayton said. 
"A Belton poll shows a general 
disapproval all across the state, 
and several polls taken in this 
area indicates a great majority 
of the people in my district do 
not like Daylight Saving Time." 

Petitions opposing DST have 
cropped up throughout the High 
Plains area—inclrding Castro 
County. The main argument 
against DST here has been that 
the one-hour advance made it 
difficult for farm families to get 
their children ready to board 
school buses in time on Septem-
ber and October mornings. 

"AFTER GIVING DST a Mir 
trial, and after having an express-
ion from the people in the dis-
trict by polls and by personal 
contact" Clayton said, "I will 
support any action to exempt 
Texas from the time change."

WEED CONTROL 
1. Mechanical - Rotary hoes, 

sweep cultivators, and rolling cul-
tivators may be used to control 
weeds in corn as with grain sor-
ghum. 

2. Hand-hoeing - Of course this 
ancient, but effective means of 
controlling weeds is applicable to 
corn and must be used to supple-
ment mechanical means. 

3. Chemical -Atrazine 80W is 
an effective herbicide for use 
either pre or post-emerge. There 
are other herbicides, but none 

quite es satisfactory at this time. 
4. Flaming - Since corn is a 

rapidly growing crop small weeds 
can be satisfactorily controlled 
by the proper application of heat 
from a high-clearance mcunted 
flame cultivator.

Southwestern Corn Borer, an ear-
ly planting from March 28 to 

April 13 appears to be most de- 

sirable. 
2. feed - As with grain sor- 

ghum it is very important to find 
a hybrid scpcifically adapted to 
your needs. While our grcwing 
seasoa allows the maturity of 
longer season hybrids, the medium 
maturity ones will probably net 
more because of decreased dam-
age by the corn borer as they 
can be hanested earlier. 

3. Fla-ding Rate - For our area 
the cetimum plant population is 20. 
000 to 24,000 plants-acre which 
can be cbtained by planting 15 to 
20 lbs.-acre, depending upon ker-
nel size. The plant population 
figures are more meaningful than 
pounds per acre. 

4. Depth - Optimum depth is 
2-3 inches unless a deeper plant-
ing is indicated to reach moisture. 

5. Planting Equipment - The 
planting equipment now used for 
grain sorghum or cotton is quite 
satisfactory. If you use a row-
planter your implement dealer 
can provide the correct plates for 
you. Before deciding on the row 

two,n production, hanesting, 
handling and storage of corn and 
grain sorghum. 

SEEDBED PREPARATION 
This operation will be the same 

for corn as for grain sorghum. 
Tea cf bed planting is recom-
mended. 

FERTILIZATION 
The fertilizer requirements of 

corn are quite similar to grain 
sorghum. It will probably be ne-
cessary to use a slightly higher 
level, of nitrogen fcr corn while 
the Cersphours level will be the 
same and it may be necessary to 
use potash before many years of 
production have passed. Sulfur 
and mien-nutrients are needed on-
ly when the individual situation 
warrants them.

Corn apparently will be one of 
the biggest crops of the future for 
Castro County, and Dimmitt 
Wheat Growers.

Barry Love. agri-
cultural representative and agron-
omist, has compiled a corn pro-
duction guide which this week 
was sent to all DWG members.

For these who want to consider 
corn as a money crop in 1968. 
here is Love's corn production 
guide:

Many of you are well familiar 
with corn production for grain or 
silage, while others have never 
grown the crop commercially.

22 
percent was 3.0 through 3.2, nine 
percent 2.7 through 2.9, and two 
percent 2.6 and below. 

Forty-eight percent of the cot-
ton classed at Lubbock last week 
had Pressley reading of 80,000 
pounds and higher, compered to 
56 percent the previous week. 
Pressley is an indication of fiber 
strength, and the most desirable 
Pressley reading is 80,000 pounds 
and above. 

Trading increased in the new 
crop cotton on the Lubbock market 
and prices were generally $5 to 
$15 per bale higher. 

AVERAGE prices paid for the 
most predominant qualities in the 
3.5 to 4.9 micronaire range were 

for Middling 31-32; 24.60 
for Middling one inch; 39.00 for 
Middling 1.5-32; 19.30 for Strict 
Lcw Middling 15-16; 20.95 for 
Strict Low Middling 31-32; 22.60 
for Strict Low Middling one inch; 
36.75 for Strict Low Middling 1-
5-32; 19.45 for Middling Light 
Spotted 15-16; 21.20 for Middling 
Light Spotted 31-32; and n.w for 
Middling Light Spotted one inch.

