The future of the library movement
in Texas, who can tell? We should not
be satisfied with any thing short of
best., Texas should be second to no
state in facilities given to promote
good citizenship. With the teachers,
the press, the club women, and the 1i-
brary association, under the wise lead-
ership of a commission, moving a solid
phalanx for public libraries, things
will happen in Texas in the next few
years for which posterity will bless
us. There will be a stately fire-proof
library building here. in Austin, n
which wiil be kept the records and
relies of our glorious pas’. There will
also be thé best of the world’s book
lore. It will be an up-to-date library,
the center of a system, embracing li-
braries in every town, which will each
be centers of systems to traveling li-
braries radiating to the state limits,
until no réemote villagers, no isolated
farmer's family shall be beyond the
reach of good books.

Mr. President, the State Federation
of Women's clubs in session at Beau:
mont, instructed their president to ap-
point a committee to co-operate with
the State - Library associatior, the
State Tecachers’ association, the State
Press association and other organiza-
tions, in securing the establishment of
a state library commission, and the
enactment of some other needed legis-
lation from this legislature.

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“The Two Orphans”
It was almost pathetic for those who
remembered the crowded houses of
days long ago to see the medium-sized
andience which greeted “The Two Or-
phans” at Greenwall's last evening.

Ever touching in plot and in the pit-
iful story it tells, “The Two Orphans”
seems a bit too old-fashioned these
days for modern theatergoers, whose
appetites are tempted more by plays
which have a dash of tabasco in their
make-up than by the simple drama.
