The plaintiff today asked that the bond
be declared void until the receiver had
made an imventory. The hearinz is not
finished, and will be resumed Monday.
About half million dollars is involved in
the litigation and it is being watched in
oil circles.

Real estate men who
look . over the situation every day will
not gventure an estimate, of the number
of houses that will be built this sum-
mer.

“Might as well ask me when the world
will come,” said one of them. ‘I can
tell you just as much about it.”

“wWill the high price of material have
effecs on the number of houses

built?”’ he was asked.

Well, not much,” was the reply.
“There's a demand that must be filled
regardless of cost. Material is high

priced, of course, and a few men who
don’'t really need to build may postponé
it for lower prices, but most of the
houses planned have got to go up or else
more than one family will stay in one
room.

“It's a case of getting bread for the
hungry. They'll have it at any price.”
PACKING-HOUSE MEN COMING
Real estate men believe further that
the real crisis has not come. That is
postponed, they say, until the packing-
houses, open up, bringing,in the thou-
sands who go with them everywhere.
They want to get houses under way and
as nearly completed as possible before
that time, and work will be rushed as

much as possible.
