BIG FRAUD § CHARGED

Late Millionaire Is Declared Through
Collusive and Fraudulent Comtracts
in Company With Others to Have
Profited to Extent of $120,000,000 in

Railroad Deal at Expense of Stock-

holders.

NEW YORK, March 28 —Wm: M.
Mumford, counsel for G. Emily Rey-
nolds of Washington, in an affidavit

accompanying a request made to surro-
gate Fitzgerald for an order to com-
pel the executors of the estate of Col-
lis P. Huntington to file an inventory
of the estate, charges that it is plain
that the executors do not intend to file
an inventory of the estate, which he
says he advised consists, among
other things, of personal property
worth from $60.000.000 to $70.000.000.

From the bhest information now ob-
tainable, the estate will show a valua-
tion of about $21.000.000 at the time
of the death of Mr. Huntington.

NO EXPLANATION.

No explanation is obtainable at pres-
ent for the apparent shrinkage of the
estate to this low figure. When Mr.
Huntington died those in a positibn to
know about his affairs said his estate
was worth between 27,000,000 and
$20,000,000 The state controllers of-
fice has taken about two years to make
its appraisal for taxation purposes,
and is not yet ready with a report.

“We are waiting for an inventory
of the estate’’ said Mr. Mumford, so
that we can bring an action against
the estate’”

NEW YORK, March 28.—President
J. J. Hill, of the Northern Pacific is in
London for a few days, announces the
London correspondent of the Tribune.

I have
just come from the continent and dur-
ing the time I have been in Europe I
have not done a stroke of business. 1
am on my usual yearly visit.

LAKE GAME

HOUSTON,Texas, March 28 —The SBour
Lake Springs Company today formally
transferred to the Texas Company, which
is another name for John W. Gates, #itle
to 800 acres of land in the SBour Lake ol
field, receiving therefor ecash to th»>
amount of $900 000, This ls in addition
to the operation price of $100,000, whicn
has Rheretofore been paid by Jas. Roche,
a former member of the English parlia-
ment, who made a good thing of it.

It has been suffi
ciently developed to show that it is all
ofjl-bearing and that the wells are of 1.000
barrels per day flow, the quallty being
somewhat better than. the sulphur oil
found at Beaumont, though it has an
asphalt base. The Texas Company has
already begun the work of development
and contracts will be let in a few davs
for a'pipe line connecting Sour Lake with
Port Arthur, where it {s the intention to
erect a big refinery.

CAUSED INSANITY

CHICAGO, I1l.,, March 28--A dispatcn
to the Inter Ocean from Wendon, Mich,,
says: :
“Oscar Newasky, a young Polish farm-
er, near here. has become Insane as the
result of a bite by a winter bug. The day
after he was bitten his body began to
swell and physicians have been unable
to give him relief.

“Professor De Vos Olinberg, an ento-
mologist of Wheeling, W. Va,, came here
at the request of the National Museum at
Washington to procure specimens of the
bug. He found a nest of the insects ina
bog near NewasKy's home and, while try-
ing to capture them, was bitten on the
chin. and within an hour was in a semi-
conscious condition.

GRAYSON COUNTY LIQUOR MEN |
YET ADMITS DISCRIMINATION IN

Case WIll be Taken Into State Courts,

Now That the Federal Jurist Has
Turned Deaf Ear to the “Antis’'—Points

there been such anxiety as was manifest-
ed by the people pending the opening of
the federal court this morning to hear
Judge Bryant pass upon the application . .of
Busch & Co. et al vs. Webb, county
judge of Grayson county, =t al, to secure
an order restraining the county judge and
county commissioners from publishing the
result of the prohobition election held In
Grayson county March 7.

The opinion contained about 10,000
words. Four points were involved in the
application, in substance as follows:

First, the local option law is unconsti-
tutional; because it is a discrimination n
favor of citizens who favor prohibition
against those who do not; hecause of ex-
tra privileges given them to have the
question voted on.

Second, it discriminates among ifcensed
physiclans as to who shall issue prescrip-
tions.

Third, it is invalid because it makes no
provision for cities and towns te vote to
rescind the law.

Fourth, the order of the court under
which the election was held in Grayson
county, March 7, was not such an order as
shculd issue in such matters.

In the matter of discrimination against
certain physicians the court held: Upon
its fact, the contention is correct, that lis,
the state law bearing upon that point is
unconstitutional and veoid for the reason
set forth. The paragraph in the state law
especlally referred to by Judge Bryant
was:

“Provided that a physician who does
not follow the profession of medicine as
his principal and usual calling shall not be
authorized to give prescriptions as pro-
vided by this artiele.”

It was the court’'s opinion that the
paragraph is unconstitutienal as applied to
the enquiry cited by Attorney Nawxle, but
the court set forth the opinion that it in
re wise affected the validity of the law
except insofar as stated, and that portion
can be held to be illegal and the rest
of the statute sustained as valid law.

On the contention that the law is in-
valid because the prohibitionists arg al-
lowed to re-submit the q'uesﬂnn in locall-
ties for a vote of the people frequently
and anti-prohibitionists are not ai-
lowed, the court's opinion set forth the
fact that the right to deal 1n alecoholic
stimulants is not a privilege secured to
any citizen by any law or amendment to
the constitution and that any state had
the right to preseribe that liquor shall
not be sold at _all. The law was held to
be valid and constitutional and there 18
no attempt to hinder the law baing put
into force and effect.

The absence of County Judge Webb
prevented an official statement ar to when
the board will meet to officially declare
the result and set a date upon which the
law will go into effect in Grayson county.
The opposition will not accept today's de-
clsion as final. It is a fiight and a determin-
ed one. Counsel for Busch & Co. will take
the matter up in the state courts at once.

Counsel for Busch said: “We shall take
the matter up at once and it is likely
that the case will go directly to the court
of criminal appeals. I am not able to
state yet what the application will set
forth.”
