bring out news. He remained in Hepp-
ner until the morning following the
disaster. He said the rushing torrent
came at 5:30 o'clock when most of the
inhabitants were at supper.
WITHOUT WARNING

“All were taken without warning,”
paid Mr. Tooker, “and nothing could be
doné to save those who were caught
in the rushing waters. Homes, stores

and buildings in the main portions nf[

the town were torn loose and driven
onward. ‘

“A low estimpte places the dead at
300. The town had a population of
about 1.250, but only about one half
of the population of the town could be
found. We do not know where they
have gone unless they have gone down
gtream. They may have gone to the
hills, but this is doubtful. The whole
thing was one horrible scene, destruc-
tion being spread on every side. From
the time the floed came until it went
into the regular channel. of the creek,
flowing through the town, it was
about two hours. It was about 5
o'clock when the storm first started
.%o gather to the west of Heppner. It
was a small dark cloud at first, but it
rapidly grew worse, accompanied by
heavy wind and lightning. It was un-
doubtedly the last heavy crash of
lightning that caused the water to fall
in such an immense hody. It struck
fairly In the canon of Willow Creek,
six miles above town, and there was
ne warning until the mighty wall of
water had reached town. As it came
rushing down the creek bed it tore
down everything in its path. When it
reached Heppner tha water was more
than fifteen feet high, splashing, fall-
ing, leaping and creatipg a mighty,
roaring, rushing flood.

“Those who were on the streets
shouted warning as they rushed madly
to the hills for their lives. They did
not dare turn back~,or they, too,
would have been swept away.

LEAVE FAMILIES BEHIND

“Fathers left wives and children to
perish as they had not ' a moment to
spare. In seme cases men returned to
eave members of their families, but it
was teo late, and many were carried
to their death while returning. Those
who had reached the banks in safety,
immediately formed themselves into
reecuing parties and started in to save
those that could be reached. Ropes
wera the only means that we had. It
was useless to atempt to use other
means. Those whe were in mid-stream
could easily be seen. Their cries for
help comnld be Heard but nothing could
be done. We pcould only stand and
gee them go to thetr death.”

CHICAGO, 11, June 16.—After a pros-
perous existence of more than ten years
the National Association of Steam Fitters
lost its standing in the American Federa-

tion of Labor last night because it re-
fused to amalgamate with the United As-
sociation of Plumbers,

The question as to which organization
should live came up before the annual
convention of the American Federation
at New Orleans, which in turn left it to'
arbitration.

Early in the spring both the unions
submitted their case to Frank L. Rist,
whoe recommended that there be an amal-
gamagion.

President Gompers ordered the two
unions to amalgamate by June 15. At
their recent convention the Steam Fitters
refused to do as ordered, asking that
they be zl\"nn a hearing before the Amer-
ican Federation of Labor at its next con-
vention. They decided further to main-
tain their organization and refuse to give
# up unless absolutely necessary.

The headquarters of both unions are in
Chicago. Jointly the two organizations
control more than 60,000 workers through-
out the country.

The school house
and the courthouse, which staid on the
hill side, were saved, but two churches,
those of the Methodist and the Presby-
terians, were completely wrecked.

USE DYNAMITE

“Around the depot the rising water left
great heaps of driftwood, piled higher
than the roof of the station, and the res-
culng parties were. forced to demolish
these pyramids with dymamite in order
to extricate persons who were buried un-
derneath.

SPONKE, Wash., June 18.—A speacial to
the Spokesman Review from Fcho, Ore,
quotes N. T. Tooker of Portland, who
witnessed the Heppmer disaster as fol-
lows:

“It iz estimated that the damage done
to property alone was $500.000. Bome of
the brick and stone buiidings were not
torn away, but there were some of them
moved from their foundations.

“The goods in several bulldings were
saved. When these merchants opened for
business they sent word to the relief com-
mittee to come and take what goeds were
wented. People were coming in from all
directions to the assistance of the sufl-
fering and dead. They could not coma by
rall, for nine miles of the track helow
the town was washed away. All wire
communieation was prostrated.”
