Portugal also claims to be eligible to
claim a veto of undesirablescandidates to
the papacy. but her rights have never
been acknowledged. Austria tried at both
the last conclaves respectively to pre-
vent the election of Pius 1X and T.eo XI1'I,
but two ecardinals, Gayruka and Can-
glebier, deéeputed for the task, both ar-
rived too late.

The last time the “right of exclusion®
was successfully emploved was in 1835,
when Spain prevented Cardinal Guistinean
from being elected pope when he had al-
ready received twenty-one out of twen-
ty-nine votes necessary to reach a two-
thirds vote for an election. Cardinal
Guistinian was so disappointed that he
died shortly after the conclave.

POPE MAY LIVE
A WEEK LONGER

RUME, July 10.—7The following bulle-
regarding the condition of the pope
was posted at 10:30 o'clock this morning:

“The august patient passed the first
paft of the night fairly peacefully, but
afterwards the difficulty in his breathing
became more marked, coupled with dis-
comfort and increased feeling of oppres-
sion. The pulse is small and weak at the
rate of 22. Apyrxia complete and there 1s
little diluxesis. A flow of endopleuric
matter being observed, a second operation
was dacided upon and immediately per-
formed by Dr. Mazzoni. About 100 grams
of bloody serum was extracted. Tha pon-
tiff bore the =econd operation very well
and, in consequence of it both the res-
piration and the power of the heart at
once improved.”

James C. Hall Lived for Forty
Years as a Recluse Among
Weeds and Brambles

Propped Up in a Chair, Emaci-
ated, Ill and Starving, He
Is Found by a Rural Mail

LLEROY, N. Y.. July 10 Rescued from
starvation and exposure, a graduate of

Harvard College is dead in the county
almshouse at Bethany. He was James ©C
Hall. and during forty years he bore the
name of the Alexander hermit. :

No one ever knew what drove him from
society. but during two score years he
lived ahsolutely alene on his farm of 160
acres near Alexander. The place ran to
weeds and brambles: barns and sheds
rotted away; every room in the house but
the kitchen was closed. molded and in
decay. In one of the rooms was found a
library of 300 or 400 volumes on philo-
sophical works, many of great value.

Barly in March a rural mail carrier, not
having seen any signs of life about the
house for several days, entered and found
Hall. who was 75 vears of age, propped
up in a chair. He was greately emaciated
and said he had eaten nothing in several
days. The authorities removed him to
the almshouse against his vigorous pro-
test and suecceeded in saviug *his life for
a time. Hall died without revealing the

REPORT SHONS
b5 INGREAE

The officers of the railway mail servicey
here are working on the annual reporct,
which will be sent to the general supes-
intendent at Washington next week.

The report of the Eleventh district 1s
one of the most important sent in. Al-
though the last of the districts to he
maae up, it is the second largest, -beng
only surpassed by the San Francisco di-
vision, which includes the territory of
Alaska and the Hawailan Islands. It in-
cludes Arkansas, Louisiana, ecast of the
Missisgippi river, Oklahoma, Indian Ter-
ritory and Texas.

This annual statement, as prepared v
the local office, snows the lines on whic
mail service is performed by means of
mail clerks, the points between which
they run, the number of men to the line
and the amount af car space used, 't
also includes the statement of the amount
of mail distributed by the clerks, the
number of errors in distribution and the
case examinations made by them. These
case examinations are tests made of the
clerk’'s knowledge of the postoffices in his
district.

This report also shows the number of
lines on which mail is handled by means
of eclosed pouches. These lines do not
handle enough mail to warrant the ap-
pointment of a regular mail clerk.

The statement includes the mail service
performed by steamships. This division
has very little of the steamboat work,
there bheing but a few lines on the Mis-
sissippi river. No’ foreign mail comes In
at Galveston.

Among the matters noted in the an-
nual report are the number of pieces of
each class of matter undelivered on ac-
count of illegible, insufficient or improper
addresa.

The mail service in this division is
growing rapidly. There has been a growth
of 15.34 per cent in the last year. This
rapid growth can be accounted for by the
large number of new railroads which
have been built in Texas and the sur-
rounding . states within the last year and
by the rapid increase in the population.

In the district controlled by the FKort

Worth office there has been a larger list
of new appointments than in any other
year. )

Reports are sent in to the general su-|
perintendent of the mail service at Wash
ington from all of the eleven districts and |
from these the general report is made up
and published. This latter occupies two|
volumes of finely printed matter an®l when |
completed forms a complete reecord of the |
business done throughout the country dui-
ing the postal year.

Harriet lL.ane Johnston,
who died at Nar-
vears, and who was buried at Baltimore
beside her husband and children, was mis-
tress of the \WWhite House during her un-
cle's term of office, and she is well re-
membered by old residents of Washing-
ton.
