Then If ImaBl- 
Mtion Is not exhausted, c.tll on It to de­
scribe the stupend>>us convulsion of nature 
that will follow when the oork overbal- 
aaces and plunBes down the mountain 
■Idei

This obel.sk. this tower of rock. Issue.s 
directly and almost vertically from the 
snKmlt of the cone of Mont Pel»^  and 
♦IrtUidlv iduKs the Kreat crater. holdInB 
below' Its lake< o f molten lava. mlnitl“ il 
with gases that as yet. struBKle as they 
■ay. have not the power to shove the 
ku*e cork away and release themselves. 
How Iona will the demon that utterly 
tatm yed St. I ’ ierre allow Itself to be 
confined?

The visible base o f the plug, that part 
which this plant monument descends, has 
a thlckni's.s of 300 to 350 feet. This thick- 
M n Is maintained for a considerable 
kelfht and then the cone appeals to taper 
to a needle.

Prafe.'sor Anpelo Heilpuin. who recently 
•acemb’d the side o f Mont I ’elee for an 
Inspection o f the cork. sa>"s that it i.s 
IDcatly curved or arched toward the 
•outhwest. 01 In the direction of St.

' Pierre, and on this face It is cavernous or 
openly slaBKV. showins where successive 
and repeated explo.stons had carried away 
portions of the substances.

I On the opposite side, or toward the 
east-northea.st. the surface appears solid. 

! is .smoothed and even polL«hed in p»irt. 
■ and shows lonBlfudinal panUlel grooves, 

very much like Blaclal maikinps. On this 
side It shows pl.alnly the marks o f hard 
attrition, the effect of Hibbing upon tho 
enoasinK rock.

Observations o f scientists show that 
this monster cork is forced upward at 
the rate of about live feet a day. although 
this varies somewhat. One observation 
.showed an Increased height of thirty- 
three feet tn eight days, while measure­
ments during another period of four days 
indicated twenty-one feet.

The consideration of the depth to which 
this giant monument descends solid into 
the volcano would be Interesting were 
there any wmy o f reaching the problem, 
but for the present there would seem to 
be none such.

The cork Itself Is a sight grand, over­
awing and terrifying.

Standing at the rim of the volcano 
which deceivingly appears to be slumber­
ing, and looking up straight to the nee<Uo 
summit of the cone, one cannot refrain 
from imagining this a living monater. 
Steam and sulphur puffs issue from It.s 
surface everywhere, ai.d avalanches of 
disengaged rock fall down its sides and 
with the noise of thunder plunge down 
the rocky mountain sides. Sometimes a 
line of steam can be seen issuing from 
the very apex, suggesting that there may 
be a i»assage from the needle point down 
to the boiling depths far below in the 
bowels of Mont I ’elee.

I 'o r  years Mr. Hardie h.i.a oi-ciipied a 
conspicuous place in the public eve 
His fo llow ers  speak o f him as the 
greatest labor leader Kngl.and ever
produced Thci.- ê vvho.se doctrines do 
not coincide w ith  his term  him a mere 
empty fraud, a b latherskite, pure ,md 
simple It IS evident that one who 
draws forth  such extrem es o f praise 
and vltuporation  must o f necessity he 
posse.ssed o f qualities out o f the o rd i­
nary.

H ardie is now nearing his fift ie th  
ve-ir and h i.s been identified  w ith labor 
unions and sociali.stie propaKanda ever 
since he was able to think for him ­
self. and he began to think when lie 
was a mere lad. Born in a lit t le  v i l ­
lage in the m ining region o f .\yrshire. 
he got a very  si-anty education, and 
then had to go to work. lake  his 
fa ther and most o f his re la tives he 
began w ork as a driver at the surfa'-e 
dumps o f the coal mines. When tic 
got older he went to work under­
ground. He early  became imbued w ith 
the idea that the laborer was ge tt in g  
anyth ing hut Justice. From the teach­
ings o f his fe llow  laborers he became 
Interested in the theory o f socialism  
and began an extensive course o f read­
ing. He had a natural fa c ility  in 
speech— a "g i f t  o f g a h ‘ his enemies 
cull it— and before he was tw en ty-o iie  
was one o f tlie best public speakers 
in the region  where he lived.

