D u rin r  the fou r- 
tsen or sixteen years th is com pany ha.s 
been bare. It has w orked out six  opera- 
tHtas. No. 1 Ls north o f  Thurber. b e ­
tween this tow n and T hurber Junction. 
ja  fast as one sh aft has been w orked 
cat others have *on e  dow n, until six  have 
been abandoned and now  fou r are being 
fforked—Nos. 7, 8, 9 and 10. No. 11 i.s b e ­
ing put dow n. T hese operations are not 
M close proxim ity  to  the tow n o f  T h u r- 
lar. every stick  o f  building and every 
acre of w hich  Is the property o f  the com - 
yany. It is here the trouble w ith  the 
adners has started, and the indication  Is 
that the com pany w ill shut dow n  for  a 
time, arranging to  put the tow n on rollers 
and move It nearer the operations w hich  
are working, and nearer the locality  
which will be productive later. T h e new 
eperatJons are near the tow n o f  Strawn. 
At Strawn a new operation  is about to  
ipen. T h is is called  the M ount M arion 
Company, but It Is cla im ed It is closely 
allied to  the T hurber people. M anager 
OorAon w as asked about this, and he de ­
tuned to disease the m atter, saying the 
yabllc Is not interested In su ch  m atters, 
i pressed him fo r  som e expression  re ­
p ly in g  the relations ex isting  and he 
■gain declined to  m ake a  reply, and at 
the Mme tim e cautioned others to  stop 
talking o f com pany affa irs to  the new s- 
papera

M OVE E A S IL Y  PO SSIBLE 
It would be  very easy fo r  the com pany 

la wukke the transfer o f  locality  o f  Its 
peperties. T h ose buildings are  o f  fram e 
■ad can ha m oved w ith ou t m uch trouble, 
frreral years a g o  the b ig  stora w as de-

W hen  
Ibli decision w as reached the new shafts 
were put dow n, and there has been an 
ppresslon that it w as the intention  to  
move farther w est w ith  the stores and 
paoral offices. In that w ay the m iners 
would be closer the operations, and it 
would not be necessary to  operate the 
pwssnger trains to the m ines every 
Wwnlng and back  every  evening to haul 
ttM men. F or this serv ice  the miners 
lave been charged J1 per m onth each, 
lad it has a lw ays caused dissatisfaction . 
A man pays the dollar w hether he uses 
the train or noL and I w as told by  som e 
tl  tbe miners that one o f the men here 
l u  paid for the train fare, »12 per year 
fcr twelve years, and In that tim e he has 
■St used the train  over a  dozen times. It 
Is believed that the com pany Is. there- 
twe, taking the present exodus phllosoph- 
te ly , because It m oves the men out with 
W isxpense to  them, and g ives them  an 
ppsrtunity to  m ove their town.

C A N N O T G E T  MORE MEN
M anager Gord;>n appears to think he 

w ill be able to  start the mines when he 
w ants to. amt the com pany representa­
tives are under the im pression that the 
organizers w ill not be able to  transport 
the .strikers to other fields. It was w his­
pered about Thurber yesterday by those 
w ho ^ r e  supposed to  be friendly to  the 
coru^^my, tliat the men are becom ing d is­
satisfied because they were promised free 
transportation, and It w as not forth com ­
ing. I.'pon this kind o f talk the com ­
pany is depending to Influence the miners 
to return to w ork when they are wanted. 
Mr. G ordon does not believe he can get 
all the men he wants at any time he 
w ants them, however. He know s that he 
cannot. F or months agents o f this com ­
pany have m ade a  tour o f this country, 
trying to bring miners to Thurber. More 
mlnei-s w ere needed to take out the < Oiil 
needed for  contracts, and they searched 
every m ining cam p in the country and 
they g ot all tha men they could. They 
cannot get m ore now unless they recog ­
nize the union. Miners are organized all 
over the country, and It is only under 
authority  o f the union they will move. 
Mr. W ardjon  stated In his Tuesday ad ­
dress that w henever Mr. G ordon is ready 
to  recognize the union that organization 
would be In honor bound to provide w ork­
men for him. Mr. Gordon says, however, 
he will not recognize the union.

W IL L  S E L L  T H E  TO O LS
T he com pany will m ake quite a  hand­

som e profit out o f the discarded tools o f 
the m iners w ho are leaving the cam p. A 
m iners’ outfit w eighs seventy pounds, and 
many o f these men did not care to  go 
out o f  here w ith  so  m uch w eight as a 
handicap.

T h e com pany offered to  buy the tools, 
and this at first glance appeared to 
very m agnanim ous. It h u  developed, 
howeveib that it Is a  m oney-m aking 
schem e. T he outfits costs about $1S or 
818. ’The com pany Is buying such outfits 
a t frorn 85 to  87.50 each. They are b e ­
ing stored In the com pany hardware store 
and w ill be sold again to  m iners a t  a 
good protlL

I talked to  the w ife  o f  a  miner. I 
found her standing in the rain listening 
to  tbe  speech o f  an organizer. 1 asked 
her If she w aated te leave the camp. She 
replied In the atfirm atlve and said it was 
because her husband ceuld not make 
enough. 1 asked her w hat the com pany 
charged fo r  sixteen  pounds o f sugar, and 
she said she did n ot know, as she never 
had script enough to  buy that much. She 
said her husband did not drink or gamble, 
but he wa.s never in good financial con d i­
tion. By questioning her and several other 
wom en I learned these prices:

T h e w ives w ith  w hom  I talked tell me 

that fresh m eat costs 16 cents per pound, 
except for  undesirable parts o f the beef, 
w hich  go at 10 cents.

