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City suit settled: precincts drawn

Except for the Nazareth Labor
Day Picnic Sept. 3, our summer
ccicbrations are all behind us.

Now it’s time to tum our eyes
toward the Castro County Centen-
nial. Our county will be 100 years
old next year.

Actually, the planning has been
going on almost a year already, and
the Centennial Commission has
been holding regular meetings
since May. The county commis-
sioners’ court appointed Dimmitt
Postmaster Bill Sava and me to
serve as co-chairmen of the com-
mission.

Right off the bat, we were con-
tacted by an out-of-state production
company that offered to come in
arld stage a big two-week centen-
nial blast for us—for $35,000.

We told them thanks, but no
thanks.

We're going to have a "home
grown" centennial celebration that
will last all year and go to all our
communities. It will be built mainly
on existing celebrations — Hart
Days, the Nazareth German Folk
Festival, Harvest Days, the Fourth
of July — and also will include
special events at most of our
churches and crossroads commu-
nities.

If it’s to be a successful, mea-
ningful observance, then we’ve got
to have the ideas, input and help of
hundreds of volunteers.

That’s where you come in. You
probably have talents and abilities
that the centennial planners don’t
know about. If you have any spe-
cial capabilities—or just the desire
to be a part of it—we need your
help.

The centennial celebration is in
the planning and organizing stages
now. Working committees are be-
ing formed, and we’ve got a long
list of ideas that need to be acted
upon, with more ideas surely to
come.

Here are some of the things the
Centennial Commission has on tap
so far:

—A contest to pick an official
centennial logo, which will be used
by our post offices, newspapers and
businesses to call attention to our
county’s 100th anniversary year.
The contest will begin next month
and the logo will be unveiled at the
annual Dimmitt Chamber of Com-
merce Banquet in January. Janet
Mitchell of Hart is heading up the
logo contest committee.

—Construction of a centennial
gazebo, or bandstand, on the court-
house square—reminescent of the
bandstand that originally stood
there. County Judge Polly Simpson
1S heading up this project, and is
going to need a lot of volunteers to
help.

—A "memorial plaza" on the
courthouse square, with engraved
bricks or granite tiles commemorat-
ing past and present families and
individuals. Robert Hawkins of
Hart is in charge of this project.

— Creation of a Centennial
Chorus and a troup of Centennial
Players to perform at special events
around the county during 1991. Bill
Sava, who will direct the Centen-
nial Players, already has written
several original songs and skits
based on county historical events
and characters. The director and

DHS ranked among
top 10% of schools

Dimmitt High School has been
ranked among the top 10% of
schools in the state and has been
nominated as a contender for spe-
cial recognition from the Gover-
nor’s Educational Excellence Com-
mittee.

The school is now eligible to
contend for excellence awards that
include a cash allocation ranging
from $10,000 to $100,000, presen-
tation of a Texas Educational Ex-
cellence flag, and recognition at a
formal ceremony at the Capitol in
Austin.

DHS’s nomination was based on
gains in TEAMS scores and SA-

T/ACT scores over the last three
years.

DHS Principal R.L. Stockstill
revealed that the application asks
for information on what initiatives
have been exercised by the school
to encourage parents to provide an
effective learning environment at
home; what programs have been
developed to encourage parental/-
community/business involvement;
what major factors have contribu-
ted to the academic accomplish-
ments of the school; and what
obstacles or barriers have been
overcome to achieve such success.

Broadstreet mounts
‘write-in campaign

Harold E. Broadstreet of Dim-
mitt has filed as an official write-in
candidate for county judge in the
Nov. 6 general election.

Broadstreet filed as an indepen-
dent candidate, challenging incum-
bent Polly Simpson, who was un-
opposed on the March 13 Demo-
cratic Primary ballot. No one filed
for the office on the Republican
Primary ballot.

I think our county government
has gotten into a rut, and is suffer-
ing from tunnel vision, with no new
ideas. There's a need to expand
their vision for future growth,”
Broadstreet said.

Broadstreet said he has had some
encouragement in his bid from sev-
eral local citizens.

A resident of Dimmitt for 17
years, Broadstreet moved to Lub-
bock in September 1987, but
moved back to town in September
1989. He is employed as a traffic
coordinator (dispaicher) by Braa-
fladt Transport in Dimmitt.

