Emily Post Etiquette 
Suggested; Observing 
Highway Traffic Rules 

(Sixth of a series) 
There are Emily Post rules of 

etiquette for the highway, just as 
there are for the drawing room, 
according to W. J. Elliott, Chief 
of the Texas Highway Patrol. 

"And traffic ruler not only nn-Ale_ 
for gracious living, they make for 
living—period!" he said. "No driv-
er is a good driver unless he knows 
er is a good driver unless he knows 
sure his own safety as well as the 
safety of other drivers and ped-
estrians. 

Chief Elliott pointed out that 
nearly half of all accidents in busi-
hess and residential areas involve 
two vehicles at an intersection, 
and half of these are the result of 
two vehicles at right angles intent 
on going straight through. 

He said that statistics of the 
National Safety Council show 15 
per cent of all drivers in fatal city 
accidents failed to yield the right-
of-way, the most frequent viola-
tion. 

The Texas Highway Patrol is 
cooperating in a nationwide "Know 
and Obey Traffic Laws" program, 
and Captain Polk Ivy of the Am-
arillo District listed the following 
facts to remember about right-of-
way at intersections: 

1. A car already in the inter-
section has the right-of-way owr 
cars approaching. You must 
give wa-.; to any car already there 
as you.  come up to the intersection. 

2. If two cars arrive at an in-
tersection at about the same time, 
the one on the right has the right-
of-way, and the other driver must 
give way to him. 

3. Slow down before you reach 
the intersection • in order to be 
ready for a car on the cross street. 
Don't wait to slow down after you 
reach the corner—it may be too 
late. 

4. Despite the rule, don't insist 
on your right-of-way at the risk 
of an aciident. Humility is a 
small price to pay for safety. 

5. If there are stop signs at 
the intersection, or if one vehicle 
is turning left, special
