That the mine was laid by a ruse of 
the Jajiancse Is jifereraHy beiit-ved. a l­
though some speculation is Intlulged in 
which may almost be de.scribed as fan­
tastic.

A ll t>npers scout the theory of the de­
struction o f the Petropavlovsk a.s having 
I'cen cause<l by a Jat>anese submarine 
l.Hot. except the Novoe Vremya. which in ­
dignantly rejected the Idea that Vice A d ­

April 16—Ray Fahey, on* 
of tlie le^Jei* of the Folsom prison out- 
hieak, has killed himself In a desperato 
battle with a pursuing postte. according 
to an American special from Panford. Cal.

The battle with th* rscafied convict 
took plave In an o^^n field. The pursuit 
was conducted by Sheriff Buckner, who 
followed the man in an automobll*.

Fahey was one of the fourteen who 
broke Jail at Fidsoni last July. He Is tho 
si’cond of the fugitives to take his own lifo 
.after finding It impossible to get «wa.v. 
t'onstahle Bernstein of Hanford noticed 
F.ihey at the railway station. He accost- 
<‘d Fahey and attem|>te<l to arrest him as 
a vagrant. Fahey drew a revolver and 
Bernstein called for help. Meanwhile Fa­
hey fled.

A ;x>Sse. heade*l by Sheriff Buckner, 
was hiirritsily organized and took after 
the convict (ui l>ioych-s and in automo-
hih’s.

Tw o miles from Hanford Fahey was 
seen In an ojx’ ii field. He turned and 
fired on the officers and then the en­
tire jxisse shot and wound*^ him In tbe 
legs. As he fell, the convict put his re­
volver to his head and filed a shot that 
*-aused instant death.

The escap*’ in which Fahey figured was 
one of the most sensational In the history 
of t’alifornla. With thirteen fellow con­
victs he forced his way to fr*9>dom by 
killing one of the guards and taking tha 
warden of the prison along as a shield. 
The militia was eall«sl out and for several 
w<-eks the hunt was on. Two militiamen 
were killed. One eonvlct committed sui­
cide and four were captured.

This has 
caused more vexatious delays than any 
other feature of railroad management dur­
ing the past few  years, and has borne 
moat heavily upon live stock shippers, 
whose shipments are naturally perishable.

The effort to get larger and more pow­
erful engines and have them move only 
when a full load is ready for them has 
cost live sto«'k shippers very dearly, and 
this abuse the railroad men promise to 
remedy.

’They aUo agree to give satisfactory run­
ning scheilules.

TTie return )>ass question remains the 
same and thus far railrtMid companies have 
offered no encouargement to the shipper 
for a return of the old privilege. A l­
though pressure has been brought to bear 
from all sources, both from the individual 
shipper and the various live sto«'k organl- 
■atloDs, It has apjiarently produced no e f ­
fect. A few of the oldest railroad officials 
of the live stock department, especially In 
Texas and the southwe.st. confidently look 
for the reinstatement of the shippers’ re ­
turn pass privilege, but do not think that 
much wUI be done until after the World's 
Fair exposition at St. Louis.

April 16.—The l>ear cam­
paign which started Just after the Kaster 
holidays, with the announcement o( short 
time In Fall River, came to an abrupt stop 
on ’Tliursday. but not before prices had 
tasn depressed fully l)iC . The most e f­
fective tactics for hammering the market 
were resorte<l to. notably several daily a t­
tacks on Liverpool just before th « clua- 
ing there and simultaneously raids In 
both this market and New Orleans. V ig ­
orous selling on a narrow maiket natural­
ly produced quick and decisive results, 
and the task of bringing about another 
collapse to equal the two previous ones 
seemed Increa-slngly easy. The manipula­
tors. however, reckoned without their 
host. Liverpool, with scant stocks, fo l­
lowed our declines very relunctantly and 
only yielded to the persistent hammering. 
The result was ih.it the excessive weak­
ness on this side caused American m ar­
kets to drop to a point which permitted 
exirorters to come Into the market, as the 
differences were sufficient to pay freight 
and cost o f exporting and leave them a 
substantial profit. It will be remembered 
that on several past occasions, when sharp 
declines have occurred In futures, the 
owners of hedged cotton were able to buy- 
in their hedges to such advantage that 
they were In a position to sell their spot 
cotton at considerably under the ruling 
quotations. Spinners and exporters seized 
the oj.piirtunlty thus offered them and In 
New Orleans alone 70,000 bales of cotton 
changed hands In one day. This cotton 
will be Immediately shipped abroad and 
will do much toward reducing the present 
excess of sto<-k now held at the ports.

