Great Explorer Closes a Carcer

of Notable Service to

Henry M. Stanley Is easily the greatest
explorer of the century, and his services
are to be reckoned along with those of the
great discoverers of the past. An Ameri-
can newspaper man who has worked at
various points in the West, was chosen
by James Gordon Bennett, proprietor of
the New York Herald, late in the '70s, to
head an expedition to find Livingston,
the English explorer and missionary, who
had been lost for some months in South
Central Africa. After perilous adven-
tures Stanley found Llvingston on the
shores of Lake Uganda. This expedition
was followed by several others through
Africa, one belng to discover the source
of the Nile, and another to relieve Emin
Bey. Both were successful, and a vast
area of country was opened to the geogra-
pher.

The lattre expedition followed the route
of the Congo river and was a march of
death all the way. Stanley's party of
geveral hundred, officered by a half dozen
Englishmen was decimated by disease and
the attacks of savages at every step.
Stanley himself came in for eriticism for
his action in leaving behind under Major
Bartellot a part of the company that, be-
cause of sickness, was unable to proceed
farther. Major Bartellot was shot by
the Arabs and most of his men perished
miserably of privation. Stanley, on his
return to England, was accused of con-
sulting only his own safety in leaving be-
hind this portion of his company, known
as the “Rear Guard,” and it was a long
time before censure of him died out. It
is the judgment of those of Stanley's of-
ticers who survived that the move was
justified by the situation, but the action
never became recognized to the English
tdea of never deserting a comrade in dis-
tress, Stanley’'s last years were some-
was embittered by this accusation.

Stanley upon his return from Africa
the last time, a white-haired man past
fifty, married Miss Tennant, a young
English beauty of family and a reputation
for wit and brilliancy.

Stanley was one of the most successful
and best lecturers ever brought to this
country. His books had a large sale and
are an important contribution to science
and history.

He was knighted some ten years ago for
his services in Africa.

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A SAFE OF PAINTED TIN

One of the imposing assets of the
Globe Security Co., which failed in
New York the other day for nearly
a million dollars, was an imposing
safe and great piles of gilded Globe
securities.

The Globe company made loans on
chattel mortgages and sold the notes.
When the borrowers paid installments
these were not turned over to the
holders of the notes, so the poor peo-
ple had to pay twice. This ought to
have been a profitable business. But
it failed, owing almost a million.

There was the big safe that had
commanded much confidence. It
seemed to assure enormous treasure.
Its air of financial responsibility im-
pressed the most skeptical with a
sense of security.

When, after the failure, the office
was examined, this big safe was found
to be nothing but a tin shell, sup-
ported by scantlings and painted with
a lavish expenditure of gilt.

The big safe was only a part of the
big bluff. It was in keeping with
the rest of the fraud.

The big tin safe is silent proof that
there was never any intention to con-
duct the business honestly, although
had it been conducted honestly there
was ample patronage to have made
it pay handsomely.

Its promoters seem to have pre-
ferred the crooked way to failure
rather than the straight road to suc-
cess. And they are by no means
alone.

How many tin safes there are, in
one form or another, in the business
fhouses of the land, there is no means
of knowing. But for them the busi-
ness panies that perlodically afflict
us would be unknown.

But for the large element of bluff
that enters into business, prosperity
would rest secure and stable on a solid
foundation.

There was the Franklin syndicate,
that filched the pennies of the poor
by pretending to pay great profits
from stock gambling.

There was the Shipbuilding trust
that gave American finance a bad
reputation by trying to cheat large in-
vestors abroad as well as at home.

There have been hundreds of other |
big graft .games exposed, and there
are hundreds of other still in opera-
tion, with no other capital than bluff.

And the dear American people seem
to like, as Barnum said, to be hum-
bugged. An imposing safe with plenty
of gilt on it seems to satisfy. Dazzled
by the gilt, we stop not to examine!
whether it be mere tin or not, but turn |
over our money and go to sleep to find‘
foolish dreams.

The discovery that the Globe's big
safe was only painted tin startled New
York for a moment. But there is no
good reason why it should. The tin
safe is truly typical of a large parl
of the business done in this country
in this day and generation.

In answer to this petition, defendant
denied generally and plead specially
Its constitution and by-laws, which pro-
vided that only persons In good health
and between the ages of 18 and 60
years were entitled to membership and
alleged that deceased was not in good
health at the time her application was
filed: that In reality had consumption;
that defendant's agents did not sece
her at the time, but that the certificate
was issued on the statement of plain-

tift, J. 4 Shelton, to the effect that
she w:u«"ln good health.

