helpless, on $21 a month, to bid
for needed food and health against
the $100 a week civilian worker.

than grocery stores to win this
war.

We certainly don't
think our government anticipates,
or will permit, the threat of ruin
to demoralize the ™ retail grocerv
industry which has cooperated so
beautifully, and we think success-
fully, so far during the war eme:r-
gency. We don’t even see the sit-
uation as a gloomy one—except
for the poor devil who can’t be-
cause of low pay, buy enough food
for his dependents—and neither
the government nor the grocerv-
