Failure of Shells to Dislodge 
the Defenders Was Followed 
by Infantr>’ Attack—Japs 
Claim Every Advantage in 
the Eight Days of blighting

President Directs That Respon­
sible Officials Be Removed 
and That the Suggestions Be 
Carried Out

W ASHINGTON, Oet. 17.—The rei>ort of 
the I’ niteil States eommis.’̂ ion of invtfs- 
tigation upon the disaster o f the steamcl 
Geneial Slocum. ap|>ointed June 23 last, 
by the then secretary o f com m erce and 
labor. George B. Cort*-lyou. and consist­
ing o f I.awrence O. Muriay, assistant sec­
retary o f comineree and labor; Herbert K 
Smith, deputy *’«mmis.sioner o f corpora­
tions; George I ’ hler. sui*ervislng Insirec* 
tor gt rural o f the steamboat in.specti*>n 
service; General John W . Wilson. U. S. 
A., retired. and Commander Camei-on 
McR. Wln.slow, U. S. N.. has been made 
public.

In connection with the findings o f the 
comml.sslon, jiresented in the report. Pres­
ident Roosevelt, to whom the reiKirt was 
submitt*'*!, has written a letter to Sec­
retary V ictor H. M etcalf o f the depart­
ment of com m erce and labor, briefly sum ­
marizing the report and directing him t*i 
carry into effect the recommendations ot 
the commission. He also directs thai 
Robert S. R*xlle, supervising inspection 
of Second district steamboat Inspection 
service, anil Janu-s A. Dumont and Thos. 
H. Barrett. lo*’al inspectors in charge of 
the port of New York, be discharged from 
the service, the comm ission holding them 
directly r*’sponsibIe for the laxity of the 
-steamboat in.sj>ectlon to which the Slo­
cum disaster was directly attributable.

The comm ission makes many recom ­
mendations for laws regulating the con ­
st rucllun of vessels and to give adequate 
authority to the department|of comm erce 
and labor to increase its power to enforce 
regulations a.s to .safety appliances, etc. 
Legislation will be asked along the line.-t 
suggested.

In his instructions to Mr. Metcalf, the 
president says;

“ A ccording to this report it appears 
that in addition to the two assistant in­
spectors who are now on trial the super­
vising Inspector o f the Second district, 
Mr. Rodle, and the tw o local in-spectors of 
the port o f New Y’ ork. Messrs. Dumont 
and Barrett, should all three be removed 
for laxity and neglect in performing their 
duties. As regards the conduct o f Mr. 
Roille. Mr. Uhler dissents from the con ­
clusions o f the four other commissioners. 
I agree with the conclusions o f the other 
four. I.jixity and neglect, where the con- 
se<iuences may be .so terrible as they have 
proved to be in this case, can not be 
passed over even where there has been 
good conduct In otlier i espccts on the pai t 
o f the men implicated.

"A ccordingly the three officials named 
will be removed from  the service. M ore­
over. you will please direct their succes- 
sor.s in office at once to conduct a tlior- 
ough examination o f the entire inspection 
force o f the port o f New York, with the 
object o f weeding out all the men whom 
such examination shall show" to be un­
fitted to perform  the very arduous and 
responsible duties o f their jiositions. tp 
order that I may be informed as to the 
exact conilitlon o f the .service in all it.s 
iKirts. I illrect you to order a searching in ­
vestigation, in accordance o f the Invos- 
tlgatlon o f the comm mlssion. into the con ­
duct o f the central office and o f every 
outside subdivision of the service save 
that .n New York.

"Y ou  will also make such change.s in 
the regulations as are recommend*’*! by 
the com m ission, and you will therefore 
call a special meeting o f the boaid of su ­
pervising Inspectors for this purpo.se, Y o ’j  
will also recommend before congr**ss that 
the law be changed in the various par­
ticulars recomm ended by the comm ission. 
I wish pjirticular empha.sls laid upon the 
proposal of the c?ommiss.-*ion tliat there o-- 
created by law a siK’cial body thoroughly 
to Investigate the laws which arc sup­
posed to provide for the safety of pas- 
sengers on steamboats, especially on ex ­
cursion boats, where the prime causes of 
danger are overcrowding and the flimsy, 
highly inflammable character o f the su- 
persTfUctures.”

