Interest o f  hum anity, and It Is believed 
that su fficient em ergency < xists to justify  
action  which will be prom pt and e ffe c t­
ive.

Dr. Turner. superintendent o f the 
N orth Texas asylum , in his annual report 
to  the governor, .says that his asylum  is 
crow ded, and that he has tw o hundred 
applications for  room  which can not be 
gtren. Dr. Turner says, also, that then- 
a re  insane patients In the Jails in alm ost 
every  county Jail in Texas. W hat Ls true 
o f  the N orth Texas asylum is probublj 
true o f every other, so that there are per­
haps 500 insane in the state for whom 
there is no asylum  room .

This condition  o f  a ffa irs is an absolute 
d isgrace to  Texas. There should be a sy ­
lum  room  fo r  these unfortunate who are 
• f necegsity the w ards o f  the com m on­
w ealth . T hey can net help them selves 
and  they m ust be helped. The Jails o f the 
counties are not fit places fo r  them ,’ and 
#very Texan  should blush because eo 
m any o f  them  a r e 'in  the strong cages 
w h ie ffa b e  set ap a it fo r  the crim inals.

Torpedo Boat A ttack on Sevastopol, Bril­
liant E ffort

TOKIU. I>eo. 15, 4 p. m .— The partially 
successful torpe<lo attack  on the Sevasto­
pol was madt' In the face o f  alm ost insur­
m ountable obstacles and m akes aiuither 
lnsi>iring .story o f the s|>lcn<lid hravi'ry of 
a num ber o f officers.

The entire crew  o f the tori«“do boat de-| 
Ktroyers and torpi'do lioats volunteered 
for the atta<-k. courting death In their 
efforts to ilcstroy the only floating R us­
sian liattleship at I'ort Arthur.

Faelng a driving snowstorm  and heavy 
seas, the flotillas separated and under In­
dividual com m anders the vessel# a tta ck 'll 
indepi'ndently. The decks o f the destroy­
ers and toria'do I.kmiIs were coatetl with 
ice ai.d the men s u ffi 'i 'd  acutely from  
till' cold.

Tlie Uus.sians lesorted to Ihe most ex ­
trem e precautions to protect the Sevasto­
pol. They dropped toi pi-do nets, which 
shM ded the Imiws o f  Ihe warship, and the 
Sevastopol was further protected by a 
s|>eciaUy constructed wiwidcn l>oom. the 
fram ework o f which was com posed of 
Iron-bound logs and cables and heavy 
chains. Interlaced and entangled. From 
th« surface o f this iKsun hung a deep rur- 
biin, maile o f torpi'do nets taken filom 
the sunken haltl.sh ips, the purpose ' o f 
which was to catch and destroy the Ijor- 
pvdoes and their mechanism.

The Japanese proliably refrained from  
attem pting to out or Jump the boom , a 
plan dem onsiratfil by the British, but ■ 
the torpedo boats and destroyers evident- | 
ly forced the openings, which the R us- 
siun.s had left so ns to allow com m unica­
tion with Ihe harbor.

A residence with only a w ater chiset.

All other scrvlees shall pay a mlnlnrruwi 
rate o f 52.55 per quarter, and shall be 
allowed the use o f 3.000 go Hons o f water 
per m onth, w ithout additional charge for 
meter.

The C ity W ater W orks shall ke^-p nil 
m eters o w n e d  by It in repair without e x ­
pense to the oiinsumer.

A ny consum er falling to  use the a llot- 
ed am ount o f w ater a llow -il them In any 
m oii'h  can not have cr  dlt for It on the 
succeeding month. 'W'her.- the consum er 
does not pay the m inim um  rate a d e ­
posit m ay be required by the W ater 
W orks Departm ent to Insure the city 
iigainst loss for w at r  furnished.

Art. 5. A consum er changing his resi­
dence and having paid for w ater at the 
m inim um  rate for a quarter, can, by pre­
senting his receipt at the office , and sign ­
ing a request for a tnuisfer. have the 
unexplred jsirtlon o f his w ater rent 
transferred to his new residence, or place 
o f  business.

Art. 6. W ater bills for those not paying 
m inim um  rates wUl bo due and payable 
on  the first day o f each and every mon h 
For those iiaylng minimum rates th y 
shaU becom e diw and payable on the first 
day o f  January. April. July and O ctober 
o f  oach year. Thoas paying the minimum 
rate shall pay by the tenth o f the suc­
ceeding month, any am ount due for water 
used in .x< ess o f the am ount allowed for 
any month. onU falUhg to do so ■hall be

cut o ff  and not turned on again until the 
amount due shall have been jiuld. One 
dollar extra shall b « eolh-eUd fo r  tuim- 
ing on  again.

