OUR FRIENDS THE PACKERS

Uncle Sam is again after the beef trust
so-called, and judging from the latest de-
velopments in the situation, this time it
is to be a fight for blood. Information
comes from Washington that the sub-
poenas issued for witnesses to appear be-
fore the federal grand jury at Chicago on
March 20 is not the result of the supreme
court decision in the Grosscup injunction
case recently dedlded adversely to the
packers, but that the government has
come into pessession of evidence which it
believes demands the prosecution of the
packers on a criminal charge—that of per-
sistently violating the terms of the Sher-
man anti-trust The order for the
rending proceedings is said to have ema-
nated from the attorney general's office
at Washington, and in that event, it may
be safely assumed that the president of
the United States is himself behind the
movement.

The investigation 1s to be of a very
sweeping nature, subpoenas having been
Issued for men connected with the pack-

law,

ing business at all the market and dis-
tributing centers of the country. So
far no information has been given out
relative to the investigation to be con-

ducted in Fort Worth, but it is believed
the necessary papers are in the hands of
‘the United States district attorney. None
of the packers are included in the num-
ber that have been subpoenaed to give in
evidence.. The intention is apparently to
learn all that those
can tell, and the men who are subpoenaed
in many instances
that have received the same
mons. Attornevs for the
1o know nothing concerning the situation,
but insist that their clients are only en-
gaged in a perfeetly
The packers themselves are not doing any
talking, but are evidently realizing they
are up against a very hard proposition.
A late story from Chicago is to the ef-
fect that an announced advance in the
price of meats was prompily called off
upon knowledge of the government pro-
ceedings.

Following are the allegations made hy
the government upon which the pending
proceedings are instituted:

1. That the packers restrain each other
from competition in the live stock mar-
ket, and by combination and conspiracy
among themselves, thereby fix and regu-
late by fraudulent and perfunctory bids
the prices of stock on the hoof to their
own advantage and to the loss of the
stockman.

2. That by maripulating the prices of
live stock without regard for the law
of supply and demand the defendants
have curbed the shipments of stock to the
narkets, and by further manipulation ob-
tained such live stock at prices much less
than it would bring if such combination
and conspiracy were not in existence,

3. That by combination and conspiracy
the defendants, or their agents, have
raised, lowered, fixed, and maintained
uniform prices arbitrarily contrary to
law, which prices are made iIn secret
meetings of the defendants and their
agents, made known to agents by letters
in code, and maintained among themselves
by fixed penalties for violation of agree-
ment. And, further, that monopoly of
the business is carried on by the giving
of credits to certain dealers and the
maintenance of a ‘‘blacklist’ against de-
linguents,

4. That the defendants or their agents
have maintained uniform rates of cartage
for the delivery of their sales to dealers,
although such charges are not customary
in trade or commerce, thereby prevent-
ing the purchase of meats by those who
are unwilling to pay more than the price
of the meats, without additional charge,
all of which is In restraint of trade and
commerce.

5. That the defendants have been guilty
of conspiracy to create a monopoly in
securing rebates from railroads, in viola-
tion of the published rates as required
by the interstate commerce law, the
whole design to throttle competition.

6. That the defendants have been for
years in conspiracy with the railroads to
obtain a monopoly of the supply and dis-
tritution of fresh meats throughout the
United States and foreign couutries,
thereby Imposing abnormal, unreasonable,
end arbitrary regulations for the conduct
of their own and each other's business,
g&ffecting the same from the shipments of
the live stock from the plains, to the final
@istribution of the meats to the consumer,
all to the manifest injury of the people cf
the United States and in defiance of the

law.

Before the transaction
was completed the government of
! Pregsident Nord came into power. The

officials were imprisoned a year
ago on charges of bribery and conspir-
ing with the secretary of the treasury
in fraudulently issuing from $200,000
to $%30,000 in bonds. Of the thirty
three persong accused, among whom
are ex-President Sam, thirteen, are at
present on trial, the others lmvin',;
fled. The court rendered judgment in
the default condemning Sam to im-
prisonment for life at hard labor._

Mme. Sam is sentenced to fifteen
yvears imprisonment and several mem-
iwrs of Sam’s ministry and other high
functionaries are condemned to terms
of imprisonment ranging from five to
fifteen years.

