One of the most momentous naval 
battles that has been fought fo r  years 
to Impendingr in the Far East, and. like 
all the rest o f the world, I  am watching 

--vith the greatest Interest.
The situation is one o f almost thrlll- 

iag Interest. I  confess that I  am up 
ta the morning at 5 o'clock looking 
lor the papers. A ll naval men are in ­
terested: but I have, possibly, an added 
interest owing to the fact that I  W AS 
IIT8ELF A T  ONE TTME CONFRONT- 

> * *D BT A PTT.EIMMA NOT ITN LIKE  
THAT W HICH  IS  NOW  FACED BT 
THE JAPANESE ADMIRAL, TOGO.

As to what w ill happen, it is any­
body’s guess. There are as many 
opinions as there are naval experts. 

* * y  guess, perhaps, is no better than 
another’s, except as I  may have a l i t ­
tle more fam iliarity  w ith the compli­
cating clrcum.stances which must be 
taken Into consideration.

But one thing on which all authori­
ties seem agreed, and which is doubt­
less true. Is that T H E  RFSSIAN  
f l e e t  is  NUMERIC.XL.L.T AND IN  
T O N N A G E  A N D  A R M A M E N T  
FTBONGER TH A N  TH E  FORCES OF 
THE JAPANESE. They have several 
■ere heavy figh tin g  ships«, according 
to reports, than the Japanese, and it is 
■too to be remembered that there Is a 
Noondary fleet o f three or more heavy 
■Upi which is on the w ay and w ill 

^  he due on the scene in about 40 days.

Now the ffreat questions are: 
. Can Admiral Toi?o afford to 

meet the Russian forces, and 
risk all on the cast of a ^ea t 
naval battle in the open seas? 
Can he afford to risk the loss

of his battleships? Suppose 
Ko.iestvensy wins?

liat will he the effect on 
Japan then? How about coni- 
municRtion between .iapan and 
Manchuria? How about rein­
forcements to the land forces, 
and ammunition and supplies?

Unless the Japanese can pro­
tect tlieir transTTorts and the 
commerce about their own 
island and in the vicinity of 
Poi-t Arthur, of what avail will 
their land operations and their 
]>ast victories be to them? Their 
fleet is confronted by a fleet 
outnuniberinir tlieirs. Now the 
question is what will Admiral 
Toiio do?

Some n.Tval authorities incline to the 
belie f that Togo w ill avoid a direct en­
gagement and w ill try to pick out the 
weak members o f the Russian fleet, 
cutting them off in the night, using his 
torpedo boat destroyers, and fo llow ing 
much the .same tactics as were em­
ployed at Port Arthur.

I  wondered at that time that the 
Japanese did not go right Into the har­
bor and finish the work at once; but I 
have been Informed since by a reliable 
authority that the Japanese admiral 
had strict orders from the mikado not 
to risk the loss o f his battleship.^. Tlie 
loss might, at that Juncture have been 
fatal. Slo they took the slower meth­
ods to the same end. Tt is not impos­
sible that the same policy w ill he pur­
sued now. W e probably shall not 
know until event.s disclose what Is the 
Japanese plan o f campaign.

I presume Togo's fleet Is In a port 
at the northern end of the island of 
Formosa. TH E R E  IS A M A G N IF I­
CENT AND STRONGLY FO R T IF IE D  
HARBOR THERE. A VE K ITA B I.E  
G IBR ALTAR . No douht Togo is in con­
stant touch w ith the Rus.slan fleet, 
througli his scouts and his wireless 
telegraph e<iuipment, and is watching

to see whether Rojestvenslty w ill take 
the inner or outer channel.

There la a po.ssiblllty that the three 
battleships which the Russians have 
at \ ladivostok w ill try to effect a junc­
tion, Or w ill begin to pr«-y on Japanese 
commerce and on general contraband 
o f war in foreign ships. These are some 
o f the possibilities which the situation 
Involves.

Now, suppose tlie.Kussians 
sliould succeed in forciiii? a de­
cisive battle. Suppose, for the 
sake of ari>:umeiit, that they 
should lose. The losing? battle 
would not bo so disastrous to 
them as a losing? battle would 
be to the Japanese, Tt would 
not have the same effect of 
cutting off communications 
between their land forces and 
their base of supplies; and it 
would not to the same descree 
expose their coast to the rav- 
asces of a hostile fleet. And 
they would still liave the sec­
ondary' force comins: alons: in 
May.

You pee, it ip a problem not easy 
to decide. And there 1» almopt every­
thing at stake for the two countries 
who.se navies are Involved. It cer­
tainly looks as i f  a decisive engage­
ment between the two fleeta-would de­
cide the war.

W H E N  I WAS A T  M AN ILA  I  WAS 
CONFRONTED BY K SIM II.AR PROB­
LEM FOR A SHORT TIME. Not long 
a fter the battle o f Manila information 
reached me from a friend in Paris o f 
plans which Spain was making to fit 
out a fleet to raise the siege.

I  was apprised o f the names and 
number o f the b.attleshlps which would 
be sent, and as my fleet had not then 
been reinforced by heavy figh ting 
ships, the Spanish force would have 
been stronger than mine.

There would not be time for the 
Monadnock and Monterey to reach me, 
though they had started.

I was set to tlilnklng what I should 
do with this superior force. What hap­
pened was that, on my suggestion, a 
fleet was fitted out under Admiral 
Watson, whlcli was to threaten the 
coast o f Spain. This led to the aban­
donment o f the purpose to send the 
fleet to Manila. But there was a time 
wlien I had to face a problem some­
thing like the one which confronts Ad­
miral Togo.

I  had my plan. I  should not have 
waited in Manila. I  had a dispatch 
boat faster than anything in the Span- 
l.'̂ h fleet and should have been in early 
touch with the Spanish fleet, and 
should. I  hope, have met Jhem when 
and where they did not expect me.

But every situation must be Judged 
by Itself. The Russian-Japanese prob­
lem is Intensely interesting— Intensely 
interesting.

M IN E R A L  IS  DISSOLVED

LONDON, April 19.—A  dispatch to a 
news agency says:

•‘Information received here is taken to 
mean that the Ru.sslan squadron proposes 
slaying at Kamranh bay until May 7, 
Admiral Rojestvensky meanwhile sending 
cru'sers to overh.aul merchantmen pro­
ceeding along the trade route to the 
Straits of Formosa.

