forced many of the mills to shut down.
There are, he said, hundreds of orders|
that should have been filied before .\'uv.l
1, but coculd not be on account of the
scarcity of cars to handle the shipments
of bo.h grain and flour.

Texas millers, it was declared in the
meeting, are not nearly so badly handi-
eapped as are the millers in the two ter-!
ritorios in the efforts to secure cars, but |
even in this state shippers
great d'fliculty to get cars.

Taking the whole situation into con-
sideration, the railroads are hardly to be
blam~d. The quarantine in Louisiana
during the existence of fever, practically
tied up freight of every dJdescription and
for some time not a single car was per-
mitted to move across the border. As a
result hundreds of carloads of freight ac-
cumulaied and when the quarantine re-
strictions were removed the traffic was
so heavy that the roads were unable to
furnish the equipment to move the traf-
flc expeditiously.

To this cause s due much of the car
shortage In the south. In the north the
heavy grain movement has tied up the
equipment so that cars cannot be used in
interchange business in this part of the
country.

The roads are doing what they can to
relieve the unsatisfactory conditions, but
are unable to make much of an impres-
sion on the congested situation.

walited upon the President in Washington to protest
against his idea of railway rate regulation, with the
plea that they would suffer in consequence of the
disturbance of existing conditions. The President
d heard the gentlemen patiently and gave serious atten-
} tion to all they had to say. But before their depart-
' ure they were given the following expression con-

cerning his attitude on this very important issue:
“With most of the general statements that you
make I agree,” he said, “but I am not sure that [
pgree with your application of them. There has been
comparatively little complaint to me of the railroad
, rates being as a whole too high. The most serious
: complaints that have. been made to me have been of
! Improper discrimination in railroad rates. For in-
stance, in two recent cases affecting great corpora-
l tions the complaints that have been made to me have

i the differential, the difference of treatment of two
sets of users of the railways, the difference in favor
of one set of shippers as against another set of ship-

pers.

' “But I am convinced that there must be an in-
creased regulatory and supervisory power exercised
by the government over the railways. Indeed, I
would like it exercised to a much greater extent than
. I have any idea of pressing at the present moment.
; For instance, I would greatly like to have it exercised
in the matter of overcapitalization. I am convinced
that the ‘wage fund’ would be larger if there were
i no fictitious capital upon which dividends had to be
{128 paid.

i “I need hardly say that this does not mean hostil-
" ity to wealth. If you gentlemen here, in whom I
believe so strongly, were all a unit in demanding that
some improper action should be taken against certain
men of wealth, then, no matter whether I did or did
not like those same men of wealth, I would defend
them against you, no matter how much I cared for
~_you; and in so doing I would really be acting in your
own interest if I failed to do justice to the capitalist
s as much as to the wage-worker.
i “But I shall act against the abuses of wealth just
s as against all other abuses. The outery against rate
sregulation is of much the same character as that
I encountered when I was engaged in putting through
the car coupling business, or in endeavoring to se-
cure certain legislation in which you have all been
Interested, such as the employer's liability law.
i “Most certainly I will join with you in resisting to
Bl the utmost any movement to hurt or damage any
& railroads which act decently, for I would hold that
3§ such damage was not merely to the capitalist nor
1 merely to the wage worker engaged on the railroads,
but to all the country. My aim is to secure the just
4 and equal treatment of the public by those (I trust
£8 and believe a limited number) who do not want to
give it, just as much as by the larger number who do
want to give it
“All I want In any rate legislation is to give the
15 government an efficient supervisory power which
4 & shall be exercised as scrupulously to prevent injustice
to the railroads as to prevent their doing injustice
to the public. Our endeavor is to see that those big
railroad men and big shippers who are not responsive
to the demands of justice are required to do what
their fellows who are responsive to the demands of
justice would be glad to do of their own accord.”
These railway employes were doubtless sincere in
i the protest they made to the President. The big rail
¢ way corporations of the entire country have been
f engaged in what they have been pleased to term a
@ | campaign of education for several months, and it Is

i} gafe to presume that these educational facilities have

"; been extended to their own employes with the same

Impartiality that they have been administered to
' the balance of mankind. It is possible that, view-
i Ing the matter from the standpoint of the big rail-
way managers, the employes honestly believe that the
regulation of interstate railway freight rates will
seriously affect their salaries. It is probable that
they have been told that a reduction in rates means
& reduction In wages, and that if they would pre-
serve the existing equilibrium they must fall in line
with the movement having for its object the preven-

tion of regulation.

