Robert Stew art, as m anager of 
Lockview Farm, has gone far 
beyond the ri’ijulrem ents of his 
job to operate this farm  to the 
best advantage; pre.serving the 
soil, conserving Irrigation water 
and producing crops at a higher 
yield rate than avi*rage. Hi* has 
done a great deal of ex|H*rtment 
ing with new crojis, fertilizer! 
and s«*ed production that !.*» \alu- 
al)U* to agricultur"* in this vicin 
by.

Mr. Stewart .signed an ag ree­
ment with the Floyd County Soil 
Conservation District covering 
this M70 acre farm  unit in July  
19U. shortly after lu* assumed 
m anagem ent. He has cqm|)leted 
and is m aintaining the four prac­
tices set up in the farm plan, 
under t€*chnical a.s.slstance of the 
Soil Conservation .Serviee. The 
practlc«*s applied are; cover crop­
ping tlitO acres, crop residue 
m anagem ent 861 acres, improved 
water application S6 l acres and 
an Improved pasture of 15 acres.

A check plot was turned over 
to Soil Con.servatlon Service to 
determine results of fertilizing.

In an interview re<-ently with 
Mrs Sally Griffith, able, active, 
and enthusiastic suiH*rM-sor of 
the local cannery stated that 
from eighty to one hundred 
thousand cans of foo<l were pre 
aerved each year at the canning 
center This enormouh amount 
cocisi.s's of local grown fruits. 
^ge*abu*s fruit cakt*s. plum 
puddings, chili, kraut, meats and 
m eat products such a.-> the fa 
muus "Sally Gri'.'ith Tam ales 
As many as cans of tuma
toes were canneil in one da> last 
summer by some students from 
Wayland > ollege.

The canning i enter s«T\e , at 
least 300 famili«“s yearly, ol 
feeing free sersice and sup*‘r\ir 
ion to patrons who do their uwn 
work, t ’ustom canning is al.v' 
done on a percentage basis, the 
people doing the work taking a 
certain percentage of the canned 
goo<l«. For e.xample. if a j^-rson 
wanted a beef canneil the ladies 
doing the work woulil charge 
him  30 per ic-nt of the total num ­
ber of cans; tamales, green 
beans, tomatoes, fruits would 
run -W i>ercent, iH*as 50 perctmt.

Nearly every day people from 
m any towns and counti<~. a.-i far 
a s  hundred miles away cail in 
for canning serv ice but of course 
the local patrons must t>e taken 
care of first.

In addition to the canning ser 
vice rendered by the center 
many people prepare food for 
their locker box«*s, render lard 
and make soap at the cann«-ry 
Mrs. firiffith  state<l that about 
2.500 pounds of soap was b*‘ing 
made each y*>.ir. Goo<l home 
made soap is hard to he,it and 
this is an excellent methixi of 
dis|io«ing of surplus fat. waste 
grea.s**. and beef and hog trim ­
mings. while at the .same time 
cutting down some on family 
ex[»en<htur»-s

The cannery was started back 
in the "lean" years as a WPA 
project then ituring the war it 
was under the Food Cons«*r\a- 
tion Program anti was su|K‘rxls 
«h1 by the local Vocational Agri­
culture Department of the high 
school. Tixlay it is spon.sorcd by 
the county commissioner s court. 
.\bout half of the equipment is 
ownetl by the county and the 
other half by the local school.

During the war much food was 
cann*Hi by fam ilies who had 
b<»v; in the m'rvice and was sent

overseas to them. FixkI sent in . 
this way was rtwivetl In go*Kl 
condition and was of ixiurs** wel 
cometl by servlc** men. j

Mrs. Griffith b««lieves that one . 
r**ason for th«* sum --- of the | 
cannery is the fact that far , 
mers grow an .ilmost •‘tiiltess | 
amount of vegctabl«*s n«'ar th*’ir 
irrigation welL- but have 
tim e to can them, so they gather 
them up and bring th«*m to the 
cannery. Also many jHiiple who 
live In town either <1<; not have 
a suitable place for a garden or 
f»*el that they cannot afford the 
water bill, the time and the *-f 
fort ntx-essary to grow vegetables 
are willing to work for a part of 
the food which they can. thus 
making life ea-sier for both par 
ties.

I believe that a big reas*m for 
the success of the cannery is 
also the result of exiH>rt su|ier 
vision anti organiratiun by .Mrs. 
Griffith, fh e re  is always a plea.s 
ant atmosphere at the center rc 
gardless of how busy the ladies 
are.

Also local grown vegetahl**s 
and other food.s have been found 
to be far superior in food values 
to most canned fixvls which is 
another advantage in preserving 
and using home grown foods.

With all of the advantages 
which we have in our favor, why 
wouldn't a commercial cannery 
flourish here? We have the land, 
we have the water, we have the 
know how, we can grow the 
goods, we have a building that 
{tossibly could be secured, trans 
{lortation facilities, enough popu 
lation to furnish lab<ir. Why 
wouldn't it succeed?
