Blow Hazard On 
Floyd Land Is 
Great—Cogdell

The blow hazard for Floyd 
County .Soil t'on.s»T\ation Distnci 
for anoth»-r year i.s gri‘at accord 
ing to Ralph R. Cogdell, Woik 
Unit Con.M-rvationiKt. Ap|>roxi 
mately 1(10 thousand acres of 
land had n iximplete wheat fa i l­
ure on it this year. Almost this 
much more acreage ha.n had .1 
limited wheat harxest with little 
crop residue S«*xere blowing usu­
ally (K-curs after years of crop 
failure. Sexeral things can be 
done to reduce the chances of 
M-xer»- blowing. The management 
of crop residue (stubble) by 
ktvping It near the surface and 
not burning It. Planting sorghum 
on land where moisture is favor 
able. This is esperdally Import 
ant for chalky and sandy soils 
or any other tyix* that blows 
♦■a.vlly. Uirge blocks of summer 
fallowed land can be divided by 
planting sorghum strips. When 
sorghum crops are harvested a 
tall stubble of 12 inches or more 
should be left (jn the surface.

Early planting of wheat, if 
moisture conditions are favor­
able, will establish a good ct'ver. 
Summer fallowed wheat needs 
more growth to proteet land from 
blowing than wheat drilled
