Plug casting, on the whole, 
outnumbers fly fishing, but the 
fly fishermen show greater e f­
ficiency both In casting and In 
fishing. Due to some p<>culiar 
mental quirk, the average plug 
caster thinks more of landing 
"whoppers- than he does of cast- 
Ing efficiency. He goes out with 
nothing on his mind except to 
get the “daddy” of them all. To 
lantl such a big fellow, he reas­
ons. he must have a stiff, heavy 
rod. a sort of portable derrick 
looking at the thing from this

Your lighter rod and smaller 
line will (to the triek inuter than 
a stiff r<Hl iiecause the spring of 
the rod will kill the fish quleker 
and give you better control of the 
fight, and there is less possibility 
of yanking the hook out of lus 
mouth with a lighter rod.

I majority of good plug casters, 
i the boys that get their share of 
j  the fish, get a lot of fun from 
I their casting by using a 5. 5>», j 
I or 6 foot rod that has a fairly 
j  stiff mid section and a quick 
; a^'ffng tip. With this kind of rod. 
the pull of the lure will put a 
h«‘nd In the tip. It Is this bend 
together with the correct wrist 
action that is the [>ower for send­
ing the plug out onto the water. 
If the rod does not have this 
bend-ability, the castor must 
heave the plug. That means less 
accuracy and greater possibility 
of hack-lashes.

• • •
If you are afraid that a light 

rod might break when you hook 
Into the whopper, remember that 
the fly rod fisherman uses not 
only a rod that is w’hippler hut 
usually fishes with s leader that 
does not test over five pounds. It 
is not the “ heft” of the rod that 
lands the fish. It is the skill of 
the fisherman in playing the 
hooked fish against the spring 
of the rod. There is no fun In 
"tossing” fish out of the water.

• • •
You Sflnnot use a whippier rod 

and ligllt lures with a heavy 
line. To get the moat accuracy 
and pleasure oUt « f  casting such 
an outfit, you should use a line 
of 9 to 12 pound test, not over 15. 
Such a line will give a ses.son’s 
fishing, if it Is dried after Oach 
wetting. That is a silk line, it 
nylon line does not ne«'d drying. 
It is easier to use and less likely 
to back lash. You get better dist­
ance with the lighter line. A 
light rub with a good fly line 
dressing will make your casting 
line last longer and give better 
casts. Whatever kind of a reel 
you get, bo sure it is a good one.
A cheap reel Is an expen.se and 
s nuisance. With it you can 
never cast accurartidy. and it will

Club Women Study 
Conservation Law *

Texas farmwomen in an 18- 
county area which depends on 
underground water for irrigation 
are learning about the water 
conservation law.

Memtiers of home demonstra­
tion clubs in the Plalns-I’an- 
handle are are studying a bulle­
tin issued recently by the Texas 
A. A M Extension Service and 
titled ‘The Underground Water 
Conservation Law " Miss Kate 
Adelle Hill, horns demonstration 
agent in charge of District 2. 
estimated that the information 
would reach 2,000 women.

The law, passed by the 51st 
Texas Legislature in the spring 
of 1949, has two central points: 

First, It recognizes the "owner­
ship and rights of the owner 
of the land, his lessees and as 
signs, in underground water " 

Second, the law says the frame­
work for organization of under­
ground water con.servatiun dis­
tricts as local, independent units, 
assigning them the iKiwers of 
conwrving. pres«*rvlng. protecting 
and re charging the underground

water In reservoirs over which 
they have Jurisdiction.

Three major powers are de­
signed to insure a continuing 
abundance of water: The right 
to prevent waste, by court In­
junction if necessary; the power 
to regulate spacing of wells; and 
the power to put more water 
underground In re-charging pro­
jects.

The law limits the districtsT 
powers in that they cannot 
prorate or allocate water and 
they cannot deny a permit to 
drill a new irrigation well, so 
lung as the applicant complies 
with spacing regulations.
