ABOUT PARTAKING OF THE LORD'S 
SUPPER

Preaident James A. Garfield was a member of the 
Church ot Christ and served ox a gospel preacher before 
he became president of the United States. Once a cab­
inet member requested an appointment at 10:30 Sunday 
morning. President Garfield refused o>i the grounds that 
he had a prior engagement. The cabinet member was 
irritated and said: "With whom do you have an ap­
pointment which you cannot break for a discussion of 
this crisis?*' The President repLed: "Sir, I have cm ap­
pointment with my Lord*around his table and 1 do not 
jitend to break it. He kept his appointment. The crisis 
passed, and he remained faithful to his Lord.

Today, many believers in Christ neglect to assemb 
le with the saints on each Sunday around the Lord's 
table. Jesus commanded us to do this in remembrance 
of him. The Holy Spirit inspired the apostles to teach the 
early church to continue “steadfastly in the apostles* 
doctnne. and fellowship, and in breakmg of bread, and 
in prayers (Acts 2.42). Why is it that many believers 
who consider it importcmt to regularly observe three of 
these acts of worship each Sunday do not include "The 
breaking of bread*’ or the Lord's Supper?

The New Testament gives us on approved example 
of the early church meeting on the hrst day of the week 
for the purpose of keeping the Lord's supper. When 
Paul was ot Troas. he stayed there seven days, “and 
upon the hrst day of the week, when the disciples came 
together to break bread. Pavil preached unto them . . 
(Acts 20:7). This indicates that they met primarily to 
"break bread** rather than to hear Paul preach, and that 
it was their custom to so do. We Americans celebrate 
our independence on the fourth of July. 11 we were to 
describe our custom to a foreigner, we would expect 
him to understand that we keep every fourth of July, 
so. this scripture indicates that the early Christians ob-‘ 
■*rved the Lord's supper every first day of the week 
Just os the Jews kept the Sabbath every Saturday.

The history of the early churches of Christ bears 
out tfiis teaching. Such early historians os Pliny, Justin 
Martyr, and Tertullion testify to this practice. The emin­
ent church historian, Neander, writes; “As we have al­
ready remarked, the celebration of the Lord's Supper 
was still held to constitute an essential part of dinne 
worship every Sunday as appears from Justin Martyr 
A. D. 150, and the whole church partook of the com- 
mvmion after they had joined in the Amen of the pro­
ceeding prayer.’*

John Ersk.nc describes the action of a church coun 
dl m Spam as late os 324 years after Christ which de­
creed that no contribution should be received from 
those who did not receive the Lord's supper. The coun- 
al at Antioch m A, D. 341 said that all who come to 
visit the church and heard the scriptures read, but 
cdterwards joined not in the prayers and receiving of 
the sup^r should be cost out of the church until such 
time 08 they gave public proof of their repentance. How­
ever, by 506 A. D. indifference and worldliness had in­
fluenced so many that the coundJ of Agatha in Lan­
guedoc decided that it was essential for good Chris­
tians, to commune at least three times a year, instead 
of every Sunday.
