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Yard of the Week

Dear Sirs.
Having been in education all my life, 

for me the beginning of the year is 
September, not January. And with the 
beginning of THIS school year I want to 
take the opportunity to do something 
that I should have done many years ago, 
but many reasons, including the ty­
ranny of the urgent. 1 seem to have 
always been able to put off. This year, 1 
shall not put it off--but will take the time 
to say “ Thanks” to many people in 
Floyd County for the foundation that 
they gave me when 1 was a student at 
Floydada High School (class of 1956).

Too often we forget to_say our thank 
yous until it is too late. I hope that my 
thanks is not entirely too late, although 1 
know that many of those who ministered 
to me during my teen years have, 
indeed passed on.

1 am continually reminded of the 
excellent foundation 1 received in 
education of Floydada High School, 
and in my church, at the First Baptist 
Church of Roydada. Roydada may be 
small as cities go. but the education that 
is provided there and the basic tenets of 
life that are taught there need take a 
back seat to know one. I recall fondly 
the foundation in the written word that I 
learned from Anne Swepston. She was 
my American Literature teacher and she 
was a master at inspiring young minds 
to be open to the writings of men such 
as O’Henry. F. Scott Fitzgerald. Sinclair 
Lewis and James Weldon Johnson to 
name but a few, I liked her 11th grade 
literature class so much that I asked for, 
and received, the privilege of repeating 
the course. I still have the text (which 1 
purchased) on my shelf and get it down 
from time to time just to refresh my 
memory of the wonderful opportunities 
I had in Miss Swepston’s classes.

I recall fondly the Algebra classes 
taught by Bob Copeland. 1 was not the 
brightest math student that Bob ever 
had. I am sure that at times he felt I had 
all the promise of a goathead when it 
came to mathematics. 1 must admit 
that 1 don’t remember nor use much 
algebra in my adult life, but I’ll 
remember till my dying days that x=  -b 
plus or minus the square root of 
b-squared minus 4ac over 2a! Knowing 
the formula for finding the square root 
of a quadratic equation may not be the 
greatest accomplishment in life-but it’s 
better than a stick in the eye!

1 recall fondly the American History 
classes taught by Coach Watson. 1 am 
sure Coach Watson saw far more 
promise in me as an historian, than he 
did as an athlete.

1 jemain grateful to this day for the 
musical foundation given me by Maur­
ice Jones. 1 have been able to maintain 
that interest, not in instrumental music,
but in vocal music. I am an avid and •
active member of the Society for the 
Preservation and Encouragement of 
Barber Shop Quartet Singing in Am­
erica, Inc. (SPEBSQSA) (Lets see you 
say that ten times real fast. Parnell 
Powell!) 1 have also enjoyed seeing my 
two sons. Jim and Rick, continue that 
interest in music. My youngest son 
Rick, will be entering Miami University 
in Oxford this Fall as a Freshman in the

Miami University Marching Band and 
will be continuing his interests in the 
flute-with hopes of becoming Drum 
Major for the band in just a few years.
As I watched him this past year as Drum 
Major of the local high school band here 
in Oxford (150 members strong!) it 
brought back many fond memories of 
my own experience playing bass drum 
in the F.H.S. band.

To Mrs. l.T. Graves 1 am eternally 
grateful for the foundation she gave me 
in Speech and Drama. 1 have not been in 
a play since I graduated from Roydada 
High, but the experience I had on the 
stage there and the experience I had in 
the Declamation tournaments have  ̂
stood 'me in good stead in my adult 
years as I have had the opportunity to , 
speak to literally thousands of people. I 
have pursued a career first as a public 
school teacher (11th grade American 
Hisotry, Coach Watson!--! taught Am­
erican History for five years in Qeve- 
land, Ohio and try as 1 might, in spite of 
my best past 17 might, in spite of my 
best efforts, the North always won the 
Civil War), then for the past 17 years 1 
have been on the staff here at Miami 
University as a specialist in Educational 
Technology. As a School Board mem­
ber, as a classroom teacher, and as an 
educational technologist, my founda­
tions in public speaking have always 
been strong.and appreciated.

and came in and began “ measuring 
Parnell for a coffin-just in case” ! My 
experiences behind the meat counter 
with “ Shorty” and the fun of working 
with the Powell boys. Arlis and Jerry, 
are still strong in my mind.

1 have a special fondness for the 
Sunday School classes taught by Al 
Galloway. I’ve learned over the years 
that the number of people as kind and 
as loving as Al and Sally (or Sal and Ally 
as we knew them then) are few and far 
between! I know Al got “ hailed out” all 
too often, but he never lost his faith in 
his fellow man. nor more importantly, 
his faith in God!

The names rush past by--E. D. and 
Robbie Morgan, Mr. and Mrs. Barber, 
Arwins. the Hulls, and of course the late 
A. E. Baker.

I guess what I am trying so - say is. 
I’ve never forgotten where 1 came from. 
To this day, even here in Oxford. Ohio 
I’m known by many Oxfordians as the 
guy from “ Roo-dah-diddy” You can’t 
imagine how many times I’ve had to 
explain over the years just where 
Roydada, Texas is! Never mind, to 
borrow a phrase from Daniel Webster 
(it may be small, but there are those 
who love it!’’)

Twenty-three years ago Ernie Torrez 
moved to Floydada an illiterate fifteen 
year old that could speak little English.

Torrez is now the owner of his own 
automotive body shop in Floydada.

Born in Uvalde and raised at Hondo. 
Torrez came to Floydada the first time 
as a migrant worker with his parents. At 
age fifteen he decided ‘‘there was no 
future in field work.”

‘‘ I wanted to make something of 
m yself’ said Torrez. He applied for 
work with Conner Oden at Oden 
Chevrolet.

‘‘Mr. Oden asked me if I knew how to 
polish cars, and. of course. I told him I 
could” Torrez said. But when he 
reported for work he had to swallow his 
pride and ask Johnny McKinney how to 
operate the polisher. After working at 
Oden’s for one week, he got a ten dollar 
a week raise.

“ Mr. Oden was a really good man. 
He helped me get my first car” said 
Torrez.

Torrez, married at age 15. lived 
almost two miles from Odens and had to 
walk back and forth to work. ‘ ‘Well, that 
wasn’t so bad except running back and 
forth at lunch was. Mr. Oden saw me 
one day returning from lunch and 
decided 1 needed a car.” Torrez said.

He had gone to school through the 
sixth grade, but because he couldn’t 
understand English very well he had 
only about a third grade education. He 
learned how to read by looking at comic 
books but he still didn’t know how to 
write very well. Emily Potts and Britt 
Gregory took an interest in Torrez and 
taught him how to write.

“ Johnny McKinney and Johnny Bill 
Sue taught me everything they could 
about the body shop” said Torrez.

After leaving Oden's, he worked at

Sue's Quality Body Shop until recently. 
He moved to San Antonio for a short 
time, but could not get his business 
rolling. Upon returning, he opened his 
own shop in the old W&O Butane 
building. ” 1 had always done well, but 1 
never had had the courage to stick my 
neck out,” said Torrez. “ But Mr. Oden 
had told me years ago. ‘Son. you can do 
what you want to and can be what you 
want to be.’”

“ Life had always been hard for me 
until I came to Floydada. It is a good 
town and its people are good. I 
appreciate everyone’s help over the 
years,” commented Torrez.

Now with 23 years of experience and 
his own shop he hopes to use his 
experience and knowledge to better 
himself and this community.

Many citizens are still “ roughing it” 
without electrical power since Alicia’s 
visit.

She really left her mark, but she 
didn’t tear the people apart. Quite the 

contrary! It seems she drew them 
closer together. AH around the area you 
could see neighbor helping neighbor. It 
made no difference if a certain orange 
tag or someone’s name adorned the 
jeans, nor if a familiar animal was 
stitched on the shirt fronts. "The people 
had a mind to work.’ ’ And work they 
did.

It wasn’t an adult only job either. 
Young people and children were in 
there doing their share in helping clean 
up the damage our “ unlady-like 
visitor” left behind.

Chain saws buzzed in the hands of 
men, standing on expandable ladders, 
as broken tree limbs were “ am­
putated” from tall trees. Once in a 
while the shout of “ timber” could be 
heard as the damaged tree parts fell to 
the ground, having been severed by the 
saw.

The couple left their 
new friends home with a stack of clean 
towels, a bag of ice and two cans of fuel 
for a small heating element.

In a neighboring city, however, a few 
tacky gnomes were reported. They flatly 
refused to see the need of others and 
refused to extend a helping hand to 
even their next door neighbors.

Uyokota AFB, with a population 
of about 13,000 is in Fussa Shi, a suburb 
of Tokyo.

While in Japan, the Kentys learned 
many interesting things about Japan. 
The Japanese are very electronical. 
They sell stereos, televisions, and 
computers at sidewalk sales. This is a 
very private nation. Crime is at a very* 
low rate because there’s a great respect 
for privacy. They show respect by 
bowing. The lower the bow the more 
respect you are showing.

When you enter a Japanese home.

one removes his shoes and puts on 
slippers. Floors are made out of wheat 
straw. The room with the most valuable 
things is called a tatomi room. When 
you enter this room, slippers are 
removed. This tatomi room is a sacred 
room to these people. Their main gods 
are Budda and Shinto worship which is 
the worship of nature.

The main source of food is rice, 
vegetables and fish. Meat is very 
expensive and not eaten very often. 
Vegetables are sold at open markets. 
This is where most Japanese women 
visit. Their main agriculture is 99% 
rice. They also grow cabbage, bean 
sprouts and celery. Even people who 
aren’t farmers grow many plants. A 
small fresh watermelon will sell for 
$25.(X).

AFDC payments up
The Texas Board of Human Resour­

ces Thursday raised the level of 
assistance payments to welfare families 
beginning in September, and added a 
special one-time bonus for August.

In August the typical Texas welfare 
family—a mother and two children— 
will receive a $100 bonus in AFDC 
payments and food stamps combined.

In September, the maximum monthly 
check for a mother and two children 
receiving Aid to Families with Depen­
dent Children will increase to $148, up 
$31 from July’s payment.

J .  Livingston Kosberg. chairman of 
the Human Resources board, said the 
raise in AFDC payments was made 
possible by increased appropriations 
voted by the 68th Legislature for the 
state fiscal vear beginning in September 
1 .

The one-month bonus in August, 
Kosberg said, was supported by Gov. 
Mark White, Lt. Gov. William P. 
Hobby. House Speaker Gib Lewis. 
Senator Grant Jones and Rep. Bill 
Prcsnal. Jones chairs the Senate Fin­
ance Committee and Presnal is chair­

In August, combined maximum bene­

fits from the AFDC and food stamp 
programs will total $513 for a family of 
three. The special August increase will 
add approximately 1.500 families to the 
AFDC caseload for that month only, 
making these families eligible also for 
Medicaid health care in August.

To accomplish both actions, the 
Human Resources Board raised the 
AFDC "need standard” for the first 
time since 1969. The standard serves as 
a criterion of eligibility and is the basis 
for setting AFDC payment levels. The 
board then voted an increase in AFDC 
grants for August, based on the revised 
need standard and incorporating a 
special payment normally granted in 
August for children’s school needs. This 
permitted maximum use of federal 
matching funds at minimal cost to the 
state.

In recent years, the special payments 
for children have been paid twice a 
year, separate from the basic grant. 
Beginning in September, they will be 
incorporated into the regular monthly 
AFDC grant.

Wind erosion up slightly
Wind damaged 8 percent more land 

in the Great Plains during the 1982-83 
blowing season than it did during the 
same period a year earlier.

Peter C. Myers, chief of the U.S. 
Department of Agrieulture's Soil Con­
servation Service, said final season 
reports from the 10-state area indicate 
wind damaged 5,541.265 acres, up 
slightly from 5,107.985 wind-damaged 
acres for the same November-through- 
May period in 1981-82.

Despite the increase. Myers said, the 
wind erosion damage figure is not 
abnormally high. Damage that did occur 
was due primarily to low levels of 
protective residue.

Wet soils in many areas resulted in a 
drop in damaged acres.

Texas accounted for .33 percent of all 
land damaged. The Northern Plains 
reported 54 percent of the damaged 
acreage.

Sixty-eight percent of the land report­
ed damaged was cropland. .30 percent 
was rangeland and 2 percent was other 
land.

Soil Conservation .Service specialists 
rate land as damaged if enough soil has 
been removed or deposited to subjet the 
land to further erosion hazards or to 
impair its productive capacity.

Each year, the USDA agency comp­
iles wind erosion reports covering seven 
months -  November through May -- 
using data supplied by 541 counties in 
the 10 Great Plains states.

Goat virus discovery could reveal cure for human rheumatoid arthritis
A newly discovered virus in goats 

may help scientists find out more about 
human rheumatoid arthritis.

Rheumatoid arthritis, the crippling 
disease afflicting millions of people, has 
long been thought--but never proven-to 
be caused by a virus that is gone before 
the symptoms appear.

Dr. D. Scott Adams, a veterinarian 
with the U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture's Agricultural Research Service, 
Pullman, Washington, said a research 
team has identified a virus-caprine 
arthritis-cnccphalitis--responsiblc for a 
similiar disease in goats. It is the only 
virus to date that has been proven to 
cause chronic arthritis in mammals.

Now that the goat virus has been 
identified, it is being studied as an 
animal model for the human ailment. 
Adams said. ” A better understanding 
of one could lead to a better understand­
ing of the other.”

According to the Arthritis Founda­
tion. most rheumatoid arthritis first 
affects people in the prime of life-be­
tween the ages of 25 and 55. Sufferers 
with the disease have inflamed joints, 
and the protective cartilage and the end 
of joint bones are eaten away.

Adult goats infected by caprine 
arthritis-encephalitis can suffer from 
swollen, disfigured joints of arthritis, 
and kids or young goats suffer from 
encephalitis and progressive paralysis.

But few goats-only about 3 percent in 
the United States--cver show any signs 
at all of the disease. Infected goats 
without symptoms can transmit the 
diseases, thus posing a major problem 
for the U.S. goat industry.

Sometimes called "big knee dis­
ease." caprine arthritis-encephalitis 
may infect more than 80 percent of the 
U.S. domestic dairy goat population

The disease, which surfaced in the 
late 60’s. was identified in 1979 as a 
retrovirus-one that produces a disease 
only after a long incubation and persists 
throughout the life of the host.

"Though a vaccine against caprine 
arthritis-encephalitis has yet to be 
found." Adams said, "control mea­
sures have been developed.” Using 
procedures developed through the ex­
periments of his research team, he was 
able to bring the disease under control 
and prevent it from spreading.

Adams and co-researchers found that 
the disease is transmitted to goat kids 
shortly after birth-mainly through colo­
strum (the fluid mothers secrete for a 
few days after birth) and milk.

Research showed that heat can kill 
the virus without harming protective 
antibodies in the colostrum.

Separating kid goats from their

mothers at birth and feeding them 
colostrum that has been heated for one 
hour at 56 degrees Celsius (133 degrees 
Fahrenheit) and pasteurized milk until 
they are weaned. Adams said, prevents 
further infections and can eventually 
eradicate the disease from a herd.

Contact between infected does and 
non-infected kids should be kept to a 
minimum, he said, since mothers could 
transmit the virus through their saliva 
and other secretions.

"W e have no evidence at the present 
time that humans can be infected by the 
virus. However, we still recommend 
that goat milk be pasteurized in order to 
inactivate the virus,” Adams said.

Adams’ research team, based at 
Washington State University, cooperat­
ed with the rheumatoid section of the 
University of Washington’s medical 
school in Seattle in discovering the 
virus.

Domestic Guidelines

About this time of year^ everyone’s 
freezer is full of frozen vegetables, 
fruits, meats and many other costly 
items.

It would be terrible for the freezer to 
stop working! Occasionally food free­
zers stop operating normally and foods 
may be thawed or partially thawed 
before the situation is discovered.

You may safely refreeze foods that 
have been thawed if they still contain 
ice crystals. Be sure there is no color or 
odor change before refreezing. This is 
especially true of shellfish, vegetables, 
and cooked foods because bacteria 
contained in these foods multiply 
rapidly causing spoilage. If the condi­
tion of any food is questionable, dispose 
of it!

Generally, a fully loaded, non­
functioning freezer will say cold 
enough to keep foodf frozen for two 
days if not opened. In a freezer with less 
than half of load, food will remain 
frozen for about one day.

Dry ice can be placed in the freezer to

help maintain freezing temperatures. If 
place in the freezer soon after power is 
off. 25 pounds should keep the temper­
ature below freezing 2 or 3 days in a 
10-cubic-foot cabinet with half a load; 3 

to 4 days in a loaded cabinet.
Place the dry ice on cardboard or 

small boards on top of packages of foods 
and do not open freezer again except to 
put in more dry ice or to remove it when 
normal operation is resumed.

If it is necessary, food may be moved 
to a locker plant. Use insulated boxes, 
blankets or thick layers of paper to 
prevent thawing. Food which has been 
moved to the locker plant should be 
chilled to 0 degrees F. before moving 
again after your food freezer is 
operating normally.

When the child is enrolled in the 
program, he/she will have an indivi­
dual treatment plan for his special 
needs in the following areas: daily 
Eving skills such as feeding, dressing, 
toileting, etc., walking, jumping, etc., 
fine motor skills such as grasping and 
releasing objects, use of small objects 
(f manipulate objects, language begin­
ning with the development of cooing 
and babbling and leading to speaking in 
sentences, cognitive skills developing 
thinking skills and problem solving 
"kills, sensory training skills, training 
in developing abilities in the five senses 
hearing, seeing, feeling, smelling, and 
tasting. Other trainingwill be provided 
acording to the child’s needs such as 
physical therapy, occupational therapy 
and speech therapy. Services for this 
program are free of charge.
