Last Rites Held 
For Jon Pyeatt, 
Gunshot Victim 

Funeral services for Jon Oliver 
Pyeatt, 14-year-old son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Roy D. Pyeatt of Hart, who 
died of an accidental gunshot 
wound late Thursday, were con-
ducted at the Hart Baptist Church 
Saturday at 3 p.m. The Rev. E. J. 
Keith, pastor, officiated and was 
assisted by Brother A. A. Mitchell, 
pastor of the Hart Church of 
Christ. Interment was in the Tulia 
cemetery under the direction of 
Wallace Funeral Home of Tulia. 

Young Pyeatt died at the Swish-
er County Hospital in Tulia at 
7:30 p.m. Thursday, about two 
hours after he was wounded in the 
forehead by a .22 caliber rifle 
bullet. 

Mrs. Pyeatt found her son lying 
wounded beside the yard gate just 
a few minutes after he left the 
house to go to the barn to shoot 
rats. She was in the house at the 
time the gun went off but did not 
hear the shot. It was believed the 
youth stumbled and fell, causing 
the gun to discharge. Castro Coun-
ty Sheriff Houston Fowlkes-, who 
investigated, said no inquest would 
be held. 

Born July 14, 1940, young Py-
eatt had lived all of his life in 
this county. He was an active 
member of the Hart 4-H Club and 
Boy Scant troop and had distin-
guished himself by winning the 
county Spelling Bee for the past 
two years in succession. Also a 
member of the Hart Baptist 
Church, the youth was recently 
presented a pin for four years of 
perfect attendance as a member 
of his Sunday School class. He 
would have been a freshman at 
Hart High School this fall. 

Besides his parents, the youth 
leaves a sister, Royce Lynn Py-
eatt; grandmother, Mrs. G. B. 
Oliver, Chillicothe; Mr. and Mrs. 
H. B. Pyeatt, grandparents of 
Tulia; two aunts, Mrs. Clyde 
Morgensen, Denver, and 117es. Boyd 
Chandler, Chillicothe; and two 
uncles, Loy and Ray of Tulia.

Absentee Voting 
Sees Slow Start 
In Castro County 

Only eight absentee ballots had 
been turned in to the Castro 
County Clerk's office as of Wed-
nesday, indicating that Castro 
County may not follow the pre-
dicted state-wide trend of a great-
er vote in the runoff election than 
in the first primary. 

County absentee balloting was 
running far ahead of present bal-
loting at this point in the first 
primary. With the deadline for 
casting absentee ballots only five 
days away on August 24, election 
officials are guessing that the 
total county vote will fall far 
short of the near record vote cast 
in the first primary. County elec-
tions held the spotlight in the 
first primary and as a result may 
affect the August 28 primary as 
no county officers were forced 
into a runoff. 

Three state offices are listed 
on the ballot for the August 28 
primary. Heading this list is the 
office of governor, which Allan 
Shivers and Ralph Yarborough 
are seeking. Second on the ballot 
is the office of Associate Justice 
of the Supreme Court. Few Brew-
ster of Bell County and Alfred 
M. Scott of Travis County are in 
the race for this office. Rounding 
out the ballot is the office of 
Judge of the Court of Criminal 
Appeals, which Lloyd W. David-
son of Travis County is seeking. 
Davidson has no opposition as his 
opponent withdrew from the run-
off election after polling 'barely 
enough votes to force a runoff. 

County polls will open at 8 nm. 
on August 28 and will close at 
7 p.m. Polling booths and election 
judges will he the same as in the 
first primary.

Funeral Held For 
Joyce Lancaster, 
3rd Auto Fatality 

Funeral services for Joyce Ann 
Lancaster, four-year-old daughter 
of Mr. 'and Mm. Foy Lancaster 
who farm in northeast Castro 
County, were held Tuesday at 2:30 
p.m. at the Calvary Baptist 
Church in Cleburne. Interment 
was in the Rose Hill Memorial 
Cemetery there. 

Castro County's third traffic 
fatality of 1954, Joyce Ann was 
killed Sunday at 7:30 p.m. when 
she stepped from behind the fam-
ily car, which was parked on the 
side of a county road two miles 
north and two miles east of Dim-
mitt, into the path of a moving 
vehicle driven by Raymond Crum 
of Dimmitt. Crum told investigat-
ing Highway Patrolman Joe Culp 
and Deputy Sheriff J. V. Messen-
ger that he was blinded by the 
sun and failed to see the girl in 
time to avoid the accident. 

The child's father was checking 
an irrigation pump when the acci-
dent happened. Mrs. Lancaster 
was in the family car and her 
daughter was playing around the 
vehicle. Both parents failed to see 
the child as she stepped in front 
of the Crum car. 

Crum took the victim to the 
Castro County Hospital for emer-
gency treatment, but she was pro-
nounced dead on arrival.

Algae in Ditches? 
Kill It With Sulphate 

A problem of current interest 
to Castro County farmers is the 
control of algae in irrigation ditch-
es which have been in use for a 
long period of time during dry 
years. 

Algae, according to Castro 
County Agent Charlie Hudson, 
may be partially controlled in 
ditches by the use of copper sul-
phate, commonly known as blue 
stone. Blue stone, the county 
agent adds, should be put in a 
bag or flour sack and allowed to 
dissolve in the ditch. When applied 
at the rate of ten pounds per half 
mile of ditch, a kill of 75 to 80 
per cent of the moss can be ex-
pected. 

Irrigation engineers are experi-
menting with other materials 
which may give better control. 
Announcements on these materials 
should be forthcoming shortly, ac-
cording to Hudson. 

The county agent recommends 
treatment of ditches in order to 
conserve water and reduce the 
labor of irrigation.
