Farmers, ranchers, and other interes­
ted adults are reminded of the Oxy- 
Acetylene Welding Short Course to be 
held June 18-21 at 8:00 p.m. in the High 
School Ag Building.

Mr. Charles H. Yeates, Ox>-Acetyle­
ne Welding Specialist with the Texas 
Education Agency and Texas A&M 
University, will conduct the short 
course.

Subject areas to be covered in this 
short course are safety in handling, 
transporting, assembly and storage of

oxy-acetylene equipment; the proper 
line pressures to use for different tip 
sizes and welding jobs; cutting, weld­
ing, and brazing steel; welding and 
brazing cast iron; welding aluminum, 
welding aluminum to steel, stainless 
steel, copper, brass, and cast iron.

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Even though she came to Plainview at 
a pioneering time and at a time when 
she saw such things as the coming of 
the railroad to Plainview and the driving 
of the gold spike, she still did not 
consider this as pioneering. (She always 
wondered whether the spike was really 
gold. Recently she read where they had 
taken the gold spike up and had taken it 
to Santa Fe headquarters.)

“ All my pioneering was done in New 
Mexico. Papa filed on land in New 
Mexico, so we filed on some too in 1920. 
We built our shack in comers close to 
each other.”

These two claims were 56 miles from 
Ft. Summer and 45 miles from Santa 
Rosa. The post office was Buchanan.

"W e went to New Mexico in a Ford 
Model T to live out the claims. The side 
curtains on that old car were always 
flopping, beating the isinglass out of the 
curtains.

"Somehow we made room in the 
Model T to load my sewing machine. I 
thought I couldn't do without it, and 
sure enough, I couldn't. For one thing, I 
sewed the isinglass back in the curtains 
for the car.

"That old sewing machine is still 
working. 1 do need a new belt on it, so I 
can thread the bobbin.”

In New Mexico, she was "chief milk 
maid. They also had chickens.

"Once Mama bought about a dozen 
little chickens. One was larger than the 
others. We called him Mother Ed 
because he was boss of the ranch.

"Mother Ed flogged the horses to 
keep them away from the water. Mother 
Ed fought the billy bucks, too.

"Once when mother was bent over 
Mother Ed surprised her with a sudden 
attack from behind.

"Another time when it snowed two 
weeks, the chickens were covered up in 
the snow. At this time, they were grown 
chickens, but Mother Ed still cared for 
them.”

One of the main hardships in living 
out the claim was the scarcity of

" I  rubbed the clothes on a rub-board.

"W e hauled our wood out o f the 
breaks. Sometimes. 1 wondered 
ther we would get out of those 
alive. It was so rough." .

In this draw, the snow could get 
unreasonably deep.

“ We started to town once in the 
Model T. The snow was deep. We came 
up on our neighbors who had been to 
Buchanan in a wagon. Their horses had 
played out from pulling the wagon in 
the heavy snow.

"These neighbors fed their horses 
and went home with us.

"The next day, when they returned to 
get the team and wagon, they found 
that the horses had managed to get into 
the feed sacks. They had not had 
enough to kill them, but they were 
over-stuffed.”

By far, most people raised sheep in 
and around Loco Draw. Sheep herders 
lived a rough life, and Annie Lou made 
good ginger bread.

" I  made ginger bread about three 
times a week. Sheep herders could 
smell it ever so far away. We could 
always count on them to come when 
they smelled the bread. They would 
come with one-fourth of a lamb to 
exchange for ginger bread.”

There was a big sheep owner by the 
name of DeGraftenreid. He ran nothing 
but sheep. His ranch had four or five 
thousand sheep at all times.

"W e  went to DeGraftenreid's to work 
for a dollar a day keeping his cook 
shack. All I had to do was to put a pot of 
beans on to cook each day.

"The dollar a day was great help. We 
lived on the $25 a month that we got out 
of our house rent in Plainview. At that 
time gas in New Mexico was 37c. It was 
15c here then.

A couple not too far away from the 
Phenis family had two little girls who 
came to visit. One of them cried when 
she was back home because the Phenis 
family had red beans to eat and her 
family had only white beans.

Food was always a problem.
" I  have eaten lots of jackrabbits, but 

more cotton tails. One thing I can warn 
you never to do. Just don't ever try 
eating a curlew. You can cook one a 
week and it will still be as tough as your
boot.  ̂ , ,

"1 could shoot. 1 have shot a few 
cottontails, but there was a curb to that. 
Ammunition was too expensive for our 
pocket book.”

Then, too. it was not always possible 
to get ammunition in Buchanan. Even 
though Buchanan was on the railroad, 
the few staples that were sold there 
were by the people who ran the po^ 
office and by another family who 
stocked a few items. There was a smaD 
hotel —  no school or church. Then there 
was another matter that cut down on 
purchasing from Buchanan “  i « » ‘  
many trips were made to that little

*̂?n 1925. Howard Phenis’s former 
boss asked him to come back to

Plainview to work. They did h*ve the 
money to buy gas to get back to 
Plainview and a little over.

"When we got back to Govis,

counted the money that we had after 
buying gas and decided we could pay 
for a meal out. We went into a cafe and 
ordered fried chicken and coconut 
cream pie for each of us.”  Then they 
drove happily on to Plainview.

When they drove up in front of her 
father's house in Plainview, the car 
sputtered and stopped. They had used 
their gas down to the last drop.

After a year of work in Plainview, 
they sold the land in New Mexico and 
put the money in the bakery in Lockney. 
From 1926 to 1947, they operated the 
Lockney bakery. They sold the house in 
Plainview to buy the building for the 
bakery in Lockney.

"W e  baked bread and sweet rolls. I 
made peanut brittle on the side — that 
was my money. We sold bread for lOc a 
loaf but sold no day-old bread for a 
while. When we did begin selling it, we 
sold it for 5c a loaf.

"W e  kept the bakery until Dad fell 
and broke his hip. I stayed in Plainview 
with Dad. It was hard to get help.

“ Finally, we closed the bakery. We 
sold some of the machinery. The school 
bought the cake machine. Many of the 
pans were taken to the Htimn nmnnH "

From the time the Phenis family 
moved here and for many years 
afterward, they loved to make trips to 
Linguish Falls.

"When we had company, we thought 
they should see our scenery. Usually we 
took a picnic lunch to Linguish.

"1 would just love to go there again 
and go down the narrows. Of course, 1 
remember that going down the narrows 
was hard on clothes and on expiosed 
skin, but I think I could go down agairr 
just as we used to do. I do not recall of 
ever having seen a snake in the 
narrows.”

The Linguish trip gave them a fringe 
benefit one time.

"One of the best rodeos 1 ever saw 
was on a trip to Linguish. Near where 
we were to go down, some men were 
riding broncs. They were hard-biicking

horses. All of this was out in the open 
with no admission charge. It was 
outstanding.”

In 1928, the Phenis family bought the 
house where they live now.

In 1935, their son was killed in a 
bicycle-pickup accident.

Mrs. Phenis has always had the idea 
of living life just one minute at a time. 
She still clings to that idea. She also 
thinks this one-minute-at-a-time life is 
made more lovely through having good 
neighbors.

“ There is not anything but good 
neighbors in Lockney. Even people you 
don’t know will h?lp in times of need. 
I’m not bashful about calling on them 
either.”

She has had quite a few years since 
her first Thanksgiving in Lockney to 
experience this friendship in Lockney.

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Bride And Groom Cookware Guide

Not too long ago, after 
the honeymoon, the bride 
headed for the kitchen and the 
groom to his work. Not any­
more. Today it’s more likely 
that both make a beeline 
for the kitchen when they 
return home from their jobs. 
According to recent surveys, 
many young couples are 
sharing the cooking chores, 
and what’s more, they’re 
“ cooking from scratch’’ with 
fresh ingredients.

This change in lifestyle 
has made husbands-to-be as 
concerned as their brides in 
choosing the right cookware 
for their new home. After 
all, pots and pans will be used 
every day, so it’s important 
to check out performance, 
convenience and necessary 
upkeep as well as appearance. 
To guide future couples to 
the type of cookware that 
will best suit their needs, here 
is a rundown on the different 
kinds.

To begin with, most cook­
ware is made o f metal — 
aluminum, cast iron, stainless 
steel and copper — each has 
its attributes.

By far the most popular 
metal for cookware is alumi­
num, for lots o f good reasons. 
It’s an excellent conductor o f 
heat, cooks food fast and 
w ithout hot spots, which 
means better browning and 
less scorching. Also, it’s light­
weight and easy to handle, 
and relatively inexpensive. 
Available either in a polished 
bright finish or clad in porce­

lain enamel in a range of 
popular colors, new aluminum 
cookware is attractive and 
functional. Another plus in 
some heavy-weight aluminum 
cookware is a thick, durable 
non-stick “ SilverStone”  sur­
face that resists staining, 
chipping or peeling; it re­
leases food easily and is a 
snap to clean.

Cast iron cookware has 
been around for centuries and 
with proper care, can last for 
centuries. It, too, is an ex­
cellent conductor o f heat and 
cooks food slowly and evenly. 
However, it is extremely heavy 
and often rusts, so it needs 
frequent seasoning. Some 
iron cookware is coated with 
brightly colored enamel which 
eliminates the rusting problem 
but which adds to its weight 
as well as the price.

Stainless steel is sleek 
looking, strong and durable 
but a poor conductor of

Copper is an excellent 
conductor o f heat and makes 
superb cookware. It’s also 
highly decorative but requires 
frequent polishing to keep it 
bright and shiny. Unfortu­
nately, it is now so expensive 
as to be virtually out o f reach 
except for professional chefs.

Some other things to look 
for when buying cookware: 
covers fit snugly, bottoms are 
flat or slightly concave; utensil 
has proper balance and doesn’t 
tip; knobs and handles are 
heat resistant and easy to 
grasp; and utensil has no

seams, cracks or crevices that 
will make it hard to clean.

Lastly, no matter what 
cookware you select, read 
and heed the manufacturer’s 
use and care instructions. 
They will tell you if the 
utensils are dishwasher safe, 
can go in a hot oven and the’ 
proper cleaning products to 
use. Follow this advice, and 
your saucepans and skillets 
will reward you with a count­
less number of efficiently 
cooked meals.

WASHINGTON D.C.-----
The true test of the greatness 
of a nation is never how well 
it deals with war. but how 
well it can learn to live in 
peace. Wars have always 
been the easy way to settle 
disputes, but peace has al­
ways been difficult to main­
tain. Nowhere is this more 
evident than in the Middle 
East today.

The roots of our culture, 
our religion, and our way of 
life all come from this region. 
Now, as in the beginning of 
civilization, this area cjntin- 
ues to be one of the centers' 
of world conflict. From the

Assyrians, to the Babylon­
ians. to the Macedonians, 
Romans. Turks, and Euro­
peans this area has for 5000 
years been subject to repeat­
ed wars and foreign domina­
tion. In recent history the 
Middle East has been invol­
ved in a 30 year war that has 
often had profound effects 
throughout the world. In 
1956 an Arab-Israeli War 
also involved France and 
Britain because of the nation­
alization of the Suez Canal by

Egypt. Soviet military inter­
vention was narrowly avert­
ed. The 1973 Arab-Israeli 
conflict led to the oil embar­

go and rapidly escalating oil 
prices at a cost to the U.S. 
economy of billions of dol­
lars.

But starting in Novem­
ber of 1977 with the visit of 
Anwar Sadat to Jerusalem 
the hopes for stability and 
peace in this region began to 
be a possibility. In March of 
1979 a peace treaty was 
signed between Egypt and 
Israel. Though there are still 
significant obstacles to over­
come, this action is a major 
step in the right direction.

All parties concerned are 
learning that the price of 
peace is never cheap. Anwar 
Sadat has been ostracized by 
his Arab neighbors and mar­
ked for assassination. Israel 
will have to withdraw from 
certain occupied lands mak­
ing their strategic defense 
capability considerably more 
vulnerable. The American 
government will be required 
to pay SI.I billion dollars in 
grants and provide S3.7 bil­
lion in military loans for 
Egypt and Israel.

To the Editor:
I have been watching for any response 

concerning Don Williams and any connection that 
he might have with Floydada. 1 am Jeane 
Brannan, former Jeane Simmons, daughter of 
Mr. and Mrs. W.S. Simmons. Mother and Daddy 
lived in Floydada from 1942 until Mother moved 
to New Braunfels, Texas in December of 1974. 
Daddy died in 1962 and is buried there at 
Floydada. 1 was away in college when the family 
moved to Floydada so I only lived there during 
the summer of 1943. At that time I worked as a 
bookkeeper in Martin's Dry Goods store.

This is what 1 know about Don Williams. My 
husband and I moved to Portland, Texas in 1959 
with our family. This is on the coast near Corpus 
Christi. Our oldest daughter was a teenager in 
the early 1960’s. She was dating a boy (who later 
became our son-in-law), John Miller. A friend of 
his was Lofty Kline and Lofty and some friends 
frequently got together to sing at the Millers. Our 
daughter sometimes joined in these singing 
sessions. A couple of times she remembers 
singing when Don Williams was there. A year or 
two later Lofty Kline, Don Williams and a girl 
named Susan Taylor formed a group called the 
Pozo Seco Singers. They recorded a few singles 
together before the group disbanded and Don 
went on to become a solo recording artist. At that 
time he lived with his family, I believe, in 
Portland, Texas. He married a girl named Joyce 
Bucher from Portland. I do not know if they are 
still married or not.

We still have a recording of the original Pozo 
Seco Singers and Don still sings some of the 
songs that they sang back then.

I subscribe to the Hesperian so that 1 can 
transmit news to Mother from Floydada. She is 
not able to read any more since she has lost much 
of her vision because of macular degeneration. 
Dr. Tommy McIntosh had diagnosed this 
condition before Mother left Floydada but she 
could still see pretty well then. She still sees well 
enough to keep house and take care of herself but 
has to have help with any thing that requires 
reading. She enjoys hearing about the people of 
Floydada. I keep her up to date by cassette tape.

"What do you mean, we’re out of gas?”

Governor Clements has signed the 
so-called tax reform bill which will indeed 
make a lot of changes for Texas taxpayers. 
Whether we will like all these changes once 
we get acquainted with them remains to be 
seen.

One big change is to set up a single tax 
appraisal board for all property within a 
county, except for the county government 
itself.

This means that the prooertv in Ochil­
tree County will next year have to be 
appraised by an appraisal board and use 
the same figures for the school, city, 
hospital district, water district and any 
other taxing authorities.

The county can use this appraisal if 
the commissioners elect to do so, but as a 
matter of practical politics, we doubt if this 
will be done.

This is for the simple reason that rural 
property is already appraised on the school 
tax roll at more than ten times what it is 
appraised on the county tax roll. It 
would take a politician with

more political '  courage than 
most o f us possess to jack rural 
property values ten fold at the 
stroke of a pen.

The new state tax law grants home­
stead exemptions for the disabled and the 
elderly. Family cars and household goods 
are exempt.

Farm and ranch land will be taxed on its 
productivity rather than its market value. 
Under the formula of capitalization an­
nounced by the state, it would mean a drop 
in taxes for some land on the school tax roll 
and an increase in all land on the county 
tax roll.

The school districts of the state stand to 
lose a lot of revenue under the new state 
law and the state will reimburse the 
districts for part of what they lose, leaving 
it up to local districts to figure out how to 
recover the rest.

It will take a lot of study on the new tax 
bill and as is always the case with a major 
change, some of us probably won't like it.

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Soviets Indicate Continuing 
Large Purchases Of U.S. Gra
WASHINGTON —The U S.

Department of Agriculture today report­
ed that, during regular consultations in 
Moscow May 31, officials of the Soviet 
Union indicated that relatively large 
purchases of U.S. grain would be 
continuing. These consultations contin­
ued a series held semi-annual'" pur­
suant to the U.S.-USSR Grain Agree­
ment.

It was confirmed during the talks that 
purchases of U.S. wheat and corn for 
delivery in the year which began last 
Oct. 1 had reached a total of approxi­
mately 10 million tons, and ’ ’ nt 
additional purchases for current >i . 
shipment will likely be made in coming 
months. This is the third year of the

5-year agreement.
The U.S. delegation was headed by 

Under Secretary of Agriculture Dale 
Hathaway, while the Soviet delegation 
was headed by Boris Gordeev, Deputy 
Minister of Foreign Trade.

Despite a record Soviet grain crop in 
1978, it had until recently been anticipa­
ted that USSR imports of U.S. grain in 
the current year would total approxi­
mately 10 to 11 million tons, thus 
significantly exceeding the minimum 6 
million tons specified in the Agreement. 
Now, however, as a result of recent 
Soviet purchasing and the May 31 
discussions, the expectation is for a 
somewhat higher level of shipments, 
possibly 13 to 15 million tons. Ship­
