C. W. (Wes) Anthony was guest
speaker at the regular Lions Ciub
luncheon last Tuesday noon when
he pointed up some of the needs,
as well as the good fortune of the
county as indicated in its material

. assets. Affer enumerating cash in-

come to the county from the var-
ious agricultural products, Anthony
stressed the need for a commun-
ity building, or buildings, capable
of taking care of the requirements
of a growing population and county
economy.

Among the activities, for which
there is a dire need for building
as ponted out by -An-
thony, are County Fair, various,
livestock and agricultural shows
as well as literary and social e-
vents of a county-wide nature. He
stated that initial planning for the
proposed building program was be-
ing done by the County Activities
Committee, composed of mem-
bers from a number of county-
wide organizations.

According to Anthony the Acti-
vities Comimmittee has determined
that two building would be reguir-
ed to meet the needs of the coun-
ty. The main building is planned
to provide 10,000 square feet of
floor space, with seating capacity
of about 1,600. A livestock building,
with 9,600 square feet of tloor space
is planned to accomodate the coun-
ty’s numerous stock shows and an-
imal exhibits.

Anthony further stated that al-
though the building program, to be
financed by a $110,000 bond issue,
was only in the planning stage,
sponsors of the endeavor expect io
have definite plans completed short
ly after the first of the year.

Taack’s farm ig a showplace of
conservation. He has used Midland
Bermuda grass. as a key in his
operation. He has converied some
; chalky hillsides

ghboring farms and comes down
the tributary to Running Water
Draw. ‘ ;

- Taack’s operation does not end
with his pastureland. He has in-
stalled needed irrigation pipelines
for transporting irrigation water to
that portion of hig form  that is
flood irrigated. He has also in-
stituted a cropping system that is
continuing to build the productiv-
ty of his soil and carries on a re-
sidue management program that
holds both the scil and rainfall
during the winter months.

. Taaek has used numerous me-
thods and means at his disposal to
carry out his program. In addi-
tion to his own ideas, he has co-
operated closely with the Running
Water Soil Conservation District
and the SCS Technicians assisting
the Distriet.

In 1962, realzing that he needed
some additional help if he was ever
to complete his program, Taack
entered into a contract under the
Great Plains Conservation Pro-
gram. Under this prognam, he was
able to secure needed cost-sharing
assistance for a long range plan of
operations. With the help of this -
program, plus a desire to get the
job done, Taack has done a fine
Job in getting the conservation job
dotte. !

Taack’s entire program has not
been haphazardly done.

Fallowed land on
the other hand will not have con-
tained this addifional nitrogen. Con-
ditions were good this past year
for breakdown and release of the
nitrogen from the stubble.

A second possible explanation is
that the organic acids are produc-
ed in the process of decomposing
plant residue and organic matter.
Organic acids are known to influ-
ence and increase the availability
of soil phosphorus. With the large
amount of stubble plowed under, it
is conceivable that these organic
acids may have increased avail-
ability of the soil phosphorus in
maize ground as compared to the
fallow ground. i

Another minor factor might be
that soils were generally very dry
following wheat harvest in 1963,
thus, organic matter decomposi-
tion and release of nitrogen did
not proceed as it normally does.
Hence, one of the usual benefits
from fallowing land did not take
place.

Accelerated production through
the use of molded cofton fabrics
and the elimination of a great por-
tion of the costly hand labor re-

thods may mean that tomorrow’s
furniture buyer may be able to
stretch her furniture dollar further
than ever before. ;
These predictions are based on
the outcomes of research current-

by the Southern Utilization Re-
search Laboratory in New Orleans,
Mrs. Berry Explained. Scientists
have developed a method for mold-
ing cotton fabrics into three dimen-
sional . shapes by treating cotton
streteh fabric with chemieals which
cause the fabric to retain the con-
tour. of the mold used. -

. Molded cotton fabrics will offer
a number of advantages to both
manufacturers and. to consumers.
The molding process is almost cer-
tain to eliminate many hand opera-
tions neccessary in stitching sever-
al pieces of fabric together to fit
different contours in both urniture
upholstery and. apparel industries.
Production will definitely be much
faster in both fields. It is assumed
that savings in the cost of pro-
ductionn will be passed on fo con-
sumers in the form of guality goods
at lower prices, the specialist said.
Though it is still in the exper-
mental testing stage, homemakers
in the future will be able to take
advantage of this new textile de-
‘velopment in both the apparel and
home furnishings purchases she
makes,

Consumer and state and Ilocal
government spending should help
our country have another year of
high economic activity.

“Such spending is expected to
provide the major economic stimu-
lus in 1965 with consumer purchas-
es centering primarily on nondur-
able goods and services,” reports
John G. McHaney, Extension econ-
amist, Texas A & M University.
‘“The outlook, however, is not as
clear as the ‘64 picture appeared
at this time last year.”

Prospects point to further increa-
ses in total cutput, employment and
consumer incomes. The civilian la-
bor force is expected to be some-
what larger than in the past sev-
eral years, and the advance in
total economic activity may not
be large enough to absorb this in-
crease. As a result, the rate of
unemployment will remain high, he
Says.

‘Consumer purchases of nondur-
able goods and services will in-
crease,”” MeHaney says, ‘‘while sa-~
les of such durable goods as au-
tomobiles are not expected to mat-
ch those of 1964."" Even though the
auto industry may not contribute
to expanding the economy over
1964, it is likely to have a pro-
sperous year.”

A downward trend in housing
starts could have a dampening ef-
feet en purchases of such durables
as house furnishings and equip-
ment. Little or no additional e-
conomic stimulus is thus foreseen
from this sourct.

An increase of more than $5 bil-
lion in state and local government
purchases is in view for the com-
ing year. This increase would be
at a faster rate than in 1964 and|
would definitely spur the economy
he adds.

Federal purchase of goods and
services, however, are anticipated
to show little variation, due main-
Iy to the holding down of defense
expenditures. Nevertheless, some
drastic economic shift could bring
about a change in government pol-
¢y in this area, points out the
economist.

Helping to determine the coun-
iry’s pace of economic expansion
are investment expenditures rof
new plants and equipment. This
year’s mvestments will probably
run about 13 percent above 1963,
one of the largest annual increases
in post-war years, predicts the
economist.

Such investments inm 1965 how-
ever, are expected to fall short of
a similar substantial increase,” Mc

It all began in 1843 when John
Calco#t Horsley, a prominent Lon-
don artist, drew the first Christ-
mas card. Horsley’s pioneering
greeting was a tryptich, a prime
example of contemporary record-
ing, The central panel showed a
jolly family with young and old
tippling toasts front brimming glas-
es, while the two side panels gave
a sobering effect with scenes of
the poor being clothed and the hun-
ery fed.

From that time on Christmas
cards have faithfully chronicled
the manners, customs and events
of their times.

One Christmas card collection,
that of Norcross, Inc., greeting card
publishers, houses hundreds of
cards that capture for posterity
the fads and foibles, changes and
evolution in sports, fashions, mod-
es of transportation, current event
filial love, amusements, even cil-
dren’s pastimes and music making.
According to Miss Esther Moon-
ey, who is a curator of the col-
lection, many of cards are gems
of social comiment.

The story of Rudolph, whose red
nose made him first a- joke and
then a hero, seems to have the in-
definable appeal that makes a
Yuletide tradition. As the other
reindeer in the song predicted,
when Rudolph’s red nose led the
team through a dark, overcast
Christmias Eve, it seems likely he’ll
go down in Yuletide history a per-
manent part of the legend and lore
of Santa Claus.

“IESOUS”

‘Iesous ahatonhia!’’

These words of joy and exulta-
tion come from Canada's first
Christmas carol.

If they seemi somewhat incom-
prehensible, the explanation is
simple. They are mritten in  the
language of the Huron Indians, The
meaning is, Jesus ig born!”

The carol of the Huron nation
was written by Father Jean Bre-
beuf, Jesuit missionary who came
to the land of the Hurons in 1626

Father Brebeau worked with the
Hurons in the Canadian wilderness
for 23 years, helping them and
composing for them a poem in
their own language. Then, during
an attack by the Iroquois, he was
captured and tortured to death

In his martyrdom, his words live
on, for the Hurons remembered
their carol, “Iesous ahatonhia!”

Both the melody and lyrics were
written by James Pierpont, who
was the son of a minister and who
van away to sea at the age of 14.

Pierpont wrote the son in the

late 8150’s, accordig to Encyclop-
dia Americana. He was then liv-
ing in the Boston suburb of Med-
ford where, at the time, the only
piano in the entire village was lo-

cateed in the parlor of Simpson's |.
Tavern. It was there Pierpont pick-|.

ed out the ‘Jingle, Bells’”’ melody.

Traditions

Many of the cherished traditions
which make Christmas merrier in
the United States had their start
in the White House.

Geprge Washington, first Presi-
dent of the United States, sur-
rounded himself with family and
grandchildren at cheerful Christ-
mas parties, and set the theme of
a ‘merry Christmas’ for his coun-
try. Washington also furthered the
use of American holly as a decora-
tion by growing the glossy-leaved
tree on his estate at Mount Vernon.

Andrew Jackson was fond of giv-
ing large, colorful parties for young
and old on Christmas Day, Froz-
en ices, a novelty at that time,
were served, and there was a
small, frosted pine tree, surround-
ed by toys.

Franklin Pierce introduced the
modern Christmas tree to the white
House in 1856.

Benjamin Harrison, in 1889, told
reporters he planned an ‘‘old fash-
ioned Christmas including a Christ.
mas tree” for hiy family, and urg-
ed thers to join him| in observing
the eustom.

Conservation - minded Theodore
Roosvelt once refused to allow a
Christmas tree in the White House.
His son, Archie, smuggled one in,
however, and the President finally
relented.

First lighting of the National
Community Christmas Tree at the
White House was observed in 1923,

when Calvin Coolidge was Presi-
dent.

On Christmas morning, little
girls throughout the land will lov-
ingly cuddle new dolly and declare
to one and all how wonderful a gift
they have received. At the same
time, beautiful creche dolls will be
displayed in churches and homes
as part of the Christmas setting.

This dual role—as toy and as
religious symbol—is a function that
dolls have filled for centuries, ac-
cording to Encyclopedia, America,
And it is generally believed that the
first use of dolls was religous,
rather than for entertainment.

Historians report the doll origi-
nally was used as a representation
of human figures in religious sanec-
tuaries. The word “‘doll”’ itself, in
fact, is derived from the Greek
word ‘‘eidolon,” meaning idol.

Archaeologists have unearthed
dolls in the ruins of tombs thou-
sandg of years old. And their pre-
sence in the tombs is assumed by
somle historians to mean the ob-
jects were included as idols.

Among some ancient societies,
dolls were thought to possess my-
stical powers, Many primitive tri-

bes included such figures in bur-
ials as a spirit to keep the deceas-
ed company in another world To-
day, in addition to the creche dolls
of Christendom, dolls holl a reli-
gious importance in the Orient,
where annual doll festivals are held
to celebrate the birthday of Bud-
dha,

As toys, dolls have existed for
centuries. The eartiest oy dolls
known were discovered in the Near
East and Greece. These primitive
dolls were made of eclay, stone or
bone !

Typical was the legless paddle
doll of ancient Egypt which was
made fromy a single, flat piece of
pottery or wood. .

Although dolls today may be ex-
tremely complex and filled with
electrical gadgets, dolls of the 17th
and 18th centuries frequently were
even more elaborate,

They became so elaborate, in
fact, that they were sent to court,
and in times of war special dis-
pensations were made to assure
their safe transport to a peaceful

Carolers Were
Once Dancers

The first Christmas carols were
danced to, according to Encyclop-
edia International. Carclers {ook
hands and formed a ring, singing
as they went round.

Oldest of all carols, it has been
said, was that sung by the heaven-
Iy host when the birth of the Sa-
viour was announced to the shep-
herds on the plains of Bethlehem.
Probably, the practice of singing
carols at Christmas arose in imi-
tation of this, as the majority of
carols declared the good fidings of
great joy, and the title of Noel,
nowell or novelle, applied to car-
ols, would seem to bear out this
idea.

Birthday News . ..

“Nowell” or Noel” means birth-
day news or a shout of joy” for
the birth of Christ.

The earliest carols were songs of
the Nativity, the Incarnation and
the Annunciation. Later, ones on
shepherd themes and the Epipha-
ny were composed, and there were
alse many of folk origin on the
festivities of the Christmas season.

These latter included such songs
as ‘The Holly and The Ivy.” Many
of the surviving old caarols were
originally pamt of the medieval my-
steries and miracle plays.

First In Latin. ..

Christmas carols first were
written in scholar’s Latin. The
Blessed Jacopone of Todi, of the
Franciscan order, led the way to
a wider enjoyment and apprecia-
tion of joyous Christmas songs by
writing musical poems in the lan-
guage of the common people.

To St. Fran-
cis is traced the creation of the
first creche or manger scene, in
1223 A. D. Villagers gathered a-
round the scene and sang hymns
to the Christ Child.

““The boar is dead; lo, here is his

head,” remarked the carol sung at

St. John’s, while The boar’s head

in hand I bring, With garlands gay

and birds singing'’ was the version
heard at Bailiol.

Even in early times the boar”
romiantically referred to as tradi-
tional as the feast was probably a
pig. The wild boar is believed to
have been extinct in Britain early
in the 12th cenftury.

Feast of Stephen. ..

“Good King Wenceslas looked out
on the feast of Stephen’

This familiar carol commenora-
tes two famous men. One is King
Wenceslas, who ruled in Bohemia
in the 10th century A. D. He was
noted for his generosity to the poor,
and practiced this generoity on
Christmas and on St. Stephen's
Day, December 26.

St. Stephen was the first Chris-
tian martyr, noted in legend as
a follower of Christ who at the
time of the Nativity had been in
the service of King Herod. When
he was permitted to see the Star,
he left Herod to serve the Child.

Today the ‘feast of Stephen” is
remembered primarily because of

Starts With Santa

Santa Claus, envisioned today as
a jolly, cheerful man with an af-
finity for children, was a romanti-
cist too, according to legend.

The first Santa Claus, St. Nicho-
las, started the custom of hanging
stockings by the chimney when his
romantic heart was touched, and
he gifted a bankrupt merchant's
three marriageable daughtfers with
gold for their dowries.

Desiring anonymity, he tossed the
three bags of gold through win-
dow, or, as some tell if, down
the chimney, One of the bags land-
ed in a stocking which had been
hung up to dry on the mantelpiece.
Hanging up stockin thus became
part of the holiday ritual.

Candlelight services held in Pro-

BIRDS AND BEES

Cranberry growers know all
apbout the birds and the bees.
And, many of us might nof
enjoy this heliday fruit if such
were not true.

Cranberry gsrowers build

homes for swallows near their
cranberry bogs. The birds eaf
destructive insects which wouid
harm the crop.
' Bees perform another vaiua-
ble service—pollination. Cran-
berry poiten is too heavy to be
carried by the wind, so bees
pollinate the flowers. Growers
have found that the number of
bees present per acre of ber-
ries has a direct bearing on the
cranberry crop.

You may be able to gather all
the yuletide greenery you need,
without harm, by pruning the
trees end shrubs around the
fouse.

Holly, pine and hemlock can

withstand heavy pruning. Every
second or third branch of a pine,
hemlock or spruce can be re-
moved if the tree has not been
thinned for some time. Some-
timmes a rather long “inside”
branch of holly, fir or pine that
does little for a free’s appear-
ance can be removed.
Yew lends itself to ariful dec-
orations. Andromeda, magnolia,
cuonymus, puracantha, coton-
or, vy and ebelia will pro-
e variety of Yule greens,
Boxwood is excellent, bui should
be snipped gently.

An old and honored Christmas
tradition-—the Yule log—has al-
most vanished from our holiday
celebration. Logs and fireplaces are
not as common as they were once,

but the tradition of the Yule log
was carried on in England for cen-
turies,

It was introduced into Great
Britain by the Vikings who burned
it to honor the God Thor. The cus-
tom was adopted by the English as
part of the Christmas festivities.

With great pomp and ceremony,
the wery best log that could be
found was brought into the house
and placed in the great fireplace.

The fire was lit and the servants
of the house gsthered with the
master and there was much singing
and celebrating the coming of the
Christmas holiday.

According to the custom of those
days the holiday season lasted
twelve full days and the log burned
during the entire time,

At the end of the holiday, any
fragments of the log that remained
were carefully collected to be used
again the following year to kindle
the new Yule log.

Celebrating today does not last
for twelve days, but the supersti-
tion that all decorations should be
removed by the twelfth night to
prevent bad luck in the New Year
still survives,

If your child
receives a missile-throwing toy
for Christmas, for his own
safety, and for the welfare of
other children, set down rules
for safe use and be sure they are
enforced.

Hven when using small bulbs,
however it i8 wise to inspect the
lights every day or =0, If the fol-
isge is turning brown in the vicin-
ity of the lights, then the lights
should be moved,

It takes many years to grow
beautiful shrubbery and even an
outstanding light display at Christ-
mas time is not worth marring
valuable evergreens that can be a
source of beauty all year long.

The shortest route via the fruit-
ful plains of Esdraelon into the
mountains of Samaria and through
Shechem and Bethel, was not very
popular either.

SUMPTUOUS meals to celebrate
Christmas, along with merry-
making and the gathering of
friends and relatives, is fraditional
in every country that celebrates
the holiday.

The main dishes, of course, vary
from country to country, but tra-
dition remains and some of the
dishes have not changed for hun-
dreds of years—except to taste bet-
ter as we get older.

Serving a boar’s head was an old

English custom. It was brought
into the banquet hall on a large
platter accompanied by trumpet
flourishes. It has been replaced to-
day by stuffed turkey and a wide
assortment of pies, topped off with
plum pudding covered with flaming
sauce. All of it a banquet fit for
a king.

A tasty dish that was originated
by the Puritans and is very Amer-
ican, is the mince meat pie, Orig-
inally this dish was served with a
tiny figure of the Christ child in
the center. :

The earliest known recipe dates
from the early 17th century. It
calla for beef tongue, chopped
chicken eggs, raisins, orange,
lemon peelings, sugar and various
spices.

Rice pudding is the traditional
opener for a Norwegian Christmas
feast, followed by the Christmas
pig whise growth has been watch-
ed carefully throughout the year.

Sometimes as many as fourteen
different kinds of cake are served
in Norwegian homes.

The Christmas feast in Sweden
always features a large selection

of buns, cakes and loaves, of all
shapes and colors.

The Danes center their feast
around a plump Christmas goose,
served with hot cabbage and sugar-
browned potatoes and stuffed with
apples and prunes.

The French also serve the tradi-
tional goose at their Christmas
feast, along with buckwheat cakes
with sour cream, roasted chestnuts
with milk or wine, and all types of
cakes and candies with which to
end the meal.

The Swiss feature a pear cake
called the “Birewegge” which re-
sembles a shiny loaf of bread. It
containg a spicy, flavorful concen-
trate from air dried pears mixed
with ralsins.

Here in America the Christmas
turkey is the most popular dish,
served with a variety of vegetables.
Follewed, of course, with & variety
of pies and cakes—most often the
fruit cake.

Because of mixture of traditions
and beliefs in the United States
the Christmas feast varies more
than in other countries.

Christmas Outlawed

The Puritan government of Eng-
Iand outlawed Christmas in 1643.
Christmas customs and traditions
were revived with the restoration
of the Stuarts, but the holidays
never regained its former prestige
in England.

Clristmas ree

There are many legends about
decorating the Christmas tree. One
dates back to Boniface, who as
England’s missionary to Germany
in the 8th century, “replaced the
sacrifices to Odin’s sacred oak to
a fir tree adorned in tribute to the
Christ child”,

Others say that the tree and its
candles should be attributed to
Luther. Another says the practice
dates to the Teutonic practice of
bringing ftrees into homes to ap-
pease the god-like spirits that were
believed to inhabit forest timbers.

But there is a legend more beau-
tiful than all the rest. According
to it, when Christ was born a group
of stars looked down upon an olive
tree, a date palm and a pine tree
which stood over the manger.

Seeing that the pine had nothing
to offer in His honor while the
others gave fruit and dates, they
descended from the heavens to rest
upon the pine’s boughs as an offer-
ing—and that was the first Christ-
mast tree.

Saint Nicholas

The remaining benes of Saint
Nicholas are preserved today in
the museum of Antalya in South-
«rn Turkey. Most of them were
ctolen by pirates almost a century
ago.
