D ew ayne Sexton^ successful Lazbuddie coach
Dewayne Sexton, 27, was na.ned 

head football coach for Lockney High 
School and athleti. director for all 
Lockney schools Thursday night at the 
Lockney ISD board meeting. The sch o l 
board hired Sexton following an execu­
tive session which was closed to the 
public and the press.

.Sexton was recently voted “ South 
Plains Coach of the Year’’ in Q ass B for 
his work as head coach at Lazbuddie 
High School. Lazbuddie in 1979 claimed 
its first football title in 10 years, going 
undefeated in District 2-B South Zone 
play but losing to Valley High School in 
the district playoff. Valley lost 14-13 to 
W heeler, the num ber-one-ranked 
G ass-B team in the state, the following 
week. The 1979 Lazbuddie team posted 
a 7-3 season record.

Sexton, who will assume duties at 
Lockney as soon as a replacement can 
be found at Lazbuddie, has coached at 
Lazbuddie since he graduated from 
West Texas State University in 1975. 
During the 1975 sea-on the Lazbuddie

team, using primarily freshmen and 
sophomores, broke a 29-game losing 
streak.

The 1976 team compiled a 2-8 record, 
but four of the osses were by six points 
or less. It was the f  rst time a Lazbuddie 
team had won o/er one game in a 
season since 1972.

In ’77 the team won six and lost four, 
with two losses by six points or less. It 
was the school’s first winning football 
season since 1971.

Sexton’s ’78 team went 6-3, lost to the 
zone champions by three points, and 
finished third iu the 2-B south zone.

Sexton was an all-district football 
center at Henrietta High School for two 
years. During those two seasons, Hen­
rietta won 15 games, lost five, and 
finished as district co-champs one year. 
Sexton was awarded a four-year football 
scholarship to West Texas State, where 
he was a three-year starter at offensive 
center. He started on the school’s first 
Missouri Valley Conference co-champ­
ionship ream.

He lettered in high-school basketball 
and golf, and in track he was a 
three-year letterman and two-time re­
gional qualifier.

The new Lockney head coach/AD 
received a bachelor of science degree in 
education, with teaching fields of 
history, physical education and driver 
education, from WTSU in August of 
1975. Ht taught world and American 
history, civics, and driver education at 
Lazbuddie High School from August 
1975 until the present Lockney ISD 
officials have not announced his teach­
ing assignment here.

He is married to the former Karen 
McDade. They have one daughter, 
Kelly, born February 16, 1979.

Lockney ^chool superintendent W.H. 
Hallmark said after Sexton was hired: 
“ I think we’re extremely fortunate to 
find a young man of his caliber. If we 
had looked all over the state of Texas we
couldn’t have found one any better......
He’s the kind of person we want at 
Lockney, Texas.’’

humane way” and talked about interna­
tional law and the issue of human rights 
and its “ uneven application by the U.S. 
government in Iran.”

The letter siad “ We are taking every 
possible step to resolve the present

situation in a peaceful way.”
Enclosed with the letter were several 

pieces of pro-Iranian literature which 
outlined atrocities allegedly committed 
by the shah, and so-called “ distortion of 
the Iranian situation” by the media.

The company will inspect each ana

every parcel of property in the school 
district. Each improvement of value will 
be measured and graded (consideration 
being given for the tvoe of construction, 
age, condition, location etc.) All rural 
lands will be inspected and graded by 
the use of an eight-grade classing 
system of the type used by the Soil 
Conservation Service. Cultivated and 
pasture lands will be noted on soil maps 
on each tract of land, and irrigation will 
be a consideration in the final value.

Will the appraisers see all owners? 
The appraisers will attempt to talk to all 
owners. The appraisers will definitely 
inspect every parcel of property. How­
ever, in our 20 years in the business, we 
find it impossible to see every owner 
when enumerating the properties.

In case the appraiser does not get to 
talk to the owner when he comes by to 
measure and classify the property, what 
can the owner do to insure he is getting 
fair and equitable consideration? When 
the appraiser calls a home on business, 
he will have a business card showing

the company name and the appraisers 
name. The appraiser will present the 
business card to the person answering 
the door (this is for identification 
purposes). He will state his name and 
business, ask some questions about the 
improvements, land or irrigation, then 
ask permission to measure and inspect 
the improvements and property. In the 
event the owner is not at home, a card 
will be left in the door or mail box. In 
the event the owner wishes to talk to the 
appraiser, he may call the tax office, 
leaving his name and phone number. 
The appraiser will within a few days 
return the call; and if the owner desires, 
will make an appointment to come back 
and talk to the owner. We recognize 
that this program belongs to the 
taxpayers and we want to be as accurate 
as possible. We definitely will work with 
the property owners to insure equal and 
uniform values, and will attempt to 
answer all questions.

Will a property owner have an

opportunity to see his values before 
they become final? Yes. A letter will be 
mailed to each owner in about June 
1980, stating a time and place where an 
owner can meet with the appraiser. At 
this time, he can review the values put 
on his property and also review the 
values placed on the other property 
owners, llien if an owner feels his 
property is not valued equitably he can 
ask for a recheck of the property. The 
appraiser will be happy to make a 
recheck of the property. If the appraiser 
finds that an error has been made, he 
will correct the values; if the appraiser 
feels the value is equal to other 
comparable properties, he will tell the 
owner. Then, if the owner desires, he 
may meet later with the local board of 
equalization comprised of local property 
owners.

Will taxes be increased as a result of 
re-appraisal? No, not necessarily. In 
fact, some properties likely will reduce 
in value. All will depend upon the facts

found relative to value in the jurisdic­
tion. The intent of the re-appraisal 
program is not to raise taxes, only to 
equalize taxes. The Constitution and 
laws of the State require an equal and 
uniform tax base. It is unlawful and 
morally wrong to tax a propeity worth 
only $ 10,000.00 the same as a property 
worth $30,000.00. The only thing the 
re-appraisal program will do is to 
provide the jurisdiction with an equal 
and uniform tax bas. The total results 
will not be known until about May, 
1980.

Will properties be valued at its cost 
when purchased or when built? No, the 
law requires that all properties be 
valued equal and uniform in accordai.ee 
with the current market value of the 
property as of January 1 st of the year (in 
this case, 1980.) As an example: a house 
built in 1935 with 1,000 square feet of 
living area cost $3,500.00 when built in 
1935.

Tax re-evaluation to begin 
soon in Floyd County

Field reps out within 10 days
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Jim  McMorries, of tne Hereford tax 
appraisal firm that is contracted tu 
re-evaluate agricultural land in the 10 
county taxing districts, met with several 
local groups this week to explain what 
will be occurring around the county in 
coming weeks to get the reappraisal 
completed.

The appraiser gave the citizens a 
rundown on how the new tax system 
came into being and what his company 
would be doing to comply with the law.

“ In 1978, a state constitutional 
amendment labelled ’tax relief’ got an 
85 pertent vote of approval around the 
state,” McMorries said. “ It was defin­
itely mislabeled — it should have been 
Ibeied ‘tax increase,’ because that’s 
been the result everywhere it’s been 
tried.’ ’

The 66th Legislature felt mandated in 
1979 to enact legislation (House Bill 
1060) that is supposed to give tax relief 
by exempting money in bank accounts, 
all stocks and bonds, household furni­
ture and family vehicles, depending on 
the jurisdiction,’’ McMorries said. The 
law also gave special exemptions to 
elderly persons for their homestead.

For McMorries’ firm’s purposes, 
every jurisdiction in the county must 
evaluate ag^ricultuial land to show both 
the market value and the agi'icultural 
value, he said. The law sets guidelines 
to arrive at the value.

Senool districts around the state will 
stand to lose from fh.; new valuation, 
M cM onies said, because while the 
dictricts arc supposed to be reimbursed 
dollar for dollar for their losses caused 
by the old-age exemptions, “ that has 
not and will not occur.’ ’

lost revenues from the state is Here- 
for, McMorries said. That is because 
Hereford lias kept valuation close to 
market value.

The averag'' loss to school districts 
through the exemptions, the appraiser 
said, would amount to about 55 percent 
of it’s tax revenue, or approximately 
$30,000. There would be no reimburse­
ment for losses on agricultural land 
taxes because the ag value of land was 
usually higher than the market value.

The Floydada school district was in 
good shape when compared with other 
districts though, McMorries noted.

The appraiser did predict some 
pioblem^ in correlating the local valua­
tions with a state valuation schedule. In 
14 categorie;:, he said, and based on 100 
percent of market value, state statistics 
consistently showed significantly higher 
valuations for property than did the 
FISD tax roils.

The Austin surveyers valued homes 
in the district at $21,891,863, for 
example, while the FISD figured only 
show values of $13,244,577. In the 
largest discrepancy, the state estimated 
that personal farm equipment (tractors 
and equipment) in the district was 
worth $13,228,281. The FISD analysis 
valued the farm personal property at 
$836,161.

“ The gap is going to close in 1981," 
McMorries :aid. However, taxes will 
not necessarily increase, he siad. Each 
entity is mandated to budget and set up 
a tax rate that will support services.

“ If an entity can operate on half of 
the tax bill then taxes could be cut,’ ’ 
McMorries said. ‘ ‘A raise could come 
in taxes on items not taxed before.’’

McMorries defined Senate ill 621 as 
an act setting up a central appraisal 
concept. The municipalities and taxing 
districts would elect five members to sit 
on a board of directors.

All municipalities are required to 
appraise property by 1982, he said, but 
the county, which had the option of 
waiting, chose to come into the district 
now and thereby save thousands of 
dollars in costs.

-r> McMorries concluded his remarks by 
noting that appraisers would begin work 
in the county within 10 days.

grain quality excellent
Record-making grain harvest in the 

South Plains resulted in more official 
inspections to move grain to export, 
according to a U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) report released this 
week.

Up through November 1979, private 
firms designated by USDA’s Federal 
Grain Inspection Service (FGIS) to 
perform official inspections in the South 
Plains provided 49,061 inspections for 
grain producers and the industry.

"Quality of South Plains grain has 
been excellent this year,’’ said Jerry 
Cotter, DalHs region director for FGIS, 
whose responsibilities spread through­
out Texas, Arkansas, New Mexico and 
Oklahoma.

“ Our three designated agencies ser­
ving areas around Lubbock. Plainview 
and Farwell have performed around 
12,600 wheat and 11,500 protein inspec­
tions," Cotter siad.

Because grain commodities have 
their intrinsic qualities precisely identi­
fied according to official U.S. grade 
standards, much of the transfer of grain 
ownership takes place merely on paper, 
between grain brokers and foreign 
buyers, who bargain according to 
grade, protein content of wheat, and 
other special factors, said Cotter.

Since quality helps determine price, 
knowing the grade provides a farmer 
incentive to improve quality and a tool 
to compare marketing advantages. Few 
farmers realize this service is available, 
said Cotter.

Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., Lub­
bock, December 29 took advantage of 
the House Cotton Subcommittee hear­
ing held in Lubbock to contine hammer 
ing away at Congress on the organiza­
tion's cal! for substantial improvements 
in the government cotton program for 
1980.

The PCG statement was presented 
by President Joe U. Unfred of New 
Home.

Noting that a 1978 amendment to the 
original loan formula in the Agriculture 
Act of 1977 has forced the 1980 loan 
level to be announced at 48 cents per 
pound, down from 50.23 cents in 1OT9, 
Unfred stated “Our costs are literally 
going up by leaps and bounds and for 
the loan to go down under these 
conditions is nothing less than ridicu­
lous."

It has been difficult to get Adminis­
tration support for a change in the law 
to even maintain the current loan level, 
he went on, “and that makes it doubly 
important that this Committee exert 
its full influence to override any and all 
objections to new legislation permit­
ting the higher loan that we despera­
tely need if we are to continue 
producing for U.S. and world markets.”

PCG’s position on the expiring 
disaster program is simple, Unfred 
said: "The disaster program must be 
extended until some other form of 
protection is fully available to produ­
cers and proven effective.” Explaining, 
he stated “It is inconceivable that the 
improved, expanded Federal Crop

Insurance the Administration wants 
can be authorized by Congress, deve­
loped and made effective before 1982.

“That means, gentlemen, assuming 
normal weather patterns, that if the 
disaster program is not extended for 
1980 and 1981 there will be hundreds of 
us who will not survive as farmers to 
benefit from any subsitute program 
devised for 1982."

The PCG Board also has voted 
unanimously to ask USDA for a 15 
percent voluntary diversion program, 
with payments to producers sufficient 
to attract their participation and 
achieve a reasonable reduction in 
cotton acreage for the coming year.

Calling attention to the prospect for 
a sizable increase in the cotton carry­
over on August 1,1980, Unfred told the 
Committee “If we are not to see 
another increase in carryover the 
following year, we believe it necessary 
that the farm program provide produ­
cers with an incentive to reduce 
planted acreage in 1980.”

Summing up all of his comments 
Unfred stated “...the future of cotton 
production in this area and across the 
U.S. Cotton Belt will be much brighter 
if you will join us in efforts to secure a 
higher loan, higher target price, an 
extension of the disaster program at 
least through 1981, a voluntary paid 
diversion program for 1980, an im­
proved climate for cotton exports, and 
the continuation of an effective cotton 
research and market development 
program.”

President Carter based his authority 
for issuing this order on the Power- 
plant and Industrial Fuel Use Act, 
which was signed into iaw on Novem­
ber 9,1978. That act lists the following 
as its intended purposes in Section 102
(b):

(1) To reduce the importation of 
petroleum and increase the Nation’s 
capability to use indigenous energy 
resources of the United States to the 
extent such reduction and use further 
the goal of national energy self-suffici­
ency and otherwise are in the best 
interests of the United States;

(2) To conserve natural gas and 
petroleum for uses, other than electric 
utility or other industrial or commer­
cial generation of steam or electricity, 
for which there are no feasible orare
alternative fuels or raw material 
substitutes;

(3) To encourage and foster the 
greater use of coal and other alternate 
fuels, in lieu of natural gas and 
oetroleum, as a primary energy source;

(4) To the extent permitted by this 
Act, to encourage the use of synthetic 
gas derived from coal or alternate 
fuels;

(5) To encourage the rehabilitation 
and upgrading of railroad service and 
equipment necessary to transport coal 
to regions or States which can use coal 
in greater quantities;

(6) To prohibit, or as appropriate, 
minimize the use of natural gas and 
petroleum as a primary energy source 
and to conserve such gas and petro­
leum for the benefit of present and 
future generations;

(7) To encourage the modernization 
or replacement of existing and new 
electric powerplants and major fuel­
ing installations which utilize natural 
gas or petroleum as a primary energy 
source and which cannot utilize coal or 
other alternate fuels where to do so 
furthers the conservation of natural 
gas and petroleum;

(8) To require that ex/sting and new 
electric powerplants and major fuel­
burning installations which utilize na­
tural gas, petroleum or coal or other 
alternate fuels pursiiant to th is'A ct 
comply with applicajnle environmental 
requirements;

(9) To insure that all Federal 
agencies utilize >(heir authorities fully 
in furtherance of the purposes of this 
Act by carrying our programs designed 
to prohibit or discourage the use of 
natural gas and petroleum as a primary 
energy source and by t.aking such 
actions as lie within their authorities to 
maximize the efficient use of energy 
and conserve natural gas and petro­
leum in programs funded or carried out 
by such agencies;

(10) To tnaare that adequate supplies 
of natural gas are available for essen-

** (111 To reduce the vulnerability of 
the United States to energy supply 
interruptions; and

(12) To regulate interstate com­
merce. . . „

Executive orders are issued by 
Presidents for various reasons, but 
primarily to implement Congressional 
legislation. For an order to be effective, 
the President should invoke the statu­
tory delegation of power to him within 
the text of the order, and he must abide 
by unequivocal standards that the 
legislature has set down.

Sections 403 (b) (1) (A) and (B) of the 
1978 act specifically list the Congres­
sional standards for Executive Order 
12185:

“In order to implement the purposes 
of this Act, the President shall, not 
later than 30 diys after the effective 
date of this Act, issue an order 
requiring each Federal agency which is 
authorized to extend Federal assist­
ance by way of grant, loan, contract, or 
other form of financial assistance to 
promptly effectuate the purposes of 
this Act relating to the conservation of 
petroleum and natural gas, by rule, in 
such contracting or assistance activi­
ties within 180 days after issuance of 
such order and setting forth proce­
dures, sanctions, penalties, and such 
other provisions as the President 
determines necessary to carry out such 
requirement effectively, including a 
requirement that each agency annually 
transmit to the President, and make 
available to the public, a report on the 
actions taken and to be taken to 
implement such order”.

The "effective date” of the Power- 
plant and Industrial Fuel Use Act of 
1978 is defined in Section 901 as 180 
days after its approval, or May 8,1979. 
Therefore, President Carter missed 
the deadline prescribed above for 
issuing his Executive Order, which was 
"not later than 30 days after the 
effective date of this Act”, or June 7, 
1979. Past precedents, however, indi­
cate that Executive Order 12185 might 
still be legal, in that it carries out a 
Congressional purpose, and in that 
Congress has no constitutional author­
ity to force a President to issue an 
Executive Order within certain time 
limits. So there i  ̂some doubt about the 
Executive Order being law, but if it is, 
it is very sweeping. It covers every 
federal agency, with only four excep­
tions which are listed in Section 103 (a) 
(25): namely, the Congp'ess; the courts 
of the U nited States; the governments 
of the territories or possessions of the 
United States; and the government of 
the District of Columbia.

In particular, there is no doubt that 
the Department of Agriculture must 
produce specific rules tying the receipt
