Floyd County students
to participate in basic

assessment program

Al fifth and ninth grade
students from the Lockney
and Floydada Independent
School Districts will partici-
pate in the first Texas Asse-
ssment of Basic Skills test
program scheduled for
February 1980.

The assessment plan, first
of its kind in this state, will
be scheduled once each year
under requirements set by
the Texas Legislature during
its 1979 regular sessica.

The Lockney and Floydada
ISD students will be among
500,000 expected to take the
reading, writing composi-
tion, and mathematics tests
during the February 25-
March 12 statewide testing
pericd. Each of the tests will
require a maximum of 40 to
60 minutes to complete.

The Lockney and Floydada
ISD will report their district
and campus aggregate
scores to the public at a May
or June meeting of the board
of trustees, according to W.
H. Hallmark and Jerry
Cannon, superintendents.
However, individual student
scores will be reported only
to the student, parents or
guardian and the school per-
sonnel directly involved.

This testing program is
designed to help the student
and the school improve
achievement. For this rea-
son, results will be reported
in a manner that will help
everyone become more ef-
fective.

Third-grade students will
be added to the annual
sequence during the 1980-81
school year, according to
plans announced by the
Texas Education Agency.
The three tests will make lip
an annual assessment effort
designed to help both state
and local school officials
improve their services.

Overall student perfor-
mance, both by campus and
by district, will be reported
each year to the public by the
local board of trustees.

The
one-inch of dead air space
acts as insulation, Be sure
the shade ‘‘filis’’ the win_dow
space as much as possible,
leaving only the narrowest
margin possible between the
shade and the window frame.

For big energy savings
during the winter, keep
shades down during the cold-
est hours of the day—early
morning, evenings and
nights—to keep indoor heat
locked inside the home.
Raise the shades during the
warmest parts of the day and
let the sun's heat help warm
the house.

For the biggest energy
savings in the summer, pull
shades down during hot,
sunny parts of the day. That
will deflect the sun's hot rays
and keep their heat from
building up inside the
house—and that will save
home-cooling energy. Raise
the shades during early
morning, evenings and
nights—to allow cooler air
inside and reduce the need
for air conditioning.
