Always clean the surface 
of chopping boards, butcher 
blocks and other wooden 
cutting surfaces with a hot, 
sudsy cloth —  or keep the 
surface wet 5-15 minutes 
with a bleach and water 
solution.

Periodically, stains and 
scratches may need sanding 
with find sandpaper.

Wash the surface thor­
oughly after sanding. When 
dry, rub the board with clear

mineral oil, let stand a few 
hours, then wipe o ff excess 
oil. For new wooden sur­
faces. the wash-and-oil treat­
ment serves a.s a condition­
ing step before using the 
surface. Wooden spoons also 
may require occasional care, 
including sanding, washing 
and rubbing with oil.

CANNED FOODS ARE 

SAFE TO EAT
Now that you’ re using 

those home-grown vegeta­
bles th.vt you canned so 
carefully last fall, you’ll want 
to continue to follow precau­
tionary measures to prevent 
their contamination by 
bacteria.

Before you even taste 
home-canned vegetables— or 
home-canned meats or poul­
try— boil them carefu lly. 
Bring them to a rolling— 
seething— boil, then cover 
the pan and continue boiling 
10 minutes before tasting.

Also examine and smell 
canned foods for spoilage. 
Never taste or eat canned 
foods taken from jars or cans 
that show damage such as 
cracks or loose or bulging 
lids. Never taste foods ^ m  
cans that spurted liquid 
when opened or that give o ff 
abnormal odors.

Heating food genera lly  
makes any spoilage more 
evident. If, during heating, 
any food appears spoiled or 
has an o ff odor, dispose o f it 
out o f reach of humans, pets 
or livestock.

Each year, more than 2 
million people in the United 
States suffer ill effects from 
foodborne bacteria.

Fortunately, relatively few 
people in this country are 
exposed to the most deadly 
foodborne disease we know 
about —  botulism —  which 
results from a toxin produced 
by bacteria called Gostri- 
dium botulinum.

Once called "sau sage  
p o ison in g " in Germany, 
botulism is dangerous. Ac­
cording to the USDA, in the 
United States in this century, 
for every 100 persons found 
to have ingested the botulism 
toxin, 56 have died. Since 
1925, about 700 Americans 
have died as a result of 
eating botulism-contamina­
ted foods canned or other­
wise processed at home.

By contrast, fewer than a 
dozen botulism deaths have 
implicated foods processed 
by commercial manufactu­
rers during that same period.

Most botulism poisoning 
in this country has been 
associated with improperly 
processed home-canned, 
low-acid foods such as vege­
tables and meats.

Oxygen prevents botulism 
cells from growing, and 
sometimes it kills cells. But 
just under the surface of 
foods exposed to oxygen, 
anaerobic or oxygen -free  
conditions may exist, and 
when temperatures there are 
favorable, the cells can vege­
tate and produce their poi­
son. Anaerobic conditions 
also are found inside jars or 
cans, in vacuum packages or 
under a layer o f grease.

After a person eats botu­
lism toxin, botulism symp­
toms may occur within a few 
hours or as long as 6 or 8 
days later. Severity o f illness 
may vary with the amount of
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^ ’ *ffectskin:

AIR CONDITIONING AND 
STEAM H EAT —  dry the 
skin. To combat them, use 
m oisturizers and hum idi­
fiers.

COLD —  shocks the skin. 
Avoid extremes o f water 
temperatures when washing. 
Use moisturizers and skin 
protectors.

HEAT AND POLLUTION 
—  generally make the skin 
d irtier since persp iration  
does not evaporate so read­
ily. Geanse your skin often.

SUN —  ages and spots the 
skin. Use appropriate sun­
screening products.

W IND —  bums and chaps 
the skin. Use skin protectors 
and moisturizers. Finally, re­
member to add exercise to 
your basic skin-care routine. 
Exercise helps skin stay 
youthful.

food eaten. People reported­
ly have died after tasting 
only a piece o f bean pod or 
asparagus. Human suscepti­
bility to the toxin varies.

Early signs o f botulism 
poisoning may be nausea, 
blurred vision, vomiting, ab­
dominal cramps and diarr­
hea. Other symptoms include 
fatigue, weakness and dizzi­
ness. The toxin paralyzes 
muscles by blocking certain 
nerve junctions. Paralysis 
usually starts with the eyes 
and face, then moves down 
to the throat, chest, arms and 
legs. I f  enough poison gets 
into the blood, the dia­
phragm and chest becomes 
paralyzed and the whole 
system suffocates unless 
proper medical treatment 
has begun.

Food poisoning caused by 
other bacteria such as Sta­
phylococcus aureus or sal­
monella— the generic term 
for about 1,600 related types 
of bacteria— sometimes is 
confused with botulism. But 
botulism generally is distin­
guished from them by its 
effects on the nervous sys­
tem. Botulism toxin usually 
shows up in a patient's blood

sample, providing the most 
effective means o f diagnosis.

Preventing botulism in 
home canning is based on a 
few basic rules.

First, remember that botu­
linum spores— which survive 
when boiling— can’t germi­
nate in high-acid canned 
foods such as sauerkraut or 
fruit juices, highly salted 
items such as certain hams, 
or sugary foods such as jams 
or jelly.

However, this is not the 
case for low-acid foods such 
as green beans, com, spi­
nach or asparagus in which 
the botulism spores must be 
destroyed by u s i n g  a 
steam-pressure canner with 
at least 12 pounds o f pres­
sure— 240 degrees F.— for 
an appropriate u.ne. No 
other way is safe.

Instructions on ’ ’ appropri­
ate time”  needed for pres­
sure canning— which varies 
with different foods— gene­
rally come with new canning 
equipment bought at stores, 
but they also may be ob­
tained from the Royd County 
Extension Office. Most can­
ning publications call for 10 
lbs. pressure, but it should 
be noted that this recom­
mendation is for aea level 
and mast be Increaaed to 12 
lbs. for adequate processing 
at our altitude.

Foods low in acid, hence 
botulism susceptible, in ad­
dition to the above-men­
tioned, include meats, poul­
try, fish and all vegetables 
other than tomatoes. Prop­
erly fermented or pickled 
foc^s usually contain enough 
acid to prevent the growth of 
the botulinum bacteria.

It’ s only when botulism 
spores are contained in low-

acid foods with no oxygen 
and stored above refrigerator 
temperatures that they grow 
and produce their deadly 
toxin.

26 Local Youth To Participate In Houston Livestock Show

20 4-H members from Ployd County 
and 6 FFA members from Floyd ada will 
be participating in the 1980 Houston 
Livestock Show and Rodeo, February 
20-March 2. With more than 27,000 
expected livestock entries, the Houston 
Show will once again be the largest in 
the world. ‘

For junior exhibitors throughout the 
state, the Houston Show is the 
culmination o f a year's hard work of 
preparing their animals for the toughest 
of show ring competition.

li is hard work that often pays off: 
open show and junior exhibitors will vie 
for more than a half a million dollars in 
prize monies and premium auction 
prices about market value.

From a spectator’s point of view, the 
young exhibitors are center-stage in a 
two-week entravaganza that begins 
when Houston, the fastest growing city 
in the nation, takes a step backwards in 
time and brings a bit o f western 
heritage to its busy streets.

Horses, buckboards and 
stagecoaches take to the concrete and 
businessmen don western hats and 
boots to welcome the largest civic event 
in the history of this bustling oil and 
space flight capital.

More than 6,000 trailriders 
journeying as far as 386 miles will join 
city officials and bands as the annual 
rodeo parade winds through the 
canyons of downtown streets at 9:15 
a.m. on Friday, February 22.

Following the parade, the action 
moves farther out Main Street to the 
Astrodome and the adjoining Livestock 
Exposition Facilities where the rodeo 
opens with a matinee performance in 
the Astrodome at 2 p.m.

The livestock show begins earlier in 
the week with open competition on 
Feburary 20. Professional breeders and 
ranch owners from some 35 states will 
bring in the best in breeding stock to 
compete in breeding beef, dairy, swine, 
poultry, sheep. Angora goat and rabbit 

. shows.
The Houston Show is a showcase of 

livestock industry and cattlemen from 
Europe, Mexico, Central and South 
America plan to attend the open show to 
get a look at the best in stock. Last year, 
hundreds of international visitors from 
28 countries registered with show 
officials and the number expected for 
1980 International Days, February 20- 
24, is expected to be even larger.

Horse show activities will fill the 4.3 
acre Abercrombie Arena, adjacent to 
the livestock exposition building 
(Astrohall). With 2,630 horses entered 
in the nine shows, the horse show must 
run for 16 days beginning on February 
16, in order to accomodate all classes. In 
addition, the fourth annual horse 
judging contest is expecting 696 
rontestants for competition on February

Junior show exhibitors take over the 
22.3 acre livestock exposition facility for 
the second week of the livestock show, 
with judging beginning on February 28. 
Each exhibitor knows he is up against 
the best in livestock, with much riding 
on the decision o f the most experienced 
livestock judges in the nation.

COTTON TALKS
fKOM fVilMS COTION WtOW««,tNC.

According the Donald Johnson, Executive Vice 
President of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., Lubbock, it 
now appears virtually certain that the six-year-old 
disaster program which expired with the 1979 crop 
year will be extended through 1981.

The House in Washington February 13 on a vote of 
202 to 140 approved a two-year extension as part of a 
bill establishing a new and expanded all-risk Federal 
Crop Insurance program. The Senate passed a similar 
measure late last year and the issue now goes to a 
House-Senate Conference Committee for resolution of 
differences.

The disaster extension parts of the two bills are 
almost identical, notes Johnson, "so we don’t an­
ticipate any serious problem getting the bill out of con­
ference or back through both houses.”

The only major difference in the bills relates to the 
Federal Crop Insurance program. The House measure 
gives producers the option to secure private hail and 
fire insurance in return for a 25 percent credit on 
federal premiums for other coverage. The Senate bill 
has no such provision.

Details on the insurance program won’t be available 
until sometime after the final measure becomes law. 
Nor is it now clear when all fanners will have access to 
the new insurance.

"But it doesn’t seem reasonable to expect that 
federal crop insurance in 1980 will be much if any dif­
ferent from that available in 1979,” Johnson says. 
Meanwhile producers will have the disaster program in 
1980 and will have the option to either retain that pro­
tection or take federal crop insurance in 1981.

The next action on a disaster program extension will 
come February 19 when House and Senate conferees 
meet on legislation raising target prices for wheat and 
f ^  grains. Besides target price provisions, the Senate 
bill to be discussed also provides a one-year extension 
of the disaster program with a payment limitation of 
$50,000 per producer.

It is possible but by no means assured. Washington 
sources say, that the target price conferees will now 
agree to drop all mention of the disaster program from 
that bill.

Disaster protection was first written into the 
Agriculture Act of 1973 and was extended for the first

two years of the four-year 1977 farm law, expiring with 
the 1979 crop year.

Fanners in the 25-county High Plains territory 
represented by PCG, where the disaster program was 
concaved. coUected over $273 million in benefits under 
the disaster program for the five-year period 1974 
t h ^ g h  19'78. Final disaster payment figures are not 
yet a v ^ b l e  on the 1979 crop but are expected to 
bring the six-year total to over $300 million.

Section 1002 of the Food and Agricul­
ture Act o f 1977 entitled ” American 
Agriculture Protection Program re­

of short supply. The loan level is to stay 
at 90% of parity as long as the 
commodity is suspended from export 
sales.

The President’s decision to suspend 
sales o f commodities to Russia was not 
based on short supply. It was based on 
the national security and foreign policy 
provisions of the Export Administration 
Act o f 1979.

RUSSIAN FERTILIZER TRADE
President Carter has temporarily 

restricted the imports of anhydrous 
ammonia from the Soviet Union to a one 
year quota of a million tons. The 
imports totalled about 900 thousand 
tons last year, officials said, but might 
have increased to 1.2 million to 1.4 
million tons this year without the quota. 
Last year’ s imports were valued at 
about one hundred million dollars.

The Carter administration is currently 
considering cutting o ff phosphorus ex­
ports to the Soviet Union totalling about 
60 million dollars a year.

Russian export-import of fertilizer is 
due to an agreement made several years 
ago between Occidental Petroleum Cor­
poration o f Los Angeles and the Soviet 
Union. The Soviet Union would export 
anhydrous ammonia and import phos­
phorus.

A check with the U.S. State Depart­
ment reveals that a commission will be 
created to review exports of products to 
Russia to determine if they should 
continue. A decision on the phosphorus 
exports to Russia or other products 
could come at any time, but it will 
probably be four to six weeks before 
decisions will be made on what items 
can continue to be exported to Russia, if 
any.
