One reason he gave was 
the 4,000 plus deaths which occurred on 
Texas streets and highways last year. 
He said, “ The thought o f over 20,000 
accidents and over 1,000 deaths involv­
ing speeding over the limit last year 
should be cause for every Texas 
motorist to slow down and observe the 
speed limit.”

He added. “ Another reason, in 
addition to saving the lives of many 
Texans, is that many disabling injuries 
can be prevented. Also, achieving a 
greater compliance will have a benefi­
cial effect on gasoline conservation.”

The Federal Surface Transportation 
Act of 1978 established national levels 
of compliance that each state must meet 
or face sanctions. For instance, had we 
not met 30 percent compliance with the 
55 mph speed limit by September of 
1979 Texas could have lost 8 million 
dollars. By September of 1980 40 
percent of Texas drivers must be in 
compliance or we will be subject to 
similar sanctions.

Major Bell said. “ We hope that by 
providing this special effort we can save 
precious lives, conserve fuel and comply 
with the 40 percent mandate.

THEN: .Since the early 
days o f tolavision, the na­
tion’s hearing-impaired pop­
ulation could see programs 
on the screen, but they 
couldn’t understand what 
was being said.

BEFORE BUYING 
CLOTHES DRYER 

Shopping for a new clothes 
dryer— wonder if it should be 
gas or electric? Make ener­
gy-conscious decisions when 
shopping for a new clothes 
dryer. First, check out in­
stallation requirements. 
Electric models will require 
a 120/240 volt, 3-wire A-C 
circuit o f 30-AMP capacity. 
Gas models usually require a 
three-eighth or one-half inch 
gas supply line, but you will 
want to check the manufact­
urer’ s instructions and local 
plulmbing code. Gas models 
need a properly grounded 
120-volt A-C, 15-AMP cir­
cuit. Before buying a dryer, 
determine the cost of provid­
ing the proper electrical and 
gas installation if the home is 
not already equipped to use a 
clothes dryer. If the home is 
equipped for either a gas or 
an electric dryer, then a gas 
dryer will probably cost less 
to run. If energy in your area 
costs the nation’ s typical 
rates, then an electric dryer 
will cost about four times 
more to operate than a gas 
model. This cost is based on 
the U.S. Department of 
Energy’ s estimate that 416 
wash loads per year is typi­
cal. If this is the case, a 
yea r ’ s worth o f  laundry 
would cost about S40 to dry 
in an electric dryer and only 
about S ll in a gas dryer. 
However, the initial cost of 
gas dryers is generally high­
er than a comparable electri­
cal model made by the same 
manufacturer— but the extra 
cost of buying a gas machine 
would be made up in about 
one year in the above exam­
ple. If energy rates in your 
area are different from the 
national average, there’s still 
a way to figure your gas or 
electricity costs. It’ s really 
not so hard to figure, either. 
First remember that gas is 
measured by therms— or by 
cubic feet. If gas is measured 
by cubic feet in your area, 
simply divide the cost of 
1,(XX) cubic feet by 10. and 
that will give you the cost per 
therm. Electricity on the 
other hand, is measured by 
kilowatt hours. So you’ ll be 
comparing therms o f gas 
with kilowatt hours. Now 
here’ s the rule o f thumb for 
comparing costs: a gas dryer 
will cost as much to operate 
as an electric dryer when the 
cost per therm o f gas is about 
25 times the cost per kilowatt 
hour of electricity....if the 
cost per therm of gas is less 
than 25 times the cost per 
kilowatt hour of el»-ctricity,
then gas will be cheaper__ if
the cost per therm of gas is 
more than 25 times the cost 
per kilowatt hour, then elec­
tricity will be cheaper. If all 
o f this still sounds a little 
complicated, just remember, 
the more energy-smart we 
become, the more comfort­
able we’ll feel about making 
some of these comparisons.

Modern paint and varnish 
rem overs, when applied 
correctly, will soften even 
four or five layers o f old 
paint or varnish. A  rinsable 
remover loosens the old 
finish quickly and can be 
cleaned o ff with little effort.

If possible, keep surface 
on wnich you are working 
horizontal. Lay on a thick 
coating of remover with 
brush, making lust one 
swipe. Let sit about five 
minutes. If surface then 
looks dull, apply second 
layer o f remover. Repeat 
a p p l i c a t i o n s ,  l e t t in g  
remover sit between each 
application, until surface no 
longer dulls but retains a 
wet look.

Scrape o ff bulk o f old 
finish with a putty knife, 
scraper, or oth er dull 
straight edge. Wear rubber 
gloves to protect your 
hands. Steel wool holds just 
the right amount o f water to 
complete the job . and it 
gives the n e^ ed  gentle 
abrasion. When all the old 
finish is off, rinse the piece 
with water and wipe with a 
clean cloth. Let it dry out 
completely before sanding.

Electric Energy Research And Development
The E lectric  P o w e r  

Research Institute (EPRI) 
has authorized a key project 
t o  d e v e lo p  and test a 
multiple-function meter for 
measuring electricity used at 
customers’ premises. This 
electronic meter iŝ a poten­
tial replacement for the con­
ventional induction watt- 
hour m eter p r e s e n t ly  
installed  in m illion s  o f  
h o m e s  a n d  businesses 
throughout the country.

The so-called smart meter 
will contain programmable 
logic that will help utilities 
to control electricity loads 
automatically. Among other 
functions, the meter will 
measure how much energy 
is used per hour, how many 
hours it was used and at 
what time o f  day, and the 
total energy consumption.

In fossil fuel research, 
EPRI authorized nearly $6 
million to design and con­
struct the nation’s first 
facility to test new coal­

cleaning technologies. The 
facility will allow testing 
o f  many d iffe re n t fully 
integrated coal-cleaning 
processes with relative ease.

A new federal program to 
give tax breaks to employers 
is expected to provide addi­
tional job opportunity for 
thousands of Texas Vietnam

The program is sponsored 
by the Department of Labor 
and the Internal Revenue 
Service and is supported by 
the Veterans Administration 
through its regional offices, 
according to Jack Coker, 
Director of the Waco VA 
Regional Office.

The program offers em­
ployers a “ targeted jobs”  tax 
credit for hiring individuals 
from seven groups the gov­
ernment is seeking to help, 
Coker explained. The credit 
can amount to 50 percent of 
the first $6,000 in qualified 
wages paid employees dur­
ing their first year on the job 
and 25 percent o f the first 
$6,000 paid the second year.

Tax credit is based gene­
rally on wages paid to qujdi^ 
fied employees first Mred 
after September 26, 197^ 
and earned between 
1, 1979, and December J i.

Applicants who qualify for 
the tax credit program are 
given a voucher that explains 
to prospective employers the 
individual’ s eligibility for 
certification if hired before a 
certain date. To receive certi­
fication, the employer com­
pletes the declaration on the 
voucher and returns it to the 
local Department of Labor 
Jobs Service Office.

Individuals who believe 
they can qualify for the 
program are urged to contMt 
local state employment offi­
ces. Veterans may also re­
ceive assistance from VA 
regional offices in determin­
ing eligibility.

Regional office staffs are 
working with on -the-job  
training and apprencticeship 
employers as potential pro­
gram users.

Operation Lifesaver Has Reduced 

Accidents At Railroad Crossings
The number of car-train 

accident deaths in Texas 
dropped from %  in 1978 to 69 
in 1979.

Operation Lifesaver, a 
program promoted by the 
Railroad Section of Texas 
Safety Association to help 
reduce accidents at railroad 
grade crossings, assisted in 
reducing this fatality figure 
by nearly 30 percent.

With the aid of television 
program s, news articles, 
films, bumper stickers, bro­
chures and workshops, the 
“ m essage’ ’ o f Operation 
Lifesaver—observance c f all 
grade crossing signs— was 
spread to well over 36,000 
Texans last year.

Statistics illustrate the 
importance and validity of 
this Qperation Lifesaver 
message.

Although all of the 14,700 
grade crossings in Texas are 
marked by at least one 
“ Lifesaver”  sign—the octa­
gonal stop sign, the X- 
shaped crossbuck, the yellow 
and black advance warning 
sign, flashing lights, bells 
and/or automatic gates—one 

of all grade crossing 
collisions are a result of 
drivers violating mechanical 
crossing protection indica­
tors.

“ The greatest killer at 
crossings is a habit pattern 
slowly developed over a pe­
r i^  of time by drivers who 
fail to slow down and look for 
trains, Jim McGee, super­
visor of Accident Records for

the Texas Department of 
Public Safety, said. “ In fact, 
nearly all car-train accidents 
occur within a 25-mile radius 
o f the driver’ s home.”

Because a motorist crosses 
the same railroad track seve­
ral times a day without ever 
seeing a train, he or she is 
conditioned to a secure feel­
ing that train will not be 
there the next time, and his 
or her vigilance is relaxed, 
McGee explained.

“ The best safeguard for 
motorists is to slow down 
when approaching a railroad 
warning sign,”  he added.

Other forms of prevention 
suggested by the DPS and 
Operation Lifesaver are 
awareness of these common 
causes of crossing accidents:

• Motorists races train to 
crossing.

• Motorist overdrives his 
or her headlights.

• Motorist stops or stalls 
on tracks.

• Motorist fails to look 
both ways after train clears 
track.

Texas Safety Association 
urges all motorists to consi­
der these instances when 
nearing grade crossings and 
to obey all black and gold 
warning signs.

“ There will be a need for 
the Operation Lifesaver pro­
gram until every Texas 
motorist approaches cross­
ings with a healthy respect, 
obeys the rules, and deaths 
and injuries drop to zero,”  
Tom M urphy, Operation 
Lifesaver chairman, said.
