CiEuence McCandless 

describes himself by say­
ing, " I  have been a mira­
cle from the time I came 
into this worid.”  Hiis 
short description covers 
his eariy life in Oklahoma 
and later life in pioneer 
Texas, but special 
reference to two accidents 
he miraculously survived 
after he came to Lockney 
in 1940.

As a child in Oklahoma 
he, along with his bro­
thers andf sisters, attend­
ed a two-room school 
where clEisses were given 
permission to run outside 
to see their first two-wing 
Eurplane. Here, he and his 
brothers and sisters were

brothers and sisters were 
walked home the mile 
from school days when the 
snow WEIS blizzardy, since 
ClEmence was the young­
est he went home piggy­
back across his father’ s
shoulders.

It WEIS the custom the 
lEist day of school for the 
teacher to lead in prayer 
and for the school to sing, 
“ God be with you ’ til we 
meet again.”  Hiat fur­
nished a lasting imprels- 
sion. One day the M c­
Candless DEuents and Edl 
six c h i l d r e n  were 
"cram m ed’ ’ into a Model 
T  Ford and headed for 
Texas. After three da3rs, 
they came to their new 
home at Old Elmma but 
not before pulling rain- 
soaked roads Edl the way. 
Numerous times every­
body got out and push^  
the Ford out of the mud. 
H ie first time to stick on 
that trip weis in an Okla­
homa river not fEU" from 
where they had been liv­
ing.

H iev leEUTied soon after
their airival at their new 
home that Old Eknma was 
one of the oldest to wns on 
the REiins. Hie town was 
settled before there was a 
ReiUs or Crosbyton. Locatr 
ed with its grocery store, 
blacksmith shop, school, 
and three churches, it 
welcomed the newcomers. 
It WEIS about 4 miles from 
where ReiUs is now.

It wasn’ t long, though, 
before people “ just 
moved a w a / ’ and by 
about 1929 or ’ 30, Old 
Emma weis no more. Hie

school that housed stu­
dents for 2 men smd 3 
women teachers closed its 
doors.

During those years, the 
McCandless family lived, 
farmed cotton and held 
their own during a devEis- 
tating depression. The 
family had grown to have 
7 children. Hiere weis 
little time' for school. A 
Ieuw family hEid to be fed 
and cloth ^  from home 
produce.

Home-grown pork, 
skinned, butchered, 
cooked and “ put down”  
in lard, lasted 2 or 3 
weeks, then another was 
butchered. In the summer 
chickens furnished a vari­
ety.

“ Dad used mules. He 
said that boys would kiU a 
horse but that mules tEike 
CEÛ  of themselves. He 
farmed 480 acres, but had 
the bunch of us kids to 
tEike CEire of the woik. We 
always puUed cotton until 
late in me faU. Hiere weis 
no way to get out of work, 
I tr i^  everything but 
nothing w ork^. WeU, I 
never did play sick and 
that might nave helped.’ ’

“ W e grew un to be 
obedient. When dad 
caUed the third time, you 
better show up. He would 
say, ‘ Did you hear me?’ 
we had to say, ‘ Yes, Sir,’ 
We knew better than to 
leave the ‘ SiF off. Many 
times we were in the field 
before we could see what 
we were doing, and many 
time we stay^  so late at 
n i^ t, we couldn’ t see.

^ e  McCandless family 
owned and operated three 
rubboards and that many 
wash tubs. ClEu^nce was 
not exempt from rubbing 
clothes on those rub- 
boards and there were 
times he “ rubbed blisters 
on some knuckles”  help­
ing do the family wash.

^ e  family never 
thought o f using a doctor 
in sickness until one time 
ClEuvnce had a corn shuck 
stuck in his eye. H iey had 
home remedies, made 
their splints for broken 
bones and did the best 
they could. Hiere weis no 
money to pay a doctor. 
Besides, there were not 
many doctors.

When Qarence moved 
his own family to fEum just 
south of Loclmey in IMO. 
he brought with him a life 
time of cotton fEuming 
experience, like all other 
fEirmes o f the time, he

fEumed with machinery 
made for irrigated fields.

It WEIS on a bleak Dec­
ember 9th Ckrence weis 
stripping cotton on north- 
south rows with an Oliver 
cotton stripper. Hie wind 
was blowing “ about 15 
miles an hour.”

“ m  never forget that 
day! I remember detEiils 
lite it was yesterday. I 
had pulled out to the 
lower end of the field, I 
decided to kick some 
weeds out of the stripper. 
Hiat was when I got in it, 
and that is where I spent 
the rest of the w iole 
evening with my foot 
caught in the stripper.

“ When I kicked at the 
stripper, it just pabbed 
my right foot and took it 
on in, and broke the leg to 
pieces in the shin piut,’ ’ 
he remembers.

H ie stripper had some 
beaters on top the finger’ s 
of the machine. It was 
those beaters that caught 
him.

“ I first grabbed the 
tiling and held it for 30 
minutes, but it wasn’ t 
long until I rave out At 
this point I decided to 
talk to the Lord about it  
He told- me to stick the 
other foot in the stripper 
and lock it down which I 
did. i  kept it locked the 
rest o f the evening. Hie 
slip clutch just kept slip- 
pin. It never did grab any 
more.

“ I WEIS in there 7 hours. 
I got in about 3 o’ clock 
that afternoon. It was 
about 10:00 that night 
•when \Tu^ and Glen 
found me.
down to 22 d ep ee  tem­
perature when they found 
me. Hiat cold kept me 
from bleeding to death. I 
never lost consciousness 
during the whole time. I 
told them how to rat me 
ou t One of them lacked 
the machine up and the 
other one dragged me out 
while the machine was 
being backed. I was still 
bleeding some, but had 
already lost the blood I 
WEIS going to lose.”

Someone later Eisked 
ClEu^nce what he thought 
about during those hours.

“ Well, for the first 30 
minutes, I thought ot a loi 
of things, but for the next 
6Vz hours, the Lord was 
taking care of me, and I 
was just lying there wait 
ing for somebody to come 
gfet me. After He started 
taking care of me, I just

CEilmed down and let him 
handle it It weis not my 
ability that did it it wa the
ability that did it it weis 
the Lord’ s.

Weis it a constant six 
hours of prayer?

“ No, I talked to him off 
and on during the hours, 
but I knew he was toking 
care of me. I knew it the 
instant he started taking 
CEU« of me. How? Hiat 
WEIS when he told me to 
stick the other foot in the 
machine which I did and 
then CEilmed down.”

'  Clarence knows that 
had he not stuck his foot 
in the stripper to stop its 
movement his right leg 
would soon have been 
torn off.
“ Yes, the family weis eJI 

shook up when they found 
me. Too, I don’ t Imow of 
the people after that who 
said they saw that parked 
stripper and tractor stand­
ing there that afternoon 
and pEissed on by not 
knowing I weis caught in 
the stripper. He was sent 
to Lubbock Hospital from 
Lockney Hospital where 
the splinterd bone was 
replaced by a rod.

m ighbors gathered the 
rest of the cotton and 
prepimed land for another 
year. Hie first worit he did 
following the accident was 
to plant another crop of 
cotton next may 15th.

His second accident 
was when he was hauling 
men who were woridng for 
him.

It WEIS just outside Lock­
ney on a 2-lane road 
“ when a drunk came at 
me.”

“ I moved over, but we 
met head on. My knee 
was “ busted”  on the 
stripper-hurt leg. My 
chest was pushed in an 
unbelievable amount from 
the impact Hie drunk and 
I both went to the hospi­
tal.’ ’

H ie “ drunk”  was in the 
hospitEil a while and then 
in jail a while. He was 
releEised from jail on a

tiromise, that he would 
eave town. It weis found 

that he had been drining 
vanilla extract that Edter- 
noon.

ClEirence McCandless 
Eiays his miraculous es­
capes have given him 
calico to call himself “ a 
miracle m an." His cEilm- 
ness at such times, he 
quickly attributes to fEiith 
in God.

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Irrigation Infiltration Rates 
Differ With Soil Types

A poor field watering habit can be 
tough to break. But Hiiether you are 
overwatering or underwatering, 
you’ re pouring money down a hole 
if you haven’ t considered the rate at 
which your soil type will absorb and 
hold water.

Once you decide how much water 
to put into your soil it is time to 
reckon with infiltration rates, that 
is, the time in inches per hour, it 
takes water to move into your soil 
t j ^  and fill it to field capacity to a 
given depth. Once you determine 
your field’ s water nel^, you cannot 
^ t  dump on the water and expect 
it to stay m place until it has sof^ed 
in without losses to runoff, evapora­
tion or deep drainage. You can, 
however, apply irrigation water 
based on knowledge of your soil’ s 
intake rate and current field condi­
tions and have substantial control 
over your water resource.

Water enters the soil through 
pores, cracks, worm and decayed 
root holes, and cavities introduced 
by tillage. Water penetrates differ­
ent soils at different rates depiend- 
ing on their porosity and texture.- 
Changes in field conditions can also 
affect a soil’ s water intake rate, 
dramatically in some cases. And, as 
a general rule, soils in their native 
state have higher infiltration rates 
than they will after being cultivated 
for a number of years.

Surface sealing, soil compaction, 
cracking, tillage, crop rotation, 
chemidds, sediments, erosion, land 
leveling and even temperature will 
change water intake rates. For 
example, surface sealing or crusting 
will restrict water intake. It can be 
reduced with a mulch or other

permeable surface protective mate­
rial or by a light cultivation before 
irrigation, liirage can cause com­
paction and create a plowpan which 
impedes water movement. Subsoil­
ing helps to improve water flow, 
particularly if the soU has an 
impermeable sublayer that can be 
broken up.

Sprinkler irrigation is similar to 
rainfall because its water moves 
vertically into the soil. A  soil that 
surface seals under rainfall will 
likely also seal under a sprinkler ''n  
a bfu« or nevdy seeded field, 
reducing intake. In furrows, where 
water moved both vertically and 
laterally, the intake rate depends on 
the wettdi perimeter of the furrow, 
the larger the better.

Since so many factors affect water 
intake it is no surprise that rates 
vary widely among soils. Because 
several soil types can occur in the 
same field, intake characteristics of 
a given field will vary from place to 
place, from irrigation to irriration, 
from season to season, and from 
from one irrigation method to 
another. That means that the water 
intake rate o f a given soU will 
seldom be a constant number until 
the surface soil at least is gradually 
saturated.

There is however, a general 
intake rate guide prepared by the 
Lubbock area Soil Conservation 
Service which you can use to 
estimate intake rates for the time 
water will take to fill a certain depfii 
in a particular soil type.

SoUs with similar characteristics 
are gjrouped into “ intake families’ ’ 
according to the intake rate that 
most neariy represents its usual 
condition and infiltration speed. 
SoUs in the same intake family will

follow a similar water intake curve 
for a given water application 
method.

In the High Rains area, the most 
common soil types reside in three 
intake families as the chart illus­
trates.

The exceptions to this are the 
heavy clay soils such as the Pull­
mans and Lofton clay loam of this 
area which dry and crack. These 
cracks will intitially take water at a 
pretty fast rate for several hours or 
until they begin to swell. Eventually 
the cracks swell completely closed 
and cut off virtually all water intake. 
Because the heavier clays are so 
eratic, you cannot over irrigate 
them, but you can over apply water.

The best way to apply water to 
these soils is to set an irrigation 
time, normally a 12 to 18 hour set, 
let the soil take in all the water it 
will in that time and stop.

By following the intake guide the 
irrigator can control the amount of 
water that goes on his soil by 
varying the length of time water 
flows over the field. The relation­
ship between total intake and time 
helps to determine the speed with 
which the wetted front advances 
across the field and thus to a great 
degree controls the permissable 
leng^ of run for the greatest 
efficiency.

If you need information to identi­
fy the soil types in your field, the 

in cooperation with the Texas 
Agricultural Elxperiment Station, 
publishes a Soil Survey for each 
county in Texas. Your local county 
agent can help you find your soU 
type and match your irrigation 
design system to its intake charac­
teristics.

Water Development Board Chairman 
A L Black Steps Down Position

W illia m s ’ C h ild r e n  E le c te d  T o  
A m e r ic a n  A n g u s  A s s o c ia t io n

A. L  Black recently stepped away 
from his chairmanship o f the Texas 
Water Development Board as his 
six year term expired. He will 
continue to serve as Governor 
Clement’ s representative to the 
Sx-State High Plains Study Coun­
cil, however.

Black was appointed to the Water 
Board by Governor Dolph Briscoe in 
1974 and named its chairman in 
1976. He feels the most important 
Board action accomplished during 
his tenure as chairman was the 
merging in 1978 of Texas’ three 
state water agencies, the Water 
Quality Board, the Water Rights 
Commission, and the Water Deve­
lopment Board, into the Depart­
ment of Water Resources.

Black continues to be an expert 
representative to the Six-State High 
Plains Study Council vdiich is a kev 
project for Texans. It is c h a r ^  
with guiding a federal study to 
examine local, state and nationd 
impacts o f continued depletion of 
the natural resources (including 
water and en er^ ) in the Ogallala 
Aquifer re^on. Black has served on 
the Study Council since its organiza­
tion in 1 ^ 6  and served as its second 
chairman.

The Six-State Study may not be 
the answer, but it is the best tool 
teat the High Plains and the State of 
Texas have for analyzing and solv­
ing their water problems,”  says 
Black.

Water leaders will no doubt 
continue to confer on water prob­
lems with Black who is respected for

his long and formidable commit­
ment to water and soU conservation 
p rogra^ . “ He is also respected for 
practicing what he preaches,”  says 
HPW p nwnager, Wayne Wyatt. 
“ He is highly commendable as a 
community leader who’ s respected 
bemuse he not only promotes good 
soil and water conservation techni­
ques, but practices those techni­
ques in his own operations.”

Black has been widely honored 
with and for his long leadership in 
water posts. The Panhandle agfri- 
businessman began as a locally 
elected SoU and Water Conserva­
tion District supervisor in Parmer 
County, working his way through 
every office to two yeai-s as State 
Ptesident, and to service as a 
national Director of the Association 
of SoU and Water Conservation 
Districts.

Gasohol may be the tip of 
the iceberg. Blending 
ethanol with unleaded 
gasoline is only one of the 
ways ethanol can supplant 
petroleum usage. On that 
basis it replaces only ten 
percent of gasoline that 
would be used without 
ethanol. When used as the 
sole fuel in an engine, it 
replaces 100 percent of the 
gasoline that would have 
been used without it. When 
used as a dual-carbureted 
diesel fuel supplement it 
offsets diesel usage by 25 
to 50 percent. For many 
farmers, another advantage 
of burning straight ethanol 
may be that it can be 
considerably less ex­
pensive to produce. 
Ethanol burned alone can 
be hydrated (containing 
10% - 15% water) and 
therefore requires less 
expensive distillation than 
anhydrous (no water) 
ethanol which is required 
for mixing with gasoiine.
