ties were included in the 
reappraisal of Floyd 
County. The reappraisal 
has just been completed.

Filch of the taxing enti­
ties have set a tentative 
tax rate. The reason it is 
tentative is that the reap­
praisal figures are only 
tentative. Letters are be 
ing sent to taxpayers ad­
vising them of the ap­
praised value of their 
property, tax rate, and 
taxes due. This is not a tax 
bill. It is to give the 
property owner a chance 
to appeal the appraised 
value of his property if he 
feels it is rot correct The 
letters will give meeting 
times with representa­
tives of McMorries and 
Company, the appraisal 
company.

If a taxpayer is still not 
satisfied with the ap­

praised value of his pro­
perty he may meet with 
the Equalization Board.

After the meetings have 
been held, the taxes ad­
justed or not as the case 
may be, a final appraisal 
figure will be given to the 
entities and their tax rolls 
will be correct At that 
time a final tax rate will be

Desiccating Dryland Cotton May Pay This Year

of drjdandopening
Rains, brought

Premature 
cotton on the South 
about by the prolonged summer 
drouth, could cause significant los­
ses of seed cotton, an Extension 
cotton agronomist warns. As a 
result, it may pay growers this year 
to make prompt and proper use of 
harvest-aid chemicals on the crop, 
he said.

“ Most of the are;.’ s dryland 
cotton is opening rapidly because of 
the hot, dry weatner,”  said Dr. 
James R. Supak, area agronomist 
with the Texas Agricultural Ebcten- 
sion Service. “ Most of this is 
premature.”

“ When this happens, cottons 
tend to lose a lot of their inherent 
stormproof characteristics. TTiere is 
a danger that a lot of this cotton will 
fall out on the ground.

Because it still is far from the 
normal frost date for this area, 
which usually occurs between late 
October and eariy November, this 
year it appears it would pay 
producers to use harves^aid chemi­
cals, the cotton specialist said.

There are two types of harvest 
aid chemicals: defoliants and desic­
cants. TVue defoliants are relatively 
mild materials that act slowly and 
cause leaves to drop off. hi contrast, 
i^sifcants kill the entire plant 
•tpidly.

T m  sure that for much of the 
iiyland crop, with low yield poten- 
a.il, inanv glowers will seriously 
consider harvesting without desic­
cating,”  Supak said. This has been 
successfully done in the past when 

the bolls have matured under more 
normal climatic conditions, he said.

But with the drouth conditions 
this year ca’ ising premature open­
ing of bolls, excessive green plant 
content in the harvested cotton can 
reduce the ginning efficiency; stain 
the lint, thereby reducing the 
grade, and result in heating \riiich 
could further reduce seed quality, 
he cautioned.

“ The best advice we can give 
growers is to check with toeir 
ginners to see if they’ d be willing to 
gin cotton that hasn’ t been desic­
cated,”  Supak said.

Defoliants probably won’ t be of 
Tiuch value under current dryland 
conditions, he added.

Desiccants cleared for use in this 
area are arsenic acid. Paraquat and 

sodium chlorate.

open than does the majority of the 
field.

“ In some cases it may pay to 
desiccate the portion of a field that’ s 
ready, and leave the remainder for 
later,”  he said.

The agronomist suggested that 
initially, producers stay with the 
recommended rates for the desic­
cant they are using. But he also 
recommended that the growers do a 
little testing to find the chemicals 
and rates most effective for their 
particular fields.

Rains such as occurred last week 
will stimulate regrowth, especially 
in heavily drouth-stressed cotton, 
he cautioned.

Lower rates of desiccants that 
were doing a good job before the 
rains will probably be inadequate as 
the cotton begpns regrowth, Supak 
said.

Arsenic acid, at one to one-and-a- 
half quarts per acre, would be the 
best chemical to use in this case, he 
said. If using Paraquat, start at the 
suggested rate (one to two pints per 
acre) and be sure to add a 
surfactant, he said. “ If this rate 
does the job, you may want to try a 
lower rate to reduce e^qjense.”

Combinations of chemicals may 
also be used. He suggested a tank 
mix of arsenic acid (one to one-and- 
a-half quarts per acre) plus Acceler­
ate (one and-a-half pints), an addi­
tive to enhance the desiccant acti­
vity. Also, the tank mix of Paraquat 
(one-and-a-half pints per acre) plus 
Accelerate (one-and-a-half pints per 
acre) has been effective in some 
areas.

In rank cotton with heavy foliage.

coverage is essential for good 
desiccation, he said.

With ground applicators, use 
rigid drops on booms and increase 
spray volume, Supak advised. Use 
three nozzles per row if cotton is 
lower than 24 inches tall and five 
nozzles on taller cotton.

An alternative would be split 
applications of Paraquat (a half to

I one pint per acre) made seven days 
apart, or first apply a defoliant 
(such as Def-6 or Folex) plus 
Accelerate and follow that five to 
seven days later with Paraquat 
That removes top leaves and allows 
better spray coverage of remaining 
leaves.

If appl]^ng arsenic acid with a

K ind rig, he recommended a 
er gallonage of total spray be 

u s ^  (20 to 25 gallons per acre) and 
that only 20 to ̂  pounds per square 
inch of pressure be maintain^ to 
produce larger droplets.

With Paraquat he noted that 
spray volume could be reduced (10 
to 15 gallons per acre) and pressure 
be increased (40 pounds per square 
inch) to decrease droplet size.

Also, arsenic acid requires warm, 
sunny conditions for maximum ef­
fectiveness. whereas Paraquat is 
less sensitive to temperature and 
humidity.

“ With all chemicals, a^oid appli­
cation during windy conditions to 
reduce d rift”  Supak urged.

copy of the individual description of 
the lot Title transfer is at the time 
of official weight for ranch cattle 
and after the sale for delivered 
cattle.

With Cattlex, buyers still bid 
competitively and sellers still seek 
the highest possible price. How­
ever, the system expands the scope 
of trading and reduces transporta­
tion and stress through more direct 
movement Sellers have the advant­
age of more purchasers vkUe 
buyers have more lots of cattle from 
which to choose without scurrying 
over the countryside.

Sed”  from an overbooked 
ight or if your luggage is 

lost
The Civil Aeronautics 

Board says that passen­
gers involuntarily “ bum­
ped”  from overbooked 
flights are due denied 
boarding compensation of 
up to $200. And that 
compensation doubles if 
you cannot be rcbooked to 
arrive at your destination 
(if in the (Jnited States) 
within two hours of your 
original schedule.

A  new procedure allows 
ail lines to ask for volun­
teers to give up their 
reservations for a pay­
ment from the airline. The 
amount of this payment is 
negotiated, so you may 
want to accept less than 

another passenger to give 
up your seat, or you may 
want to hold out for more 
money. Those left behind 
after volunteers relin­
quish seats are due “ de­
nied boarding compensa­
tions.”

Knowing the right way 
to complain often gets 
results. If you cannot re­
solve the problem with the 
customer service repre­

sentative on the scene, 
send a typed, businesslike 
letter to the airline’ s con­
sumer office with a copy 
to the CAB.

In the letter, briefly 
detaU all specifics of the

incident, including reser­
vations held, flights taken 
and names of airline em- 
plyees concerned. Then 
state exactly what you 
want the airiine to do to 
settle the issue.

Barkers and Seagos Tour Europe
By Etotile Stansell

Innsbruck, is the capitol 
of Tyrol and has a popula­
tion of 140,000. u g h t 
himdred years ago in 1180 
a b r id ^  was built over the 
Inn River from the small 
Homan settlement of Wil- 
ten. Bruck, means bridge- 
so Innsbruck means 
bridge over the Inn River.

Maxmillbn I, built a 
hugh castle downtown 
and the streets, gates, old 
buildings, squares and ca­
thedrals surround the cas­
tle and made this one of 
our veiy favorite cities. 
W e saw the central part of 
the city by foot and en­
joyed our free time shop­
ping and eating. We went 
to uie Olympic ski jump 
stadium w^ich seats 
80,000 and saw Dorothy 
Hamill’ s name under the 
Olympic circles. Then we 
went on to the ice stadi­
um, where Olympic skat 
ing contests were held. 
One of the castles here 
houses the only picture of 
Etracula of Tlansvania. 
We agreed that Innsbruck 
was a beautiful sight and 
site for tl:e Winter Olym­
pics.

Our trip to the WUd 
Kaiser forest and moun­
tains was the first day we 
had seen any rain. On the 
way we stopped at Kufs- 
t,in, which is a lovely old 
fortress town built in the 
12th rentury, on the Inn 
River and b ^ m e  a town 
in 1393. It was here that 
Art tried again to ̂ t  a hot 
dog, but it wasn't until we 
reached the Wild Kaiser 
Lake that we could find 
anything American to eat 
There we saw a hambur­
ger booth and were served 
Sieir version of a hambur­
ger, which was reallv a 
very savory meat ball 
between small roll like 
buns- then tortes, of 
course.

Back in Soli, on the 
f I e /erring of August 9th, we 
t[ all attended a lecture on
i] the Passion Flay, prepar­

ing us for the erqrerience 
of Christian faith, we were 
to eroerience the next day 
at tne little village of 
Oberannergau. After the 
lecture we went into a 
very Austrian cafe for ice 
cream treats. There the 
m ana^r served us pitch­
ers of iced water (the first 
we had seen) upon re­
quest, and we were so 
overjoyed that people 
came by our secluded 
booth and thought we 
must be “ high”  on plain 
ice water!

Our day started early - 
4:(X) a.m. for the trip to 
beautiful Oberannergau, 
and the long awaited F is­
sion Play. Oberannergau, 
is a village of under 5,(X)0 
population nestled in a 
plush valley between 
soaring mountains. In 
1632, during the plague 
that killed Vs of the popu­
lation of Europe, the pe­
ople in this little village 
p r a j^  to God to spare 
their people and vowed to 
re-enact the life of Christ, 
every 10 years, with all 
the parts played by the 
citizens of Oberannergau. 
The only times they have 
failed, was during the war 
years.

The Passion Play is 
something you have to see 
to get the full meaning or 
impact In front of the 
theater is a sculptured 
fountain of Jesus and his 
re-entry into Jerusalem. 
TTie theater seats 5,000 all 
under roof, although the 
impressive stage is in the 
open. More than 300 char­
acters take part in some of 
the mass scenes The 
music is superb, with a 50 
voice choir and a full 
orchestra. The play is 
acted out in the open. 
Rain does not stop the 
play. It was a beautiful 
sun shining day when we 
were there, with clouds 
playing in the back ^ u n d  
and the mountains as a 
natural backdrop. The 
play goes from 9:00 a.m. 
to 11:30 a.m. then a two 
hour break and finished at 
4:00 p.m. in the after­
noon. The actors try out 
for their parts two years in 
advance and all live in and 
around Oberannergau. 
There are 1,(XX) adults 
and 250 children. In 1960

two American children 
were in the An
American soldier had 
nuuried a German giri 
and their chUdren attend­
ed school there and were 
in the play. The play is 
done in the German lan­
guage, but we had books 
translating it into Elnglish. 
The Old and the New 
Testaments were tied to­
gether by “ still life”  
scenes of the Old Testa­
ment to relate to the 
happening in the New 
Testament, for us person­
ally. It was truly an over­
powering experience, and 
we felt nearer to the life, 
death and resurrection of 
our Lord Jesus, than at 
any other time in our 
lives, God, truly blessed 
us in this rare e>q)erience.

We saw one of the High 
FViest, mowing his lawn, 
as we walked through the 
village after lunch. There 
are two people who play 
each role, so if anyone 
gets sick the play goes on. 
We were told that V2 
million people will see the 
play this season. We saw 
the play on Saturday.

On our last Sunday in 
Soil, we had our morning 
worship on the balcony 
just outside our room at 
the hotel, almost in the 
shadow of the village 
Catholic Church. In the 
middle of our service the 
church bells played for 
about five minutes, and 
we were blessed as we 
were dismissed by singing 
“ There’ s A  Sweet, Sweet 
Spirit”

The buildings of Ober- 
^annergau, are elaborately 
paint^- some with scenes 
of children stories painted 
on them, such as Hansel 
and Gretal and little Red 
Riding Hood. There are 
over 5(X) wood carvers 
there, and the trade is 
passed ftx)m generation to 
generation.

We went to the most 
elaborate castle one could 
ever dream of in Bavaria, 
Germany. This castle was 
built by King Ludwig H, 
often called the Dream 
King or the Mad King. 
About 50 miles southeast 
of Munich lies Bavaria’ s 
largest lake, the Chiam- 
see. It is a like of the 
plains, spacious and pla­
cid, fringed with reeds, 
wide open to the sky but 
border^  on the south by 
the mountains. On it are 
three islands, one of 
which is Herreninsel 
where Ludwig built Herr- 
enchiemsee, his “ Ver­
sailles”  starting in 1878, 
and proving to be the 
greatest of his four cast­
les, and the most elabor­
ate the worid had ever 
seen. He had it built on 
the plan of the Versailles 
of Louis XIV, but finally 
far surpassed its counter­
part More than likely it 
was never intended to be 
lived in. The furnishings 
of the State bedroom are 
unbelievably plush. Elach 
curtain weighing a hun­
dred weight and 30 to 40 
women spent seven years 
making the covering for 
the bed. Ludwig occupied 
the palace only once for a 
disputed number of 
nights- not more than ten. 
At the time of his death, 
only the central block and 
a part of one of the wings 
(since taken down) had 
been built and already at 
the cost of over 16 million 
marks. The statues, foun­
tains and gardens are 
unsurpassed, when you 
realize that Herrenchiem- 
see is isolated, girdled by 
water and set against a 
back drop of Bavarian 
mountains. We had left 
the mainland and went by 
IxMit to this very wooded 
island of the timid king 
who wanted so much pri­
vacy. We wondered \vhat 
he would have thought if 
he could have seen us 
having a picnic lunch un­
der the trees on those 
beautiful grounds. TTie 
I^ke Chimsee was a beau­
tiful lake and was covered 
with hundreds of sail­
boats, since this was Sun­
day.

Our trip into the capitol 
of Bavaria was through 
lovely mountain ranges 
and we came into the very 
liberal city of Munich,

which is the fastest grow­
ing city in Germany, add­
ing 10, OCX) in population 
each year. It already has 
1.3 n^lion and we knew 
that «ve had rather visit 
than live there. We 
passed through the Es- 
seau Town Gate, w^ich is 
what remains of the wall 
that once surrounded the 
city. Some of our group 
co^d  not resist Wendy* s 
and McDonald’ s. We 
could not resist the ever 
present, ever delicious 
tortes. We went through 
the Hofbrauhaus, and the 
courtyard where Hitler 
held his rallies. It is still 
very much in use and 
some of our group ate 
here. We then went to the 
site of the Olympics, and

£ast w^ere the athletes 
om Israel were killed. 

The industrial sioe of 
Bavarian Motor Works, 
Volkswagen and Mer­
cedes factories. Then we 
drove to Dachau, the con­
centration camp where 
more than 250, (XX) sol­
diers were reristered and 
a large part of these were 
killed or died. V/e saw 
film of the horror of war 
and went into some of the 
barracks where the sol­
diers ate and slept and 
died, if they were lucky. 
Again we were grateful to 
be Americans.

The next day we went 
into Salzburg, and saw 
our second day of rain. 
This was the most unique 
and charming city of all- 
built on the side of a 
mountain with narrow 
walking streets lined with 
ornate shops and beauti­
ful flowers. They are 
130,000 people in Salz­
burg, and they claim M o­
zart as their son. It is the 
musical center of all of 
Austria. We went to the 
TVapp palace and the 
glass gazebo that was 
filmed in “ The Sound of 
Music.”

Sakburg, is “ Salt Cas­
tle”  and was built be­
cause of salt Anyone who 
had salt was wealthy and 
salt was here in the pro­
vince of Salzburg. & lz- 
burg is still a ^autiful 
untouched medival tovn 
which escaped any dam­
age from the wars and is 
still entered through a 213 
year old tunnel. W e must 
go back to Salzburg- a 
very religious city.

()n the way back to Soli, 
we saw the famous

gles Nest”  which was 
Hitlers piace high on the 
mountains- having had his 
own private road built up 
that towering mountain. 
We stopped at Berchert 
Garten, where Hitler had 
his rallies, a small village 
not far from the Eagles 
Stesb It was built on the 
side of the mountain. W e 
traveled a back road down 
Hitlers German Alpine 
Road, past the only gla­
cier in Germany.

Back in SoU we get 
ready for our last evening 
which was a Tjrolan EJve- 
ning of entertainment, by 
costumed dancers, sing­
ers and yodelers.

The next morning we 
departed from Soil at 4:(X) 
a.m., back to Munich and 
the airport Several things 
are lasting in O’lr memor­
ies; the old has lasted, the 
cobblestone streets and 
sidewalks, done in a swirl 
with each stone about 
4” x4”  cube, laid in a svriri 
pattern. This was in every 
country we visited. The 
people were friendly, and 
most know a little En­
glish.

W e flew to London, and 
while there we watched a 
Concord take off- which 
didn’ t take long- they are 
so fast!

Our flight back to Chi­
cago was beautiful. W e 
even saw the coastline of 
Greenland. W e had 42 
people in our group, and 
all went well, with no one 
having any trouble until 
we arrived back in Chi­
cago, and while passing 
through customs (Caroline 
Freeman, had a heart 
attack and we left her in 
the hospital in serious 
condition.

W e flew back into 
Amarillo the next day, 
A u ^ s t  14.

We changed money so 
many times- German, 
Hungarian, Yugoslavian, 
Austrian and British, and 
when we returned we still 
had some of all this cur­
rency in bUls and coins- so 
the only sensible thing we 
know to do is to go back 
and use that money. Who 
knows- there must be a 
hot dog over there some 
place and Art and De 
would love that!

W e arrived back in 
Lockney about 5:30 p.m. 
Thursday, August 14, to 
find a “ Yellow Ribbon”  
tied to a tree in the front 
yard at the parsonage.

According to D.G. Ay­
res. Service Officer for 
Floyd County, some vet­
erans of the U.S. Aimed 
Forces will receive an 
increase in their Veterans 
Administration disability 
compensation payments 
b an n in g  September 1, 
1980. This increase was 
one of the future provis­
ions of Public Law 96128, 
signed into effect by the 
President on November 
28, 1979.

The increase applies to 
veterans who are receiv­
ing VA compensation un­
der Section 3l4(k) of Title 
38, U.S. Code, Veterans 
Benefits and commonly 
referred to as “ Satutory 
award.”  Such veterans 
have been receiving $56 
per month for each ser­
vice-connected anatomical 
loss or loss of use of a 
limb, eye or creative or­
gan. Elffective September 
1, 1980, the monthly pay- 
rnent for each such ser­
vice-connected loss will be 
increased to $62, and will 
appear in the disability 
checks dated October 1, 
1980.

The increase in these 
VA payments should 
come automatically on Oc­
tober i, with no applica­
tion required from indivi­
dual veterans. Anyone en­
titled to the Statutory 
award payment who does 
not receive the increase in 
their October 1, checks 
should contact the local 
Veterans Service Officer, 
^ o  will assist in determ­
ining why it was not 
included.
