sociation.

School taxes here will be hiked
to underwrite the salary increases.

Paul Hilburn said the new
salary schedule could lead to a
tax increase of 25 cents or more,
depending cn the state salary
schedule still to be adopted by
the legislature.

In August's Green Belt Bowl

The open letter and signatures —
which Henley said will take up "as

looks good in the fields, but in-
side the heads there's tragedy.

THE FULL IMPACT of the May
1 freeze on the county's wheat be-
came apparent only in the last few
days, and many farmers still don't
realize how badly their wheat has
been damaged.

Estimates of the county-wide
wheat crop loss by agronomists
here range from 25 percent fo 50
percent or higher. The combination
of high greenbug infestation and
late freeze has virtually wiped out
many fields.

The standard freeze-damage in-
dicator for wheat — a white head
on a green stalk — doesn’'t tell
the whole story this year. Coun-
ty Agent Charles Hottel said the
tragedy is inside the head of Lhe
stalk, where the male and female
reproductives of the self-pollinat-
ing plant were killed by the freeze.

“DAMAGED heads take on a
dull, yellowish cast and close
examination of the flower will
show that the male and female re-
productives have been killed,"” Hot-
tel said. ‘“The antlers will ap-
pear dried up and brown to whit-
ish in color. In healthy heads,
these will appear in a shade of
green prior to blooming or will
be bright yellow or orange where
blooming is in progress.”

He added, “Some heads which
were already formed when the un-
timely freeze hit are now show-
ing a blistering or burning effect.
These heads may develop with a
brownish cast and be spotted in
areas. A freeze before the head
is mature can also produce a
blister on the seed coat and stop
further grain development.”

HEADS THAT suffered damage
cn'y to base and tip grains should
still fill out and yield several
grains, Hottel said, although at
harvest time farmers are -liable
to see a lot of shrive'ed grains
with a lower test weight and re-
duced yie'd.

The county agent's advice to
growers is (1) try to determine
the extent of yield loss, (2) com-
rare expected income with other
a'ternatives availab'e, (3) deter-
mine compliance in both wheat
ard feed grain programs, (4) con-
tact the ASC office if you decide
to plant grain sorghum on wheat
acreage, and () consider the la-
bor and water available for pro-
duction of an additional crop.

CHARLEY HILL, county office
manager for the Agricultural Sta-
bilization and Conservation Ser-
vice, indicated he expects a lot
of wheat producers to forget this
year's crop and replant their
wheat acreage.

He said these options apply un-
der the wheat program:
1. If not participating In the
wheat or feed grain programs,
you may replant the land to any
crop you choose. However, if re-
planting to feed grain causes your
farm's feed grain base to be ex-
ceeded, you would be ineligible for
feed grain payment on any other
farm.

2. IF YOU ARE participating
in both the wheat and feed grain
programs, you can replant any
or all of your wheat acreage to
soybeans, castor beans or vege-
tables and be eligible for wheat
certificate payment without ap-
preval from the ASCS county com-
mittee,

3. If you participate in both pro-
grams and want to plant feed
grain cn the destroyed wheat
acres, you must make a written
request to the county committee
for reclassification of the wheat
acreage BEFORE planting the
feed grain.

Wheat acreage cannot be re-
classified and replanted to feed
grain if it has been cut for hay,
grazed or harvested in any
manner after May 1, Hill cau-
ticned, and neither can it be used
as diverted acres.

HOW BAD IS the wheat damage,
and in what areas was it worst?
Two agronomists hazarded guess-
es for the News.

Dr. Bi!ll Bennett, Western Am-
mcnia agronomist, predicted the
crcp loss at “‘onefourth to one-
third, based on the samples I've
seen so far."

But Barry Love, agronomist for
Dimmitt Wheat Growers, Inc.,
said, "I think we're going to have
at least a 40 to 50 percent loss,
although I don't think we'll really
kncw until the wheat is harvested.
It's hard to assess it.”
BENNETT BLAMED most of
the damage to this year's crop
on the exceptionally high green-
bug infestation earlier this year.
He said he feels the late freeze
only compounded the loss to an
already-damaged crop.

“There’'s another factor here,
too,"” Bennett said. ‘““We had an
unusually good grazing season last
winter, with a lot of warm days,
and more nitrogen was taken
cut than normal by grazing, so
there was less nitrogen left over

_ | to produce grain.”

LOVE SAID, “I think the freeze
was the number one villain, al-
though we already had extensive

damage from greenbugs.'

He added, ““A lot of farmers

This Presidential Election Cam- |
paign Fund Act is a mistake and
|-'hm|lri be repealed by Congress.
| The Senate took the first step in
that direction this week.

The Act authorizes financing of
| presidential  electicn  campaigns
| rct by political parties but with

[faxpayer funds taken from the
[US Treasury On their income-
tax ferms, taxpayers would find

a box to ¢heck which would allow
the Secretary ef the Treasury to
deduct cne dollar from their taxes
and sp’it it equally between the |
Republican and Democratic par- |
ties. |

I HAVE studied, taught and|
practiced the art of American poli-

parable damage and violence to
our free, independent political in-
stitutions. It revises the Ameri-
can political system which has
served as the most responsive and
stable in the entire world.

This potential taxpayer financing
of political campaigns is objec-
tionab'e for several key reasons:

It effectively prohibits use of|
such taxpayer funds to support|
third-party candidates. By limit-
ing its benefits to Republicans and
Democrats it, in effect, takes
funds from all the citizenry and
gives them back only to a part of
| the citizenry. Although I person-
ally do not believe third-party
moevements are beneficial to the
American system, neither do I
think it is constitutional to legis-
|late against those parties.
| EVEN MORE serious is the im-
| plication of this Campaign Act
that political parties are arms of
the federai government,

Political parties are not govern-
ment agencies. In order to serve
the best interests of the Amer-
ican pecople, parties must remain
essentially private organizations,
seeking wide voluntary member-
ship.

Strong and independent political
parties are necessary to check dan-
gerous trends in the bureaucracy.
Po'itical parties are watchdogs,
and the louder they bark the saf-
er we are. They are private insti-
tutions seeking to influence pub-
lic actions.

Those nations of this world in
which the government bureaucracy
and the political party are essen-
tially one and the same are not
nations Americans have regarded
|as models of progress and liberty.

ANOTHER result of the Cam-
paign Act would be as an invita-
tion to the taxpayer not to bother
too much about political candi-
dates and their qualifications.

This Act relieves the would-be
[ pclitical coontributor of the res-
ponsibility of deciding which poii-
tical party he wishes to support.
It relieves him of the responsibi-
lity to review the issues of the
|day and to support the party
[ which best represents his views.
It relieves him of the responsibi-
lity of studying the candidates
and of weighing and comparing
their abilities and talents. It thus
discourages the making of value
judgments by contributors — it
will lead to machine-picked candi-
dates and will promote political
mediocrity.

These materials, ccmbined with
a proper ba'ance of plant leaf sur-
face and nutrients and moisture
from the socil, go tcgether to grow
grass.

Since the cnly factors that we ean
control are the leaf surface, ferti-
lization and soi! moisture, it is ne-
cessary to provide the proper bal-
ance cf the three to produce the
maximum amount of fcrage.

LEAF SURFACE

Since neariy all plant feed is
preduced in the leaves by the act-
ion of sunlight on the green pig-

ment of the leaf surface, it is ne-
cessary to keep an adequate
height cn the grass AT ALL

TIMES. (Optimum minimum graz-
ing heights are 5 inches for Ber-
| muda grass, 10 inches for Switeh-

rell Pope, Showmanship and Live-|grass and 4 inches for Western

| Wheatgrass.)
FERTILIZATION

P ant fced for growth and main-
tenance is the result of the com-
binaticn of carbon dioxide from
the air with nutrients from the
soil (N-P-K-other  elements).
Grass producers must provide the
reeced amcunts of these elements
ard the amount provided will dic-
tate (along with leaf surface and
irrigaticn) the amount of forsge
preduced.

An example of the fertility re-
quirements to produce Bermuda

grass defines this need very
clearly: '

1. To preduce cne {en (2,000 1bs,)
dry Bermwuda hay requires 100

™hs. of nutrients (30-N, 10-P, 30-K,

AC-cther elements inc'uding frace
minerals.)

2. To feed one animal unit per
day reuires 30 lbs. dry forage
(the equiva'ent of 900 Ibs. per
month).

BASED ON AN OBJECTIVE OF
carrying one animal unif per acre

fcr five menths, this wi'l require
4,500 lbs. of dry forage. Keeping
in mind that it requires about 40

percent of growth to maintain
arass, this means producing ap-
proximately 7,500 pounds of air
dry forage per acre f(or 3.75
tons).

A further conclusion can thus
be drawn that it will take approx-
imately 110 lbs. N, 35 lbs. P, 110
Ilbs. K, and 110 lbs. of other r'e-
ments including trace minerals {o
rroduce this 3.75 tons per acre
forage requirement.

In addition, a well ferlilized
pasture uses about one-third less
water to produce a ton ef air dry
forage than one that is poorly
fertilized.

Pasture Pointers Pay

IRRIGATION

Irrigation water shou'd be appli-
ed at regular intervals.

It is known that grasses use as
much as 0.3 of an inch of water
per day during the period of
mest active growth. Bermuda
grass, for examp'e, uses about 500
Ibs. of water to produce one pound
of air dry forage. Therefore, it
will require 45 acre inches of
water to produce one ton of air
dry forage.

Based on a need for producing
3.75 tons of forage per acre, it will
be necessary to apply a net ap-
plication of approximately 17
inches of water during the grow-
ing season. (Based on a 70 per-
cent efficiency of application, this
will require some 25 acre inches
of water during the growing sea-
sen.)

In addition to the three main
factors of leaf surface, fertiliza-
tion and irrigation, there are oth-
er management factors that can
be controlled. Among these are:

ROTATION GRAZING

Division of pastures into equal-
ly productive blocks with fences
will facilitate management of live-
stock grazing at regular intervals
and will provide time for needed
regrowth, application of fertiliz-

ilers, irrigation, and needed drying

periods for the grasses following
irmgation.

LIVESTOCK WATER
AND MINERALS

A plentiful supply of clean,
fresh water should be made avail-
ableé fo each grazing block. Mine-
rals essential to cattle growth,
proper lactation, etc., should be
provided.

HANDLING OF MANURE

Plans should be made to scatter
aroppings to prevent clumping and
loss of forage production area.
This can best be accomplished by
running over the just-grazed area
with a drag harrow or an open
tandem disc.

DORMANT SEASON
MANAGEMENT
Remove livestock from pastures
in time to leave sufficient cover
for dormant season protection and
regrowth.

SUMMARY

The success or failure of any ir-
rigated pasture lies in its ability
to produce forage. Production, in
turn, i1s governed by the managze-
ment given by the farmer or
rancher. A balanced consider-
ation cf the aforementioned fact-

fors i the key to assuring suc-
cess of irrigated pastures.

This week I'd like to share
scme very useful information on
cradit. It would be beneficial to
all of us to heed this informa-
ticn.
CREDIT: THE PROS AND CONS
Credit is like fire — easy to
start, very useful, but extreme-
ly dangerous if one is careless
with it. Consumer credit can be
a help or hindrance, depending on
how it is used. Credit is a pow-
erful force in the American life.
Those who use it intelligently and
with restraint have obtained the
things they want.
BUT ONLY those who

have

| stayed master of their credit have

been served well. It has helped
many families to furnish a home,
buy a car, and meet all kinds of
financial emergencies. On the
other hand it has caused many
families worry, hardship and loss.

Families can seldom match
their income wih expenditures.
And this has been true as far
back in history as the time of
William Shakespeare who said,
“ . . .so far as my coin would
stretch; and where it would not,
I have used credit.'" Because of
this, good financial management
often includes the wise use of
credit, especially for large and in-
frequent purchases.

The use of credit can be con-
structive when it will advance the
long-term goals of the family,
when goods purchased on credit
give enough satisfaction te ccm-
pensate for family adjustments
necessary to pay for the debt, and

it, the family can buy such items
as automobiles, equipment,
furnishings when they are most
needed.
HOW MUCH CREDIT

Each family must decide for it-
self whether the use of credit
should be included in its finan-
cial management. The amount of
credit that can be safe'y used

SINCE THESE factors vary
from family to family, there is
no one ‘‘rule' that can be set for
use of credit by all families.
Many financial counselors use a
ru'e of thumb that a family should
not commit itself for installment
payments amounting to more than
20 percent of its income. The truth
is that many families would be
unwise to commit as much as 15,
10, or even 5 percent of their in-
come to instal'ment payments.

WHO USES CREDIT?

It has been estimated that in
the society of the 60's over 70 per-
cent of American families use con-
sumer credit in one form or an-
other. This credit (excluding home
financing) falls into two general
c'asses: installment and ncn-in-
stallment,

Installment crecit accounts for
more than three-fourths of the to-
tal, with automobi'e installment
paper alone accounting for al-
most one-third of total consumer
credit.

In fact, there is
much truth in Daniel Webster's
statement that '‘Credit has done
a thousand times more to enrich
mankind than a'l the gold mines in
the world."”

ON THE other hand, there Iis
ever present the risk that the
consumer may over-extend him-
cself and not be ab'e to meet all
his debts. Consumer debt has
gicwn enormously since World
War 1I, and continues to expand

In 1945 consumer debt was less
than §6 billion, one-fortieth the
size of the Federal debt. High in-
ccmes during war years, combin-
ed wilh shertages of consumer
goecds, had led consumers to re-
duce their debt to a low level.
In Octcker 1966, the Federal Re-
serve Board estimated personal in-
debtedness cof consumers at $92
billion, one-third the size of the
Federal debt.

A recent survey of consumer
expenditures by the Bureau of La-
bor statistics shows that, on the
average, urban families with an-
nual income after taxes of less
than $4,000 overspend their total
money inccme for current ex-
penses. For instance, those with
an income under $2,000 spend 26
percent mere thant this income
for current consumption; those
with incomes of $3,000 to $4,000
spend 6 percent more.

down and a dollar a week,” “Easy
Easy Payments,” or ‘“Loans on
your signature.”

It's easy for the poorly educatad
consumer to get carried away with
such promises. But not on'y the
unsophisticated and economical-
ly despairing are confused by to-
even the
wary and well-to-do find it almost
impossible to make intelligent
decisions about credit. The maze
of methods for stating consumel
credit costs confuse, confound,
and often mask the true financing
costs.

WHAT
of credit?

The dollar cost of credit varies
from lender to lender, most cf
whom express it in annual rates
beginning at about 4 percent.

He said cooperaticn between
law enfcrcement agencies — both
in the same city and between
cities — is becoming more and
more important as criminals de-
vise more sophisticated methods.

““Most cof the biggest burglaries
in small tcwrs in our area, for
instance, are committed by peop'e
from other towns,’ he said. “‘bur-

of murder and received a five-
year prchated sentence.

“THIS IS the type of inequity
that needs to be solved,” he said.
