F ram e-size  a n d  fe e d in g  n eeds 

p lay  a ro le  in the ra isers p ro fits
Overfeeding small-framed cattle and 

underfeeding large-framed cattle can 
cut into cattlemen’s profits.

Failing to recognize the interplay of 
frame-size and feeding needs, say 
Texas Tech University researchers, is a 
common problem w hich lessens feeding 
efficiencies and reduces profits.

"B y sorting cattle by frame size and 
slaughtering them at the right time.”  
said Animal Science Prof. Robert A. 
Long, "you can pull a $20 bill off the tail 
o f each steer."

These findings are contrary to a 
long-held tenet of the cattle industry 
that large-framed cattle produce car­
casses with the best cost efficiency.

The results of research at Texas 
Tech's experimental laboratory at New 
Deal show that cattle of all frame sizes 
can be just as cffficient if they are fed 
and marketed according to their frame 
size. Over-feeding of small cattle and 
under-feeding of large cattle can be 
eliminated by considering frame size.

Dr. Long stressed the importance of 
two genetic traits in his cattle research: 
frame size and muscling. Frame size 
refers to the height and length of the 
steers, based on careful measurements 
of skeletal features. Muscling refers to 
the non-fat meat on the bones.

FIc said that a basic law of anatomy, 
first discovered by Leonardo da Vinci, 
states that an increase in the size of an 
individual bone means a proportional 
increase in the size of all bones in that 
skeleton. The same principle holds for 
muscles.

" I f  we can look at the forearm of 
hindquarters of a steer, then we know 
that every other muscle is equally 
developed." Long said.

Results from the research indicate 
that cattle of the same frame size reach 
optimum slaughter at the same time, 
provided they arc of the same age and 
condition, Small-framed steers reach 
optimum slaughter time first, then 
medium-framed steers, and finally lar­
ge-framed steers.

"Tw o steers of different frame size 
cannot be slaughtered efficiently at the 
same tim e." Long pointed out.

In Long's rc’.carch. he found that 
steers fed past the optimum slaughter 
time for their frame size, bring less 
profit when marketed because of un­
desirable yield grades. However, steers 
not fed long enough also brought less 
profit because they did not attain choice 
quality.

Efficiency, or market profit in relation 
to feedine costs of the steers, also was 
studied by Long. He found that cattle 
fed past the choice quality grade gain 
weight with increasing inefficiency.

They require more and more feed per 
pound gained.

In his earlier research. Long concen­
trated on determining optimum market­
ing times for cattle of different frame 
sizes. His more recent experiments 
have examined muscling rather than 
frame size. For these experiments Long 
is using Charolais cross-bred cattle of 
the same frame size but with different 
degrees of muscling.

The muscularity of cattle is a genetic 
trait that is not conditioned by exercise. 
Long said.

Long is seeking to determine whether 
heavy-muscled, trim cattle are more 
efficient at converting feed to meat than 
light-muscled fat cattle of equal weight. 
Experimental results so far do not 
support this belief; so Long and his 
student research assistants are explor­
ing possible explanations.

Findings concerning the carcass char­
acteristics of heavily muscled versus 
lightly muscled cattle show that heavily 
muscled carcasses are leaner, have 
larger rib-eyes and yield a higher 
percentage of edible meat, thus bring­
ing a higher price. Lightly muscled 
:attle fed to the same quality grade as 
heavily muscled cattle will have less 
desirable yield grades. Long said.

There is a dual grading system used 
by U.S. Department of Agriculture 
graders in appraising meat. Long said. 
On one hand, meat is judged for quality 
-  color, texture and marbling. Choice 
quality brings $5 to $6 more per 
hundred weight than good quality. The 
second aspect of the grading system, 
the yield grade, measures the edible 
portion of the carcass after the meat has 
been cut and the waste fat removed. 
Leaner, heavily muscled carcasses have 
higher yields. Long said.

“ The ideal,”  said Long, " is  a choice 
quality, well marbled carcass with a 
lean, desirable yield grade."

In order to monitor the exact quan­
tities of feed consumed by each steer in 
the experiments. Long is using elec­
tronically activated self-feeders that 
allow the steers to eat as much as they 
want. Each steer’ s ear is tagged with a 
citizens band transmitter. A computer 
connected to the feeder records how 
much each steer eats, with different CB 
radio frequencies identifying which 
steer is eating.
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Gin incineration may 
solve the cotton 
waste problem

Cotton waste used to be a burning 
problem with gins. The problem: how to 
dispose of it.

It cost money to haul it off. And it 
caused environmental problems to burn 
it.

So Cotton Incorporated, in conjunc­
tion with other private public g.oups, 
came up with a bright idea. Why not 
incinerate the waste and use the 
resulting heat to dry cotton?

This is how the gin incinerator came 
about.

Sounds simple, but there are pro­
blems. For instance, the gin incinerator, 
with today’ s technology, is not currently 
feasible or practical for the smaller gins. 
But it may very well be in the long run.

As is the case with many innovations, 
cost is the biggest obstacle facing 
widespread use of gin incinerators 
today.

One researcher says gin incinerators 
now are only feasible in gins which are 
fully utilized. For others, the process is 
too expensive.

But the wheels are still turning in the 
research laboratories of Cotton Incor­
porated and others to make gin incin­
eration cheaper. Associate Director of 
Processing Reasearch William Lalor 
noted: "1 have no doubt that, as time 
goes by this technology will be adapted 
to smaller gins. But we are a long way 
from that yet.”

The heat produced from the process 
comes from a cheap and plentiful source 
- the waste from cotton gins. Another 
advantage: transportation costs are 
eliminated because the waste does not 
have to be hauled off.

According to Lalor, a few large gins, 
mainly in California, are considering the 
installation of sophisticated heat and 
power generating equipment based on 
present technology. But less expensive 
technology must await further research.

Another major obstacle is keeping 
gin incinerator emissions within En­
vironmental Protection Agency guide­
lines. However, Lalor said technology 
meeting clean air regulations is now- 
available.

In gin incineration the heat from the 
burning waste is transferred to dryers 
where the cotton is dried.

Along with fuel savings, the waste 
incineration reduces emissions by burn­
ing the cotton waste more completely. 
Because the incinerator uses no tuel, 
except what’ s needed to obtain opera­
ting temperature, the fuel savings help 
to offset equipment costs.

Lalor figures that gins which use 
propane gas would save up to $2 a bale 
in fuel costs by burning cotton plant 
wastes and those which use natural gas, 
$1.50 a bale.

He does not advise ginners to rush 
out and install a system, however.

’ ’The system is only profitable for 
gins that are well utilized. A rule of 
thumb which 1 use says that a gin is 
fully utilized if the volume is 1.000 times 
the hourly ginning rate. So a 15 
bale-per-acre gin would be fully utilized 
if it gins 15,000 bales a year.

Although the system was developed 
following the energy crisis o f 1974, 
lately there has been renewed interest.

With the recent energy price increas­
es, people are checking into energy 
savings again, Lalor explained. “ IT all 
boils down to cost. The bottom line is 
always dollars and. before 1974, nobody 
really counted energy when figuring 
costs.”  he said. “ The need that people 
feel for this system is in almost direct 
proportion to how concerned they are 
that costs will go still higher.”

A  n e w  p ro d u c t p a c k in g  a 
t r ip le -t h r e a t  p u n c h  is
showing considerable promise 
in cotton research plots. 
Testing of ethephon, a plant 
regulator, began in 1978 and a 
federal label is expected in 
time for the 1981 season. Th e  
first punch ethephon carries is 
the apparent ability to help pop 
open mature cotton bolls and 
step up harvest time by as 
much as tw o weeks - giving 
cotton farmers a good chance 
to finish harvest well in ad­
vance of bad weather. Th e  
second wallop is a more 
premium quality first pick lint. 
A nd, the third clout, related 
directly to the second, is the 
better-than-even possibility of 
a once-over harvest, no costly 
second picking. W ith  fuel 
prices continuing their upward 
spiral, costs are expected to 
jum p this year, so the plant 
regulator will become a most 
important weapon in the 
c o tto n  fa rm e r's  arsenal. 
Preconditioning will also allow 
for more efficient scheduling 
of harvests.

Bur oak is not as 
common as many o f the other 
Texas oaks, but it has the 
largest acorn o f any o f the

Emmett Henry was a young Ozarks country, Arkansas, 
fellow, who came to Floyd County with a youna bride and 
filed on a piece of school land out on the limitless prairie. 
Later it became known the land was in Roseland District east 
of Lockney. The couple built a dug out home and set up 
Housekeeping.

Jobs and money were not too plentiful so Emmett spent the 
first summer in the harvest “ down east”  in Wilbarger 
County. Bell', his wife was not scared enough nor lonesome 
enough to make a big ado about it, but she was relieved and 
glad when Emmett came in home after weeks of absence.

Young Henry was a good-sized man, rugged, quiet, 
personable and substantial. He made friends easily. So, in the 
spring of 18%. when an untimely death claimed Dan W. 
Jenkins, and the office of sheriff was to be filled in the 
November election, he offered for the place. Chosen over two 
good men he held the office until 1904, as 1 recall it, when he 
decided not to run again.

The Cbrislaaaa Star
Wh«n ” my folks”  brought me to Floyd County in 

December of 1900 Mr. Henry was the sheriff. It was in those 
years custom in the community to have a Christmas “ star,”  
in the second floor court room of the court house. It was a big 
gift-giving and gift-receiving event.

For all the early years that I can recall we did not have a 
Christmas tree. It was a ’ ’ star”  because we could not get a 
tree but we could build a “ star.”  The “ star”  was made of one 
by fours, secured to the floor and to the ceiling. It made a very 
good display piece for the swains to display gifts to their 
dulces. During the afternoon several women had vorked to 
give the “ star”  color and brightness.

All the community, so far as I know went to the “ star”  to

see and be seen, to give and to receive. That was where Santa 
Gaus left his gifts, that’s where you went to receive them. 
Every kid knew that if he went to the “ star”  he’d get a gift.

Suprlae, Surprise!
One Christinas Eve (I'll guess 1902) when we got to the 

"tree”  there was a great big pair of shoes, fully 20 inches 
long, hung right at (he top of the display in the most 
prominent place. Before long all of us knew about it — whose 
shoes they would be. Bui it was a well-kept secret we sitarej. 
None of us said it out loud, h would be sprung on the surprise 
recipient at the right time.

So when all the gifts but one had been announced the 
handed out there was the big pair of shoes left. One of Santa’ s 
helpers climbed up and retrieved them. Then the big booming 
voira of Bob Walls, the tenor, sang out the recipient’s name. 
“ Sheriff Emmett Henry, size 24.”  Sheriff Henry did have a 
sizeable foot, he usually wore laced bools and planted his feet 
rather deliberately as he walked. So the pi>int of the “ size 24”  
was well understood by all.

The sheriff accepted the “ shoes”  with unaffected good 
humor, the boys and young men yelled, whistled and stomped 
their approval. “ Applause.”  as we know it now w-s not

town then as a part of our public response.
The "Shoes”  were of Bob Walls’ own making. He had 
ten a piece of half-inch thick plank, fashioned out the 

"soles.”  then used his tin snips to cut uppers of tin to fit. and 
there you had the over-size "shoes.”

I am not sure how long the custom lasted of having the 
“ star”  at Christmas lime ir the court house. Also. I do not 
know how soon after the town was laid out that the custom 
began. Kids that I ran with who had been here “ all the time”  
talked as though that was the way it had been “ always.”  
"Always”  would have been back to 1892. 1 wonder!

Booster needed, parovirus vaccines 
have shorter immunity than expected

____u„_ should mean the doB won’ t rei
Even if Fido received his 

two-dose parvovirus vaccine 
earlier this spring or sum­
mer, dogowners should con­
sult their veterinarian about 
a booster, according to Dr. 
Robert A. Emmett, president 
o f the Texas Veterinary Med­
ical Foundation.

Parvovirus sent dogowners 
scurrying for a newly-de­
veloped vaccine to protect 
their dogs earlier this year. 
While vaccines are credited 
with curbing the Texas epi­
demic, field experience indi­
cates that immunity to the 
virus may be shorter than 
researchers had hoped. “ Re­
cent reports from veterinar­
ians throughout the state

indicate that the new viral 
disease is still endemic (Con­
sistently present in a given 
area) and boosters are being 
called for.”  said Dr. Emmett 
o f Houston. “ Parvovirus con­
tinues to be a deadly pro­

blem .”
“ The need for immuniza­

tion for all dogs is impera­
tive,”  stressed Emmett. The 
initial immunization program 
consists of two properly-spa­
ced immunications, with 
booster vaccines as directed 
by a veterinarian. Puppies 
should start immunizations 
from five to eight weeks of 
age. “ Conditions o f the ani­
mal and intensity of the 
disease in various areas de­

termine when the dog should 
f^Q^ived another vaccina­
tion,”  said Emmett.

Parvovirus is a new dis­
ease - a viral enteritis that 
was unknown before 1978. 
The disease reached epi­
demic proportions in 1980. 
Symptoms are depression 
and loss o f appetite, followed 
by vomiting and diarrhea. 
Dehydration is the main con­
cern. Death can sometimes 
come in a day because o f the
loss of body fluids.

“ Prompt treatment at the 
very first sign o f any o f the 
symptoms means many dogs 
can be treated successfully,”  
said Emmett. “ Waiting to 
see if the dog gets better may

mean the dog won’ t receive 
the treatment in time to 
survive.”

Treatment involves intra­
venous fluids to combat de­
hydration, intestinal re- 
laxants to reduce the vomit­
ing. and administration o f 
electrolytes and antibiotics.

Vaccine was in short sup­
ply earlier this year, but Dr. 
Emmett said the supply now 
appears to be adequate. Re­
search is underway to de­
velop a vaccine to provide a 
longer lasting immunity.

Dr. Emmett urged dog­
owners to consult their vet­
erinarian immediately for 
more information about par­
vovirus vaccinations and 
boosters.

CHAMPUS beneficiaries should 

be aware of deductible date
October 1, 1980, marked 

the start o f a new year for 
CHAMPUS outpatient de­
ductibles. According to D.G. 
Ayres, Veterans Service Offi­
cer for Floyd County, Civilian 
Health and Medical Program 
for Uniformed Services 
(CHAMPUS) is the Govern­
ment-sponsored program 
that provides health and 
medical care to retired mili­
tary personnel and their de­
pendents. Under this pro­
gram, needed medical care 
in most cases is obtained 
through civilian sources 
rather than from military 
clinics and hospitals. Under 
the plan, the provate insur­
ance carrier will pay 75% of 
the cost o f hospitalization 
and other inpatient care, and 
the individual must pay the 
other 25% . Payment for out­
patient care is by the same 
75%-25% ratio, but only 
after an established deducti­
ble amount has been paid by 
the patient.

The outpatient deductilbe 
is the initial amount a benefi­
ciary must pay each fiscal 
year before CHAMPUS cost­
sharing is available for out­
patient expenses, such as a 
physician's services in his 
office, etc. For an individual, 
the deductible is the first $50 
o f authorized outpatient 
charges in a fiscal year is 
$ 100.

The CHAMPUS year is the 
same as the U.S. Govern­
ment fiscal year, from Oc­
tober 1 through the following 
September 30. CHAMPUS 
beneficiaries should there­
fore be aware that a deduct­
ible that was satisfied during 
FY 1980 (October 1, 1979 
through September 30, 
1981), cannot be applied to 
care received after Septem­
ber 30, 1980. Thus, a new 
outpatient deductible will 
have to be met for FY 1981, 
which commenced October 1, 
1980.

“ Deck the halls”  this 
Christmas with safety in 
mind, says the president 
o f the Texas Safety A sso­
ciation.

“ Many people are less 
safety conscious than 
usual during the excite­
ment o f the holiday sea­
son. Be as aware o f ha­
zards during the Christ­
mas season as you are the 
rest o f the year,”  Dave 
Coslett contends.

“ Christmas trees often 
cause tragedies during 
the holidays,”  Coslett 
says. “ If you plan to 
decorate with a natural 
tree, be sure that it is 
freshly cut to reduce any 
fire hazard. Keep the tree 
watered and away from 
heat sources to slow dry­
ing.”

He also warns that to 
avoid a potential shock 
hazard, metal trees 
should not be strung with 
lights.

Coslett reminds holiday 
decorators to buy and use 
only those Christmas tree 
lights approved by a re­
cognized testing labora­
tory and then every year 
to inspect the lights for 
frayed, broken or exposed 
wires. Also, “ make cer­
tain that all tree and 
display lights are turned 
off and plugs disconnect­
ed when retiring for the

night or leaving the 
house. Many fires occur 
when lights are left burn­
ing in an unattended 
house,”  Coslett says,

“ Be sure to use exten­
sion cords properly, too ,”  
the safety official urges. 
“ Choose the correct cord 
for the job — heavy-duty 
cords for multiple lights 
and outdoor cords for 
outside lights. Make cer­
tain each plug is inserted 
fully in the socket, with no 
prongs exposed to cause 
overheating or a shock 
hazard. Also, to avoid 
overheating, don’ t coil or 
bunch extension cords or 
place them under rugs or 
carpets. In addition, place 
cords where they won’ t 
trip anyone.”

“ And don’ t forget fire­
place safety,”  Coslett 
continues. “ It’ s a com ­
mon mistake to let the 
fireplace serve as an inci­
nerator to burn gift wrap­
pings, boxes, cartons and 
packing materials. Be­
cause these items bum  
very rapidly and generate 
a high heat, their flames 
can ignite soot deposits in 
chimneys, causing fires 
that can spread to ceilings 
or roofs.

“ It takes your body 
about one hour to rid itself 
o f the alcohol in one drink. 
T^e one-for-one rule sim ­
ply calls for having no 
more than one drink per 
hour and not drinking at 
all one hour before getting 
behind the wheel,”  Ray 
Halverson explains.

“ Drink moderately, if 
at all, to keep yourself in a 
safe condition to drive — 
able to think clearly and 
react quickly to any ha­
zard,”  he adds.

One fourth of all traffic 
fatalities in Texas last 
year involved intoxicated 
drivers, Halverson points 
out, citing Department of 
Public Safety statistics 
showing that 926 o f the 
more than 4,000 traffic 
deaths were alcohol-rela­
ted.

“ Use seat belts, too ,”  
the safety official em pha­
sizes. “ If you’ re involved 
in an accident, they’ ll 
reduce your chance o f a 
serious or fatal injury by 
60 percent.

was regarded by the Druids as a 
sacred and mysterious plant It 
was the syrnfsil of lile and the 
sun, protector against disease, 
and, some believed, an ap- 
hrodisiai-

l-.jih year at the winter vvl- 
slice, ihe Atvh Druid and his fel­
low priests would perform 
clahitratc riles whuh centered 
around iFa; iiiislletoc

Ihese forest worshipers 
would gather in the wmids lo 
seek out the oak tree upon w hich 
grew the most misileioe Clad in 
while robes, ihc Arch Druid 
cimihed ihc tree until he reached 
a hough laden wiih the semi- 
parasitic plant

He next cut Ihc plant with a 
golden bickle, being careful not 
to let the sac-red branch fall to 
the ground

Some legends have if ihal he 
caught the branch in his flowing 
while robes, others hold that it 
wav caught hy virgins holding a 
while cloth at the have of the 
tree

With great celebration, and 
prayer to the gods, ihe branch 
was divided among the Druids 
av a symbol of peace and pros- 
peniy The people then took the

mistletoe home to hang o ver 
their doors, av it was believed lo 
ward off ev il spirits and to en­
sure fertility

It It not clear how ihe actual 
custom of kissing under ihe m u - 
tleloc evolved, although il is be­
lieved lo have stemmed from the 
Druidv* belief in its powers of 
fenility

According lo tradition, each 
time a young iiuiden happens 
beneath the misilciue w lvth e r 
It's suspended from a chandelKf 
or hanging in a diHvrway, a tad 
may claim  a kiss froin her

For each kiss claimed, a berry 
IS picked off ihe plant and given 
lo the maid, once all the bemes 
are plucked, there is no m ote 
kissing An d. the hapless young 
maid who receives neither kiss 
nor berry w ill not m arry that 
year

The Breen's are an inter­
esting family in Brackett- 
ville. Not only is Bud Breen a 
well known Texas artist, but 
he has also played bit parts 
in movies filmed at Alamo 
Village just out side o f  Bra- 
ckettville.

When I was publishing a 
newspaper in the Uvalde/Del 
Rio area a year ago we used 
this story in our Christmas 
edition.

The newspaper was called 
the Vinegatroon.

A vinegarroon is a unique 
bug. Member o f the scorpion 
family, but not poisonous. 
They are about 6’ ’ long and if 
you’ve ever seen one you're 
not likely to forget it.

Judge Roy Bean, Langtry, 
had some kind o f a concoc­
tion with an alcoholic base 
and put vinegarroon and 
scorpion in it. History says 
that it was the only drink in 
his saloon that he offered for 
free.

A small town was founded 
close to Langtry and named 
Vinegarroon. It has now be­
come a ghost town. Only 
cement foundations remain.

The reason 1 named the 
paper after the bug was 
because very little was 
known about the Vinegar­
roon. The newspaper itself 
was to inform people, parti­
cularly tourist, about little 
known things within the 
area.

In Bracketville, Texas 

there is one family that 
celebrates Christmas in the 
traditional American 
Indian style. While visiting 
with Nakai Breen and her 
family, one slips for a

moment into an Indian 
world. Nakai is a full 
blooded Cherokee Indian 
from Stillwell. Oklahoma, 
who lived most o f  her 
youth in Tahlequah, 
Oklahoma, capital o f  the 
Cherokee Nation. She is 
the wife o f Bud Breen, 
noted Western artist.

The Breens reside in a 
large house built around 
1890. Upon entering the 
front door, one immedi­
ately feels at home with the 
Indian decor. In the true 
American Indian custom, 
everyone is always welcome 
in the Breen home.

Christmas Tree Denotes 
Family Ties

At Christmas their 
house takes on a new look 
when a very, very large tree 
is placed in the living 
room. Nakai says she has 
the large tree broause she 
makes it a tribute to all her 
relatives all over the world. 
She places the tree so that 
the limbs point to the East, 
West, North and South. 
These limbs are pointed 
toward displaced relatives, 
reaching out to them.

She burns cedar boughs 
on mesquite coals in a 
container and walks 
through the whole house to 
cleanse it o f  evil and ready 
it for the Christmas 
season. A cedar bough 
adorned with a doll and 
three featers is placed at 
the front door o f the house. 
The featers represent the 
father; the doll, the 
children; and the bough, 
the mother.

The tree is decorated

with old toys from each 
child’s babyhood. AH of 
the children's first mocca­
sins are hung on the tree.

Also, on the tree are 
articles from each child’s 
life— such as things made 
in school for the father and 
mother, or gifts sent to the 
parents while the sons were 
in the service.

One side o f  the tree 
holds articles from Nakai

Breen’s mother and arti­
cles that Nakai received 
when she was a child, her 
first pair o f  golden 
earrings and beaded ties 
for her hair. At the very 
top o f the tree flies the 
American Flag. Nakai 
states that the true 
American Indian is very 
patriotic and uses red, 
white and blue as colors in 
his bead and other art 
work.

The Breens have seven 
children, four boys and 
three girls. All o f  the 
children make an effort to 
conne home for Christmas. 
If they can’t make it, then 
the Breens have another 
complete Christmas, with 
tree, food, gifts, etc< One 
year they had Christmas 
three times, once in 
D ecem ber, on ce  in 
February, and once in 
AugustI It is clear to see

Traditionally the Breens 
prepare Indian dishes such 
as fried bread, and pork 
stew cooked with pumpkin 
and dried com . A dish 
similar to oatmeal called 
Sofkiee is prepared by 
c o m b i n i n g  p a r c h e d ,  
ground corn, cinnamon 
and sugar with milk 
poured over it. It is a 
breakfast dish. Another 
traditional dish for the 
Breens is boiled green rice. 
Its origin will be explained 
later in this article.

At New Years, a 
pecan-leaf tea is served. It 
is prepared by boiling 
dried pecan leaves and 
serving what is brewed 
from the leaves. One 
drinks this brew on New 
Year’s Day to purify the 
blood for the coming year. 
It is served hot, with or 
without sugar.

The traditional turkey 
with all the trimmings is 
also served.

The great dimly lit hall is filled with an aura 
o f magic and wonder . . . one feels thrust back 
in time. Crowds ebb and flow through its vast 
recesses but the Medieval Sculpture Hall o f  
The Metropolitan Museum o f  Art is hushed. 
Towering and magnificent, a twenty foot, blue 
spruce, the focal point o f the Museum’s annual 
Baroque Christmas display, stands resplendent 
with angels and cherubs and Neapolitan creche 
figures. >

First exhibited at The Metropolitan Museum 
o f  Art, in New York City, over twenty years 
ago, this handsome holiday spectacle has 
become a firmly established tradition for New 
Yorkers and out-of-town visitors.

Usually on exhibit through December and 
January, the annual Christmas display is the 
result o f the generosity and unflagging enthu­
siasm o f  Loretta Hines Howard, who began 
collecting creche figures in 1925, and soon 
after conceived the unique idea o f combining 
the German tradition, o f decorated Christmas 
trees, with the Southern European custom o f 
elaborate nativity scenes. This unusual com ­
bination was first presented to the public in 
1957 and again in 1958, when Mrs. Howard 
loaned her collection to The Metropolitan 
Museum. She gave the collection  to the 
museum in 1964 and personally supen ises the 
complex installation each year.

The Metropolitan's Baroque Christmas Tree 
and C r^he display includes three basic ele­
ments that constitute the traditional 18th- 
century Neapolitan creche scene, or Presipio 
(from the Latin word meaning “ manger” ); the 
Nativity with angels, shepherds and their 
sheep; the procession o f  the three Magi and 
their retinue o f  Orientals and Moors; and the 
crowds o f  colorful merchants, rich burghers 
and peasants visiting the Inn at Bethlehem. The 
scene at the Inn has been enhanced by a charm­
ing group o f animals . . . sheep, goats, horses, 
a camel and an elephant, with background 
pieces o f  dramatic stage settings, including the 
ruins o f  a Roman temple and several houses 
around a village square

The practice o f home creche display was the 
culmination o f a long tradition o f  the visual 
depiction o f  the birth o f Christ, beginning with 
the earliest Nativity scenes on fourth century 
sarcophagi. During the Middle Ages the cus-

sented at Christmas time, and by the increasing 
appearance in churches o f tree standing figures 
o f the Holy Family. The first home creche was 
made for the Duchess o f Amalfi in the 1560’s

The tradition reached the height of its popy. 
larity and artistic excellence in mid-18th- 
century Naples, where noble families vied to 
outdo each other in presenting elaborate creche 
displays Here, the finest sculptors, including 
Giuseppe and Angelo Viva, carved the terra 
cotta heads and shoulders of the lovely figures 
for the collection o f  these noble families The 
figures they modeled for the Catello familv 
fonn the nucleus o f  the 2(M) piece Howard 
collection.

The figures, which average 12-15 inches in 
height, have pliable bodiesof woven twine and 
wire and limbs o f  finely carved wood The 
luxurious costumes, most o f which are orioi 
nal, were sew n by the ladies of the noble fami­
lies and enriched by jewels, embroideries and 
elaborate accessories such as gilded scimitars 
and daggers.

This dazzling spectacle, depicting the glon 
ous miracle o f  the Birth o f Christ, fills the 
throngs o f  visitors with an overw helming sense 
o f  awe and majesty. Thanks to .Mrs. Howard 
this special treasure can be shared by all
