In the history o f the City of Lockney, 
there has been no councilman to serve 
any longer than mayoral candidate J.D. 
Copeland.

Copeland, with the exception of six 
vears between 1954 and 1960. has been 
a member o f the Lockney City Council 
since 1941, a total o f 34 years. For the 
past eight-years, the 72-year old Cope­
land has been mayor pro tern of 
Lockney. serving as the city’ s chief 
executive in the absence o f Mayor 
Claude Brown.

During Copeland’s lengthy tenure on 
the council, the city has paved 100 
blocks of streets. Copeland has also 
been directly involved in cleaning up 
the city over the past ten years, 
supervising the removal o f 100 dead 
trees and 100 junked vehicles. Copeland 
was also instrumental in the construc­
tion o f the new Lockney City Hall.

^ O Y D  COUNTY’S ONLY OIL WELL SUFFERED a serious 
fire yesterday, causing damage estimated at three-quarters of 
a million dollars. The oil well is seven miles south of Flovdada 
and is owned by the Rebel Drilling Company.

The Fioydada Firemen, in an attempt 
to aiert people to the common dangers 
in their own homes, have prepared a 
demonstration which the firemen wiil be 
glad to put on for any group.

The purpose of the demonstration is 
to make people aware of the fire hazards 
that they don’ t know they have.

Most of these itmes are common 
household products; every thing from 
hair spray to cleaners and even bug 
repellent.

The products are packaged in aerosol 
cans. Most manufactures are now using 
a form of L.P. gas as a propellent for the 
products. Called fluorocarbons, it is 
very flammable.

Many of the products themselves are 
quite fiammable. The combination of 
the two. can mean a fire hazard.

“ If the product is aimed toward a gas 
heater, you have an explosion." said 
fireman training officer. Dinks Eckert. 
“ Aim it toward an electric heater and 
you get a fire.”

The point of the 1 '/j hour program is 
to “ alert people to know what to do if 
they have a fire and what to do to 
prevent a fire."

Though the total program can last for 
over an hour, shorter demonstrations 
can be given.

The firemen have made themselves 
available for the program and ask that 
anyone interested contact them at the 
fire station.

The all-volunteer fire department is 
made up of 23 members. They meet the 
first three Monday nights of the month. 
The first is a business meeting, the 
other two are training or maintenace 
sessions.

Bobby Welborn is Chief, the other 
officers are Larry Gutherie. first assist­
ant chief; Bud Edwards, second assist­
ant chief; Carroll Sims, first captain; 
•Icrry Galloway, second captain; Larry 
Ogden, sec.-tres. and Harvey Allen, 
assistant sec.-tres.

Most of the operating funds for the 
department arc donated. The City and 
the county pay the regular bills.

The firemen attend several training 
school a year. In July each year they 
attend the week long session at College 
Station, Texas A&M campus.

This school consists o f both fire 
fighting training and classroom work.

The fire fighting uses simulated 
projects which arc actual fires even 
though controlled.

In the classroom, there are lectures 
on the different aspects o f fire science 
and techniques and pump operations.

Firemen also attend the Lubbock area 
conference as well as the one'in Abilene 

and Canyon.
The Roydada fire department equip­

ment consists o f four pumper trucks, 
two water trucks, a utility van. and a 
rescue van.

Firemen must also be trained in first 
aid procedures.

During the course o f an average fire 
there are over 2000 toxic gasses given 

out.
These gasses came from the burning 

of a multitude of things, including the 
synthetics such as upholstery, veneer, 
varnishes and phonograph records 
which are the worse Eckert said.

When a fire starts the average 
temperature in a burning house at the 
ceiling level is 1000 degrees. When it 
smoulders the temperature can average 
between 800 to 1000 degrees. The 
carbon monoxide build-up ignites w hen 
the temperature hits about 1200 de­
grees causing an explosion.

Three things are involved in a fire; 
heat. fuel, and oxygen.

Every home should be equipt with a 
dry powder fire extinguisher. There 
should be one in the shop, the kitchen, 
and one upstairs.

The best way to put out a stove fire is 
simply to set a lid over it Eckert said. 
You can use baking soda, but don’t use 
flour.

If you do have a fire. Eckert urges you 
to call the fire department first. “ W e ’d 
rather get there and you have already 
put it out. than for you to try to get it out 
first, find out you can’t, and then call 
us. In other w ords, we’d rather be there 
and not be needed than have to fight 
one that could have been taken care of 
easily if we had been called right 
away."

So in case of fire, call the fire 
department first.

Whatever happened to imagination? 

Whatever happened to careful reasoned 
thought? Have these things become 
objects for scorn, or did they simply 
disappear from the thinking processes 
of people?

A group called the Coalition for 
Better Television (CBTV) was formed 
recently, and since one of the sponsor­
ing members of the group is Jerry 
Falwell's Moral Majority. CBTV has 
come under attack.

CBTV plans on having volunteers 
from across the nation monitor tele­
vision programming this spring. These 
viewers will make comments on the 
shows they watch, and CBTV will 
tabulate the results.

The watchers are to look for acts of 
violence, use of profanity, sexual in­
nuendos and unnecessary showing of 
skin, and the use of alcohol. A strict 
tabulation of the number of incidents 
will be kept, and then the shows are to 
be judged on their benefit to society.

Of course, some of the judgements 
will be arbitrary, but the organizations 
hopes the response will be great enough 
to give a good overall picture of what is 
being presented on television. Sponsors 
of shows they find ofjectionable will be 
chosen for boycott by supporters of 
CBTV.

The critics o f CBTV have cried 
“ foul." CBTV is trying to force its 
morality on us. they say. and if those 
fundamentalists don’t like what is on 
the tube, let them turn it off. It seems to 
me that these kinds of criticism show a 
definite lack of imagination and logic of 
the part of the critics.

The use of ever increasingly explicit 
violence and sex. as well as the use of

newspaper column. I mean, you can 
hardly blame my husband for being less 
than pleased for his wife to publish in 
the newspaper that he takes off his 
socks each night and puts them in a row 
under the coffee table.

profanity and alcohol are defended on 
the grounds of reflecting what is going 
on in contemporary society. T h f'e  '*• 
however, little being left to the imagina­
tion.

Contemporary problems and morals 
can be explored without using any of the 
above in any explicit sense. Comedy can 
be funny without being blue. And not 
evervone lives the way people do on TV. 
If CBTV manages to bring back a 
degree of imagination to the tube, then 
it will be great.

As to the logic of the critics, the faults 
in their comments are obvious to anyone 
who cares to look. Essentially, they are 
saying the same thing that CBTV is 
saying.

Both groups feel a particular brand of 
morality is being forced on them, and 
that the other group should turn off the 
set if they don't like what is on.

Some see the solution as simply being 
the need to have something for every­
one. That will never work. People will 
still complain about things they don’t 
like, and work to get them off the air.

What is the solution? Frankly. I don’t 
know.

I know what I would like to see on TV 
wouldn’t necessarily satisfy either side. 
However, shows stay on or go off 
because of ratings, and advertisers like 
to get on the top-rated shows, to get to a 
larger audience. So. what people watch 
will determine what goes on.

Maybe what we all ought to do is go 
back to reading; starting with the old 
classics, where we can learn to use our 
imaginations again, and with the philo­
sophers where we can learn how to 
think again.

Young people planning to 
work for the first time this 
summer should be aware 
that the first step is to get a 
social security number -• and 
the time to take that first 
step is now.

Many young people may 
not realize that getting a 
social security number takes 
a little longer today than it 
did for their parents. Mom 
and dad probably walked into 
a social security office one 
day and walked out with a 
social security number and 
card. Today many of you can 
even apply by mail if you 
wish, but either way it takes 
about six weeks to receive a 
social security number and 
card.

The major reason for the 
difference is that the applica­
tion is now more closely 
scutinized to assure the ap­
plicant's correct identity, 
citizenship, or lawful alien 
status, and age. When the 
social security system first 
started 46 years ago and in 
its early years, the concern 
was to make it as easy as

possible for people to get •
^ i a l  security card. Now that
,he system is a hou ^^o^  
word -  the Nation s pnm a^ 
means o f providing an i 
come to a family at the
retirement, death, or disabil­

ity o f the breadwinner -  he 
major concern is that th 
card and the rights it repre­
sents are protected from 
frsud and abuse.

Moreover, the social se- 
curitv number represents 
your key to your earnings 
record and future benefits 
based on it. Eligibility for 
benefits is based on your 
date of birth and the amount 
is based on your covered

annual earnings shown m 
your record over you working 
lifetime. Incorrect informa­
tion on the application for a 
number could seriously af­
fect your benefit rights later.

Many employers will not 
hire you unless you can show 
a social security card because 
the law required them to 
collect and pay social secur­
ity taxes on the earnings of 
each person they employ, 
and they need a correct social-

security number for this pur­
pose.

People 18 or over must 
apply for a card in pervin. 
but people under 18 may 
apply by mail or phone.

If you were born in the 
United States, a birth or 
baptismal record will be ne­
cessary for proof o f age and 
citizenship. For proof of 
identity, we may accept any 
document which includes 
your signature, photograph, 
or physical description, such 
as driver’ s license, draft 
card. voters registration 
card, marriage record, school 
identity card, newspaper 
birth announcement, and 
similar documents.

If you were bom outside 
the United States but are 
now a citizen, you will need 
to submit either a U.S. 
passport, a naturalization 
certificate, a U.S. citizen 
identity card, a certificate of 
citizenship, or a consular 
report o f birth.

If you are not a U.S. citizen 
but are living in or visiting 
the U.S. and want to apply 
for a social security number, 
you will need an Alien Regi-

April deadlines have been set for area 
farmers seeking to insure their crops 
under the Federal Crop Insurance 
program.

“ Corn producers in Armstrong, Cas­
tro, Deaf Smith, Donley, Floyd, Hale, 
Parmer and Swisher counties have until 
April 15 to apply for FCIC coverage. An 
April 30 deadline is in effect for cotton 
and grain sorghum applications in the 
same counties as well as in Briscoe, 
Collingsworth and Motley counties,”  
said Jakie Harris, district director for 
the Federal Crop Insurance Corpora­
tion.

Other crops in the district eligible 
for protection include grain sorghum in 
Randall County, peanuts in Motley 
County and soybeans in Floyd, Hale and 
Swisher counties. The deadline on those 
crops in also April 30,”  he continued.

Cow’s nutrition is key 
to yearly calving

(COLLEGE STATION) — Herd nutri­
tion is essential for cattlemen wanting 
to produce one calf per cow each year.

“ A cow’s reproductive performance 
is directly related to her plane of 
nutrition, says Dr. Larry Boleman, 
beef cattle specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System.

"A s  the plane of nutrition decreases, 
reproductive performance is the first 
affected,”  Boleman explains.

Supplying supplemental feed to the 
range beef cow corrects nutritional 
deficiencies as needed.

"Dry winter forage generally will not 
meet the higher nutrient demands of 
the lactating cow, lactating first-calf 
heifer or the growing calf,”  says the 
specialist. “ Thus supplemental feeding 
is necessary.”

Often beef producers have problems 
deciding on the amount and choice of 
supplement, which varies because of 
ranch location, management systems.

rainfall and other factors.
"Nutrient requirements o f the beef 

animal depend on age, condition, 
weight, stage of production and milking 
ability during lactation,”  Boleman 
notes. For instance, thin cows may 
need to gain 100 to 150 pounds by 
calving time while those in average 
shape need to gain only 60 to 80 pounds. 
After calving for three or four months, a 
cow needs 60 percent more energy and 
more than twice as much protein per 
day as at other times.”

Once cattle requirements have been 
determined, the herd should be sepa­
rated according to these needs, and the 
approximate nutrient composition and 
availability of forage should be deter­
mined.

Once a cattleman knows the nutri­
ent needs of his cattle and nutrients 
available through hay or forage, it’s 
easy to determine the amount o f protein 
supplement, if any. that is needed to 
meet nutritional requirements,”  Bole­
man concludes.

(COLLEGE STATION) —  Cattlemen 
must know the changing needs and 
attitudes that consumers have toward 
beef before they can hope for beef 
consumption to increase.

High beef prices are the major reason 
consumers give for not buying red 
meat. This explains the noticeable per 
capita decline in beef consumption since 
1976, says Mary K. Sweeten, food and 
nutrition specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System.

"High prices have forced consumers 
to cut back on beef purchases, substi­
tute cheaper cuts, and buy poultry and 
fish rather than beef. Others have 
stopped buying beef altogether,”  Swee­
ten explains.

“ Cattlemen should realize that recent 
major changes in society have affected 
food consumption. Among these,”  she 
says, "are the number o f available 
items in the grocery store, drastic 
changes in living patterns, an increase 
in the elderly population, health con­
cerns and a reported seven million 
vegetarians. Although not practicing 
vegetarianism, another 37.5 million are 
making a conscientious effort to eat 
less meat.”

Also affecting food consumption is 
the increased popularity o f fast food 
establishments, government food pro­
grams and new food technologies that 
are resulting in more "engineered 
foods”  such as breakfast bars and space 
sticks.

“ American food policy has always 
stressed quantitative proportions to 
avoid hunger and nutrition deficiency 
diseases. But recently qualitative consi­
derations have become more import­
ant.”  Sweeten says.

Beef is known as a nutritious food 
that contains protein, iron and the B 
vitamins that supply the body with 
nutrients. It also contains calories for 
energy.

But beef has appreciable amounts of 
fat that consumers are trimming o ff and 
throwing away. Cattlemen should look 
for ways to raise 
Sweeten notes.

“ Cattlemen must also use marketing 
strategies to meet the needs o f each 
consumer group in America: low in­

come, senior citizens, minorities and 
parents. Consumers from different so­
cio-economic levels and other groups 
differ in their beef needs.

"Cattlemen must understand the 
images that these groups have o f the 
beef industry and work to provide 
leaner beef at more reasonable prices," 
Sweeten says.
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Revised regulations ai
improvement

(AUSTIN) —  A year o f revised 
regulations in the Texas brucellosis 
program is highlighted by a sharp 
increase in vaccination o f heifer calves, 
promising research developments, and 
improved cooperation with producers 
and other segments of the livestock 
industry.

Commissioners o f the Texas Animal 
Health Commission adopted major 
changes in the Texas program a year 
ago. "W e  believe much progress has 
been made in that time,”  John Arm­
strong, Kingsville, chairman. TAHC. 
said. He explained the program has six 
basic thrusts:

1. To provide a practical and afford­
able program for the Texas cowman that 
meets scientific criteria for control 
leading to eventual eradication o f 
brucellosis;

2 . Significant increase in the use o f 
the reduced dose o f Strain 19 vaccine;

3. Expanded and improved laborator­
ies;

4. Improved surveillance;
5. Individual herd plans;
6. Meet federal regulations for inter­

state movement o f breeding cattle.
Brucellosis is a highly contagious 

disease, affecting mainly livestiKk. and 
centering in the reproductive organs. It 
causes abortions, sterility, weakened 
calves, and partial loss o f milk. In 
humans, it is called undulant fever.

Vaccination o f heifer calves during 
the last calendar quarter o f 1980 has 
shown an almost 100 percent increase
