Warnie Hilton was Floyd
County's oldest citizen at-
. tending the Floyd County
Reunion this year.

Born in Jacksboro, in
Jacks Co.. Texas in 1882,
Warnie will be 100 on Janu-
ary 16, 1982,

After finishing the ninth
grade in Jacksboro, Warnie
went to work for his father,
J.P. Hilton, a German immi-
grant from Coblentz who
came to Texas, met and
married Laura Owens Honey
and then started farming and
raising cattle.

Warnie got his first farm-’
ing and ranching experience
working for his father, but
more importantly, learned a
skill during those early years

, on his father's farm which
would provide him a lifetime
occupation.

WARNIE HILTON and sister

Every Sunday morning he
cut the hired hands’ hair, a
job he was to take up in New
Mexico, and later in Floy-
dada. where he barbered for
56 years.

Warnie left home and quit
farming for his father in
190S, when he was 24. He
left the farm S50 miles north-
west of Fort Worth that his
father farmed and started his
own farming operation three
miles from Jacksboro. That
year he met and married Lola
Scoby from Hillsboro, after
she visited her sister in Jacks
County.

In 1908, Warnie and Lola
left Jacks County and moved
to a farm 3% miles east of
Lolar, New Mexico (48 miles
west of Clovis), raising hor-
ses and cattle and farming
corn and maize.

Plowing with a team of
three mules and a horse,
Warnie worked ‘‘from day-
light until dark,"" on his own
farm of S0 acres, and in
addition farmed a half-sec-
tion for some railroad hands.

““Corn was selling for 50
cents a bushel then,”” War-
nie recalled. ‘I sold my crop
to a local rancher to feed his
cows. A good crop was
anywhere from 20 to 40
bushels an acre.’’

In 1915, Warnie and Lola
left New Mexico and moved
to Floydada. locating their
residence on the street be-
hind his present home, which
he built in 1918.

Warnie remembers that
thére were about 600 people
when he arrived in Floydada.
““There weren't any side-
walks.'" he said, ‘‘just a few
windmills around town and a
mill and tank near the court-
house to water horses."’

Warnie said the court-
house was a frame building,
housing all the county offi-
cers for the county seat and
surrounding county.

*‘Bill Brown came up to me
a few days after I got here
and offered me a barber’s
chair at his shop.”’ Warnie
said. ‘‘Itold him that I didn't
have any barber’s tools, but
he told me it didn't matter,

that I could use some of his,"”
Warnie reflected.

Haircuts were 50 cents and
shaves were 25 cents in
Floydada in 1915.

There were five brick buil-
dings in downtown Floydada
when Warnie moved to Floy-
dada in 1915. He said that in
all the 66 years that he has
resided in Floydada, he can

never recall a tornado strik-
ing within the city limits,
although he can recall some
tornadoes doing some dam-

County. Warnie said people
in the county ‘‘were just like
everybody else,"” working for
the WPA or doing anything
possible to survive. ““The
farmers here had no mon-
ev.'" he said, ‘‘but they came

out of it."’

AUSTIN—Vacation time is
here again and many people
will be leaving their homes in
search of fun in distant
places. There is always the
possibility that you may find
serious problems when you
return if you fail to take cer-
tain precautions before you
leave on your trip this sum-
mer.

It is this time of year, with
the migration away from the
home in full force, that law-
enforcement experts say is the
prime time for burglaries in
residential areas.

To offset this flight from the
suburbs, they suggest that
you burglar-proof your home
before leaving, so the odds of
your being burglarized while
you are away will be reduced
and you will not return to find
yourself the victim of a
burglary.

The following check-list is
suggested as a vacation crime-
prevention measure:

1. Check with your local
police if you plan an extended
vacation trip; many police
forces offer a “‘close patrol” of
homes where persons are
known to be away on vacation.
You will need to tell them
what cars or persons, if any,
will be making authorized
visits to your home.

2. Avoid mentioning to
casual acquaintances or
strangers that you will be on
vacation. Also, avoid telling
your newspaper society editor
of your trip until you have
returned.

3. Stop mail, newspaper and
other delivery services.

4. Have someone come by
every few days and pick up
.any circulars that might ac-
cumulate.

5. Leave a few lights on or
buy an automatic timer that
will turn certain lights on and
off after dark. The newest
timers on the market can
switch on and off at different
times each night.

6. Cut your lawn before you
leave, and if you will be gone

for a long time, make arrange-
ments with someone to have it
cut periodically during the
course of your vacation.

7. Lock all windows and
doors securely. A sliding
glass patio door can be more
securely fastened by wedging
a stick or metal instrument at
the top or bottom of the door.

8. Leave blinds, shutters or
curtains open or partially
open. Windows that are tight-
ly covered all day, every day,
are an indication no one is
home.

9. Tell a neighbor or your
apartment manager that you
will be gone and ask them to
keep an eye on your place for
you.

10. Before leaving, engrave
all valuables in your home and
those you will be taking with
you in the car with your
drivers's license or social
security number. Some police
forces will lend you an
engraver to mark your belong-
ings, so register your number
on their master list and they
will give you a bright sticker
for a window or door which
shows that you are protected.
This may discourage burglars
from taking your goods, and it
will make identification of
recovered items much easier.

11. Keep a list of all items of
value with an estimate of their
cost. Many insurance com-
panies suggest this be done
and that photographs be
taken of the valuables as
well. This can be of major im-
portance if you have to file a
claim for loss with an in-
surance carrier. Your in-
surance agent can provide you
with information on how fre-
quently such lists should be
updated.

If you'll take the time to
follow the above check-list,
you can at least have the
benefit of knowing that you
have done everything in your
power to insure a burglar-free
home upon your return from
your vacation. Don't do
criminals a favor by making
their task easier for them.

The heat wave that we have been experiencing for almost a month now has
served to slow many activities. Especially affected is the urge to get out of an
air conditioned building to conduct necessary business in the heat of the
afternoon. At Social Security we are trying to help this situation by providing
as many services as possible by phone.

We have specialized our services to a large extent and as a result we have
three numbers with which to serve you.

Our local number, 293-4371 can be used to apply for social security or
supplemental security income. We can also help you apply for Medicare or
complete the Medicare claim forms. Of course, if you have recently filed an
application for benefits and have not received any type of award letter this is
the number to call. We will gladly follow-up on your claim.

The best time to call Social Security is after the middle of the month. This
is because the first week or so is usually very busy and we might have to
return your call. Of course, if a person has urgent business, he should call at
any time.

If you have a general question or need to report a change that would affect
a check you are already receiving, call our toll-free number, 1-800-392-1603.
The operators who answer these calls are specifically trained to help you
change a name or address on social security récords, process reports of
changes in marital status, and change of address. You may also report lost or
stolen checks or delayed payment in addition to changes in your work status.
For the most part, if you are already receiving a check or need general
information, this toll-free number will provide the most efficient service.

Our other toll-free number deals strictly with Medicare. 1-800-442-2620
provides information concerning Medicare claims that have already been
filed. It usually takes the insurance company 4 to 6 weeks to process claims
for Medicare. However, if you have not received any word after 6 weeks, this
number provides the fastest follow-up service.

If you work as a truck driver, you know all about a Department of
Transportation form called the ‘‘Driver’s Daily Log.”’ On it, a driver must
record the amount of time he spends on the job. If you wonder why DOT
needs this, you're not the only one — the General Accounting Office also
would like to know.

Recently the GAO examined the paperwork burden imposed on the
trucking industry by DOT and the Interstate Commerce Commision. Its
report is one of a series of paperwork studies prepared at my request for the
Joint Economic Committee.

In the report, GAO pointed out that DOT supposed!ly uses the information
collected from the Logs to help enforce trucking safety regulations.
Transportation inspectors must ferret out cases involving fatigued drivers
and then take action against their particular company.

But when GAO looked into the matter, they found that DOT doesn’t bother
to show the Logs to its inspectors, who instead rely on their memory of earlier
incidents to track down carriers in need of safety checks.

The Transportation Department rule requiring the Log has stayed on the
books, virtually unchanged for the past 40 years. Meanwhile, American truck
drivers continue to spend about 32 million hours annually completing these
forms. And each year they use 1.2 billion sheets of paper in the process.

In other cases, the GAO found that the ICC had illegally required trucking
firms to complete certain forms which the Office of Management and Budget
had rot approved. (The Federal Reports Act requires OMB to clear all
government forms before the various agencies and departments can issue
them.)

The trucking industry devoted some 362,000 hours and $5.4 million to
complete these “‘bootleg’’ forms. On top of that, the accounting office
learned that the data gathered in two instances was totally useless.

According to GAO investigations, the ICC isn’t the only federal agency
dodging the Federal Reports Act. In another study commissioned at my
request for the Joint Economic Committee, the GAO revealed that the
Environmental Protection Agency ignored the act when setting 126 business
reporting requirements.

Like their colleagues at Transportation and the Commerce Commission,
EPA officials don’t seem to mind printing one form after another, whether
they're repetitive or superfluous. The officials have grossly misjudged how
much time a firm must take to fill out EPA forms. The GAO found that large
firms devote as much as five hours to one form which EPA insists is only a
10-minute chore.

Granted, much of the information which federal agencies gather is crucial
for the weltare of both American workers and industry. But the American
people have every right to be fed up with the cavalier methods employed by
regulatory agencies to accomplish their ends.

In the 97th Congress I again have inttoduced legislation that would further
clamp down on excessive government paperwork.

Excessive government paperwork and excessive government regulation
demand too many scarce resources that could be put to far better uses by our
economy.

I spent a mini vacation at Inks Lake State Park a week ago and
recommend the lake to anyone who enjoys woodlands, wildflowers and
wildlife.

Even the rocks in that area are pink granite and beautiful.

The park. a 1.200-acre panorama, is located in the Central Texas Hill
Country between Burnet and Llano in Burnet County.

The park borders Inks Lake created by the Roy Inks Dam on the
Colorado River.

Lake is second in a chain of lakes that were created by a series of
dams built in the 1930’s.

A little over 300 miles from Floyd County, the Inks Lake area is
considered one of the most beautiful in Texas because of its scenic
diversity and wealth of minerals. water and wildlife.

Archeological evidence around Inks Lake indicates Indians used the
area as a hunting greund.

Occasionally stone tools and weapons are found by archeologists,
and many still lie beneath the lake waters.

Of particular interest is the part's natural setting. Located in the
mineral region. also known as the Llano uplift, the predominant stone
exposed in the park is a pink gneiss and granite.

Deer. turkey. quail, numerous songbirds. and other species of
wildlife are abundant in the park.

Early morning a herd of five deer visited the cabin areas searching
for food left by the campers.

Teal ducks as well as some wild domestic whites swim the lake and
came up to our campsite to preen and clean their feathers in the early
morning.

Squirrels would often come into the campsite and explore the table
and which ever boxes they could.

The lake is good swimming since it is shallow along the bank. One
must share the water with large turtles and an occasional water snake,
however.

The recreational features at the park include swimming. boating,
canoeing. water skiing, sailing. scuba diving and fishing.

The park offers day picnicking facilities. Picnic tables and grills are
part of each campsite. with electrical hookups in some areas. Screened
shelters are also available.

Manv restrooms with showers are readily available.

The park has a nine-hole golf course. Golf cars. pull carts and clubs
may be rented.

Concession facilities at the park include a store where picnic supplies
and groceries are available. Canoes. fishing boats and paddle boats
mav be rented. and a public boat ramp also is available.

Prices range from $2 per dax for day picnicking to $S per night for

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Texas livestock receipts down in 1980

Total cash receipts from Texas live-
stock in 1980 totaled about $5.2 billion,
down some $800 million from 1979,
according to preliminary estimates.

These estimates include cash receipts
for meat animals, dairy productions,
poultry, eggs and livestock products.

The $5.2 billion in livestock receipts
should have an estimated agribusiness
impact of more than $19 billion on the
Texas economy.

Dr. Carl Anderson, marketing econo-
mist with the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, Texas A&M University
System, says downward pressure on
beef and hog prices and fewer cattle
marketings accounted for most of the
decline in cash receipts from livestock
last year.

Cash receipts from crops totaling
about $3.9 billion and $633 million in
agriculturally related income pushed
the state’'s estimated agricultural in-
come to the $9.7 billion mark, down
somewhat from the $10.4 million re-
corded in 1979,

Based on these figures, Texas still
ranks third in ‘the nation, behind
California and lowa, in total agricultural
production, but leads other states in
sales from marketing cattle and calves,
sheep, wool, goats and mohair, points
out Anderson.

Texas also accounts for 12 percent of
the U.S. cattle and calf herd and 15
percent of all beef cows.

Cash receipts from cattle and calves
totaled about $4 billion in 1980, repre-
senting about 40 percent of the state’s
total agricultural sales. The South
Plains, Panhandle and Southwest Texas
led the state in cattle and calf sales.

During 1980, cattle feeding in Texas
represented 18 percent of the total fed
in major cattle feeding states.

Cash receipts from milk totaled $505
million last year, second to beef in
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Texas' animal industry. Northeast Tex-
as led the state in milk production with
Central and North Central Texas closely
behind.

Poultry came in third in cash receipts
from animal agriculture in Texas last
year with a total of almost $500 million.
Cash receipts from broilers totaled $254
million, with East Texas leading sales
followed by the Coastal Bend and
Northeast Texas. Egg sales totaled $165
million, with the Coastal Bend leading
in sales followed by East and South
Central Texas. Cash receipts from
turkeys totaled $57 million, with Central
Texas having highest sales followed by
the Coastal Bend and South Central
Texas.

Cash receipts from hogs are esti-
mated at $108 million, with the South
Plains, South Central and Central Texas
the top producing areas.

Texas leads the nation in sheep, wool,
goats and mohair production. Cash
receipts from sheep and lamb produc-
tion totaled $70 million in 1980 while
wool added another $18 million. Lead-
ing the state in sheep production last

year were West Central, Far West and
Southwest Texas.

Cash receipts from goats totaled $6
million and mohair sales reached $31
million, with the top producing areas
being Southwest, West Central and

Central Texas.

Honey sales also contributed to cash
receipts for animal agriculture in Texas
last year to the tune of some $5 million.
The Upper Coast, Southwest Texas and
the Coastal Bend were the top honey
producing regions in the state.

While cash receipts from animal
agriculture were down some last year,
net income came under even more
pressure due to ever-rising production
costs, says Anderson. High interest
rates and inflation continued to be
major factors in the continuous squeeze
between costs and receipts.

Prospects are for some improvement
in 1981 agricultural income, adds the
economist. Yet, high interest rates,
rising production costs and sagging
farm prices remain a challenge to
producers.

Corn sales to be subject of

High Plains grain farmers and inter-
ested businessmen are preparing to
take their case to court. Believing that
the Commodity Credit Corporation’s
sale of imported grain in the High
Plains is unjust, damaging and illegal,
the farmers elevator managers and
bankers are raising the necessary legal
fund to block any further sales and
collect damages from CCC.

Grain Sorghum Producers Associ-
ation (GSPA), with headquarters in
Abernathy, is ready to file a lawsuit in
behalf of area grain farmers and others
in the grain-related industry if sufficient
funds can be raised. GSPA Executive
Director Elbert Harp stated, ‘‘We have
worked with USDA and our High Plains
congressmen for months, seeking a
solution to this problem. All political
avenues have been exhausted.”’ Harp
reports that GSPA has been joined by
Texas Corn Growers Association, Texas
WIFE, Texa Farmers Union, and mem-

bers of all area farm organizations.

Use rainfall efficiently
for top quality hay

COLLEGE STATION — Recent rains
over much of Texas have greatly
improved pasture and hay conditions.
Producers can capitalize on these much
needed rains by following a few key
steps.

Dr. Neal Pratt, forage specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University System,
suggests several practices for producers
to improve hay and forage production.

First, harvest excess forage as hay
while its quality is still good. Spring and
early summer normally are times of
greatest rainfall. With excess rains, it’s
important to conserve forage growth
and quality. As grasses mature, quality
declines rapidly. Unharvested forage
becomes almost worthless later in the
season.

Next. remove low quality grass and

nessmen have scheduled regional meet-
ings throughout the High Plains to
discuss the grain sales and consider the
proposed legal action.

Harp said, “‘I am now
convinced that we will raise the money
if the farmers and elevators continue
their interest.

Checks are being mailed to GSPA
Legal Fund, Box R, Abernathy, Texas,
79311. Harp encourages farmers to call

listed above for additional information.

stubble from pastures. Even if the hay
will not be harvested, it's best to mow,
shred or otherwise remove stemmy, low
quality grass to encourage fresh, leafy,
good-quality growth into summer
months.

Third, forage producers can apply
fertilizer to improve quality and grow
hay for harvesting later in the season.

It's also important to get hay tested
for quality as soon as possible after
harvesting. This enables producers to
plan supplemental feeding practices.

County Extension agents and pro-
gram building committees throughout
Texas conduct field demonstrations
each year to show the advantages of
these and other pasture management
practices notes Pratt. Information on
county studies is available at the county
Extension office.

LUBBOCK'S FIRST FUEL ALCOHOL

First fuel alcohol plant tog

production in Lubbock ar

Lubbock's first fuel alcohol plant goes
into production this week and the new
industry carries with it important impli-
cations for the South Plains agricultural
economy. A.R.D. Inc. composed of area
business men and farmers, has spent
more than a year building the prototype
plant, located at 2715 Slaton Road,
Lubbock, Texas.

According to A.R.D. President Bill
Casey, the Lubbock pilot plant is
capable of producing in excess of S00
gallons of fuel alcohol per day, with one
cycle taking about 72 hours. Initial
batches of the fuel alcohol will be made
from outdated milo and corn planting
seed acquired from Hunt Seed Co. of
Lubbock. Casey says that long range
plans include the using of cotton burrs
and gin trash for the alcohol feed stock.
A.R.D. and a research task force from
Texas Tech University, headed by Dr.
L.D. Clements of the Chemical Engi-
neering Department, are participating
in a grant of $179,800.00 from the Texas
Energy and Natural Resources Advisory
Council (TENRAC) for the development

Grown extensively in home gardens
in the South, okra is commonly served
as a main dish vegetable. It can be used
fresh or may be frozen or canned.

HARVEST CAREFULLY

Cut the pods with a knife or shears. In
any case, harvest very carefully so as
not to give a good yield but before they
become fibrous. This is usually when
the pods are about four inches long or
between the fourth and seventh day
from the time the bloom opens, depend-
ing on variety and weather conditions.
Perference of the harvester as regards
pod size is also a consideration.

The okra pod becomes fibrous from
the tip down. To be edible a pod should
allow a knife blade to pass through it
without providing noticeable resistance.
Okra pods that get fibrous or tough on
the plant will slow down the plant’s
growth and decrease yield.

Periods between harvest should be
short, usually not over two or three
days. Even then there will be consider-
able variation in the length of pods
harvested.

The harvested pods should be han-
dled with care, as they bruise easily.
The pods will wilt rather quickly when
harvested during warm periods. There-
fore they should bz used or stored at 45
dggrees to S0 degrees F ang relatively
high humidity as soon as possible after
harvest. A home refrigerator provides
adequate storage conditions.

A 25-foot row of okra should produce
25 to 75 pounds of edible pods,
depending on variety, care, weather
conditions, and length of harvest sca-
son.

You can grow your own seed if you
raise only one variety of okra and have
no near neighbor growing another
variety. Late in the season allow a few
plants to develop mature seed. After
removing seed from the pod, dry
thoroughly and store it in the refriger-
ator in a closed container until the next
spring. Then you can be assured of
having seed of the kind wanted as
planting time.

Several pests can injure okra, with
nematodes probably the most serious.
Gardens that have remained in the
same location for several years usually
are infested with these small round
worms. The only remedy is to period-
ically treat the soil with materials that
will kill most of them. Obtain directions
for treating soil from your county agent.

With other conditions favorable, a
fair crop of okra may be produced
despite nematodes. But the harvest
season is likely to be shortened.

Wilts may kill or injure okra plants.
The organisms that cause wilt are
soil-borne and require soil treatment.

Several insects also may cause dam-
age to okra. These include the corn
earworm, which eats into the pod, and
stinkbugs and ants which are espccially
troublesome late in the season.

Recommendations for controlling
pests vary as new products become
available or old ones are taken off the
market.
