The Floyd County Commissioners, 
meeting in special session yesterday, 
approved a resolution creating a Royd 
County Industrial Development Corpor­
ation.

The vote was unanimous.
The proposal to create the corporation 

was presented to the commissioners 
jointly by the Lockney and Roydada 
Chambers of Commerce.

The Lockney Chamber was represent­
ed by president Gail Kring and the 
Floydada Chamber by manager Susan 
Garms.

The members of the corporation, who 
will st'rve six year terms are;

— Kring
— Garms
— Lawson Rowell of Lockney
— Fred Thayer of Floydada
— Herman Graham of Muncy.
The five will meet in about two weeks 

to officially sign the petition creating 
the corporation. The meeting *was 
delayed because Rowell is out of town.

At the end of the six year terms, the 
county commissioners may cither re­
appoint the members of the corporation 
or name new members.

The corporation will work with new 
and existing businesses on liKating in 
Floyd County or expanding existing 
operations in the county.

The corporation will is*-uc bonds on 
behalf of the business. The bonds will 
be bought by private financial institu­
tions which will lend money to the 
businesses at a lower rate of interest 
than the current prime lending rate 
which is now around 20-percent.

TN- private financi.'>! institutions lend 
rrh ncy under the bonds at a rate of 
between 10 and 13 penent. The money 
is available at a lower rate of interest 
because the interest paid the financial 
institutions by the business is tax free.

There is a limit of $10 million on each 
bond sale per business.

Once the corporation approves a bond 
sale for a business it must then be 
approved by the county commissioners 
and the Texas as Industrial Commis­
sion.

Neither the corporation nor the 
county have any liability should the 
business fail. Once the bonds are sold, 
the financial arrangements are solely 
between the lending institutions and the 
business.

The bonds can be used only for 
manufacturing companies and not for 
retail businesses.

The commissioners’ vote followed a 
presentation by Sylvia Clark of the 
South Rains Association of Govern­
ments (SPAG) on the state’ s laws on 
industrial development ..orporations.

Clark said the reason the state had set 
up the industrial development corpora­
tion program, “ with the intent of 
stimulating capital investment and cre­
ate jobs.”

The program. Clark went on. “ makes 
smaller communities more competitive 
with the more wealthy areas."

Clark said that while Lockney has 
been in the forefront in the current push 
for creating an industrial development 
corporation it made more sense to 
create one county-wide corporation than 
one for Lix'kncy. another for the City of 
Floydada and a third for the county.

Kring told the commissioners that 
Lockney was particularly interested in 
seeing the corporation formed at this 
time because “ we have an industry that 
wants to ItKatc in Lockney and we’d like 
to attract this industry to come on in ."

In addition, Kring said the Tyc 
Company and Ansley and Son in 
l,(X'kney might want to use the indus- 
tri.ll development corptiration in the 
future for expansion purposes.

County attorney Kenneth Bain, who 
looked over the state’ s industrial deve­
lopment corporation laws while the 
commissioners were considering the 
proposal said. “ I think it’ s a gtxxl idea 
and I recommend that the court go 
ahead and sign.”  the resolution creat­
ing the corrMiration.

After the resolution was approved. 
Judge Choise Smith told the commis­
sioners and audience. “ I’m proud to sec 
the whole county go into this rather than 
have Lockney or Floydada do it alone. 1 
think it’ s going to be a real good thing."

After the members of the corporation 
sign the petition creating the corpora­
tion in about two weeks. Clark, Garms

and possibly Kring and others will take 
the paperwork to Austin to personally 
walk it through the Texas Secretary of 
Slate’s office and the Texas Industrial 
Commission to speed up the final 
approval process. The corporation will 
then be in the position to begin 
business.

It seems likely that the first issue the 
new corporation will deal with is a 
proposal by cousins Nelson and Jake 
Wofford of I.ubbtx'k to build a $6 million 
steel sucker rod plant at I.cxkney.

The cousins, who are Lockney na­
tives, presently operate a wewden 
sucker rod plant in [.(X'kney. The 
wiH^den rods are used on windmills 
while the steel rods are used on oil 
wells.

The two h»ipc to build their steel rixi 
plant on a tract of land just west of the 
Lcxkncy city limits and south of 
highway 70.

The two Woffords hope to use the 
new industrial development corporation 
to build their plant which they said 
would employ 45-60 people. They’d like 
to be in production by the first of the 
year.

Kring and (.'lark planned to meet with 
the Woffords yesterday to discuss the 
next steps in the plant project in view of 
the formation of the industrial develop­
ment corp'ration.

Garms also said there is already a lot 
of interest in the industrial development 
corporation.

“ We have four different industries 
thinking about expansion," Garms 
said, “ and they’re looking at the 
industrial development corptrration."

(•arms said she could not disclose the 
irieniltics ot the four industries.

WACO — The Texas Farm Bureau 
has asked the federal government to 
strengthen the quarantine on fruits and 
vegetables from the Mediterranean 
fruit fly-infested quarantine area of 
northern California.

“ The spray area should be expanded 
to include a onc-and-a-half mile buffer 
zone around all areas in which medflies 
have been found.”  TFB President 
Carrol Chaloupka said in a telegram to 
President Reagan.

The Texas farm leader also told the 
President; “ Wc arc in complete agree­
ment with your decision to deny the 
request of California Governor Jerry

Brown Jr. to declare fruit fly-infested 
areas a federal disaster area.

“ We believe that the California 
governor has contributed to the spread 
o f the fruit fly. We feci his actions have 
jeopardized an important part of the 
nation’s food supply. In our opinion, he 
and the misguided so-called environ­
mentalists of his state have permitted 
the spread of the infestation through 
their inaction.

“ Governor Brown was told by compe­
tent authorities a ycat ago that the then 
small outbreak could be eliminated 
through throe simple steps: stripping of 
trees and ground spraying, introducins

sterile flics, and most important, per­
mitting aerial spraying of the common 
garden pesticide, malalhion. This is 
how wc quickly and successfully rid the 
Rio Grande Valley of Texas of the 
dreaded pest in 1967.

“ Yet. the Governor refused to use the 
safe aerial spraying, electing instead to 
mobilize an army of workers on the 
ground in a futile. S2.1 million effort to 
eliminate the pcsi. According to offici­
als of the American Farm Bureau 
Federation, the mcdflv could have been 
eradicated in 1980 with an effective 
sprav program at a cost of onl\ 
SI2H.000."

Capitol Comments
The House passed a constitutional 

amendment removing the state proper­
ty tax and was acted on in the Senate 
this week. The Senate left the tax on the 
bill and created a permanent building 
fund for the seventeen colleges and 
universities.

Governor Gements is considering 
expanding the call in this area to include 
the seventeen colleges and the restruc­
ture of the Permanent University Fund 
for the University of Texas and Texas 
A&M. The Governor is for total removal 
of the state property tax.

Speaker Gayton’s Water Trust Fund 
bill passed the House and is now 
pending in the Senate.

The Medical Practice Act has passed 
in the .Senate and was passed on Friday, 
.luly 24. in the House. A compromise 
was worked out between Speaker 
Gayton and the medical doctors. After a 
short conference between the House 
and Senate versions, the bill will be 
approved and sent to the Governor this 
week.

The Congressional redistricting plan 
has passed the Senate and is being 
debated in the House presently. There 
is no problem with the Hightower. 
Hance. and Stenholm districts. The 
problem has been in the Dallas and the

Southeast Texas area.
I am totally convinced the legislature 

is the last place that should be doing the 
redistricting of either the Texas House. 
Senate, or Congressional Districts. Lit­
tle consideration is given to making a 
district compact and homogeneous from 
an economic standpoint.

Instead, the emphasis is on how this 
will affect individual legislators. Other 
fP.n^idcrations: let’s compress all the 
Blacks and the Mexican-Americans in 
one district so that we can have a 
minority legislature. Let’s cull out the 
Democrats so that we can elect Republi­
cans. or vice-versa. Let’ s cut a plan to 
kick out the liberal incumbents.

The plan that is Finally voted out by 
the legislators and signed by the 
Governor will be strongly influenced by 
these latter factors. Few of the present 
legislators will be around in ten years 
when redistricting will be considered for 
the nineties. Now would be a good time 
to set up a better system of redistrict- 
ing.

Mr idea would be to disregard all the 
political factors and program a compu­
ter to consider compactness and econo­
mic homegenous areas. Feed in data of 
this nature and you form a district 
without regard to incumbents.

take the 1981 Internal Re­
venue Service Special Enroll­
ment Examination must have 
their applications postmark­
ed no later than August 17. 
1981, the IRS said. No exten­
sions o f time to file for the 
examination will be granted.

The examination is sche­
duled to take two days; 
Monday and Tuesday, Octo­
ber 5 and 6. 1981. It is given 
annually in each IRS district 
to qualify persons other than 
attorneys or certified public 
accountants to represent cli­
ents before the IRS.

The application fee has 
been increased to $50 for 
those taking all four parts of 
the examination, and $40 for 
prior year examinees taking 
fewer than four parts. All 
checks must be made pay­
able to the “ Internal Re­
venue Service.”

Those interested in taking 
the examination should re­
quest a free IRS Special 
Enrollment Examination ap­
plication packet. The packet 
contains Publication 486 
which outlines the general 
requirements for enrollment 
and identifies sources o f tax 
information which are help­
ful in preparing for the 
examination.

CCC grain pricing policy announced

A policy geared toward tninimum 
disruption in market prices was an­
nounced recently by Secretary o f Agri­
culture John R. Block for the sale of 
Commodity Credit Corporation (CCC) 
uncommitted stocks of corn and grain 
sorghum.

Only a portion o f the stocks will be 
sold at the minimum sales price, under 
the policy. Bids on additional incre­
ments will be accepted at succeedingly 
higher prices, or at later dates.

" I  think it is important to note that we 
will not be selling from these inventor­
ies. even at the minimum price, until we 
are certain that the market will not be 
greatly disrupted." Block said. “ This 
scale-up pricing strategy will allow the 
market to determine how much and 
where grain will be sold, once we decide 
to sell."

The minimum sales price, which will 
vary by location, will be calculated as 
follows: ll.S percent times the county 
loan rate plus carrying charges for 
interest, storage, and handling -  except 
for certain inland and port terminal 
locations which will be shown in the 
offering. The carrying charges will be 
.S4 cents per bushel for both corn and 
grain sorghum. The national average 
minimum sales price will be $3.13 per 
bushel for corn and $3 per bushel for 
grain sorghum.

There were IW  million bushels of 
corn and 13.9 million bushels o f grain 
sorghum in the uncommitted CCC 
inventory as o f July 2. Most o f the corn 
was purchased by the CCC to stabilize 
markets after the Soviet grain embargo 
was announced. The grain sorghum was 
forfeited to CCC under the price support 
program.

Farmers and livestock feeders will be 
encouraged to bid on CCC stocks under 
a new procedure which allows bids to be 
accepted on quantities as low as 1000

The minimum sales price that CCC 
will consider for acceptance is the 
market price, as determined by CCC.

which is 115 percent o f the 1980 county 
loan rate for U.S. No. 2 yellow corn 
when stored, plus 54 cents carrying 
charges, plus transit value, if  any.

Loan differentials will be applied in 
determining the formula price o f the 
corn.

corn where stored plus carrying charges 
for interest, storage and handling. The

carrying charges will be 54 cents per 
bushel. If applicable, premiums, dis­
counts and transit values shall be 
applied when determining the formula 
or market price.

An instore sale means that CCC will 
surrender to a buyer, in return for 
payment, ownership o f grain in a 
specific warehouse. Since the buyer 
receives ownership o f the grain in the 
warehouse, the buyer, and not CCC. 
must pay the warehouseman to load the 
grain out. Storage and related charges 
after transfer o f title will be at the rate 
agreed upon between the buyer and the 
warehouseman and are for the account 
of the buyer. Title and risk o f loss 
passes to the buyer upon receipt of 
payment by CCC; therefore, if the buyer 
requires that the commodity be insured, 
he must make any necessary arrange­
ments with the warehouseman. Any 
difference in quality and/or quantity as 
shown on the warehouse receipt or 
applicable loading order and that de­
livered by the warehouseman will be a 
matter solely between the buyer and the 
storing warehouseman.

If another basis is desired or re­
quired. the basis and terms of the sale 
must be adjusted accordingly. For 
example, an f.o.b. buyer’ s conveyance 
sale means that CCC will pay the 
loadout charges and the buyer will 
furnish the rail cars or trucks at the 
storage location.

Open Holes Still A Hazard

servation DistricI No. 1.

All rescue attempts finally failed. 
Only a high pow ered m icrophone cap­
tured the last small whimpers o f six- 
year-old A lfredo Rampi before his 
death. The boy had stumbled and 
slithered more than 200 feet down a 
16 inch abandoned well hole near his 
grandparent's hom e in Frascati, Italy. 
His body w edged  into the w ell's nar­
rowing mud wall, then slipped another 
80 feet beyond the grasp o f desperate 
rescue operations. He died perhaps 
only hours later while rescuers and the 
entire nation kept vigil and hoped for 
a miracle.

Earlier this year the body o f 22- 
month-old Chris Brents was also found 
at the bottom  o f a 40 foot open hole 
with a ten inch casing. It was just a 
few  yards from his Louisiana home.

These tragic losses might have been

prevented if those open holes had 
been adequately covered. Such grim 
well sites, or to locate them in con­
junction with other programs o f the 
district.

The table be low  lists a record of 
open hole investigations for each 
county since 1970. It indicates vigilence 
is still needed to remind landowners 
o f their responsibility to protect human 
and animal life. Pollution o f the aquifer 
is also a serious potential threat which 
can occur through these abandonee 
well holes.

The staff w ill continue its surveil 
lence with the help o f topographic 
maps, replacement well permit records 
and visual clues. They will monitor

reminders underscore the importance 
o f the High Plains W ater District's pro­
gram to locate and cap abandoned 
wells within our 15 county service area.

District rules and state law require 
landowners or operators to properly 
cover any well, cistern or hole that is 
more than ten inches and less than six 
feet in diameter. The covering must 
be permanent and withstand a 400 
pound weight. The law also requires 
that any abandoned w ell or hole ten 
or more feet deep  be com pletely filled 
or capped at the ten foot depth with 
a permanent plug and filled from the 
plug to the surface.

In the water district service area in 
excess o f 11 hundred abandoned or 
uncovered wells have been closed 
since 1951. O ver half that number 
w ere d iscovered and closed since 1978. 
District engineer technician, Obbie 
Goolsby, was recently com m ended by 
the Board o f Directors for his lead 
responsibility and d iligence in locating 
and in getting covered  m ore than 550 
open wells in the past three years.

The search intensified in 1970 when 
the district com pleted a survey of 
Parmer County to locate all existing 
and abandoned wells. It took nine 
years for district staff to completely 
drive out the service area o f each of 
the 15 counties to identify abandoned
