Lommunity exhibits are exhibits from each community and are confined to
products grown in the area in 1981. :

F.'a(‘h exhibit must show 15 different kinds of agricultural products, selected from
a faiv committee list, and will be judged on the basis of neatness, attractiveness and
general arrangement.

Agriculture exhibits are limited to one sample in each category, from the same
farm or individual and must have been grown in 1981, :

Categories offered are cotton, heads and ears (corn), grains and seeds, cured
bundles for forage. bales, vegetables, fruits, and stalks.

Educational exhibits may be submitted by adult clubs or organizations and youth
clubs or organizations. '

These exhibits are judged on the basis of effective title, suitable subject, ability
to hnid interest, message conveyed, general appearance, and workmanship.

A junior showmanship contest is open to boys and girls eight years of age or
vounger. Entries may be beef cattle, sheep and swine under one year of age.
Judging will be on showmanship only and not on the condition of the animals.

A general livestock competition is open for the showing of sheep, heifers, steers,
and lambs. All entries must be owned, fed, and shown by 4-H and FFA club
members. '

The pet show. sponsored by Il Peneroso Study Club, is for children aged 12 or
under to show their pets.

All animals must be in a cage or on leash and the child must be able to handle the
pet.

Ribbons will be given in the following categories: smallest pet, largest pet,
longest tail. shortest tail. curliest tail, happiest face. saddest face, longest ears,
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furriest pet, roly-poly pet, most unusual pet, most spots, best trick, biggest eyes,
best showmanship. best pet costume, and pet and master look alike.

The tractor driving contest is held in four categories: grade school age, high
school age, above high school age, and men and women. The entrants must drive a
marked course around stakes and be timed. Judging is on the basis of both elapsed
time and penalty points for touching stakes.

Art competitions are open for teachers, adults, youth, and children. All entries
must be less than three years old, and all must be the work of the exhibitor.

Textile competitions are offered for embroidery, knitting, crochet, tatting, infant
clothing, sewn clothing, accessories, applique, needlecraft. crewell, weaving, and
latch hooking. All entrants must be amateurs in the category entered, and all
entries must be the work of the exhibitor.

Canned fruits and vegetables can be entered for competition including pickles,
relishes, and jellies. All entries must be submitted in sealed standard glass canning
jars, and labeled as to contents.

Culinary products may be entered for judging such as breads, cakes. candies,
pies. and cookies. Open half dozens of single such as candies, cookies, biscuits,
rolls, cupcakes. etc., and whole cakes or pies are entered.

In the youth department entries can be taken only from leaders of organized
groups such as 4-H. Girl Scouts, homemaking teachers, etc.

Compeitions are offered in household linens, clothing, canned fruits, canned
vegetables, pickles, preserves and jellies and culinary goods.

The craft department accepts entries in both adult and youth divisions.
Categories include leather crafts, ceramics, reed weaving. jewelry, macrame, and
decorative arrangements.

Deadlines for entries in the fair contests are September 10 in most cases.

Fither cash prizes or ribbons are awarded to winners in each contest.

Entries in most of the competitions will be on exhibit throughout the fair,
September 10, 11, and 12.

¥ Floyd County budget filed

The proposed 1982 budget for Floyd
County was filed with the county clerk
this week.

However, the county auditor, Olin
Watson Jr. says he is not satisfied with
the budget at it stands. Nor is county
judge Choise Smith, who with Watson
prepared the budget.

‘“This is not the best budget,”
Watson pointed out, ‘‘there is reaily not
enough money coming in to cover the
expenses.”’

The budget will be presented in
public hearing September 14 at 2 p.m.
in the county courtroom.

At that time every expenditure and

will be reviewed by the commissioners
court before it is approved.

According to Watson expenditures
and county services will have to be cut
or additional income provided.”

In the last court meeting the commis-
sioners voiced the usual politician’s
reluctance to raise taxes.

It was generally agreed at that
meeting that some of the county
services would have to be cut back.

Discussion about the increased mon-
ey for a trapper, from $500 per month to
$700, led to speculation that this might
be one of the areas of cutback.

A highly placed official also said that

Veterans Office expenses since so many
services of that office are now duplica-
ted in Lubbock.

The 1982 budget is based on income
from the ad valorem taxes, fees, auto
licenses, fines and court costs and other
income during the coming year.

Taxes are collected from October 1,
1981 to cover expenditures for the
following year. The Floyd County
budget vear begins January 1, and ends
on December 31.

Floyd County’s assessed valuation for
1981 is $304,699,067 according to the

The proposed budget'’s tax rate is 31
cents per $100 valuation. Taxes levied
will amount to $944,566.

It is estimated that 95% of the taxes
will be collected, according to Jonelle
Fawver, county tax collector.

The new budget anticipates receipts
for 1982 at $1,245,543 and estimates
expenditures at $1,244,250.

The budget includes a $100 per
month salary increase for each county
employee and elected official.

It includes increased expenses for
office supplies, utilities, postage, the
trapper, feeding county jail prisoners
and a few other items.

What do Coca-Cola and Procter and Gamble have in comn.on?

They both recognize the economic potential of boycott threats. They will
both garner quite a bit of criticism for “‘knuckling under’’ to these threats,
albeit the shots will come from opposite sides. They have also shown the
discrepancy in the way we do much of our thinking.

Of course both companies insist their actions had nothing to do with the
boycott t!ireats. Procter and Gamble told us they had intended to withdraw
their advertising from questionable shows before the Coalition for Better TV
announced its boycctt plan.

And the people from Coke tell us that they are just trying to respond to the
President’s call for big business to take over some of the functions of the
government,

Still the most obvious reason the companies gave in to the demands of
pressure groups was the possibility of losing money. Money has become the
prime bargaining tool. Take away their money and watch 'em squirm.

The problem with boycotting is that in some instances people think it is
just the ticket for effecting change, and other look at it as an attempt to force
one's beliefs or morals or whatever on others.

Where you stand in that regard depends on which side you're on. If you
think the change is good, then the boycott is okay. If you do not agree with
the change, somebody is trying to force his morals, beliefs, etc. on you.

Another problem is related ta the number of people you have on your side.
We live in a democracy, and so, as a general rule, what the majority wants
determines what we do.

The exception to that rule is that occasionally we have particularly
vociferous groups who disagree with the majority and quickly point out that
the majority is not always right.

While that may be so, after awhile one gets the impression that what they
reallv mean is that the minority is always right.

Is there no way out of the morass?

In days long gone by, people called prophets sought and received a clear
word from God and proclaimed it. They spoke without regard to the
popularity of their message, were often in the minority, and were often told
what they had to say was ‘‘just their opinion.”

Yet they spoke what they were convinced was the truth. Time has shown
the validity of what they had to say. and were we to give ourselves to honest
evaluation of their message. we could find much to help us in these days.

"Social Security News

BY RAY PURCELL

This is the time of the year that many area farmers are hiring summer
workers. and they should know the rules concerning social security coverage

It is important that farm employers keep the proper records and report
their employees’ name, address. social security number, wages paid, and
their own employer identification number. This information is needed so that
if reports are required, they can be made promptly and accurately.

If the workers' wages are covered, then social security taxes must be
withheld. Agricultural wages are covered if the employee is paid $150 or
more in cash wages during the year.

Also, if an emplovee is paid on a time basis—by the hour, day, week, or
month—all of his or her wages are covered when the employee works on 20
or more days during the year.

Should the employer withhold social security tax from an employee’s
wages and then finds out that the wages are not covered because neither test
is met, the social security tax should be reported by the farm employer after
the end of the vear in which they were paid.

Probably more home plant
failures are caused by im-
proper watering techniques
than any other factor. This is
especially true during the
winter months when plant
growth is very slow because
of the low light intensities.
We frequently get impatient
and apply additional water
and fertilizer hoping to make
the plant grow large and
healthy. Actually during per-
iods of low light intensity the
plant leaves are producing
very little food and as a
consequence the plant can-
not grow rapidly.

The worse thing that you
can do is overwater during
periods of slow growth. Plant
roots must have air as well as
water. If we keep the soil
saturated with water, little or
no oxygen can reach the
roots. This results in loss of
the small feeder roots and
eventually death of the plant.

Never water plants by rule
of thumb such as every other
day or twice a week. Once
the soil is thoroughly moist-
ened, water them only when
they need it. In watering
houseplants supply sufficient
water so that it runs through

the potting soil into the pan
below. Always discard the
excess water that drains
through the pot. This aids in
preventing the accumulation
of soluble salts in the potting
soil.

With a little experience,
you can determine the mois-
ture content of the soil from
its color and feel. Plants in a
cold room need less water
than those in a warm, dry
atmosphere. Flowering
plants and those with much
foliage require more water
than those without blooms or
with very little foliage.

If your houseplants are not
growing properly, it is pro-
bably due to low light inten-
sity rather than from lack of
water or lack of fertilizer.

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faster than the soil will soak
it up. If applied faster than
this, the surplus wiil either
run down the curb into the
street or else flood out your
neighbor. Sandy type soils
will usually take water al-
most as fast as it can be
applied but tight, clay soils
will take it up very slowly.

Secondly, use a mulch
wherever possible. A good
mulch conserves moisture,
prevents compaction, keeps
soil temperature lower, re-
duces weed population and
in case weeds do get a start
they are much easier to pull
if a mulch has been used.
Check the depth of the muich
material. Organic mulches
tend to decompose or some-
times wash away so frequent
checks and replacement
when necessary will help
conserve moisture.

While nighttime watering
is conducive to development
of plant diseases, the most
efficient use of the water is in
the early morning and late
evening when evaporation
rates are lowest.

Last but by no means
least, is the practice of doing
a thorough job each time you
water. A thorough watering
at 7- to 10- day intervals
encourages deep root pene-
tration and full utilization of
the available soil moisture.
Just because plants happen
to wilt during the heat of the
day doesn’t mean the soil is
dry. Test the moisture con-
tent with a soil probe or stake
to determine if the soil is dry
rather than depending on the
appearance of the plant.

Regardless of the size of
the water bill, don’t stop
watering completely as
plants can die due to mois-
ture shortage during periods
of high temperature and high
wind movement. Just re-
member to use the precious
resource as efficiently as
possible.

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Shorterseason increases defoliant needs

In their process of shortening the
cotton seasou to complete harvesting
before the late summer storms, Texas
farmers are increasing their need for a
chemical defoliant at harvest time,
cotton specialist say.

‘“We want to get the cotton harvested
as soon as possible,”’ explains Dr.
Robert Metzer, extension cotton spec-
ialist at Texas A&M University. ‘‘But,
desiccants used to prepare the plants
for harvest, such as paraquat or arsenic,
require a 75 to 80 percent open boll
count to be economically effective and
also the prevent yield reduction.”’

To help beat the bad weather, Metzer
says, growers can use a defoliant before
the desiccant to hasten opening of the
mature bolls. The defoliant should be
applied when 60 percent of the bolls are
open.

Weather conditions are important for
this application, according to Doug Nail,
Mobil Chemical Company’s product
manager for Folex defoliant.

““The ideal weather conditions for
applying defoliants are warm and sunny
days with night time temperatures
above 65 degrees F,"’ Nail told the Farm
American News Service. ‘‘Average
condtions — S5 to 65 degrees — may
require a higher rate of defoliant for
good results.”’

A desiccant is ensured better cover-
age on large plants when a defoliant is
applied first. Once the desired defoli-
ation has taken place, which may range
from four to seven days, then a
desiccant is applied.

Spray coverage is crucial with both
defoliants and desiccants to get the full
effect of the chemicals. The materials
don’'t translocate, so they have to reach
cach leaf at application. Experts recom-

mend five gallons of spray per acre
minimum for aerial application.

At least 15 gallons of spray per acre
should be used with ground equipment,
and up to 12 gallons by air or 30 gallons
on the ground for a tall, rank crop.
Large spray droplets help to get the
defoliant down into the plants, where it
can knock off bottom leaves as well as
the upper canopy.

One important rule of thumb Metzer

stresses is: don't defoliate acreage
faster than you can harvest it. ‘“‘For
example, you shouldn’t defoliate S00
acres at any given time,”’ Metzer points
out.

If the harvest is delayed, there's an
opportunity for regrowth. The second
growth adds excess moisture which
hampers storage and ginning, and may
even impart a green stain to the cotton,
which lowers the lint quality.

Government-held grain
unfair to producers

Concentration of government-held
grain on the High Plains of Texas is
unfair to Texas producers who are about
to harvest one of their best crops on
record, Texas Farm Bureau President
Carrol Chaloupka said.

“‘Farm Bureau has asked Secretary of
Agriculture John Block to avoid dump-
ing this stockpiled grain on the market
because of the price-depressing effect,”
Chaloupka said. ‘‘We assured the
Secretary that Farm Bureau backs his
promised efforts to liquidate the grain
— mostly corn from the midwest — in
an orderly manner over a period of time
to avoid disrupting grain markets.”’

The grain was bought by the govern-
ment in 1980 in an effort to shore up
grain prices following the embargo of 17
million tons of feed grains to the Soviet
Union.

““The government shipped about 45
million bushels of this surplus grain
from miidwestern states to elevators in
the Texas Panhandle,’’ the farm leader
said.

*“This heavy concentration of surplus
grain has had a depressing effect on

grain prices in West Texas for some
months now,”’ he said. ‘‘As we face
harvest of good to record crops in the
area, the stockpiled grain not only
affects our markets, but we are likely to
have a shortage of elevator space in the
area.

The farm leader, who raises livestock,
wheat and feed grains near Dalhart,
said the emergency in West Texas
points up the danger of having the
government own grain.

Any time the federal government
buys up commodities with the idea of
helping farmers, the ultimate result is
lower prices for farmers because this
grain either overhangs our markets or is
dumped deliberately to depress farm
prices,’” Chaloupka said.

‘“Farm Bureau opposed the embargo
of the grain shipments to Russia in the
first place,”” the farm leader said. *‘If it
weren’t for the embargo, we wouldn’t
be faced with the present emergency in
Texas. We believe any politically-
inspired embargo should include all
exports of everything.”

Field Day to focus on

sorghum research

The breeding nurseries, hybrid test-
ing sites and insect and disease
resistance screening areas will be
featured tour stops for farmers who
attend DeKalb's research field day,
September 10 near Lubbock.

The farm, located seven miles north
of Lubbock on FM 2528, serves as
DeKalb's southwestern U.S. grain sor-
ghum breeding headquarters.

Among the displays planned for field
day participants are the nursery fields
where breeders select plants to enter
the research program and the testing
plots where the researchers evaluate
the finished hybrids.

Special emphasis at the Lubbock
research farm focuses on developing
grain sorghums which can fight stress
from disease, drought and insects,
particularly by biotype E greenbug and
sorghum midge.

Dr. Bruce Maunder, DeKalb vice
president of agronomic research, and
Larry Lambright, research farm man-
ager, will be on hand to guide farmers
through the farm and answer questions
about breeding sorghums for grain and
forage.

The field day begins at S p.m. and
supper will be served.

USDA studies new sales
policy for CCC corn

Southwest sorghum and corn produ-
cers have recommended to Agriculture
Secretary John Block that corn shipped
into the Texas High Plains from the
upper Midwest be restricted to export
sales only.

Officials of Grain Sorghum Producers
Association (GSPA) and Texas Corn
Growers Association (TCGA) and their
legal counsel met with Block and other
USDA officials to discuss the effect of
sales of the corn by Commodity Credit
Corporation.

The CCC purchased more than 200
million buskels of corn last year after
President Jimmy Carter announced the
embargo of grain to the Soviet Union.
More than 45 million bushels of the corn
was shipped from the northeru corn belt
to the Texas High Plains for storage,
where it is now being offered for sale on
a bid basis.

Noting that very little of the corn has
been sold in recent weeks because CCC
has refused most bids, GSPA-TCGA
spokesman Elbert Harp said, ‘CCC’s
self-imposed limits offer farmers little
assurance as long as the official policy is
to sell the corn for unrestricted use. The
threat of sales,’’ Harp observed. ‘‘dc-
presses prices just as much as actual
sales.”’

The plan which GSPA-TCGA propos-
ed to USDA was endorsed by 15 state
and national farm organizations which

represent grain farmers in the South-
west. Their recommendation was that
the corn which CCC shipped to the High
Plains from the northern corn belt and
has now marked for sale be restricted to
the export market. If USDA must sell
any of the CCC corn because it is out of
condition, it should be replaced with
purchases of corn in the area of sales.

The GSPA-TCGA plan was endorsed
by the National Association of Wheat
Growers and the Texas Wheat Pro-
ducers Association. The state Grain
Sorghum Producers Associations in
Nebraska, Kansas and New Mexico,
Texas Grain Sorghum Producers Board,
South Texas Cotton and Grain Produ-
cers Association and the Cotton and
Grain Producers of the Lower Rio
Grande Valley also were co-signers of
the proposal.

The commodity organizations were
joined by general farm organizations of
the area: Texas Farmers Union, New
Mexico Farmers Union, National Wo-
men Involved in Farm Economics, the
state W.L.LF.E. organization in Téxas
and New Mexico, the National Ameri-
can Agriculture Movement and the New
Mexico A.A.M.

Harp said USDA made no commit-
ments but agreed to study the proposal
and would give the group an answer
soon.

Moisture helps cotton price
could encourage bollworn

(Editors Note: This article by James
F. Leser, Lubbock Extension Office,
is being published by request of the
Floyd County Agent, Jett Major.)

The heavy rains of the past several
days have greatly improved cotton
prospects. If you don’t believe this, you
haven't looked at cotton prices lately.
Most fields have yet to start adjusting
their fruit load. For now, with excellent
moisture conditions, this is good. This
added fruit load will discourage plants
from going vegetative and will provide a
lot of expendable fruit for bollworms to
feed on before moving to your valuable
bolls.

Aphid numbers are down since the
rains and any that remain should not
cause trouble for the cotton crop for the
time being. Besides, aphids feeding on
plant terminals may actually be a
blessing. These aphids may prevent
plants in some fields from going
vegetative. My advice at this time is to
avoid treating fields for aphids. If a field
requires a bollworm treatment, most
insecticides labeled for bollworm con-

trol will adequately suppress aphid
numbers. Don’t add any additional
chemicals.

Bollworms are the big news now and
until the end of the season. Bollworm
activity continues to be heavy north of
Lubbock in and around corn producing
areas. In fact, egg laying activity has
escalated dramatically in many areas
since the rain. Heaviest numbers are
being reported from parts of Lamb,
Bailey, Parmer, Castro, Swisher, Hale,
Briscoe and Floyd counties. In Floyd
County, heaviest bollworm, pressure is
occuring in the western and northern
portions of the county. Spotty infesta-
tions are being found in Lubbock and
Crosby counties. While very little
bollworm activity which would cause
concern is occurring to the south of
Lubbock, there are bollworms in fields
in Terry, Gaines and Yoakum counties.
Other counties may also have some
bollworm activity, but they haven't
reported in. Almost all, if not all,
bollworm activity south of Lubbock has
not produced economically damaging
infestations.

What about the computer bollworm
egg laying predictions (MOTH ZV)?
Well, they don’t seem to be telling us
the whole story. Most county predic-

’ I' ' = : . >
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tions indicate that egg laying activity
should be on the decrease, but in fact,
egg numbers have increased drama-
tically in many areas over the last
several days. | don’t know why we don’t
have good correspondence between
predicted and actual activity at this
time. However, the recent rains and
cooler temperatures could have a lot to
do with this. At any rate, based on past
experience, | expect egg laying activity
to remain high in many areas on into the
first week of September, so don’t let
down your guard!

If you find yourself behind in field
checking at this time, you may want to
try short cutting your scouting proce-
dure. Many eggs are being laid below
plant terminals and on bloom petals.
This makes scouting very tedious and
time consuming. If enough eggs are laid
down low on the plant, considerable
damage can occur to full-sized bolls.
Look closely for the evidence of small
worm feeding on bolls. These small
worms may not actually enter these
bolls, but rather take “little bites'" here
and there on the boll. Also, worms
hatching from eggs laid on blooms will
move into blooms and are essentially
“‘safe’’ from insecticide control. Rem-
ember that fields with very low or very
high infestations don’t need to be
inspected as closely as those borderline
fields.

These recent rains have delayed
aerial applicators considerably in some
areas. Earlier in the week, some
applicators were as much as 14,000
acres behind. Make sure you seiect the
right chemical and rate to handle an
infestation that is going to be treated
late. There are fields out there right
now that have sustained heavy boll-
worm damage, with some standing a
good chance of being total *‘wipe outs”’
by the end of the season. Remember