W. Arthur Lewis, another Eng-
lish economist wrote, "It is not 
profitable to produce a growing 
volume of industrial products un-
less agricultural production is 
growing simultaneously. This is 
also why industrial and agrarian 
revolutions always go together, 
and why countries and economies 
in which agriculture is stagnant 
do not show industrial develop- 

I ment." 

ACCORDING to the USDA, the 
fat mcr's purchases include: 

- S4.7 bilion in new farm mach-
inery. It takes 119,00 employees 
to produce this farm equipment. 

- 53.3 billion for fuel, lubricants 
and maintenance of machinery 
and motor vehicles. Farming 
uses more petroleum than any 
ether industry. 

- $6.5 billion to feel and seed. 
-$1.7 billion for fertilizer and 

lime. 
- 30 billion kilowatt-hours of 

electricity, more than is needed 
annually by Baltimore, Chicago, 
Boston, Detroit, Houston and 
Washington. D.C. combined. 

THE MODERN farmer is a 
creator of employment. Three out 
of every 10 jobs in private em-
ployment are related to agricul-
ture. Six million people have 
jobs providing the supplies farm-
ers use, and eight to 10 milion 
psople have jchs storing, trans-
porting. processing and merchan-
dising agricultural products. 

President Johnson said that in 
less than a generation, the Ameri-
can farmer has created a greater 
agricultural abundance than his 
predecessors achieved through all 

The nation's biggest industry 
is not US Steel, General Motors 
cr AT&T, and yet employs six 
million workers.

tests conducted in loose, sandy 
soils in which the addition of phos-
phorus resulted in a zinc defic-
iency. This occurred through a 
chemical reaction in the soil in 
which the available zinc joined 
with the phosphorus to form insol-
uable zinc phosphate. 

The two speakers stressed the 
use of soil tests for a better 
fertility program, particularly to 
determine the need for phosphor-
us. Few responses have been 
obtained from potassium and 
none from sulfur. 

THE final session of the short 
course will include a disucssion 
on soil-plant-water relationships 
as they affect prcduction and 
fertilizer response and a present-
ation on diagnosing nutrient de-
ficiencies and the secondary and 
Micro-nutrient situation.

Wheat, corn, grain sorghum. 
oats and barley from the 1967 
crcps which are under price-sup-
port loans in commercial storage, 
will be eligible fcr loan exten-
sions (reseal) before the crop 
leans mature late in the spring or 
early summer of 1968. 

ALL PRODUCERS who are el'. 
gible for price support on 1967 
crops %%ill be eligible for resale 
in c:mmercial storage or farm 
stceage if approved for the state. 
according to Charley Hill. County 
ASCS office manager. 

Storage costs accruing during 
the reseal period will be paid by 
CCC. These payments will be 
made to farmers who provided 
farm stcrage or N%-lio prepay ware-
im use storage charges fcr the ex-
tended perici. If warehouse 
charges are not pre:aid, CCC will 
extended p; rind direct to the stor-
ing warehouseman. Payments by 
CC to the warehousemen oil) 
re ! relieve producers of their ebb- 
ca! ice fey ivarchcuse 	charges 
which accrued during the initial 
lean period. 

Producers may redeem reseal 
ccninv-dities at any time and dis-
pose of them as desired. Hill ex-
plained. 

Under the 19'07 crop reseal pro-
gram. price-support loans cn stor-
ed commodities will be extended 
beyond the 19N maturity dates 
until called. CCC retains the option 
to teseal leans at any time the 
sleeks are needed.

Focuses  on Biggest Industry 
We saw the appearance of this 
disease in oar area this year and 
it can he expected to increase. 
The answer to this menace 
seems to lie with the development 
el tolerant hybrids. scme of which 
are already available. 

2. Stalk-Rot - Several species 
are harmful to corn. In general 
corn is susceptible to most of the 
diseases affecting grain sorghum. 

INSECTS: 
1. The number 1 menace to corn 

production in this area is the 
Southwestern Corn Borer. The 
second generaticn larvae of this 
insect, which appears in late July 
or early August. causes most of 
the damage to corn plants by en-
tering the stalk and girdling it just 
above ground level. After being 
weakened stalks rapidly lodge 
when the wind blows. This lodging 
usually occurs after corn reaches 
maturity. 

1. Cultural - Early planting 
will minimize damage. 

2. Mechanical - Topping the 
plant just above ear level, when 
grain is in the hard-dough stage. 
shows great premise t; reduce 
lodging. 

3. Chemical - Two spray appli-
cations of SEWN 7 to 10 days 
Apart, applied to the top of plants 
as 2rd generation borer larvae 
emerges from the w.horl (middle 
to late July), will give good con-
trol. 

IRRIGATION 
According to the best informa-

tion available the following sche-
dule should produce maximum 
yields: Preplant; When plants are 
18-20 inches tall: Tassel to silking 
stage. and Soft-dough stage. 
Rainfall may make it possible tr, 
emit one or more of these irriga-
ticns. The two most important of 
these are pre-plant and the first 
post-plant. 

In general corn ‘will require ap-
proximately the same amount of 
moisture as grain sorghum for a 
similar yield. 

HARVESTING 
A conventional grain combine 

can be used fcr harvesting corn 
if equipped with a corn header. 
Plates are also placed between 
cylinder bars to prevent passage 
of cobs through the cylinder. The 
cylinder-concave clearance should 
be at a maximum. It now ap-
pears that it may be feasible to 
harvest topped corn with a com-
bine equipped with a conventional 
grain header and pickup reel. 
Hesston rcw attachments. Roll-a-
Cones or other gathering devices 
Whenever possible the harvested 
grain should net exceed 20 per-
cent moisture. 

YIELD POTENTIAL 
With adapted hybrids, produc-

ers with ample irrigation water 
should consitently yield 120-130 
bushels per acre on good land. 
With the development cf better 
hybrids 150 bushels should be at-
tained in a short time. 

HANDLING AND STORAGE 
Corn can be handled and stored 

much the same as other grains 
This grain will usually be har-
vested and marketed at a higher 
moisture level than grain sor-
ghum. Corn will be purchased on 
the basis of No. 2 grade which 
has a maximum of 15.5 percent 
moisture and minimum of 5-1 lb. 
'est weight.

LEAD-OFF speaker was Dr. 

Eugene Coleman, associate pro-
fessor of agronomy at Texas 
Tech, who discussed "Nitrogen's 
Role in Crop Production." 

Large amounts of nitrogen are 
removed from the soil when crops 
arc produced, Ccleman said, and 
this deficit must be replenished. 
He added that 6,000 pounds of 
grain sorghum produced on an 
acre of land will take with it 100 
pounds of nitrogen. Furthermore, 
it takes about 200 pounds of the 
nutrient to produce the 6,000 
pound yield. So, large amounts 
of nitrogen are required to keep 
are applied to the soil to become 
a soil in a high state of fertility. 

Coleman also discussed the pro-
cess of nitrification, which in-
velves the changes that occur to 
nitrogen comp:unds when they 
available for plant use. Nitrates 
are the available forms of nitro-
gen compounds, and their forma-
tion is affected by soil tempera-
ture, aeration, PH level and mois-
ture. 

Nitrification best occurs when 
the soil temperature is above 50 
degrees F.. Coleman pointed out. 
Also, the soil shou'd be fairly 
loose for good aeraticn and con-
tain adequate moisture. The PH 
range should be between 6.5 and 
8, he added. 

In discussing the application of 
nitrogen. Coleamn said that on 
sandy soils. the element should 
to applied just prior to planting 
cr by side dressing. On clay or 
tight soils. however, time of ap-
plicaticn is not significant. 

Co'eman concluded by saying 
that ferilizer is not a cure-all by 
any means. It is important for top 
production. he added. but should 
be used only with an overall pre-
gram of good management. 

ALSO SPEAKING at the first 
session cf the shortcourse was' 
Ruth Plains Research and Ex-' 
Dr. Arthur Onkcn, assistant pro-
fessor of soils and fertilizer at the 
tension Center. His presentation 
c - neerned "Phosphorus Response 
and the Reactions of Phosphate 
Materials in West Texas Soils." I  

Phosphorus deficiencies do not 
always show up as visual s2..nip-
turns idisec'orations) in plants! 
Onken said. However. he added 
that significant responses often 
can be detained from crops by 
the application of phosphorus. On- 1  
ken contended that applying phos-
phcrus preplant by either band-
ing or brcadcasting is best for 
top results. 

In discussing phosphorus avail-
ability, he pointed out that the 
species of plant as well as its 
rent activity plays an important 
role in the amount of phosphorus 
used. Also. the sclubility of the 
rhesphorus compound is an impor-
t:au factor and the element's re-
newal rate in a particular type 
of soil must also he taken into 
consirerat ion.

Notice is here given as re- 
quired by Section 4 of the Water 
Rights Adjudication Act of 1967 
(Article 7542a, Vernon's Civil 
Statutes) that all claims of ri-
parian water rights, all claims 
under Article 7500a, Revised 
Civil Statutes of Texas, 1925. to 
impound, divert or use public 
waters for other than domestic 
and livestock purposes for which 
no permit has been issued, all 
claims of water rights under 
the Irrigation Acts of 1889 and 
1895 which were not filed with 
the State Board of Water En-
gineers in accordance with the 
Irrigation Act of 1913, as 
amended, and all other claims 
of water rights other than 
claims under permits and certi-
fied filings, must be recorded 
with the Texas Water Rights 
Commission. Section 4 does not 
apply to use of water for do-
mestic and livestock purposes 
as the same is defined by Com-
mission Rules. 

On or before September 1, 
1969, every person claiming any 
water right to which Section 4 
applies shall file with the Com-
mission a sworn statement set-
ting forth the nature of the 
claim of water right. Claims to 
which the Section applies shall 
be recognized only if valid un-
der existing law and only to the 
extent of actual application of 
water to beneficial use without 
waste during any calendar year 
from 1963 to 1967, inclusive. 
However, in any case where any 
claimant of a nparian right has 
prior to August 28, 1967, com-
menced or completed the con-
struction of works designed to 
apply a greater quantity of 
water to beneficial use, such 
right shall be recognized to the 
extent of the maximum amount 
of water actually applied to 
beneficial use without waste 
during any calendar year from 
1963 to 1970, inclusive; provid-
ed an additional sworn state-
ment is filed on or before July 
1, 1971. Failure to file the 
sworn statement or statements 
in substantial compliance with 
Section 4 shall extinguish and 
bar any claim of water right to 
which the Section applies.

Mail not containing this number 
is incorrectly addressed. 

HE SAID that last year more 
than nine million pieces of mail 
were delayed in delivery. Of this 
number, 31/2  million pieces failed 
to include the complete five-digit 
APO or FPO number in the add-
ress. This improperly addressed 
mail had to be sent to a military

locator directory, where time-con-
suming searches were made to de-
termine the proper addresses. 

"As the Christmas mail volume 
going overseas is expected to in-
crease up to 30 percent or over 
four million pounds above last 
year, every precaution should be 
taken by friends and relatives of 
servicemen to address their let-
ters and packages properly to as-
sure rapid delivery to the destin-
ations," Wood said. 

THERE ARE tour essential ele-
ments to an overseas military 
address. They are: 

1. The servicemen's identity, 
grade, full name, and service 
number. 

2. His military unit—complete. 
3. Gateway post office—New 

York, San Francisco or Seattle. 
4. APO or FPO--a five-digit 

number. 
When any of these elements is 

missing, the letter or package will 
be delayed in delivery.

Cheese has been a popular food 
for thousands of years. European 
co1onists brought to our country 
their own methods of making 
cheese. 

MOST OF the popular varieties 
that originated in Europe are being 
produced in the United States, and 
are available in many retail food 
stores, according to Gwendolyne 
Clyatt, Extension consumer mar-
keting specialist with Texas A&M 
University. Many cheeses still bear 
the name of their place of origin. 
For example, Parmesan cheese 
originated in Parma, Italy; Ched-
dar in Cheddar, England; and 
Limburger in Limburg, Belgium. 

All cheese starts with the basic 
ingrediient—milk. It takes about 
10 pounds of milk to make one 
pound of cheese, so cheese is a 
concentrated source of most of 
the nutrients found in milk. 

The distinctive flavor, body and 
texture of cheeses are due to the 
kind of milk used, the method 
used for curdling the milk and for 
cuffing, cooking, and forming the 
curd, the type of bacteria or molds 
used in ripening, the amount of 
salt or other seasoning added and 
the conditions of ripening such as 
temperature, humidity and length 
of time. 

Although American cheddar is 
the most popular cheese in the 
U.S., there are many other cheeses 
from which to choose. 

IT'S NOW "Cbeese Festival 
Time," and many food stores are 
featuring cheese displays, an ideal 
time to browse and acquaint your-
self with a few new varieties of 
cheeses. 

If cheese is wrapped well to ex-
clude air, it can be kept in the re-
frigerator for several weeks. If 
mold should develop, it is easily 
removed and does not affect the 
taste of the cheese. 

For best flavor you should re-
move cheese from the refrigerator 
about a half hour before serving. 
Cut off only what you will use: 
wrap and return the remainder to 
the refrigerator. Cheese that has 
been kept too long and become 
dry can be grated and used for 
flavoring.

Corsumer Credit Commissioner 
Frank Miskell issued show-cause 
orders against 16 home improve-
ment firms and 16 individuals, al-
leging they are lending money at 
illegal interest rates. 

Orders applied to firms in Hous-
ton, Dallas,-San Antonio, Kings-
land and Fort Worth. 

"These cease and desist orders 
were but the initial step which 
will be followed by other legal ac-
ticns as part of our comprehensive 
program to protect Texas consum-
ers from abuse in the field of 
home improvements contracts," 
Miskell said. 

Companies and personnel were 
directed immediately to stop any 
activity in violation of Texas' 
Regulatory Loan Act or new Con-
sumer Credit Code. 

Practices complained of include 
cash advances on home improve-
ment loans (primarily for debt 
consolidation) as an inducement 
for contracts at interest rates ov-
er 10 percent.

Staggering cost of transporting 
water to various parts of Texas 
has been reviewed by the Texas 
Water Development Board. 

Staff aides tcld the board that 
they figured it would take three-
tenths cf a, cent per kilowatt hour 
to pay for power to bring water 
reoclod into West and South Tex-
as. Board members indicated they 
feared diet the estimate was too 
low. 

Aides calculated it would cost 
$1,810,000,000 to deliver three mil'-
ion acre-feet of water a year to 
Cooper Reservoir in West Texas 
to irrigate 1,50,000 acres. 
MORE MIGRANT AID SOUGHT 

State Board of Education has 
bested a federal aid request for 
seven migrant worker programs 
to more than $3,900,000. 

Earlier request for migrant 
children programs was increased 
to $2,700,000 to expand assistance 
to 41 participating districts, launch 
new projects at Dimmitt, George-
town, El Paso and Lamesa, and 
help Hurricane Beulah victims 
with clothes and school supplies. 

New funds would go to McAll-
en's migrant demonstration 
school, pre-school work in 20 dis-
tricts; salaries and travel for mi-
grant teachers; and summer in-
stitutes at Pan American College, 
Edinburg, and Texas A&I Univer-
sity at Kingsville, for teachers, 
teacher aides and administrators 
working with migrant children. 
Increases were sought for the 
special migrant compensatory ed-
ucation program in Rio Grande 
City and Laredo for children over 
19, and the board's inservice and 
consultative program to revise the 
migrant school curriculum guide. 

CONSTITUTION AMENDED 
Texas' 91-year-old Constitution, 

as a result of Nov. 11 elections, 
has six more amendments. 

Voters approved all six proposed 
new amendments. 

Also, as a result of the general 
election, Texas has a new Re-
publican senator, 35-year-old Dall-
as lawyer Ike Harris. Republicans 
are in run-off races with Demo-
crats next month in all six dis-
tricts which have House vacancies. 
Two of the districts are in Hous-
ton, one in Austin, one in the Rio 
Grande Valley, one in Wharton and 
Matagorda Counties and the other 
in Bailey, Cochran, Hockley, Ter- 
ry and Yoakum Counties of West 
Texas. GOP candidates led' 
November voting - in all but the 
Valley district. 

COURTS SPEAK 
State Supreme Court has set a 

Jan. 24 hearing on a damage suit 
arising from a 'chartered plane 
crash that may result in new legal 
guidelines for cases involving 
Texas citizens killed or injured in 
out-of-state accidents. Question 
is whether the damage recovery 
ceiling of Texas or of the state 
where the accident occurred ap-
plies. 

The high court upheld lower 
court decisions that Carrolton-
Farmers Branch Independent 
School District could not legally 
expel two students because they 
got married. 

Montgomery Ward was ineffic-