B efore he was tw en ty -fiv e  his lead­
ership in severa l strikes had made his 
name w ell known in a ll the border 
m ining regions and from  there spread 
throughout the English laboring world. 
But H ardie was not satisfied  w ith 
m erely speaking o f socialism  and ta lk ­
ing o f the th ings that m ight he ac- 
eompllshed fo r and by tho laboring 
classes. Leg is la tion  was the only means 
o f b rin g ing  about the de.sired reforms, 
and to leg is la tion  and its attendant, 
practical politics. Mr. Hardie turned his 
attention. A fte r  studying the situa­
tion he organized the Independent Ijih o r 
part.v. T lie  Independent I.abor party 
g rew  s low ly  in power until In 1S92 It 
wa.s able to elect Hardie to the house 
o f commons. W ith  their leader In the 
common.® the members o f the party 
hoped to secure much. Other labor 
partic.® also w ere hopeful, and po li­
ticians genera lly  aw aited  w ith  some 
anxiety  H ardie s next move.

The firs t surprise oame the day he 
took his seat. It is an unwritten  law  
o f the house o f commons that e.veh 
member shall wear a black frock  coat 
and a silk  hat, Mr. Hardie did not feel 
hound in any w ay by tills rule, and 
when he appeared he had on a roster's 
cap. and a greasy sack coat. To  say 
that he created a sensation Is to put 
it m ildly. The old members were 
shocked at what seemed to them a s.ac- 
r ileg io iis  tram pling upon tradition. But 
Mr. H ird ie 's fo llow ers  were plea.sed 
immensely.

Governor A'ardaman intends to Issue a 
proclamation declaring slavery again, and 
authorizing every white man tn the state 
to pick him two negroes and put the 
chains of slavery upon them. A  good 
deal of Just indignation is expressed here 
over these fakes, which are calculated to 
Injure the people of Mississippi in the 
eyes o f the northern people, and to hurt 
the state industrially and oommerclally. 
Such stories as the.»e w ill tend to prevent 
capital from coming to Mississippi and 
do untold harm In many ways.

Since the election has been settled the 
people have quieted down and are going 
about their business as usual, hoping for 
the best. As to the negroes. If a single 
one has left the state, or has formed an.v 
Intention of leaving on account of the 
election, no one In Mississippi has ever 
heard of the case. The only fear they 
have ever had Is that* the election of 
A'ardaman would cu-tail their educational 
privileges, and probably close a few of 
their schools. Beyond this the Mississippi 
negroes haye no sort of fear, and even 
this fear is subsiding under the assur­
ance. which Is generally sprca<ling among 
them, that the constitution of the I'Ailted 
States stands between them and the 
power of the governor or the legislature.

In a lengthy opinion rendered Kv Judge 
Mike E. Smith o f the Seventeenth dis­
trict c.iurt, late yesterday afternoon the 
injunction asked by the anti-prohlbltlon- 
Ist.s of Cooke county to restrain the put­
ting in effc.-t of the prohibition law as 
the result of the election recently held 
there, l.s granted.

Judge Smith listened io arguments in 
the case from !'• o'cloi'k last Saturday 
morning until 6 o'clo< k in the evening of 
the same day. M.iny authorities and 
decisions Were fnioi.-.l by the lawyers 
fiom  Cooke, of whom there were three 
oil ea. h .side, .-\t the conclusion of tlic 
argument Jiuige Smith took th.- matter 
under iidvlsement. His Judgment w.is 
rendered yestciday aftcriio.in.

Tlie points in issue were set forth in 
last Pi; 1 liny's Telegram. Stripped of Ic 
gal cji 11 1,locution, the real point in the 
lajsc •■ms to have Iteen as to whether 
the viif' fs of one portion Of a count.v 
posscssc.l 111., legal right to \ole to ex­
tend prohibition to another portion of the 
same county when their votes did not 
affect their own status.

.Iiidgc .Pmilh holiis that it wa« illegal to 
include ihc districts of Rosston and Val­
ley View In the election, and therefore 
.v: vs Ihnt the election was void A misll- 
fled form of prohibition exi.«tcd in Valley 
View and Rosston. In Croke county, at 
the time the recent elcciion was held 
there. I'nder ihi.s prohildlton law only 
fines wete provided for as piirdsliment 
for vlolation.s, there being no pcn.iltv of | 
imprisonment. The citizens a'.sn had the I 
right t.> 1 old an election Ul oust prohibi 
tion any time one year after an election 
on the .same que.stion.

Recently the county commissioners of 
Cooke called an election for the whole 
county, with the exception of one district 
In this election they Included districts 
where prohibition already exirted. such 
as Rosston and Valley View. II was 
contended by complainants that these dis 
Irlets were Included for the spc lal pur­
pose of outvoting the wet districts. j

The point was raised by complainants- 
that the j.eople of Rosston and Valiev 
View continued under the old peohihitlon 1 
law ard were not llab’e to punishment j 
for violations of the nfw  law. as they! 
had not repealed the old one •"ounscl for ] 
defense piactically agreed to (his proposi­
tion of law Therefore, It wa« contended 
tpo pc.pic of Ros.ston and Valley View- 
on the day of the election voted to Im- 
po.se a law on others which did not a f­
fect themselves, and that. <0 all Intents 
and purposes, they might ' Just as well | 
have moved up to Gainesville and cast | 
their votes there Instead of casting them 
at home.

HIS CONCLUSION
Judge Smith concludes;
" I  -cannot assent to the contention of 

defendants counsel that, although the 
law as It now exists may' not apply to 
Rosston and Valley View, vet they might 
legally be included and participate In the 
election complained of. and yet remain 
under the operation of the previous law 
It occurs to me that If the commission- 1 
ers- court could legally include Rosston 
and Valley View In the limits of this «icc- 
tlon then the previ.,.ls law would be »u- 
perseded or repealed and the present one 
put In operation therein.

"The proptr view. I think. Is that In all 
legal local option elections, prohibition, if 
carried, goes into t ffcct in every foot of 
the territory involved. Had this election 
been for the entire county then Rosston 
and Valley View could have been legally 
included, and I am ln<-llncd to the opin­
ion that the new law would have thereby 
become effective in all of Gooke county, 
but inasmuch as at the time prohibition 
w'.is adopted in Rosston and Valley \ lew 
no such territory as a ‘subdivision of the 
county‘ wa.s known, and no authority for 
holding an election in any portion of the 
county except in a jiistlcc‘s precinct, 
town or city, and Ina.smuch as subsc- 
qeunt laws authorizing elections In sub­
divisions of a county do not apply to the 
present case. It was illegal to Include 
Rosston and Valley View in the election 
of August S. 19113. and for this reason 
the election is void.

The only remaining question is. can 
the complainants in Ihc cause ax-ail them­
selves of the equitable remedy by injunc­
tion? I

"Our appellate courts have systemat­
ically declined to pointedly decide this, 
question, rertaln ly no permanent harm 
can result by temporarily restraining the 
putting in force of this law, whereas. 
iilKin the other hand. In my opinion, the 
complainants will suffer Irreparable in­
jury if the Injunction if denied, and the 
election ultimately held to be Illegal. I 
believe the principle underlying the deci­
sion o f the supreme court in the case of 
the CItv o f Austin vs. Cemetery Com- 
Iiaiiy <R7 Texas. :130), Justifies the grant­
ing of an Injunction in the present case. 
Therefore, the injunction is granted as 
prayed for in plaintiff's petition."

The army has rais- d .a fund for nin- 
ning eX|H'nses by issuing fl50.i.K'0 thlrty- 
ye.ar gold l>onds on the (,'allfornia and 
Colorado colonies, and this sum. together 
with donation.s which now amount to 
I3O.000, although not near sufficient 
carry this great undertaking of the Sal­
vationists to a full completion, has shown 
iieverthele.s.s the beneficent pi>ssihllities 
which lie in this kind of work.