T he m iners claim  that they pay 82 per 
ton  for  nut coal for  their own use. and 
$3 w hen they u.se lum p coal. The com ­
pany does not pay for  mining nut coal. 
T he miners get paid on ly  for  that coal 
w hich  Is so  large that It will g o  over 
the one-Inch  screen. ’That w hich goes 
through the screen Is not w eighed for 
the miner, therefore It c o s u  the com pany 
nothing—In fact Mr. G ordon told me that 
the com pany does not figure an expense on 
Its production. The m iner gets nothing 
fo r  it, and he pays 82 per ton  fo r  It when 
be w ants to  buy'.

T H E  C H A R G E FOR SM ITH IN G
T here Is a  difference in the Inform a­

tion I get from  the com pany and the men 
regarding the charge for  blacksm ithlng. 
Mr. G ordon told me that the charge was 
on e-ha lf e f  1 per cent against each miner 
for  blacksm ith  chargee. A  blacksm ith 
here, w ho has Joined the union, and ha.s a 
letter o f  recem m endatien  from  Mr. O er- 
doo. a fter  having werked here twelve 
years, tells me that the charge Is 11-4 
per cent o f  a  m iners’ earnings. I looked 
a t a  set o f  rules posted on the wall o f 
the general office o f  the com pany, and one 
rule says sm ithing costs 11-4  per cent o f 
the eamlngw e f each Individual. ’The com ­
pany has m aintained four blacksmiths. 
T hey collected  from  the miners m ore than

I’ount ot the oom iciny, and the com pany 
repairs are thus made without cost to ihe 
corporation.

DO N O T W A N T  C O M P ETITIO N
1 asked Mr. Gordon regarding the cost 

o f the necessaries o f life at the com pany 
store. He said that he did not remember 
the figures, but stated that it is tha cu s ­
tom o f the com pany to make a  profit out 
o f every thing sold. H e states that it Is 
not Intended to charge exorbitant prices 
but he adm itted that he probably charged 
a  little m ore than the ordinary country 
store. H e explains that the country store­
keeper can maintain his establishment 
w ith a  small force, as the trade he gets 
Is distributed during the hours o f the 
day. On the other hand the trade o f the 
com pany store come.s all at once, and It 
l.« neces.sary to  maintain a large force  of 
clerks to handle It. This force o f clerks, 
he claims, is Idle nearly all day.

W hen I suggested to him that If there 
was com petition  here In the m atter of 
supplies, the men might be better satl.s- 
tled, he said that the com pany maintained 
this cam p at heavy expense; It is the 
property o f the conijiany, and the co m ­
pany does not want com petition. The 
m erchants o f the small towns in this v i­
cinity, he states, form erly endeavored to 
trade with the people living In this ramp, 
but they were told the com pany did not 
care to  have them com e on com pany 
property. Therefore the miners do not get 
an opportunity to trade elsewhere. A 
m iner's w ife told me they lived better 
when the peddlers were allowed In the 
camp.

S TA N D  IN T H E  RAIN
It Is a  pretty  good ’ Indication that the 

men w ho have Joined the union are loy.al 
to the pledge they have taken. I saw 
them, with their wives and children, stand 
for m ore than an hour In the rain to lis ­
ten to  the speech by Mr. W ardjon. Th>->- 
cheered him to the coho, and, although 
the drizzling rain was beating down upon 
them, they did nut appear to be in d is­
com fort.

RAILRO ADS DO BUSINESS
The exodus has brought a  great deal of 

business to  the 'I'exas and Pacific. I un­
derstand that the Thurber Junction o f ­
fice has done m ore business in three day.s 
than It has done In any month previously. 
It would have done more if the agent 
had not run out o f  tickets. A number of 
railroad men cam e out to get som e of 
this business T w o w ho were very su c­
cessful In securing tickets to points on 
their road w ere George S. Pentecost o f 
the R eck Island and J. W . Hutchinson of 
the Frisco. They went am ong them and 
secured many for  their respective lines, 
’fh e  R ock Island ticketed nearly fifty of 
the Italians through to the European c o n ­
tinent. The exodus has also been profit­
able to the farm ers and livery men In this 
vicinity, w ho liad wagons to  do the m o v ­
ing. The miners did not use com pany 
wagons In any ln.st<ince, but there were 
nearly fifty team s busy night and ‘lay 
carrying them and their belongings out of 
the camp. Tlie road between Thur!)er 
and Lyra was the busiest place 1 have 
•v«r seen.

I drove from  Thurber to Lyra and 
Strawn. A t L>ra som e o f the Thurber 
miners secured places In the operation of 
Mr. Bennett. H e is paying 81.10 per ton. 
and I am  teld haa agreed to go Into the 
conference called for Septem ber 23 In Fort 
W orth. It Is at L yra the cem m lssary of 
the United Mine W orkers Is located. The 
com m ittee Issues orders for provisions and 
these orders are honored at that store. 
The -local union of the miners Is located 
at Lyra.

The people at Strawn are waiting for 
the new operation there to  open. The 
com pany has a  force o f men engaged in 
driving entries, and expects to start O c­
tober 1. It will operate quite a  number 
o f men when It start.s.