In 1970, Broadstreet retired from
the US Marine Corps after serving

21 years, including 17 years as a
criminal investigator. He noted that
part of his duties included budget-
ing experience.

"I will do my best, and if I can’t,
then I'll resign, plain and simple,”
Broadstreet vowed. "I'll see if I can
improve the situation.”

Lumbrera to face
only Kansas charge

Former Dimmitt resident Diane
Lumbrera, accused of murdering as
many as seven children, six of them
her own, will only face evidence
from one of the deaths in her
upcoming trial in Kansas, set for
Sept. 24.

Kansas Judge Stephen Nyswon-
ger ruled Aug. 16 that evidence
from six deaths that occurred in
Texas cannot be admitted in Lum-
brera’s first-degree murder trial for
the May 1 death of her son, Jose
Antonio, 4, who was already dead
when Lumbrera took him into a
Garden City hospital emergency
room.

- Originally, the death was attribu-
ted to death by smothering, and
Lumbrera was arrested May 5, but
a subsequent autopsy ruled the
death was by natural causes. Lum-
brera was indicted June 15, after 2-
1/2 days of testimony determined
there was sufficient evidence for a
trial.

The Kansas case stimulated in-
terest in the earlier Texas deaths,
and Lumbrera was indicted in three
of the deaths Aug. 8 by a Parmer
County grand jury, following ex-
tensive investigation and work by
two pathologists, including Dr.
Robert Bux. A bond of $300,000
was set on the Texas charges.

Lumbrera had been free earlier

The City Council of Dimmitt
anounced the settlement of a law-
suit filed by Larry Gonzales alleg-
ing discrimination in the city’s vot-
ing procedures Monday evening.

As a result of the lawsuit, the
Dimmitt City Council will now be
made up of seven members, four of
which will be elected from single-
member districts and three of which
will be elected at-large.

The suit was filed by Gonzales in
May of 1989 in the United States
Federal District Court in Amarillo.
This suit was filed without prior
notification to the Council that any
claim of discrimination in voting
methods existed.

Through negotiations the suit
was finally settled and approved by
the U.S. Dept. of Justice.

The office of Mayor will remain
an at-large seat.

The Councilmen will pass Or-
dinances calling for elections to be
held to elect councilmen from these
four precincts to serve on the City
Council. The elections will be held
on November 6, 1990.

In other business, the council-
men made a motion to accept the
bid from Wallace Motor Co. in
Dimmitt for a new pickup for the
city. City Manager Reeford Bur-
rous and Director of Public Works
James Killough recommended
using a local dealer because it
would be easier to get the pickup
repaired and they pay local taxes.
The other coucilmen agreed and
approved the motion.

The councilmen reviewed bids
received for tax delinquent property
from the Castro County Appraisal
District. This item was tabled since
one of the members had to abstain
from voting because of personal
interest and there was not a quorum
present.

Burrous gave an update on the
drainage work being done around
the Country Club. He said that it
would be ready to go in a few days.
The outlet is ready but work is
continuing on the inlet. He added
that they need to clean out the pit
so it can hold more water, which
would make controlling mesquitoes
easier.

The City Council voted to move
the next meeting to Sept. 4 because
of Labor Day.

On July 28, we were in Oberam-
mergau, where we saw the "Passion
Play," which was definitely the
highlight of our trip. The first Pas-
sion Play was in 1634 in fulfillment
of a vow 1o perform "the drama of
the sufferings and death of the
Lord" if the pestilence, which had
ravished the village, would cease.
The pestilence did cease, and the
Play has been given every ten years
since 1640. Oberammergau is loca-
ted in the foothills of the Alps, just
a short distance from the border of
Austria.

Also located in this area is the
Necuschwanstien Castle of the
"Mad" King Ludwig. Disneyland
was modeled after this "Fairytale
Castle." We climbed many, many
steps to tour this beautiful castle.

We traveled by van on our trip
and enjoyed getting a close look at
the countryside in both France and
Germany. In Paris, we saw the
Louvre, the Eiffel Tower, Notre
Dam Cathedral, and had lunch at
the famous Maxim's restaurant. On
our way to the city of Tours, we
drove through the beautiful Loire
Valley, where many very pretty
chateaux are located. We toured
many of them and were privileged
to spend the night in the elegant
Chateau d” Artigny and the Chatéau
du Malay. The food was excellent
and served so prettily.

We enjoyed a scenic drive
through Normandy as we drove to
Luxembourg, where we were on
Aug. 5.

Immunization rules
will change Sept. 1

In preparing children for back-
to-school, parents should be aware
of new, more stringent immuniza-
tion rules for all Texas children,
\lvhlch will become effective Sept.

The Texas Dept. of Health is
notifying all school and child-care
facility administrators about the
new rules. Still more changes in the
immunization requirements, includ-
ing a mandatory second dose of
measles vaccine, are set for 1991.

Wes Hodgson, epidemiology
coordinator for the TDH Immuni-
zation Division, said, "The large
measles outbreaks which began in
1988 underscored the fact that
measles and other vaccine-preven-
table diseases can pose tragic health
threats unless all susceptible people
are immunized against them."

Hodgson noted that some parents
in recent years have failed to have
their children vaccinated. Also, he
said that some school and day-care
operators have not kept adequate
records.

"The result is a growing number
of insufficiently immunized chil-
dren and young adults at risk of
measles infection," Hodgson re-
marked.

He added that currently the law
requires all children entering Texas
schools or day-care to show proof
of immunization at certain ages
against polio, tetanus, measles,
rubella (German measles), mumps
and diphtheria. In addition, the law

requires pertussis (whooping
cough) vaccine for all school and
day-care children younger than 5.
However, amendments adopted
by the Texas Board of Health in
June more sharply define, and in
some cases change, children’s im-
munization requirements. Among
the major amendments are:
*Beginning Sept. 1, 1990, chil-
dren and students enrolling in
Texas child - care facilities or
schools must have received both
mumps and measles vaccines on or

after their first birthdays.

*Beginning Jan. 1, 1991, stu-
dents whose 12th birthdays occur
on or after Sept. 1, 1990 will be
required to have two doses of
measles vaccine, or provide
evidence of measles immunity. The
two doses must be adminstered at
least 30 days apart, and proof of the
second dose will not be required
until the child’s 12th birthday.

*Beginning Sept. 1, 1991, Hae-
mophilus influenzae type b (Hib)
vaccine will be required for chil-
dren ages 18 months through 4
years.

*Beginning Sept. 1, 1991, all
children and students enrolling for
the first time must have received
rubella vaccine at age 1 or older.

Hodgson added that persons
needing further details about immu-
nization requirements should con-
sult their family physicians, local
health departments, or school offi-
cials.

This year’s Bobcats have both
experience and promise.

Salinas hopes that some of those
who didn’t report for two-a-days
will change their minds with the
start of school next week.

"If they’re willing to pay the
price these kids have paid, we’d
certainly be willing to talk to them,-
" he said.

With Salinas, it isn’t just a mat-

ter of filling out a roster.

"The most disappointing thing to
me is that these kids who didn’t
come out will miss all the things a
good program can do for them—
the camaraderie, the commitment,
the discipline, the accomplishment,
the feeling of self-worth, the thrill
of being part of a winning team,"
he said. "I know from experience
what a good football program can
do for a kid, and I know that a lot
of the kids who didn’t come out are
someday going to regret not having
done it."

Although he’s discouraged about
his number of players, "I'm opti-
mistic about our chances," Salinas
said.

prison time assessed if she should
happen to be found guilty.

Lumbrera was not brought to
Texas to face the Parmer grand
jury, and Kansas authorities have
said any extradition proceedings
would have to wait until all of the
legal proceedings in Kansas are
completed.

Castro County Sheriff’s Deputy
Jerry Bailey reported that, "We
presented what evidence we had to
show similarities in intent and
method, etc., but the judge ruled
against (allowing the Texas
evidence)."

Bailey remarked that in some
instances in Kansas law, prior
events can be brought to show
intent or method.

"But the judge, in citing case
law, decided if he were to allow
any of the previous deaths, it would
only be the three for which she was
already indicted, because there
haven’t been indictments handed
down or warrants issued in the
other deaths, yet," Bailey said.

"He (the judge) also felt that if
he did allow it (the Texas testimo-
ny) in and it did meet some criter-
ion of law, the prejudice of
evidence entered would have been
so damaging, it would have been
hard for the defendent to have a fair
and impartial trial, and it would
have prejudiced the jury," Bailey
explained.

A pre-trial hearing is set for
Sept. 13, with jury selection to
begin Sept. 19, and the hearing of
evidence to begin Sept. 24.

Stockstill said the answers will
"most certainly" describe the PIE
(Parents Involved in Education)
program, the various programs
which have addressed the "at-risk"
student population (including the
SMASH program, no longer in
operation), and the recent open
house, which featured a "mini
schedule” for parents during Public
School Week.

Factors Stockstill says have con-
tributed to the school’s academic
accomplishments center around an
emphasis placed on a positive
school climate and high expecta-
tions from the administration to-
ward teachers and from teachers
toward students.

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District Court judge
hands down decisions

Ricky Joe Garibaldi, 24-year-old
Dimmitt resident, was sentenced to
serve 15 years in prison and a
$10,000 fine last week in 64th
District Court following his plea of

guilty to a local jury.

Garibaldi had been arrested for
the March 8 burglary of an apart-
ment in southwest Dimmitt leased
by the Andy Rogers family. Ac-
cording to trial tesimony, Rogers
indicated that the family had lived
in the apartment several months
while constructing a new home in
Dimmitt. The Rogers family was in
Lubbock as the result of a hospita-
lization of a family member when
the apartment was burglarized.
Electronic equipment, womens’
coats and jewlery itcms were taken
during the burglary. Rogers indica-
ted that all but $400 of the property
was recovered, but that business
records taken during the same in-
cident were never recovered.

Among the business records
taken was a bank credit card which

.5 lato used the same morning at
the First State Bank of Dimmitt.
Photographs made automatically by
the bank teller machine revealed
Garibaldi and a co-defendant alle-
gedly attempting to use the card
within hours of the burglary. The
pictures also verified information
contained in a search warrant ob-
tained by the Dimmitt Police Dept.
and in confessions later secured by
the police.

Garibaldi pleaded guilty Friday
to Credit Card Abuse resulting
from the same incident, gave up his
right to a jury trial and was sen-
tenced by Judge Jack Miller to
serve four years in prison.

Also on Friday, Adam Vasquez
Lopez, 22-year-old Dimmitt res-
ident and co-defendant to Garibal-
di, pleaded guilty to burglarizing
the Rogers residence and using the
credit card taken in the burglary.
Lopez was sentenced by Judge Mil-
ler to serve 20 years on the burgla-
ry charge and 4 years on the credit
card case. On other co-defendant
remains jailed and will go to trial in
October.

Running Water

In May of this year, the Running Water Soil and
Water Conservation District, with the assistance
of a grant through the Texas Water Development
Board, has purchased a Polysonic flowmeter and
a Laser Level. With the Polysonic flowmeter,
more accurate and precise information can be
gathered on what an irrigation well is pumping,
than information that is gathered from turbine flow-
meters. lrrigatation wells no longer have to be
shut off and restarted like in the past when the tur-
bine flowmeters were utilized. The Polysonic flow-
meter can be used on center pivots, flowline, and
at the well as long as there is about 3’ of pipe
where there is no disturbance, no cooling coils, or
outlets. Since June 1, the local SCS office has
checked 152 irrigation wells for producers in
Castro County with the Polysonic flowmeter. The
Laser Level, purchased by the district has been
utilized on 12 engineering jobs such as checking
out waterways, laying out ditch lines, making
elevation maps and determining row directions.
With both pieces of equipment the local SCS per-
sonnel has been able to provide local producers a
quality service as well as making better use of
their time. Anyone interested in having their wells
and/or center pivots checked should contact their
local SCS office in Dimmitt.

This year the local SCS office has assisted CRP
producers in the seeding of about 10,000 acres to
grass. At the present time, most of this grass is
up and growing and is looking good. This past
year, native grasses such as sideoats grama and
blue grama were seeded. Castro County has
50,438 acres in the CRP program, with most of