The new crop positions h.ive been gov­
erned by Influences, but moved In a sm.iti­
er way along the same lines as the old 
crop, closing the week, however, with a 
loss of only about 30 points. It is an 
acknowledged fact that farmers every­
where have tried to get their rro(>s in 
the ground as early as possible. [Uirtly to 
take advantage of the high prices, for the 
late summer months and early fall. l>ul 
in Texas, mainly because of the nece.ssity 
o f getting the crop well under way be­
fore the weevil could multiply sufficiently 
to destroy all new fruit.

True, the two countries have ahv.vys 
been on friendly term.s, but It has bven 
l)ecause thdr interests have ihiinced a l­
ways to coincide, never to flash, .and not 
because there has l>epn. or fan be, any 
r*al depth of feeling between the most 
democratic and the most auKK-ratic gov­
ernments on earth.

Russia's long-standing <-laim of loyalty 
to thla country In the trying times of the 
clvU war has Just been given llUiniiiiation 
by a letter written In lKfc9 by Gladstone.

I t  has been claimed and widely believed 
that only the pres»-iice of a Russian flfe t 
In New  York harbor in ItaSO thwarted the 
efforts of Napoleon III to Induce Kngland 
to Join with France In Interfering In be­
half o f the southern confederacy. Henry 
t'lews of New York has now made publif 
the following ex tia ft  from a letter from 
Gladstone!

"A llow  me to assure yon that, so far as 
the cabinet Is concerned, you have been 
entirely misled In regard to matters of 
fact. As a member of it. and now nearly 
its sole surviving member, I can state 
that It never at any time dealt with the 
subject o f recognizing the southern states 
In your great M\il war. excepting when 
It learned the proposition of Kmperor N a ­
poleon III, and declined to entertain that 
proposition without qualifleatlon. he.sita- 
tlon. delay or dissent."

This la as direct and < xpllcit an an­
swer as cotlld be desired. It  Is as un­
equivocal a declaration as could be con­
ceived that the British government never 
but once during the civil war so much as 
considered the question o f recognizing the 
Confederacy, and that on that one occa­
sion It did so only to refu.se. Instantly, 
unconditionally and unanimously, to have 
anythiitg to do with auch a scheme.

" It  was a mistake, due to the folly of 
my youth, that I over wrote that poem. ” 
.iaid the poet "And G<mI knows I have 
suffered from It. It Is always coming up 
at the most Inoi-p.irtune time, and I sup- 
po.se it tvill do s<i until the end of mv 
life: iiuj I must stand by my error. Of 
course. I reas.scrt tlrat I wrote it. but 
B.s to It.s merit. I am not the judge.

“ It was about eighteen years ago.”  he 
said. "A  lot of us got to talking about 
critics, and I saiil that they did not know 
what they were doing. I .«aid that some 
of iny p<a-ms were just as good .t* other 
poets’, but I could not sell them because I 
.sigT'cd them simply ‘J. W. Riley.’ and no 
one knew who I was."

Riley then told of writing the poem and 
having it published in a Kokomo paper 
with a story lo the effet-t that it had been 
found in an old book.

In 1846." hut Just now these women j 
have a work o f simple, practical b e ­
nevolence befi»re them The oldest of 
the su rv iv in g  veterans o f the Mexle.cn 
war Is 10.3 years old. the youngest. 73; 
the average age. 79. These men. too 
old to sniiport themselves, can not live  
on a pension o f $12 a month; hence,