On trial of the case, the jury re-
turned a verdict for plaintiff, award-
ing the amount stated, $750, whereupon
defendant being denied a new trial,
aprnealed with the result stated.

Deceased having had a certificate In
Home Circle No. 2, suit with simllar
allegations, was filed and judgment
secured. This case is now pending in
the court of appeals.

Among Those Who Knew
Him in North Texas

The announcement in the morning
papers of the death at Beaumont of
Joe Lee Jameson was a shock to his
many friends in North Texas, and al-
though it has been known that he
vas 1ll, it was not believed that the
illness would be fatal.

Mr. Jameson was one of the best
known young men in Texas. He was
reared in McLennan county and after
several years in clerical work, for a
time being in the office of the county
clerk, he became a representative in
Waco for the Dallas News. Later he
was appointed bookkeeper at the
Southwestern asylum for the insane,
at San Antonio, during the Hogg ad-
ministration, Dr. W. L. Barker of
Waeco being at that time the superin-
tendent. He took quite an active part
in politics and was for a long time
state revenue agent. He was appoint-
ed secretary of the campaign commit-
tee during the year Governor Sayers
made the race for governor, and had
his headquarters in this city at the
Delaware hotel. Mr. Jameson re-
signed as state revenue agent to take
a position in the claim department of
the J. M. Guffey Petroleum company,
which position he held at the time o#
his death, He has for years been a
prominent member of the Travelers’
Protective Association, and was its
state president until the meeting held
a few days ago, when he was suc-
ceeded by George Diehl of this city.
He was also prominent in the state or-
ganization of the Elks.

Mr. Jameson was married in 1891
at Moody, Texas, to Miss Ammie
Routh. His wife and two children sur-
vive him, and there is one child dead.
The deceased was a prince of good
fellows, a generous man, and one
with energy. He maintained a most
excellent standing with all who knew
him, and hls friends were state wide.
He was always ready to come to the
assistance of a friend, and he has
traveled across the state to do the
bidding of one to whom he could be
of benefit,

The funeral is to take place tomor-
row afternoon In Austin.

When the news of the death of Mr.
Jameson reached George Diehl, state
president of the Travelers’ Protective
Association, he Immediately sent a
telegram of condolence to the widow.
He will go to Austin tonight to at-
tend the funeral, if he finds that he
can make the trip, and at the next
meeting of the board of directors he
will officially make known the death
of the former president.

““The death of Mr. Jameson was a
great shock to me,” said Mr. Diehl
“T have known him intimately for
years and was much attached to him.
He was one of the best men In Texas,
and his friends throughout the state
will feel keenly his loss.”

Man Killed Saturday Night
Was Himself a Man-Killer
of No Mean Reputation

AUST'N, Texas, May 10.—Ben B. Hunt,

county treasurer of Burleson ccunty, who
was shot and killed in Caldwell Satur-
day night, had a most chequered career
and had led a storiny life.

He was about 60 years old, and came
to Texas just before the civil war with
his father, Dr. Hunt, and his family, from
Kentucky. The family was one of great
prominence in that state, and easily main-
tained that prominence in both social and
financial ecircles after coming to Texas.
Ben Hunt had no fondnexs or taste for
the quiet routine of private life, but Joved
gensations and excitement. He served as
constable of the Caldwell precinct from
1870 for several terms, and administered
the affairs of that position in a whirl,
though justly and lawfully.

About 1582 he became involved in a
personal difficulty with John Leach, a
young man, who had come to Texas fromn
Virginla to seck his fortune, and shot and

killed him Instantly in the suburbs of
Caldwell. For this he was tried and ac-
quitted.

For several years he devoted himself to
business, but led a restless sort of life.
In 1888 he became Involved in another
personal difficulty in Caldwell and killed
Jack Farr, a market man, and Sandy
Davis, a colored man, the same day, and
both near the same place,

After this last trouble he commenced
the study of law, was admitted to the
bar, and about 1892 announced as an in-
dependent candidate for county attorney
and was elected by a large majority, He
served only {wo or three months, when he
{eslgned and commenced the practice of
law.

For some time he was not a party to
any other shooting scrapes, but had sev-
eral red hot encounters with persons in
Cameron, Caldwell and Brenham.