MILES W RITES
Believes a Winter Campaign 

W ill Be Harder for the Jap­
anese Than the Russians and 
Gives Reasons

HIS OWN EXPERIENCE

Faiuoiis Soldier Points Out tlie 
Difficulties of the Winter 
Caiu])aigii and Shows How 
the Czar’s Anny Is Better 
Prepared

The history o f adnter cam paigning, both 
in Europe and this country, has proved It 
to be m ost d ifficu lt, and. In .some cases. 
dUa.strous. One of the l>est illustrations 
o f this Is found In the winter cam paign of 
Najioleon in 1812.

H e gathered a  large arm y o f about 600.- 
OvP men, moMtly from  the siuith o f E u­
rope. invaded Rus-siu from 'T ’oland in the 
last iiart o f June o f that year, and after 
e igh ty -fou r days o f marching and a sc- 
v c ie  liattle. entered Moscow. The R us- 
aian.s, retliir.g. sacrtflccil their capital by 
burning the city. They then laid wa.ste 
the country and deatroyeil evi-rything that 
would afford  food or shelter to the <-nem.v.

A Severe winter coining on. Na|>oIeot) 
was forced to abandoii the country, and In 
this retreat lost 450,000 men. His d ow n ­
fall dates from  this disastrous cam paign. 
D uring the entire retreat In R ussia hl.s 
arm y was expo.sed to the snow s and 
.storms o f a most severe winter ttvat 
proved more disastrous lh.in the incc.s- 
sant attacks o f the active enem y, who 
were accustom ed to the s verily  o f the 
clim ate and were more suitably equipped.

T he su fferings o f our ancestors In the 
revolutionary war. occasioned liy the 
severity o f the w inter clim ate and the 
great scarcity  o f suitsbie clothing and 
equipage, l.s fam iliar to nil readers o f th.at 
hl.'torlc time. The mlspirtum-s and I’l 
success o f the m ilitary operations along 
our northern border were occaslone.i part­
ly by  the d ifficu lty  o f fii-ld op*-rations In 
Ibat Country during the cold  m ontiis of 
• he year.

During our great civil w.tr w inter ca m ­
paigning was abnndon<s1. although in a 
few  instani'es m.arch *s w ere made )>y 
large bo<lles of men and battle fought 
d in ing tho winter months. A.s a rule, it 
was found Impraetlcalde, and. in some 
Instanci s, impossllile to m ove troops.

The eff.irt to m ove the arm y o f the 
Potom ac In midwinter. In ls(;3, rc.'-ulted 
in utter failure, owing to the faet tliat 
the rains, frosts and mud rendered the 
'la y  roads o f Virginia impas.sable.

T’ ntil within the last few  years a winter 
cam isiign against the Indians was con ­
sidered quite Imitossiiile. The oM custom  
o f m oving troops over the plains in the 
.summer and going into winter ipiarters in 
the autumn made the Indians active in 
sum m er and gave them security during 
tho cold season. S -veral expeditions 
against the Indians were attem ptwl by 
m oving troops out o f  warm and com fort­
able liarraeks in mi«lw inter, tiut th«-se re­
sulted In great .suffering and som e loss of 
life.

In m y own exp»'rl*'nce I have found 
that If troops have is-en in the field from  
summer or autumn to m idwinter they e n ­
dure the change much better. T hey grad- 
tialiy )»ecome lnur»d to Ihe severity o f 
tho clim ato. and ns the cold weather g ra d ­
ually Increases In severity day by day, 
their system s becom e aiHrustomed to 
tha change without serious Injury.

It 1s singular to note how nature guards 
and prot'Cts animal life. In the extrem e 
northern tone o f our country, horses and 
cattle usually take on 20() pounds more 
w eight In winter than In the southern 
(country, the hair. loo. grow ing thicker and 
longer and giving them much more nat­
ural warm th and protection. The same 
Is truo o f wild anim als—hence the finest 
furs com e from  the coldest countries.

In our own country we have both the 
hottest and the coldest m ilitary stations 
In the world. In Northern Minne.sota. 
North Dakota and Ala.ska the therm om e­
ter has reached 66 degrees F’ahrenhelt b e ­
low zero and som e reiiorts have p aced It 
as low as 70 d<>grees. Our troops have 
cam paigned in N orthern D akota where

the m ercury therm om eter freezes and the 
spirit therm om eter has regl.stered as low 
as 70 degrees Fahrenheit below  zero.

I have found that in order to eiuible 
troops to endure that severe clim ate it 
was necessary to take every precaution 
and to e<iuip them with as much care as 
(hough tliey were going on an expedition 
to the A rctic regions. The soldiers cut up 
woolen blankets and made under gar­
ments, caps and masks, and when they 
could obtain fur-lined Indian m occasins 
the men wore tw o or three pairs at the 
sam e time. B uffa lo fur and w ool-lined 
canvas overcoats were required.

AMien tlie com m and was fully equipped, 
the fact that they, carried rifles alone 
gave them a m ilitary appearance, other­
wise they might have )>een nil.staken foi 
a body o f Eskimo. W ith their masks on 
it wcui impos.sible to distinguisli one man 
from  another.

W e marehecl north In Deeomlier to near 
the ('anadian line, crossing the ice o f the 
frozen rivers with heavy laden wagons 
and artillery. W e not only got arcustom ed 
to the severe cold but the non  hern bliz­
zards as Well—tlie wind oiow ing in every 
direction at the same m om ent and the 
air filled with blinding fine snow flakes.

On one occasion  it was Impos.sibte to 
see any o f the landmarks in the country 
and the com m and m arched entirely by 
map and com iiass. Com pared with one 
o f those northwestern )>llzzards. an o r ­
dinary snow storm  seem ed but an atm os­
pheric eares.s.

The marches were usually made in the 
early day, and In the afternoon  the troo'ps 
S4tught shelter in the valle.vs. ravines or 
tlmiier. and by m aking fire* by night, 
managed to make them selves to u certain 
extent com fortable.

1 rem em ber, however, an incident -n 
cro.sslng the high divide lietween the Mi.s- 
souri and the Y'ellowstone rivers, that the 
troops for three niglits idvouacked in thq 
snow without a piece o f w ood to iiulld a 
(ire for i-ooklng or to keep themselv.'>s 
warm, yet in spite o f all this not a Ufa 
was lost nor wa.s there a single ca.se of 
amputation re.sulting from  the intense cold 
weather. This favorable result was due 
« iitirely to the carefu l advance prepara- 
tloiis and an abundance o f whole.«ome fo.xl 
and warn) clothing.

In crossing M anchuria and Si)>eria I 
found the clim ate o f that section  not as 
.seviTc as that o f our own extrem e north­
ern country. The winter was m ore like 
that o f niii'thern Ohio. Indiana and IIll- 
n<il.«. in fact, like that o f the northern 
midddle w.'.st. D uring the Journey from 
the I'a<ilic to M oscow , we had a ther­
m om eter outside o f the car on the sold 
side o f  the train and the low est it regl.s- 
icrtsl was 99 below zero. The snow was 
not deep nor the wind severij. There was 
not a snow plow seen on a locom otive un­
til we com m enced to g.r north toward 
M oscow  in Russia, nor did we pass a s in ­
gle snow shed such as is frequently found 
on the railroads in our own country.

I was q^uch im pressed, however, by the 
natives o f that distant region, both the 
wild tribes and the more civilized p eo ­
ple. T hey were strong, hardy races, a p ­
parently In the best physical condition 
and suitably clad to endure the severity 
o f the clim ate. W herever it was possible 
they used furs or skins o f animals for 
their outer garm ents and plenty o f warm 
woolen underclothing.

Siberia has been pictured and described 
by writers as an Intensely cold  region. 
'Fhls Is quit* true o f its extrem e north­
ern jiart. but the theater o f  war, where 
the Japanese and Russian arm ies are now 
contending. Is not a  country o f that ch ar­
acter.

A w inter cam paign will, however, be se ­
vere on the Japanese troops, as they com e 
from  a w arm er country, and are not a c - 
cu.stomed to endure the rigors o f a hard 
winter. I f  an attem pt la m ade to winter 
their arm y in the region o f  Mukden or 
V ladivostok, this circum stance should be 
advantageous to  the Russian forces.

The Russians have, m oreover, vast 
num bers o f  strong, hardy horses, accu s­
tom ed to live In that region, that can be 
utilized for harassing the Japanese troops 
and their lines o f  com m unication. The 
Japanese are m ore deficient in horses 
than any o f  the civilized nations. Human 
labor is so cheap in Japan that they pay 
but little attention to  their horses, and I 
liave never traveled In any country so 
destltue o f this respect.

The operations o f the cam paign m ust 
during the winter be carried on at a dis­
advantage to the Ja|>anese, or they may 
be forced to abandon part o f the country 
they now hold.

THE CAMPAIGN ISSUES

On the eighth day o f next month the 
people o f  tne United States will decide 
as to whose hands they will com m it the 
deetinles o f  this great republic for  the 
next four years, and as a matter o f fact 
at thi.s time there Is no Indication that 
either o f the tw o great political parties 
has any great amount o f advantage ovei 
the other. The campaign tliLs year has 
been the tam est a ffa ir o f  the kind the 
country has ever witnessed, neither ot 
the nominees for the presidency having 
m ade any effort to  stump the countrjv 
that arduous duty being left to  men of 
lesser prominence. The cam'palgn Issues 
this year are also different from  those 
o f  the past. Last cam paign we had the 
m oney question and Imperialism as the 
tw o leading issues, but this year the cam ­
paign has been pitched on totally d lffer- 

,e n t  lines.
The tw o candidates for the presidency 

stand on the same platform  on the finan­
cia l question, both being pronounced gold 
standard men. so  that there Is no finan­
cial Is-sue this time. The dem ocrats are 
m aking their fight with the constitution 
as the great cam’palgn slogan. They de­
clare that the governm ent has been cut 
loose from  Us constitutional m oorings and 
Is now helplessly drifting toward ruin 
and destruction under the guiding hand 
o f  an executive who has declared th.a* 
there are times when the constitution 
sboulik be set aside. Disregard o f the 
constitution and extravagance In the pre.s- 
ent administration has been the ch ie f Is 
sue raised by the dem ocrats, and a strong 
appeal has been made for a return to 
that form  of governm ent contem plated bv 
the fathers«of the republic.

Another strong card In the dem ocratic 
hand Is the well known antagonism o f the 
party toward those great combin.atlons 
o f capital popularly designated as trusts. 
It Is claim ed by the party m anagers an 1 
campaign orators that the republican 
party is responsible for the birth and 
grow th o f these great national evils, and 
the fact that practically every one of

standing. The liberal rontrlbutloiw made 
b y  these tru.sts to the n-ational republican 
cam paign fund Is additiona'. conclusive 
evidence that the ox  knows his m aster’ s 
crib . It Is true that the repi l deans hav* 
taken advantage o f the newly c ie a te j ca b ­
inet officer, secretary o f com m erce and 
labor, to arm them selves with am m uni­
tion  calculated to make the trusts .sb ;i 
out, but that Is no evidence o f i»arty an 
tagonlsm . On the contrary It evinces th 
fact that the republicans re.alize that the 
trust m agnates are foxy, and the be.st 
m ethod o f making them com e to tim e is 
to  get them In a position where th -y have 
to. This has been done to an emlaent 
degree, and hundreds o f  thou.s.inds o f do l­
lars have been poured into the repub­
lican coffers.

The dem ocratic party Is reeognixed -t- 
the party o f the p«'op!e, and It.s open w.t.-- 
fare against these great com binations Is a 
m atter of political history. The national 
nomine.e for the presidency has declared 
In unm istakable terms his intention to 
m ake a warm fight against the evil in the 
event o f his election. He has .said that 
adequate rem edies are already In ex ist­
ence through the application o f the prin ­
ciples o f com m on law. This the repub­
lican nominee has strenuously denied, and 
the d ifference between the tw o great par­
ties on this Issue Is sharp and well de­
fined. The thinking man w ho belleve.s 
in the regulation and control o f corpor­
ate  influence can but realize that th<‘ 
only hope o f such action being taken 
Ilea In the triumph o f the dem ocratic 
ticket.

On the subjects o f the tariff the two 
parties also greatly differ. The repub­
lican party stands for the principles o f 
protection , which enables the m anufac­
turer to sell his products in a foreign 
country m uch cheaper than to his home 
people, and which has been a powerful 
fa cto r  In the upbuilding o f the great 
trust evil. T he dem ocratic party stands 
fo r  ta r iff revision, and has never aband­
oned the well known cry  o f  a tariff for 
revenue only.

He 
replied that It was a d lffleu fl thing to 
say Just how much cotton would be sold 
at the next sale, as m ost o f the farm ers 
o f whom he had knowledge are Inclined to 
hold their cotton for better prices, as 
there Ls a decline just at this tim e. He 
ai.so stated that farm ers are waltiing the 
result o f the presidential election, and the 
outcom e as to who Is electeil president 
will determine whether cotton will be 
sold or held. He believes that if R oose- 
veit la elected farm ers will not be so 
tllmld and will tufn theh- product loose.

"I  am a dem ocrat, but I believe that ‘ f 
the republicans win. It will be better for 
us farm ers,”  said Mr. Buckner.

Bartenders Alliance W ill Offer 
Measure at Next Session of 
Legislature Looking to Abol­
ishment of Bad Features

ANNOUNGED BY HUSTED

National Organizer Admits 
That Is Object of Present 
Visit and Outlines Measures 
That AVill Be Contained in 
the BUI to Be Presented

In an interview this m orning Lem Hu."- 
ted. national organizer o f the Bartenders' 
A lliance, stated that his mis.slon to the 
state was to  Investigate the conditions 
and see if  it was possible to save for 
his cra ft the cities that are at present 
'w et,”  and to regain som e o f tha«e that 

have been lost, and that a fter visiting all 
o f  the principal cities in Texas he finds 
that the opposition to the selling o f li­
quors com e from  those w ho oppose the 
m anner in which m any o f the saloons are 
m anaged rather than from  any other 
cause.

Finding such the conditions, he says he 
has decided to attem pt having passed at 
the next legislature a bill that will elim i­
nate all o f  the bad features now existing.

Asked for an outline o f the bill, h« 
•said it would resemble a gneat deal the 
law now in force in Pennsylvania, which 
calls for a thousand dollar license from  
all who engage in the selling o f  spirituous 
or malt liquors; that a person taking out 
this license must first have resided in the 
state tw o years, and in the county ono 
year; that no .saloon would be licenseil 
within tw o blocks o f a church or school; 
that the diVe features would be elim inat­
ed ; there could be no gam ing o f any kind 
beneath the roof o f any saloon; no chairs 
or settees within a saloon ; the liours for 
closing would be 11 at night for every 
night except Saturdays, which would be 
12; ail saloons would be closed Sundays, 
and the violation o f any one o f these fea ­
tures would forever b;ir a man from  ag.tin 
engaging in the saloon business in the 
state.

H e says he has talked with a [great 
many saloon men on the propo.sed jneas- 
ures and find that many favor it, Jealiz- 
ing that the opposition at present *• due 
principally to the manner In which saloons 
are conducted.

In this m atter he is acting offlclally fot 
the Bartenders’ A lliance and that organ i­
zation has given its indorsement to the 
step.

Mr. H usted goes from  here to Dallas, 
where he will remain several days, and 
from  there to El Paso, and then works 
his way to San Francisco, arriving there 
in tim e to represent the Fort W orth 
Trades Assem bly N ovem ber 14 at the con ­
vention of the A m erican Federation of 
Labor, assisting C. W .