Owners o f store and o ffice  buildings 
sh.TlI l»e required to  provide a separate 
ccwtnectlon with the main for each 25 feet 
front o f the ground floor wh'^ r̂e city  w a­
ter Is used, and one or more additional 
connections to  the m.iln for each addi­
tional floor, acoordlivg to the num ber and 
arrangement o f fixlurea on the said floors.

the superintenuent o f water works to be 
the Judge o f the number o f connections 
necessary, but In no case shall there be 
leas than one separate service pipe for 
each additional floor.

In cases u'here there is a tank located 
on the roof and water from  there dis­
tributed through the building one con ­
nection o f sufficient size may be made 
to the mains and connected directly with 
the said tank, but no other connection 
shall be m ade on the eaid line to tbe 
tank, and a ch<H:k ralv*e shall be placed 
on the aald service to the tank, as near 
the entrance to the building as possible.

In case an additional supply shall be 
desired a separate connection shall be 
made with the main as in tbe preceding 
rules governing connections to  store and 
office  buildings, but in no case shall a 
connection larger than tw o Inches be 
made with the city  mains. T w o or more 
houses fronting a street or streets where 
there is no w ater main m ay be supplied 
with one service connected with the main, 
said service to be o f sufficient size to 
insure an ample supply o f abater, but In 
such eases each o f said houses shall have 
a separate service pipe from  the sidewalk 
and separate stop cock and stop buz one 
foot inside the curb.

Churches, opera houses, depots, thea­
ters. schools and factories may be sup­
plied through one connection with the 
street main.

Each single residence or store shall 
have a separate connection a lth  the 
main, and under no conditions shall one 
residence have more than one connection 
to ' the main.

Buildings used as flats shall l)e re ­
quired to provide a separate connection 
with the main for each apartment.

All service pipes on  Throckm orton. 
Main. Houston. Rusk and J nnings av-e- 
nue from  Houston to the viaduct, and all 
cross streets from B lu ff to Front inclusive, 
from  Rusk to Throckm orton and Jennings 
avenue, and Fifteenth from  Jones to Jen­
nings avenue, ahall be o f extra strong 
lead pipe.

N o water connection with the water 
mains shall be made to any building for 
fire protection except by special perm is­
sion o f the W ater W orks Department, and 
where there Is a con nectlo iu for fire pro­
tection sai shall be m rtered and a 
minimum charge made for the aald serv­
ice. as per schedule o f rates In effect, and 
no other connection shall be made In the 
building with the fire protection line.

Art. 19. A ny person Intending to follow 
the business or occupation of plumber In 
relation to  or In any way connected with 
the city  water mains, pipes, fixtures, etc., 
shall, before undertaking any work In 
connection therewith, first apply to the 
W ater W orks Departm ent. In writing, for 
a lie nse, which license shall not be

granted by said department unless said 
party submits to said department the e » -  
dorsement o f two plumbers in good stand­
ing (license), or other eridenoe satisfac­
tory to  the Superintendent o f W ater 
W orks that he Is com petent do plum b­
ing work.

The applicant shall, before said license 
is granted, present to the said w ater d e ­
partm ent together with hie application a  
surety com pany bond in tbe sum at 
51.500 conditioned to save the city  
harmless from all danger o f  whatever 
kind resulting from  negligence or vnsldil- 
ful work on the part o f said plttmber, 
and to abide by tbe rules and regula­
tions o f the water wrorks department. 
The said bond shall be ren»'Wed each year 
and a failure to renew the same shaU mt 
Itself operate as a revocation o f the said 
license.

Art. 19-A. An Iron service pipes s l% ; be 
relaid with extra strong lend pipe prior 
to  the paving o f the street on which said 
pipe or pipes are located, and any owner 
or agent o f said services falling or ra - 
fu s irg  to relay said services when n o - 
M»' a •’ o «o hv the wat r works depart­
m ent prior to such paving, then the w a­
le i »t.ik s  department shall relay sob] 
service pi|>e or piites. and water shall not 
be used through said service plpe or pipes 
so  relaid by the water worke departmewt 
until such time as the said pipe or pipcB 
shall have l>een paid for according to U a 
schedule o f rates for said work, on flit 
In the office  o f the w ater works depart­
ment.

Art. 20. Any plumber or other person, 
violating any o f the provisions o f this 
ordinance, upon conviction  o f the same, 
shall be fined In the city  court, in any 
sum o f not less than ten nor more than 
one hundred dollars, and In addition any 
plumber so convicted may have his li­
cense forfeited for the period o f thirty 
days at the optlolf o f the City Judge.

Sec. 2. All ordinances, or parts o f or­
dinances, in conflict with this ordtnanca 
shall be, and the same la hereby repeal­
ed. and this ordinance shall take effort 
and be In force  from  and a fter Its poo- 
sage and publication as required b y  low ,

Bometlmen I think that 
If called upon to play the part again I 
would rather be the hero of a duel 
even If made a dead hero by my oppo­
nent, for 1 have never pasited through 
so great agony of mind aa when two 
men fought for me.

It wan the year General Harrison 
was running fur prt*aident, with John 
Tyler for vice presi*lent. I well remem­
ber the songs of the campaign, espe­
cially **Tlppecanoe and Tyler Too.” We 
of the south took a great Interest in 
the election, and all the young men 
were continually disputing. Two of 
them, Koy Gilbert and Fits Hugh 
I'arke, were on opposite sides politically 
and on opposite sides with regard to 
me, for both wante*! me. Gilbert was 
my favorite, though 1 was young and 
giddy and much pleased with the at­
tentions of both. I’arke was a very 
quiet, unassuming man with a soft 
voice, while Gilbert was aggressive, 
and, though a young man, ••stumped,” 
as they called It and still call It, 1 be­
lieve, for Harrison.

1 WHS dHigtit*-*! with the affair till It 

came tip*»n me sn*hic;ily that by a 
childish freak I had put In jeopardy 
two lives; **ne, that of tJHIa-rt, lM*ing 
necessary to my happiness. I sent for 
Parke ami *s>nfesse<l that 1 had not 
nmsled a def**nder. Me was much dis- 
please*! witli me, but said that it wotild 
be imjHMisthle to stop the affair wltli- 
out bringing out the truth, which 
would compromise me. I lieggtHl him 
to take the alternative, but he luslst- 
etl that even by compromising me It 
would l»e impoHsitile to prevent the 
duel, for to do so he would have to re­
tract the charge he had made, which 
he could not 4o, for It was true. This 
sngered me and I told him that if that 
was the ground on which they atmid 
I hoped Mr. Gilbert would vindicate hit 
honor. This was but a momentary 
feeling with me, for I dreaded the 
danger which 1 bad brought upon them 
both.

I was kept In Ignorance of w'ftcu and 
where the uus-tlng was to take place. 
It was not so necessary to keep the 
affair quiet then ns now. for the au- 
thorlth*s wlnke*! at duels, and It was 
consideretl a part of the presidential 
campaign. Those favoring Harrison 
mng*sl them.sclvcs on the side of tJil- 
b**rt, while the Van Buren men favoretl 
I’arke. Harrison was the popular can- 
dldat**, with his log cabin home and 
hard cider for his dnnk. while Van 
Euron, who was called a heartles,s aris- 

I tocrat with his silver table service and 
fine wln**s, was only llke*l by the up­
per classer.. On this account the 
wealthy planters mostly sympathized 
with I’arke. while everybotly else sym­
pathized with Gilbert.

One morning while I sat at breakfast 
my brother came In and said that the 
duel bad come off at sunrise that day. 
Parke was uninjured; Gilbert had fall­
en, but on being picked up unconscious 
no w*mnd could be discovered. The 
surgeon said that he might have been 
struck by the wind of the bullet, but 
Parke declared that he had purrtosely 
fired wide of the mark. Gilbert came 
to himself, looked about him In a dazed 
tashloD, got up and walked off tha 
field.

The Impression gained ground that 
he had fainted from cowardice. The 
Harrison men mostly ridiculed sneh an 
explanation, but their man gave color 
to It by disappearing from the locality 
and was never seen by any one of us 
tgaln.

I was very much chagrined by the 
outcome. I did not regret losing my 
lover, for I felt sure that he had dis­
graced himself and now believed 
Parke's charges. 1 hoped Parke would 
renew his suit, but he did not.

Harrison was triumphantly elected, 
and In the general rejoicing of bis par­
tisans the duel was soon forgotten, 
with other events of the <*nmpalgn. I 
waa In hopes that Fits Hugh Parke 
would forget my action which caused 
It but be never did. At any rate, he 
nsrer indicated that he wanted me. 
Bs was always deferential to me, but 
entirety Ignored the position he had 
held toward me before the duel. Of 
course after ao many years of married 
Hfe I am indifferent to his treotment,* 
but as an old woman I consider tliat he. 
shouM have excused my sin. I wa* 
•nie eighteen, and very little is to be 
expected of one so young.