"DONT LEND COTTON"
o3 HARVIE JORDAN

President of Southern Association Advises
Against Letting Buyers Get Hoid of
Staple on Promise to Pay Advances Up
to Sept. 1

R

ATLANTA, Ga., Feb, 25.—According to
reports which have been received by
President Harvie Jordan of the Southern
Cotton Association, a number of farmers
are being appealed to by the buyers of
cotton to let them have cotton at the
present prices and should any advances oc-
cur between now and next September the
farmers will be paid the additional amount
on cotton they now release,

Mr. Jordan is out in an Interview, in
which he strongly advises against the
practice of lending cotton, and urges upon
the farmers and those who have cotton to
hold on to it, He says:

“Reports are coming to me from many
sections of the south indicating that farm-
ers are being appealed to by buyers and
spinners to get possession of the spot
cotton on the agreement to pay present
market prices and any advances that may
accrue between now and Sept, 1, If the
buyers and spinners can get enough cot-
ton under this plan to meet the needs of
present consumption it will be impossible |
to advance prices. It looks like a good
business proposition, but in the end it will
prove disastrous to the holders. All hold-
ers of spot cotton are warned against
schemes of this kind.

“Do not let any cotton pass into the
hands of the buyers on any partial trade|
of any kind and do not lend cotton or|
turn any of it over to the people whp
must have it for spinning purposes or fill-
ing contracts upon which they are now
short.

HOLD YOUR COTTON TIGHT

“Hold your cotton tight and refuse to
deliver it on any kind of trade. It will be|
unfair to those who are holding and ruin- |

ous to your own interests in the end.!
Stand pat, hold your ground and don't!
give away any point along the line, we |
are sure o win.

“It is reported fo me that some of lhn]
mills are proposing to local holders of |
cotton a proposition to take cotton from !
them at present prices and free of storage |
and insurance, provided such eotton is de-!
livered at the mills, and any other further!
advance will be paid between now and|
Sept. 1. In the meantime the mills ean!

to make purchases, If this plan was gen-|
erally adopted there would soon be no de- |
mand whatever from the southern mills,

ORDINANCE NO. 927
Ordinance to Prevent Cruelty to
Animuls,

Be it ordained by the City Council of
the City of Fort Worth:

Section 1. That it shall be hereafter
uniawful for any one to cruelly beat
or otherwise cruelly maltreat any dumb
animal in the City of Fort Worth, or
to wantonly kill, malm, wound, poison

animal iz maimed, wounded, sick, lame

John N. Simpson of Dallas, was here to-
day to confer with officials of the Roose-
velt Central Club with reference to ar-
rangements for the reception of Presi-
dent Roosevelt, who is to visit Fort
Worth during his forthcoming trip to
Texas. As a result of the conference a
meeting of the Roosevelt Club will be
held Monday to decide on definite plans
for the entertainment of the president
when he reaches this city.

The exact program to be arranged for
the reception of the president will not
be given out by Mr, Lyon in advance of
the coming of the chief executive, nor
will Messrs. Lyon and Simpson state
where the president and party will hunt
wh'le In Texas or in Colerado, to which
state he will go from Texas.

President Roosevelt will not come to
Fort Worth until after his South Texas
hunt has been ended. He will reach the
state via Paris, coming on a special train
from Washington by the way of St. Louis,
from which city he will travel over the
Iron Mountain to Texas., He will be ac-
companied only, so far as is known here,
by his private secretary, and will be met
at Paris by Messrs. Lyon and Simpson,
who will continue the trip with the presi-
dent in Texas and Colorado. <n route
to the latter state, the president will stop
to hunt long-eared jack rabbits in the
vicinity of Amarillo, from which point
he will go direct to Denver, Further
itinerary of the trip has not been an-
nounced. It is said here, however, that
the president will remain only a few days
In the state of Colorado before returning
to Washington.

It Is definitely learned here today that
the president will be at San Antonio
March 31-and at Houston April 1. From
the latter point the hunt will be taken
at some point in South Texas, presum-
ably near the gulf coast. When this hunt
is finished the president and party will
come direct to Fort Worth, where the
chief executive will be the guest of honor
of the Central Roosevelt Club. The pro-
gram of reception and entertainment will
be announced after the meeting of the
club next Monday night, at which meet-
ing a commitee to take charge of the en-
tertainment of the president will be ap-
pointed.

Mr. Lyon states that during his trip
over South Texas in the interest of the
coming of the president he has heard
nothing but words of welcome from all
classes of people of all parties. They are
all anxlous to see the man who spoke out
in regard to the Panama canal project,
a proposition in which all Texas is deep-
ly Interested, he says, Mr. Lyon says he
has assurances that the president will
receive no warmer reception anywhere
than he will recelve on his Texas trip,