‘ ‘Transports accompanying the Russl.-in 
squadron are reported to be plying be­
tween Kamranh bay and Saigon, under 
the merchant Hag of Ru.ssla.” '

AMOY STRAITS. Fukien, April 19.— 
Provincial oHiolnIs held a conference to­
day with tbe object of determining on a 
course to be adopted in ca.se of the Rus­
sian squadron appearing here. The o f­
ficials are preimred to Insist on the neu­
trality of this port being respected. It 
was suggested to the consular body that 
Chinese soldiers be permitted to land 
at the Island of Kulangsu, n foreign set­
tlement of Amoy, to preserve order if the 
Russian squadron comes, but the consuls 
replied this would not be necessary.

Japanese ships which have been plying 
between Amoy and the Island of Formosa 
are not making their usual trips.

The Jai>anese have a building here filled 
with stores, supposed to be medical sup- 
plies.

The British steamer Heathbank.- which 
has been at this port since Feb. 11. is said 
to have ammunition and light artillery 
under her supposed cargo of coal. Intend­
ed tor the Russian squadron.

N E W  YORK, April 19.— Experiments 
now under way at the F lower hospital 
in this city are reported by the World 
to Indicate the discovery o f an almost 
certain cure for cancer. It consists o f 
a new method for the application of 
radium.

Wonderful things were expected of 
radium and Its discovery by Professor 
Currie and his w ife  had barely been 
announced when leading scientists be­
gan striving to find a way in which 
the new force could be used to destroy 
disea.«e germs. A ll these practically 
falle«!. Now,' however, a chemist of 
this city claims to have succeeded in 
dissolving radium, and that the re­
sulting solution exerted all the activity 
of the pure radium. Surgeons and 
physicians o f the Flower hospital staff 
decided to g ive  the solution a trial 
and selected a woman h2 years of age, 
who was dying from a cancer on tlie 
Instep of her left foot. Two weeks ago 
she received her first treatm« nt. f*ix 
days later, the doctors say. the r.an- 
cer dropped off and showed he.althy 
flesh beneath. Nothing remained but 
to heal the tissue which was finally 
completed, although the treatment is 
still being continvied. Tomorrow an­
other experiment w ill he undertaken.

CH INA  AGREF"* TO
P A Y  UP DEFICIT

Anrwment Over Deflolf Dwe to Flactua- 
tlOB in Silver to He Settled 

By Treaty Today
N EW  YORK. April 19.—A fter two 

years discussion, the powerp and China 
w ill sign an agreement today, accord­
ing to a Herald dispatch from Pekin, 
regarding the payment o f the deficit 
in the Indemnity due to the fall in the 
price o f silver and providing for the 
future payment o f the indemnity In 
gold.

The agreement comprises three para­
graphs and, briefly stated, sets forth 
that China is to pay fifteen ,<lays after 
the signature o f tha document, the 
sum of 16.000.000 and interest at 4 r 
cent on this amoiint from Jan. 1. 1905, 
'which sum is to he accepted in full 
payment o f all deficit.« due to tho 
change from silver to gold.

In the second paragraph. China 
agrees to sign immediately fractional 
gold bonds, expre.sslng the amounts 
due to each country in the coinage of 
that country.

By the third paragraph. China un­
dertakes In the future to pay the 
amount due each year in twelve equal 
monthly Installments, credited every 
six months. China w ill be allowed in­
terest at 4 t>er cent. China may also 
pay in gold bullion, gold drafts or tele­
graphic transfers o f silver at the aver­
age monthly London rates, each fo r­
eign government selecting the method 
it prefers. ^ ________

New York Butchers Decide It 

Useless to Protest Against 

Packers’ Action

TEfiRORISTS’ TRIIRTS

Under the ch.arter amendment calling 
for the creation of improvement districts 
in which grading, graveling or paving can 
be ordered at the expense of the property 
owners, it is learned the street and alley 
committee will follow a policy of having 
the initiative in such matters taken by 
the people of the district.

When the citizens and property owners 
declare in favor of the creation of an Im­
provement district the charter directions 
will be followed.

This provides for the designation of tho 
district, following which a pro rata as­
sessment is made against all property 
benefited by the Improvements. Provis­
ion, however. Is made that If property in 
the district can be shown not to be ben­
efited by the improvement it may bo 
excluded from the payment.

A  ten day»’ publication of the proposed 
district is then made, during which time 
persons objecting may file their objections 
with the city secretar>’. Hearing of the 
matter Is then held by the city council 
and final action taken.

N6-i>etltlons or movements for the for­
mation of districts have as yet been 
started, though one including the vicinity 
of the city hall Is rumored. Much of the 
property in that section has been paved 
by private subscription during the past 
year. Paving of Eighth street and 'Tenth 
street under such arrangement is now in 
progress.

PRISONEnS DIE
Spread of Revolutionary L it­

erature in Russia Can­

not Be Checked
NEW  YORK. April 19.—A further ad­

vance of one to two cents a pound in 
meat has ijeen agreed upon by the West 
Side butchers in this city. At a mass 
meeting of the trade. It was stated that 
the packers had added another half cent 
to their raise of last week, which amount­
ed to two cents a pound and make a total 
of three cents In three weeks.

It was considered useless by those who 
attended the butchers’ meeting to draft, 
resolutions denouncing the western pack-' 
ers. or to frame a schedule of Increased; 
prices for Manhattan butchers, out all 
those present agreed that they must. in. 
self-protection, raise their prices. Manyj 
Indeed reported that they had already 
done so and were charging the public 3 
to 5 cents more a pound, for good beef 
than th«'y did three weeks ago.

Build Fire in Jail, Hoping to 

Escape During Excitement, 

But Are Burned

United States Senator from Oregon Fight­

ing Indictments In Connection 
with Land Frands

PORTLAND. Ore., April 19.—In the 
I'nlted States ilistrlot court yesterday 
United States Senator Mitchell, through 
his attorney, Mr. Bennett, endeavored to 
sustain the regularity of the proceedings 
rdating to the introduction of his plea 
in aliatement In connection with his in­
dictment in the land fiaud case. Mr. 
Ihnnett contended for the right to file 
the plea in al»atement in the Federal court 
and argu«-d that if it raises a question of 
fact the defendant is entitled to a trial 
thereof by Jury; that if it does not raise 
a question of fact, then the issues must 
be decided by the court.

Judge Bellinger Indicated by frequent 
interruptions that a plea in abatement is 
merely a permit to challenge the grand 
Jury where the/v has been no other op­
portunity, and said the question becomes 
of added Importance In that the case 
could not be tried on its merits if the 
sejvarate ple.as of abatement are to be 
given a Jury trial.

The argument proceeded upon the merits 
of the plea in abatement. Judge Ballinger 
having made a temporar>- ruling that for 
the purpose of argument the affidavits of 
United States District Attorney tlcnrl and 
Juror Guisfon need not be considered as 
having been filed.

Before the arguments commenced yes­
terday Ira Wade, Indicted for complicity 
In tho Slletz Indian reservation with W. 
N. Jones snd others, pleaded not guilty to 
the conspiracy charge, and Dr. 'W. H 
Davis, mayor of Albany, filed a demurrer 
to the indictment against him.

BAKERS TO ASK  THE  
COURT FOR REHEARING

ST. PETERSBURG, April JS —Circula­
tion of revolutionary literature among 
troops throughout Russia has now spread 
to regiments of the Imperial guards and a 
general order has been issued to the 
guards forbidding them to "read procla­
mations thrust into their hands In the 
streets or in your lodgings or to listen to 
the.se allies of Japan.'*

The ministry of finance has assigned 
335,000,000 for new railroad construction 
in 1905.

It Is understood the extension of the 
zemstvo (popular'a.ssemblyj) system in Si­
beria will be followed by similar exten­
sion to the Caucasus and Poland.

M. Stichnsky, formerly chief adjutant 
to the Russian Interior department, and 
M. Von Plehve, son of the late interior 
minister, have been made members of the 
Goremykin commission appointed to dis- 
cu.ss questions relating to peasant tenure 
of lands.

Demand Immediate Reforms
VIATKA. European Russia. April 19.— 

The local zemstvo has passed a resolution 
which will be forwarded to the governn- 
ment to the eff»'ct that the only means of 
quieting the people is to inaugurate im­
mediately the promised reforms, namely, 
convocation of a representative assemiily 
and the granting of the liberty to the 
press, public meetings, etc.

Serous’ Slayer to Hang
ST. PETERSBURG, April 19—The plea 

at Moscow yesterday ths(t Kaleieff, who 
was sentenced to death for the assassi­
nation of Grand Duke Sergius, that a 
state of civil war exists In Russia and 
he 1s a prisrtner of war and not an ordi­
nary prisoner accused of crime is consid­
ered here to indicate the position which 
the terrorists will assume hereafter.

Naturally such a position Is not ac­
knowledged by the government, but tho 
terrorists persist in the fiction. Kaleieff 
having been tried by a special committee 
of the senate, against which there is no 
appeal, will be hanged probably in a fort­
night.

D EATH  BRINGS D O W N
NOTED R IFLE  SHOT

NE WORLBANS. Ajrll 19—In an at­
tempt to escape, prisoners early today 
fired the Paris Jail at Ponchatoula, IjR., 
forty-eight miles from New Orleans, with 
the result that two of them were cremated 
and the third fatally burned.

'The dead are Henry Taylor, Vine 
Mount, Ala., and Jim Reilly, Philadelphia, 
Pa.

Lucien George Délas of Lafayette, La., 
was fat.ally burned.

Pontohatoula is in the heart of the 
strawberry section of Louisiana. The 
throe men were engaged in pickinfl straw­
berries last night. When their work end­
ed they appeared in Pontchatouia on a 
carousal. They became so boisterous that 
the town marshal arrested them. Early 
this morning Reilly proposed that they 
buHd a fire in the Jail, with the hope of 
escaping during the excitement. The fire 
got beyond their-»oontrol. and when the 
marshal and eitlzens reached the Jail 
Taylor and Reilly were already dead and 
Délas was barely alive.

Délas was brought to a hospital here.

BOSTON CELEBRATES
HISTORIC BATTLE

BOSTON, Mass., April 19.—The anni­
versary of the battle of Lexington, which 
Is annually observed as a holiday In Ma.s- 
sachusetts as patriots’ day, was marked 
today ”i)y many observances throughout 
the commonwealth, particularly in Boston 
.and its vicinity.

The day also marked the formal open­
ing of the outdoor life and spoits of many 
kinds were inaugurated. Chief among the 
athletic events was the Marathon road 
lace. which, as usual, was held over a 
twcnty-flve-mlle highway course, bt'gln- 
ning at Ashland and ending in Back Bay 
section of this city.

W H O  IS P A S S IN G

In reading recently a i«ragra|ih anent 
the present welfare of our much loved 
Joseph Jefferson, this freakish thought 
came to me:

Suppose, for reasons, we were com­
pelled to select some i.ul.Iic —st>me very 
popular man—and sentence him to pass 
the rest of his life within glass hous-'s. 
How swiftly, how unanimously we would 
turn smiling faces and isiinling fingers 
toward this same Jo.seph Jeff, rson, know­
ing Well that in his sunny, kindly nature 
—one desiring to throw stones at no liv­
ing creature—our own perfect safety lay. 
while the simple, sincere. God-fearing life 
of the man himself would keep him safe 
behind the most tran.s]xirent walls from 
even the faintest criticism.

Truly a freakish thought, and yet has 
he not lived the greater (lart of hls long 
life under the sharpest e.spionage in the 
world, that of love? This gentle patriarch 
whose otfspring cannot leave him—only a 
foreign husband was strong enough to 
drag one child from hls arms—for over 
forty years ho has had to pick hls way 
cautiously among the fin» dogs and finer 
babies, tumbling happily alHiut hls feet. 
First this stumbling crowd was his own, 
then, oh, wonderful! the toddling crowd 
were hls children's children, and now—If 
Report bo an honest Jade—there are cer­
tain small mites underfoot .with their 
dogs, who arc the babies of hls children’s 
children.

of hl.s great audience f..cls as a personal 
loss to think that that strong rle.ar light 
of tare Intelligence, of fine originality, 
that has lent such brilliancy to hls chosen 
profession. Is withdrawn, and . we left 
without hop*, of its return.

“ Ill dwelling on the gentle, kindly na­
ture of this true artist. I would have no 
one receive the Impre.sslon that courtly 
inafiners and unfailing consideration for 
thelwelfare of others Implies weakness. 
That would be a gross mistake, for when 
occasion demands no man more quickly 
proves the courage of his convictions. 
That well curvetl jaw and forward thru.st- 
Ing chin are In hls character as plainly as 
in hls face; the jaw that seems to be an 
Inheritance anil as truly a Jeffersonian 
feature as any Bourbon nose or Hapaburg 
lip. and that makes .so fine a balance for 
the sensitive mouth and beauty seeking 
eyes.

M’hen. with real courage, Mr. Jefferson 
was prejiarlng for tliat ley plunge, a first 
appearance before a British public, there 
was met beneath his deceptive gentlene.ss 
of voice and manner a determination 
Immobile, immovable as one of their own 
Trafalgar lions.

You .see. he had studleil the story of 
Rip Van Wlnkfe for years; he had ana­
lyzed the character, had viewed It from 
eveiy possible point, and had at last In 
hls mind's eye the man he wished to In­
troduce to the world; the vagabond be­
loved of dog and child; the lazy, good-for- 
naught, wllh every good wrapped about 
with rags of vice and selfishness.

Ar.d ygt those very tatters now and 
then revealed a gleaming virtue, a ten- 
domtss, a regret, a good Intention; and 
above all vice and virtue bound together 
by a simplicity at one moment childish 
to folly, at another wise to profundity. 
And thi.s character, Mr. Jefferson’s artist­
ic Insight told him, could not be plaj’eJ 
on the old. bard ruled lines. Poor old Rip 
couldn't keep to a straight line at any 
point of the game. So. much latitude 
mas required for him and taken by Mr. 
Jefferson, and he became finally incan­
descent of the character, not a super­
ficial reflection, but the living Ideal.

These coTicluslons were reached grad­
ually but surely, step by step, as we as­
cend a mountain. A m>.arching examina­
tion of Irving’s Rip Van Winkle or the 
later pLay by Boucicnult gives no sug­
gestion of the beautiful soul that has 
walked among us for years clod In human 
dust. No one ever yet found Joseph Jef­
ferson between tho lids of the Iniok or 
among the pages 9t manuscript. The

playwright merely offered a suggestion 
and then furnished I'onditlons and cir­
cumstances for the character to exist; and 
if we go back to Mr. Irving's book and 
read we will find nothing beyond a few 
scatterl’ ig footprints which are the only 
cvldenoo left by a great mind who once 
traveled along the same highway of 
thought.

Hero Is one incident of many that made 
those I.ondon rehear.sals Interesting. Two- 
thirds of the world since then have raved 
over that wonderfully natural bit near 
the end of one act, where Rip drags down 
hls chair and sags loosely into It, with 
liack to «udlenco. facing the hard-work­
ing. termagant wife, who rages at him.

Ajiparently he ha.s effacisl himself and 
given the entire stage to hep, while in 
reality every line of that half-lazy, half- 
helpless, utterly slack tiguie. with hands 
claspeil behiml tlur neck to suppoft the 
fume-filled head is so alive with mean­
ing that every eye is fastened upon It.

And no wonder, for pn'sontly that half- 
drur.ken hack bi'gins to .sober, and tho 
shambling, guzzling tustic rises from tliat 
chair, a figure pathetic, plti-ous. that is 
seen fhiough a v dl of tears; and all this 
has been elte-t<sl by the wonderful ex- 
pressive-nes.1 of a man's Ixsly and voice, 
without facial help of any kud.

But when at rehearsal Mr. Jefferson one 
morning brought down hls chair and 
turned It about, one in authority came 
to iilm and with lofty kindness, said:

“ I wouldn’t do th.at agiiin. sir.”
“ Do what?" asked the American star. 
“ Sit In that chair at rehearsal with 

your bav'k to the footlights. Any old ac­
tor (in a decidedly patronizing tone) can 
tell you how easy It Is to fall Into a dan­
gerous habit, and should you be a bit 
flustered on your opening night, 10 to 1 
you’ll do that very thing, ar.d sit with 
your hack turned, as you’re doing now. 
Then how wouWl you feel? I  wouldn’t do 
It agiln, sir, at rehearsal.” ’

Mr. Jefferson with twinkling eyes an­
nounced his Intention of Introiluclng that 
pjirtlcular ’ business’' at night, and the 
fliMKlgates of opiKJsItlon and argument 
ojiened. He was warned to do It at hls 
P*t H, etc.

Now It’s easy enough to hold out 
agui’tst your enemy—anger helps you and 
k**ep.s you hot, but In this case friends, 
true friends, who loved him w»dl an<l 
wLshod him to succeed, oi>pos«s1 him too; 
argued, reasoned, .advised, saying:

“The‘se people who arc so warm-hearted 
to their favorites are nevertheless the 
mast c*»r,servatlve <n e.arth. They take 
fright at innovalloas; they are apt "to 
misunderstand experiments; fliey might 
even see a dellh*Tato and Intentlon.al dis­
respect In the turning of your hack upon 
them for a full sr'cne."

And though he was on dangerous 
ground and stood to win or lose all by 
one night’s work, he held teracloiisly to 
the character of his own cieatlou and 
with rare courage stood firm against 
friends as well ns foe; and w h ^  he had 
taken the ley plunge, he cam- up all un- 
dlsmayerl with enough pluck left to pro­
duce a fine reaction, and In a perfect glow 
of hojs' and confidence he built up Ulp 
Van Winkle before them and drew down 
hls chair and turned Ills hack, and thou.gh 
a gasp ran round the staihs. no one fell 
dead. After that many an Innovation 
passed without comment or "boo" or hiss, 
because he had been "accepted" and hls 
courage had won.

it would not be surprising If he should 
pass uway at any moment, yet he may 
rally and live for days and even weeks. 
The veteran actor realizes that hls end 
Is near and looks forward to It without 
fear. All hope for his recovery has been 
abandoned by his family.

For a number of years past Mr. Jeffer­
son and ex-President Cleveland have 
spent A week or two of each year to- 
.gother fishing In FlorMa. It was on hls 
return from one of these fishing trips that 
Mr. Jetferson’s Illness developed. He 
went to Hohe Sound about three weeks 
ago on his annua] fishing outing .and re­
turned about tf-n days ago to hls home 
here slightly unwell. He had taken 
severe cold. He improved for a few days, 
but Ister was taken with a relapse, lir. 
Worley of St. Augustine wa.s sent for, but 
at the time hls condition was not consid­
ered .serious except for the fact that hls 
age was agaln.st him. He held hls own 
until Monday, when hls dLsease again 
took a turn for the worse and It was seen 
that the end was n*‘ar.

At Mr, Jeffer.son’s btsJside are hls wife 
and sons. CharU's B. and tVank Jefferson, 
and gratvldaughter, Marion Joffer.son, and 
Mrs. O. Symons, together with hls secre­
tary. Call Kettler, and hls nurse, Mabel 
Bingham; Dr. Potter, hls physician, and 
Dr. Worley, who has been called in con­
sultation, remain with him all the time.

SANTA FE OPENS 
SIX TEST FAOAAS

Land Secured for a Practical 

Demonstration of Soil 

Adaptability

COL L  J. POLK  »EOE
Reticent Regarding Projected 

Line From San Antonio to 

Rio Grande City

General fluperintondent F. G. Pstlihone 
and General Freight Agent J. S. Herahey 
of the Gulf, Colorado and Sanfn Fe rail­
road have Inaugurated a new work along 
ihe line In the way of demonatratlun 
lurms for the purpom> of practica 11>’ dem­
onstrating the b«‘*t crops to grow on the 
land contiguous to that road.

L. C. Hill, horticultural agent for the 
comi«uiy. was here Tuesday from Galves­
ton, and said that already six places 
where these-exiH>rlmentaI farms are to l>e 
located have been reached, and that one 
would be at Gainesville and another mid­
way between Fort Worth and Cleburne. 
The other four will be established on the 
line further south. He also said that oth­
er farms niay be established. There will 
be a farm lo<'ate<l at Matagorda.

Mr. Hill sitld that the work of demon­
stration will be under way this season 
and that the end to be attained is to dem­
onstrate where certain crops will do lH*8t 
In land that can be secured at reasonable 
prices. He salu there would be no object 
to make these ex(>eriments where the land 
Was so high thiit newcomers could not 
bu.v. hence the farms will be located near 
land that will be reasonable In price.

Ground has already been broken for 
some of the locations. The farms will be 
Just large enough to admit of giving a 
thorough test of what products will grow 
best In the different localities. The tests 
are to l>e made In the growing of staple 
crops such as gra.s.<«ea, grains, fruits and 
■vegetables. The Santa Fe company ex­
pects to be able to make only a partial 
demonstration this,year, but the following 
seasiin the demonstration will be more 
elaborate. A car is being built at the 
Cleburne shops to be used In the work 
along the line.

Mr. Hill says that the demonstration to 
he made by the Santa Fe will show thor- 
otighly what can h»- done in Texas to In­
ciense the priKlucts Ix-st adapted to this 
soil and climate, and the system to he 
followed will be similar to th.it used by 
the United States government.

Plscusslng the horticultural conditions 
along the road, he .said that tnere has 
Is-en a greatly Increased acr»'iy?c of all 
kinds of crops this year, including aifnif.i 
Vegetables and fruits, peache.s, he says, 
are doing well this year, while the ]>otatn 
crop l.s the l.irgest in years, tlie l.icreased 
acreage Ixing fully 2ob per cent. How­
ever, there y lll b<- unite a loss In jadutiH^s 
because of the rainy season, which ha.s 
caused them to rot.

The strawberry crop In Alvin county 
says Mr. Hill. Is (|iiite large. There are 
now two to four rais moving »lally to the 
northern markets. At le.ist $2.0ou are 
Is-ing |«ald to farmers dally at Alvin for 
their Ix-rry and “ bunch vegetable” rrojK 
Strawberrles will continue to be slilpiH’ il 
until alsait May IS. when the crop fur­
ther north will liegin to rlp«-n. Linds fo- 
the demonstration farms have already 
been secured by the Santa Fe.

Of the lio.OOO.OOO t<> Is* expend­
ed in tietterments at least $6.«00.000 will 
be paid out directly for labor, and the 
work under way will provide employment 
to 7,000 men for a whole year.

Its way. But when the votes were count­
ed it waa found that more than >00,000,I
Texaa democrata remained away from thej 
jMlIs and absolutely refused to follow the 
Parker band waron. That ouyht to be 
sufficient to convince the Poet of the di­
rection of Its political prestiffp and Influ­
ence. It  la plain enough.

Opposition to the Idea o f an In­
crease in the state ad valorem tax 
Is shaping up at Austin, and w ill urge 
that the governor’s call for the extra 
session opens up the entire question 
of state revenue again. Such was not 
the governor’a Intention, for It la clear 
he thinks it Is i\pw only necessary to 
increase the ad valorem to twenty-five 
cents for a period of one year, and then 
permit It to return to the present rate, 
which la a little leas than seventeen 
cents. The governor onlywants to raise 
the required revenue to place the state's 
finances again on a cash basis, and 
would not in flict oppressive taxation 
upon tile people. It  is already clear 
that the proposed increase in tha ad 
valorem la not going to have very 
smooth sailing, however, notw ith­
standing the governor is its champion.

The General Slocum disaster in New 
York, which resulted In the k i l l i ^  of 
so many women and children, has re­
sulted In the condemnation o f prac­
tically all the life  preservers on the 
Atlantic coast. During the past week 
orders for more than 100,000 new life 
preservers have been received by one 
of the eastern factories, and It is to 
be hoped that In filling  the order there 
w ill b « no Iron mixed with the cork 
to make them weigh up to the stan­
dard.

Governor Folk has started out to en 
force the Sunday closing law In the 
state o f Missouri, and w ill realise be­
fore be gets through something of the 
magnitude of the undertaking. It  Is a 
very hard matter to enforce any law 
that is not backed up by public senti­
ment, and the Missourians have so long 
been accustomed to the open door on 
Sunday that It w ill be a very difficult 
matter to break them from the prac 
tlcê

It  has been ruled that there w ill be 
na special rates on traffic over the 
Panama railroad, which Is owned and 
operated by the government This 
declaration Is directly in line with the 
policy o f President Roosevelt, as out­
lined during the last session o f con­
gress. When all the railwa>s o f the 
country get down to the basis where 
there Is no special rate on anything 
or fo r anyboily the railway situation 
w ill have become greatly simplified.

WEDDED TO ITS IDOL 
This is the flower time in the beautiful 

sunny south, and we are delighted not 
only by the flowers of the field, but to 
a large extent by the flowers of speech.
Texas In particular has been bombarded 
with a great bunefa of presidential bou­
quets. much to our gratification we ad­
mit. W e are great Americans, we are 
brave, we are the right sort of stuff, we 
are strenuous, and heaven knows we are 
everything great than can be boasted by 
the human race.

But passing up such tributes as the ef­
fulgent and impetuous eloquence of a sea­
son of good feeling and coming down to 
brass tacks, tb use a common phrase of 
speech. The Post desires to mention, with 
a deep sense of gratitude, the words of a 
noble American cltixen about the southern 
people that must atir the best emotions 
of southern nature.

Not a ayllable of gush about this ut­
terance, no ebullitions of an overwrought 
nature, no charm (if  such there be) of 
the favor of condescending recognition of 
our worth are involved In this simple lit­
tle tributa It comes from a private clt- 
Isen of the republic, a pure man and a 
friend of the south who seeks no favor 
but who speaks in a distant city his opin 
ion of us.

Read these paragraphs;
Surprise la sometimes expressed that the 

south has remained solid, and yet no stu 
dent, whatever hia prejudices, could over 
look the fact, that in politics there is a 
sense of gratitude, not for favors expect­
ed. but for unselfish and commanding 
services to humanity. Indeed, nothing in 
all the recorded history of mankind has 
been more pathetic, more heroic, more de­
serving of admiration and sympathy, than 
the attitude of the aouth since 18*>5. As 
fate would have It, their defeat in war 
waa the smallest of their woes because it 
could neither threaten nor hrlng dishonor.
But the new contest—with partl.san ran 
cor, with military power, with theft and 
robbery, with poverty and the enforced 
domination of a race lately in slavery— 
forced as It was without time for recovery 
and that, too, in their own homes, re­
quired a courage little less than super­
human.

Maintaining the struggle with the one 
great and almost Insoluble problem of our 
time, working under the most serious dif­
ficulties. courageous in the face of many 
discouragements, these people have man­
fully represented the bof^s. the ideals and 
traditions of their country and the logic 
as well as the heroism of our national his 
tory.^ I f  any man Is so foolLsh as to a.sk 
why the democratic party has been true 
to the south, in Its time of trial, and why 
this attachment has been requited. It must 
be because he knows little of history and 
less of human nature.

This is the tribute of a sincere friend 
of the south, and not the less appreciated 
by The Post because he has not about him 
the glamor of official power, nor because 
he Is uninvested with the dazzling splen­
dor of military heroics.

Alton B. Parker, speaking these word.s 
from the quiet environment of private 
life, shows well enough, to far as The 
Poet la concerned, that the south In sup­
porting him last November was support 
Ing a  true and manly friend.—Houston 
Post.

The Post Is wedded to Its former Idol, 
and Its editor, who Is the national demo­
cratic committeeman of Texas, may have 
dreams of sgain forcing Texas Into line 
in the support of Judge Parker, but It 
can not be done. One experience similar 
to that of the last national campaign will 
answer for Texas for a lifetime, and while 
the people of this state feel kindly to­
ward "the lock-Jawed Judge.”  they will 
not again be a party to foist him upon 
the democracy of the nation as the dem­
ocratic standard bearer.

Judge Parker'a apostrophe to the south 
was graceful and it affords pleasant read­
ing to our people. But back of it there 
Is a harrowing suspicion that it may be 
a delicate bid for further southern sup­
port In the political arena. I f  so. It will 
como to naught, for the people of fhe 
south are not specially in love with the 
Parker brand of democracy. It Is a 
strange If not a spurious democracy—It 
Is a democracy that savors too much of 
the kind of republicanism that is rampant 
throughout this broad land of ours, and 
too utterly at variance with the kind of 
democracy that rules at par In the south.

Colonel Mart Littleton, our more or 
less esteemed friend o f Brooklyn, and 
form erly o f Texaa, has made a speech 
to the Bolons at Austin. The history 
to which he adverted is ancient, but 
m ight have been new to the legislators 
— or some o f them at least. L ittleton 
is one o f the Naw Yorkers to whom 
the president is under lasting ob liga­
tions. He worked very hard for the 
silent Judge's nomination last year and 
made the nominating speech at S t 
Lou is This nomination paved the way 
for tha unprecedented m ajority fo r 
Roosevelt four months later, the ma­
jo rity  was mountain-high and was 
transcontinental in fts breadth. Its 
like w ill probably not bo witnessed 
again la thia country tn g  hundred

years. Mr. L ittleton  has had some­
thing o f a checkered career. Befors 
leaving this state he made two or three 
unsuccessful efforts to break into poli­
tics but he always affiliated with soma 
disgruntled element and o f course 
failed. He stood up In the city hall 
at W aco on the 25th o f August, 1891, 
and proceeded to abuse the democratio 
party in the most vigorous language. 
Prominent in that meeting were John 
Grant, E. H. R. Green. Makemson of 
Georgetown who was the republican 
nominee fo r governor th irty  days later; 
Jim Vincent, F. C. Hume and many 
others o f like Ilk. But L ittleton  seems 
to have struck his level in the ward 
politics o f Brooklyn and has at last 
obtained recognition. He is the style 
o f man for that character o f politics 
but he was too small to count in Tex­
as.—Alvarado Bulletin.

Perhaps Colonel L ittleton had some 
o f these facts in mind when he so feel­
ingly referred to the mistakes o f the 
democratic party, in his address before 
the state legislature.

Some o f the papers are beginning 
to talk altout what they call the “slop­
ping over,”  when the president waa 
in Texas. To consider the demonstra­
tion that the president received while 
in the state as being an example of 
slopping over would certainly require 
a stretch o f the imagination.

Reputed Founder of Live Stock Commis­

sion Business Diet at Dundee,
Texas

Word has been received In this city of 
the death at Dundee. Texas, of Samuel 
Se.aling, one of the oldest and best known 
live stock comml.s-sloiv men In the country, 
at tile re.sldenee of his .son. Samuel Scal­
ing Jr. Mr. Scaling h:id been sick only 
since April 4.

S:tmiiel Sc.nling wa.s born In England, 
anil is generally supposeil to have been 
ntiout 80 years old at the time of his 
ii.*ath. He'came to America at an early 
.age, and several yc.ars were syent in the 
e.aat. Later he came west at an early 
■age. and during the civil war wa.s engaged 
in supplying cattle to the government. 
At the close of the war. he engaged In 
the live .stock business with Joseph Muí- 
hall. at the old I ’aciflo stock yard.» which 
*vere owned by Mulli.all at the site of 
what is now Vandeventer avenue and 
the Gravois road. St. I»u ls. They con­
ducted a live stock commission business, 
and founded the live stock hu.slness of 
St. l^ouls.

Mr. Scaling moved to the National yards 
in 1873. when that market was estab- 
lielnsl. and was one of the first to begin 
Inisinex'; there. He a\ that time had 
the largest busine.ss of any man In the 
southwe.st. which * reputation was liome 
out during many years which succeeded. 
He was one of the principal founders of 
the St. Liuls exchange, one of the sign­
ers of the articles of Incorporation, one 
of the first board of directors, and served 
as it.s pre.sident, vice president and was 
alw.ays au active and prominent member.

During the time he remained In the 
ronimÍ!»íilon business, he not only built 
large constituency, but acquired large 
land and live stock Interests In Tex­
as, and was for years reputed one of the 
wealthiest men in the live stock busi-
ness.

He was known to every shipper and 
ranchman In the we.st and southwest, and 
orobably contributed more than any other 
inan to the upbuilding of the live stock 
business. Through his efforts and those 
of other prominent men he cau.sed the 
founding and the perfection of the live 
stock commission business In the United 
States.

His bo«ly was taken to St. I.,ouls where 
funcial services were announced for to­
day.

Cattle Conditions in the Southwest
By W. F. Davuin, CKica.go, 111.
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PRF.nirTS H IGHER B E E P
‘T  do not mean to say ’I told you so,’ 

for my remark to you o f a ■week or so 
past, that the American people w ill be 
paying more for beef or eating less 
of It In the near future, has come true 
sooner than I  had expected. So far, 
they have not decided to eat le«s o f it. 
I am not sure they may not. because 
they had some dl«elpllne In this dur­
ing the summer and fa ll of 1902. when 
good beef w.a« so scarce, and again la.«t 
stimmer during the strike at the pack­
ing centers.

“There are some factors which might 
ptit good beef on a higher level this 
summer and fall than It was in 1902. 
In that season beef was scarce enough, 
hut there was then, without douht. a 
far larger reserve of feeders which 
could be quickly ■warmed up into some 
kind of beef than there Is in the coun­
try now. Besides the fact that good, 
thick beef is scarce at this time, I be­
lieve it has been many a year since 
the country was as short on feeders of 
good weight a» now; so that, no mat­
ter how much corn we have on hand or 
raise this season, it would appear that 
tio oversupply or even normal supply 
o f beef could be produced In many 
months to come.

"This country Is so hlg In all Us 
Interests, and we move along so fast, 
that scarcely any one Is able to tell 
‘where we are at’ until we are In It, 
and more often past It. The truth la 
as to the meat, fow l and fish supply, 
we have at least entered. If ti’e are not 
already In the midst of. old country 
conditions. None o f these are likely to 
be so plenty and so cheap as In the 
past.

“ In a hlg, new. rich country, sparse­
ly  settled, there !a at first plenty o f 
wild meat— buffalo, antelope, deer, 
squirrels, Jackrahhits and fish and 
fowl o f every kind, to afford an ample

The Cattle Business of Yesterday
By T. S. Bugbee. Pres. Panhandle Stockmen Asso.

Now, gentlemen, we w ill take up the 
cow business as It stands today, and I 
think I  voice the sentiments o f every 
cowman present when I say that the 
prices received are far below the cost 
Of production. What brought about 
th i» depression? A ll other farm prod­
uct* are bringing a good living price. 
Is there an over production of cattle? 
Statistics do not show this Is the rea­
son for the great slump In values of 
the cow. Nearly everyone says that 
the packer has done It. I am not here 
to defend Mr. Packer; he has always 
seemed able to take care o f himself, 
and is no doubt reaping a rich harve.st 
from the low prices we are forced to 
take. I  think you w ill all bear me out 
In what I  say about the commission 
man when I  say he had something to 
do toward bringing about this de­
pression. Not that he would w illin g­
ly  do you an injustice, but In his

{anxiety to do business; not that he 
oved you less but that he loved the 
fif ty  cents more. He has advanoed 

many millions o f dollars to cattlemen 
on the range which has cost the cow­
man from fifteen to twenty per cent, 
and in the face o f hard winters, dry 
■Uramera and declining markets has 
bankrupted many o f our most deserv­
ing and thrifty  cowmen and has 
ttrought about disaster to many com- 
Ibiaslon firms. I  see many prominent 
Mmmtssion men here today who are 
blends of mine and I would be the 
last to do them an injustice, and hope 
w e shall hear from them on this sub- 
jecL

I  said to a prominent commission 
man some time ago, “ why is It you 
w ill not sell our cattle on a per cent, 
Ss horses and mules are sold? Why 
take fifty  cent.s commission for a cow 
that nets but five dollars? and take

iut fifty  cents from the man who 
ets seventy or eighty dollars for a 
finished steerT’ He said. “ we can 

hardly live at what we are getting

now." I  said, "how many commission 
houses are there In the exchange?" 
He said “eighty or ninety." I  said, 
“can not one-half that number do the 
work Just as satlsfaetorlly?" He said, 
“ yes, one-fourth eould do it." So you 
see the eost of selling our cattle could 
be cut off from 50 to 73 i>er cent in the 
saving o f office rents, extr.a men, etc.

No wonder they cut off the meal 
tickets and market reports, but I w ill 
make no kick on that. A market re­
port Is useless now, a.« you may plan 
on being on the market tomorrow and 
It may be three weeks before you reach 
there, and as to the meal tickets, the 
commission man w ill always loan you 
a quarter to buy your breakfast with 
until you sell your cattle. If you don't 
have it yourself; that is all It costs 
at retail, so don’t treasure any ill 
feelings on that score.

W e all know that there exist* no 
greater monopoly on earth than the 
great live stock exchanges through­
out the country. It  Is a combine of 
stock yards, packers and commission 
men against the producer. Take away 
the producer, how long would thA 
great live stock exchanges live? Yet 
does he have any voice in It? I think 
not. Rave you seen recently the boy­
cott made on a certain packing house 
which dared to buy from the producer? 
Many of you present no doubt rememi 
her the old American Commission Com? 
pany, which started In business In 
1889, with offices In Kansas City, 
Omaha, St. Louts and Chicago. Mr. H. 
W. Creswell was Its president, of whom 
most o f you know, and Mr. Ell Titus 
was Its general manager. We secured 
membership In all the exchanges 
where we did business; we charged 
fifty  cents according to the rates of 
the exchange, paid high salaries and 
got competent men. At the clo.se of tho 
year’s business we had a dividend of 
thirty cents to pay back to the ship­
per, and as all o f our stock was held

by the shippers the exchanges m.ide 
a howl, and salil we were violating 
the rules of the exchanges by g iv ing 
back this thirty cents per head. Suits 
were brouglit to compel us to quit 
business; they went to the packers and 
insisted that they should not buy from 
Us and the packers finally would not 
buy from us. A committee, o f which I 
was one. went to the different pack­
ing houses and asked the heads o f 
these house* why it was that they 
could boycott us, and they said "The 
commission men forbade it, and we 
have to have their support in the dock­
age of hogs.” which meant that with 
their help they could dock your hogs 
and you pay the man for doing It. W e 
made a kick on the weight o f the hay. 
You all know that those bales o f hay 
do not weigh over 60 or 70 pounds, 
yet you are charged with a hundred 
pounds. Does the commission man 
ever make a kick? You also know 
25 cents yardage is unreasonable, after 
paying one dollar per hundred for hay 
that costs five  dollars and less per 
ton. Gentlemen, we have a kick to 
make all along the line. There are 
tricks in all trades but ours; let us 
get together and combine as best we 
can.

The combines are all made up of 
middle men; the producer nor con- 
Bumer have any voice in it, yet they 
tf^ot all the bills. That is why the 
consumer reaps none of the benefits 
of the low prices we are getting for 
out cattle.

We w ill not be alone in this figh t; 
the Cattle Raisers' Association of 
Texas is making a manly fight on 
these very questions, as is the Na­
tional Live Stock Association, and we 
should join with them and *ee if the 
producer shall not have some voice in 
those questions in which he is more 
Interested than any other.

As said in the beginning of my talk, 
I expect to see th© packers here, and 
in order to maintain them, we must 
prepare the material which we have 
within our borders. Those o f us who 
were fortunate enough to visit the fat 
stock show at the convention at Fort 
Worth, w ill bear me out when I say

that there were cattle at that exhibit 
that would be a credit to the state of 
Illinol*. In talking w ith one of th© 
men who had prepared some cattle for 
that exhibit I asked him what would 
he the difference in cost o f finishing 
the Steers here and In IlIinolH. He said 
the advantage Is largely In favor of 
Texas, as we have nearly two months 
advantage In climate, as there Is six 
weeks to two months that we do well 
to make a steer hold his own In Illin ­
ois. Now two months of climate Is 
cheap feed. In some countries they 
sell cllmete. but In Texas It Is the 
cheapest thing w© have. W e have 
proved th.at we can raise in abundance 
all the requirements for making good 
beef and pork; they are not experi­
ments. but have been proven.

We must prepare ourselves for tho 
great change that has taken place. The 
big ranches are passing out; for many 
years we found ready sales In the 
great northwest for our young steers, 
but that day is about passed. The 
northwestern man now says that he 
can't handle our steers unless we sell 
at about th© price we have been ge t­
ting for calve.« from the feeders of 
Ohio, Indiana, Missouri, Nebraska and 
Kansas.

The eastern feeders w ill come nearer 
paying us the value of our Improved 
catti© than anyone else. If we have 
the quality he wants, and, gentlenien. 
wo should strive to have only the best. 
W e have a soil and climate suitable 
to the growth o f any grass«** or grain 
known to th© American continent. 
Every cowman Is a land owner; of 
necessity he must be, and he can make 
a feed crop without the aid o f com­
mission money or any other high 
priced money. Strive to raise the best 
o f .cattle and prepare to finish the 
greatest number you possibly can for 
the m arket Encourage home markets 
or the building o f packing plants as 
near to us as povsible. By this I do 
not mean that every cowman should 
be a packer; catti© raising Is one busi­
ness and packing Is another business. 
There I* no patent on k illing and pack­
ing meats, and the field Is open the 
same as in building railroads or fac­
tories o f any kind. It Is evident that 
th© packing business can not long re­
main in the hands o f the few  who con­
trol it.

The cow business has Its ups and 
downs as has every other kind of bu«l- 
ness. I  have been Jn the business 
th irty-five years, and during that time 
have seen many of the aforesaid ups 
and downs—as many downs as ups. but 
why he discouraged? As said before, 
the changed condition* force us to 
change our methods to meet them. I f  
wo would remain in the business we 
must recognise this fact, and make 
three or four acres carry the cow.

instead of fifteen or twenty acres as 
heretofore. We have the benefits o f 
state and national experiment stations, 
which come to us free o f charge, nnd 
we should avail ourselves .of such 
knowledge and put what we learn to 
a practical u.«e.

I want to see the cowman o f the 
Panhandle in th© front rank o f prog­
ress. an«l if in my declining years, I 
could do or add anything to tlie bet­
terment o f his condition, I shoulil fe«:l 
tliat my mi.ssion on earth had not been 
in vain.

—The first word from President Roose­
velt's hunting camp on the Charley I'enny 
ranch, twenty-three mll«s southwest of 
Newcastle, reached 8e<-retary Loeb short­
ly after 6 p. m. last night. He was no­
tified over the telephone that Elmer 
Chapman, the courier selected to bear 
messages between the pre.sldent and his 
secretary, had arrived at Newcastle dur­
ing the afternoon and would take the 9:t0 
train over the Colorado Midland for Glen- 
W’ood Springs. Cliapman was aptiolnted 
to the post of courier because of the fact 
that he ts famed for his reticence. It Is 
known that a messenger from the presi­
dent's camp would have to run the gaunt­
let of a dozen or more oorrespondents who 
have taken headquarters at Newcastle. ■

When Chapman wa.s sighted riding 
horseback back across the bridge Into the 
village, the correspondents went out to 
meet him. He provi'd worthy of his post, 
and, in reply to questions, said that If In­
formation was wanted of the hunt, the 
correspondents must get It from Mr. Ixiah.

This did not prevent the correspondents 
from learning that the president’s hunt 
had been successful, however, for 
strapped across Chapman’s saddle wa.s a 
fresh bear skin which was being taken to 
tilenwood Springs.

Christobal, Canal Zone, Panama,
April 2, 1901.

Dear Home Folks: Have Just re­
ceived first letters from home, and I 
w ill w rite now' in the hope that some 
chance steamship w ill carry my mes­
sage to the States.

The ship line between New Orleans 
and Colon Is owned by the United 
Fruit Company; they have ninety- 
three ships, about fifteen in the Pan­
ama trade. There is but one regular 
boat a week from New Orleans, and 
It sails on Wednesday and arrives 
here on Monday— leaving Tuesday and 
Is back to New Orleans Sunday or 
Monday; it makes two stojis on tin 
way back.

I f  you mail a letter on Monday it 
reaches here by the fo llow ing Monday 
or Tuesday o f each week. There are 
five  lines o f steamers to Colon—two 
from the I ’ nited States. The others 
from England, South America and 
Germany. Each line has a double pier, 
and the I ’ nited States government has 
and is building more piers.