But.these railway employes need not be afraid of
any dire calamity resulting from the adoption of the
presidential idea. There is no intention existing in
any quarter to rob the railways of one tithe of what
they are justly and legally entitled to receive as com-
“pensation for services rendered. The people of the
entire country are in hearty accord with the Presi.
dent’s idea of a square deal. They are willing the
railways shall have that square deal, but they are

insisting that they shall also be included In its pro-
visions. They ask nothing for themselves they are
not free to accord to the other fellow, and they are
equally determiped that the other fellow shall not
have any squarer deal thanm Is meted out to them.

As matters now stand, the rallways have the
thing all their own way and the people are holding
the sack. Texas is deeply interested in the situation
from the fact that Texas is the greatest producer of
beef cattle of any state in the union, and the great
bulk of these beef cattle go to market as Interstate
commerce. Texas has been fighting for years for re-
lief from excessive freight rates, and has precipitated
the present situation through the demand for the
proper amendment of the interstate commerce law.
The presidential idea is the Texas idea, and it is go-
ing to win out.

RENOUNCES THE HOME MAN
The esteemed Arlington Journal does not favor
conservatism in the Texas state political campaign,
but sighs for the election of a man as governor who
will be able to demonstrate that rottenness and cor-
ruption in high places is stalking abroad through this

fair land. It says:

After reading many press comments on the guber-
natorial aspirants’' speeches at Dallas, and pondering
over the matter considerably, we are beginning to
arrive at certain conclusions.

One is that there is not much to our fellow county
man C. K. Bell.

We hate this, too, because we wanted to support
our Tarrant county citizen. But he is entirely too
conservative, as he ealls it, too much of a do-nothing
as we see it; another thing, he spurns too scornfully
the idea that any Texas demoerat would work a graft
or accept a bit of boodle under any consideration.

In this he is backed up by a new and most en-
thusiastic ally, the Fort Worth Telegram. The Tele-
gram breaks out all at once and says that the people
of Texas ought to rise up as with the voice of one
man and demand that these charges and insinuations
be stopped at once and forever.

It seems to us that Judge Bell and The Telegram
are on a cold trail and a long way behind the game.

The Journal would not be rabid or unreasonable in
its suspicions, but to go én year after year assuring
the people that the Texans are too honorable to do a
wrong in state, county or municipal matters, is entire-
ly untenable, and we don’'t believe a man who makes
that theé main plank of his platform can win, neither
do we believe a man that believes such would make
much of a governor.

Brooks said some pretty good things.  Among
others he declares against nepotism, and says if
elected he would give the head of every department
a new broom and tell them to sweep it out, kinfolk
and all. He also declares in favor of local option, is
even in favor of counties voting on the question as
a whole, and says if the Willacy bill (a bill to allow
antis to call another election in sixty days after
whisky is voted out of a place and vote or the ques-
tion again), or any other bill like it, should be passed
by the legislature that he would promptly veto it.

You may cram some things down them, but
not this, and there is no use to try it.

Colonel Campbell also made a pretty good speech,
especially that part of it relating to the regulation
of rallroads and other corporations.

Others besides candidates for governor spoke,
among the best of whom was our Tarrant county
man, Hon. W. D. Williams, for railroad commissioner,
Williams never fails to acquit himself with honor
and make friends wherever he goes, and yet that is
not his chief stock in trade; some men make a great
many friends but never do anything else. Not =o
with Williams; he made good laws and wi'l ha, seected
and make a good railroad commimstioner.

The announcemanst Of the position of the esteemed

Journal van but bring the keenest of disappointment
and chagrin to the distinguished Tarrant county citi-
zen who aspires to be governor. He had counted ab-
solutely on its support, realizing that his election
depended on its decision, and now that this has
been made adversely, it will perhaps prove a blow
from which he will never entirely recover.

The Telegram is not fully advised as to Judge
Bell's feelings in the matter, but knowing the char-
acter of the man so well, it is believed that in a
choice between defaming his state and not occupying
the executive chair, this man whose faith abides in
the honor and integrity of Texas democracy would
accept defeat as a welcome portion.

The Journal is a fine type of that class of citizen-
ship which finds in Judge Bell an ideal candidate. His
leanings in a certain well known and well defined
issus are so well known and appreciated that they ap-
peal with great force to those who desire that issue
to become a dominant one in the impending state
campaign. It is not a question of conservatism, for
there is nothing conservative about the individual
who can sully the fair name of his sMte to obtain
political preferment.

Senator Dryden of New Jersey, who is the head
of a big insurance company, will introduce a bill
in the coming congress providing for federal super:
