Don Williams. internationally famous
country singer, will return to Floydada
on September 30 to receive the key to
the citv.

Williams. born in Flovdada, attended
school in Lockney, but left the county as
a child. This is the first time his busy
schedule has permitted him to return to
his birthplace.

“‘Don is really excited about coming
to Flovdada." said Kathy Gangwisch
who handles public relations for the
singer. ‘‘He is very pleased that the
people there are honoring him.”’

Mavor Parnell Powell has declared
Wednesday. September 30 Don Wil-
liams Dav. In a brief 11 a.m. ceremony
on the courthouse lawn the mayor will
present the keys to the city for the first
time in the city's history.

Sponsored by the Chamber of Com-
merce. Don Williams will be able to
spend onlv an hour in Floydada.

He will be appearing at the South
Plains Fair in Lubbock on Tuesday.
September 29. He and members of the
band will stay in Lubbock that night and
then must be in Arkansas for another
performance Wednesday night.

Driving via touring bus, they will
arrive in Floydada at 11 a.m.

““There won't be time, I'm afraid. for
him to sign autographs,”’ Kathy said.
‘‘He will have to be on the road at 12
sharp and it would be terrible if he is
forced to leave with some still waiting
for autographs.”

Don Williams is rather unique in the
entertainment field with a personal
philosophy of being a ‘‘proponent of
simple pleasures and old-time virtues’’
as was reported in the Tampa Tribune.

He says of himself that, ‘‘My family
and my music are really the biggest
things in my life.”’

John Lomax in the Journal of Country
Music said. ‘‘The most unusual thing to
me about Don Williams is that he is a
superstar who does not enjoy talking
about himself. He is an artist untouched
by the personal turmoil common to
many of today's biggest names. Few
country music artists have ever enjoyed
the sort of worldwide popularity Don
Williams has achieved. He is a quiet
man who chooses his words carefully.
He talks slowly, always to the point, and
is not given to long-winded answers.
Despite his mammoth successes he
remains sincere, hard-working, religi-
ous aad down to earth. Success may
have spoiled many artists in the past,
but it seems only to have strengthened

Rep. Hightower says
it’s good to be back

Congressman Jack Hightower greet-
ed Lockney businessmen at a joint
meeting of the Lockney Rotary and
Lions Clubs and stressed he was very
happv to have Floyd County in his
district.

“‘I kept quiet during the re-districting
process. because if other politicians had
known 1 wanted Flovd County, I might
not have gotten it. That is the nature of
politicians. But. I'm very happy to be
serving Flovd County again,”” he said.

Hightower served Floyd County be-
fore when he was a member of the
Texas Senate.

Flovd. Bailev. Kent and Knox coun-
ties have just been added to his
congressional district in the re-district-
ine as a result of the 1980 population
census.

Hightower explained that Lockney
will have two congressmen for awhile.
Charles Stenholm is still the official
congressman for Floyd County until the
new Congress is sworn in January 1983.
But. Flovd County voters will vote for
the 13th District Congressional seat in
November. 1982, which is Hightower’s
seat.

“I'll be happy to help Lockney and
Flaud

between now and January of 1983, and
of course after that."”" Hightower has
Texas offices in Wichita Falis, Vernon,
and Amarillo.

Although a Democrat. Hightower has
supported the idea of budget cuts for
the federal government, though he has
not always agreed with the Republican
administration’s allocation of funds.

“‘Something had to be done,”” said
Hightower, “‘inflation is the number
one concern of the American people,
and government spending is one of the
major causes of inflation.”

“It's not easy to find the formula for
fighting inflation,’’ continued the Cong-
ressman, ‘‘but cutting government
spending seems to be one necessary
factor.”

According to Hightower. high inte-

rest rates are another major concern of |

his constituates. The reason for high
interest rates. said Hightower is that
government is still spending more than
it is bringing in from taxes and has to
borrow money in the marketplace. This
borrowing of money in competition with
banks and other lending institutions
drives up interest rates.

Yet. cutting government programs is
hard. ‘‘For every federal dollar spent,

IMI released Don’s first solo record
(a single titled “*Don’t You Believe'') on
Tune 16,1972, He signed with ABC-Dot
on Mav 17. 1974, The Dot label was
discontinued in late 1977 and Don
continued to record for ABC Records. In
March of 1979 ABC was bought out by
MCA Records

Concert dates fill S0% of each month.
The Don Williams Show has headlined a
varietv of prestigue venues from the
Sporting Club in Monte Carlo to the
Roxv in Los Angeles. from a sold-out
Carncgie Hall in New York to the larger
state fairs. dinner theatres and auditc-
riums nationwide. Don and the mem-
bers of his group travel in a late 1970's
customized Silver Eagle bus.

Don co-starred with Burt Reynolds in
20th Century Fox's ““W.W. & The Dixie
Dancekings.”” He also appeared in
Universal's “‘Smokev & The Bandit 11.""

His trademark is denim Sedgefield
jackets.  “‘It's what I'm
comfortable in.”" savs Don. *'I put on
dress clothes. or whatever vou want to
call it. to go to church and a few things
like that.

Association of Texas Profes-
sional Educators (ATPE) told
high school vocational coun-
selors at a conference spon-
sored by the Texas Education
Agency in Austin recently.

ATPE. the association
which Morrow represents,
experienced a S0 percent
increase in membership last
vear which he attributes to
the fact that ‘‘teachers are
sick and tired of the current
union tactics and political
overtones that some teacher
groups have adopted.”

‘*While our members want
and are entitled to a standard
of living commensurate with
their training and education,
thev are concerned with
more than their pavcheck
and beating the kids out the
door when the bell rings at
3:30 p.m..”" Morrow said.

ATPE supports local con-
trol of public schools and is
not affiliated with the Nation-
al Education Association as
is the Texas State Teachers
Association (TSTA).

““We believe that the dir-
ection of education in this
state should be decided by
Texans instead of bureau-
crats in Washington,'" state
president Charles Pickitt. Ri-
chardson. said.

Another major difference
between the two associations
is that ATPE vehemently
opposes collective bargain-
ing for pubiic school employ-
ees and was successful at
stvmieing TSTA’s bid to get
legislation passed by the
67th Legislature making it
legal in Texas.

“If it ever comes to the
classroom teacher putting
down the textbooks and chalk
for the picket sign. the
children of Texas will be the
big losers.”” Molly Sanders,
who recently formed a local
unit of ATPE in Corpus
Christi, said.

““It is time that the taxpay-
ers who are footing the bill
for education in this state
realize that there is a strong
movement among organized
labor and the TSTA to initi-
ate collective bargaining for
school teachers in this
state.”” Morrow said.

“‘On the other hand. it is
also time for the public to
realize that if quality educa-
tion is to exist they must get
priorities straight and bring
salaries in line with those for
other college graduates who
are entering private in-
dustry.

‘“While many voung pe-
ople are choosing other high-
er paving professions, and
some veterans are leaving
education for the same rea-
son, many dedicated teach-
ers are hanging in there
working to improve quality
and accountability without
militancv. These are the
teachers ATPE represents.”’
Morrow said.

Remember the plateaus
wheat vyields were sup-
posed to reach? The lead
wheat researcher for the
US DA says that plateau
may well turn into a mountain,
with its peak somewhere in the
clouds. Dr. Virgil Johnson of
the University of Nebraska
says plait scientists had feared
a wheat yield levelling in the
near future. However, this
may not come to pass. This
good news is partly due to new
varieties, particularly newly
developed semi-dwarf
varieties which, he believes,
will cause vyield figures to
continue to rise. Johnson
maintains that even in the face
of severe restraints in the
Great Plains area, such as
severe  winter
weather and disease attack,
present varieties have the
genetic potential to achieve
yields up to 100 bushels per
acre under the right en
vironmental conditions.
Breeding in better resistance,
according to Johnson, will
certainly make a mountain out
of that wheat yield plateau.

Explain the problem care-
fully and briefly—and steps
already taken to correct the
problem.

Include the name of the
store which sold the product
and the purchase date.

Address the letter to the
Customer Service represen-
tative or the Consumer Divi-
sion of the company. A letter
addressed to the “‘presi-
dent’’ can sometimes delay
any response.

Last week we covered two
of the provisions of the
Omnibus Reconciliation Act
of 1981 that deals with social
security. They were elimina-
tion of the minimum benefit
and the reinstatement of age
72 as the cutoff of any
earnings limitation for social
security recipients.

This week 1 will continue
by discussing changes in the
student program and bene-
fits paid to the parents of
voung children.

Student benefits under the
old law were paid to the
children of social security
beneficiaries at age 18.
These benefits continued un-
til age 22 if the student
remained in full-time atten-
dance at anv approved
school.

Starting in August, 1982
children of social security

.beneficiaries who are still in
elementary or high school
and are 19 years old will no
longer receive benefits. For
example, if a student is 19 in
December 1982 and will gra-
duate from high school in
May. 1983. he or she will not
receive any social security
beginning with January,
1983.

Benefits will continue for
those students who received
a benefit 9-3-81 and will start
college or a vocational school
before May. 1982. However,
thev will no longer be eligible
for cost of living increases
and the amount of their
benefits will decline. In Sep-
tember. 1982 benefits will be
reduced by 25%. This will
occur again in September,
1983 and September. 1984,

In addition, starting in
Mav. 1982, no benefits will

be paid to students for the
months of May through Au-
gust. This will happen even if
the student attends summer
school. The first check re-
ceived in the fall will be
October 3 for the month of
September.

Finally, if a child is first
entitled to social security
after August, 1981 and is
attending college. his or her
benefits will continue only
through July, 1982,

As vou can see, the stu-
dent program has been
changed drastically. Student
benefits will be entirely eli-
minated after May. 1985 on
this timetable.

The other change 1 will
speak of briefly applies to
benefits received by either a
mother or father under age

62 with a child at home.
Under the old law, if John
Doe starts receiving social
security when he retires at
age 62. his wife Mary, age
S50. can receive benefits so
long as their child, Susan, is
at home and under 18 years
of age. Mary is too young to
receive benefits as a wife or
on her own record, and is
entitled to benefits only until
the month of Susan’s eigh-
teenth birthday.

The amendments change
the age of the child from 18
vears to 16 years old. Now in
our example, Mary cannot
receive anv  benefits after
Susan’s sixteenth birthday.
All parents who qualify after
August 1981 because of a
voung child will be effected
bv this ruling. Parents cur

rently receiving benefits with
a child will be terminated
after 8-83. if the youngest
child is 16 or over.

If vou have a severely
disabled child. you previous-
lv did not apply for disability
until age 18. Now you will
want to check possible disa-
bility benefits on the parents
record when the child reach-
es age 16

An exception in the amen-
dment allows a parent to
continue receiving benefits if
thev have a disabled child
under 1R vears of age

The white grub is Texas’ most
important and most damaging lawn
insect. The white grub occurs through-
out the State and causes wide-spread
dzmage in lawns and turf areas. Turf
areas could also include golf courses,
roadside rights aways, and other places.

The white grub is recognized as a
C-shaped, white grub-like larvae found
feeding on the roots of grasses. I think
most everybody will recognize the
adult — what we commonly call the
June beetle.

During this time of the year, the June
beetle is in the process of depositing
eggs in the soil. Eggs are deposited,
hatch, and the whiie grub develops. The
white grub overwinters in the soil as the
last larval stage, matures, and eventully
emerges varied periods during the year.

The term critical-treatment period is
the period about 2 to 3 weeks after the
June beetles have laid their eggs in the
soil for the next generation. This is the
time that homeowners need to be
particularly mindful and during this
time, they wil! be able to decide
whether they need some sort of control
or not. The critical-treatment period

varies geographically in the state. For
example, in Houston it occurs some
time during July whereas in Floydada it
may occur from mid-July clear through
late August. However, the best way to
determine if you have white grubs is to
dig some 3 to 4 inch plugs or cores in
your soil to a depth of 3 to 4 inches and
examine the soil and the roots of the turf
very carefully. If you find as many as 4
to 5 white grubs per square foot of area
sampled, then this will indicate that
something needs to be done to protect
your lawn. There are several insecti-
cides on the market that are extremely
effective for white grubs but their
effectiveness depend for the most part
on when they are applied and how they
are applied. The applications need to be
uniform, they need to include signifi-
cant amounts of water such as 20 to 30
gallons per 1,000 square feet of turf
area to wash the material down into the
soil where it can be effective. Hopefully,
this year we may escape serious white
grub problems but it will be necessary
for you to exercise these precautions in
order to have a green, lush lawn
growth.

"Social Security News

BY JANICE ULMER :

Before the Social Security law was changed in 1977, retired people who
continued to be involved in self-employment could receive a benefit check for
any month they did not render what was considered to be “substantlfl
services'' in the business. This was possible, even though the person’s
earnings were over the annual limit. The 1977 amendments ellml'nat?d this
monthly earnings test. except for one so-called “‘grace year”' (ordinarily the
vear of retirement). After that *‘grace year'', Social Security Iooked. only at
the annual earnings to see how many checks a person could be entitled t9.
without regard to any monthly services. (The general rule is that $1 in
benefits must be withheld for every $2 in earnings above the annual limit.)

It later became apparent that the limitations placed on the monthly
earnings test adversely affected some individuals. Persons who cctntinued to
receive reportable income from self-employment, even though retired, could
lose all their benefits under the annual test. This was true even if they had
little or no actual involvement in the operation or management of a business
activity.

Some examples are farmers who sell ‘‘carry-over’’ crops in a year after
retirement, ‘‘silent’’ partners and retired partners who only receive a
distributive share of the business income. Insurance salesmen who get
renewal commissions for policies sold before retiring, and other retirees who
receive self-employment income solely due to their ownmership of an
income-producing property or business are also affected by this.

One of the 1980 amendments to the Social Security law seeks to make the
annual earnings tests more equitable. by providing that any self-employment
income a retired person receives which is not the result of services performed
in the business will not be counted toward the annual earnings limit. Services
are defined as regular services performed in the ongoing operations or
management of a trade or business activity which is related to the income
received from such activity.

A retired person who retains an ownership interest in a business which is
being managed and operated by others can be expected to take some actions
at various times. in order to protect his investment. Such actions would not
be considered as performing *‘services'’ in the operation or management of
the business. Similarly. if a crop were produced prior to retirement, but sold
in a vear after retirement, the actions taken merely to sell that crop would not
be considered as “‘services'’ in self-employment.

The intent of the new law is that self-employed persons not be penalized
for receiving income that was earned before they became entitled to their
social security benefits. nor for income after retirement which is the result of
owning a business. or maintaining a ship share.

What Shall We Do?

When John the Baptist appeared
as Christ's forerunner, God's chosen
people had lived under the Law of
Moses for 1500 years but had not
keptit. Hence John's call to repent-
ance and baptism for the remission
of sins (Mark 1:4).

John was in earnest, too, for when
the thoughtless multitude came to
him to be baptized, he sent them
back, saying: "Bring forth fruits
worthy of repentance” (Luke 3:7-8).
Their lives were to be changed and
they were to show it.

When the people asked: "What
shall we do, then?" he told them to
live for others rather than for self
(Luke 3:10-11). When the tax col-
lectors asked “What shall we do?” he
demanded that they stop cheating
the taxpayers and live honestly
(vers. 12-13). When the soldiers
asked: "What shall we do?” he told
them to forbear violence, false accu-
sation and bribery (ver. 14). Clear-
ly, righteousness was demanded
under John's message. His hearers
were to repent, be baptized and
bring forth the fruits of true repent-
ance.

When our Lord appeared, He pro-
claimed the same message as John

recited the basic commands of the
law, our Lord answered: "This do
and thou shalt live” (Luke 10:25-28).
God was still demanding righteous-
ness. They were all under the law.
(See Gal. 4:4; Matt. 23:1,2; etc.)

Some suppose that this was all
changed ufter Calvary by the "Great
Commission.” This is not so.
When, at Pentecost, Peter’s hearers
were convicted of their sins and
asked "What shall we do?” Peter
commanded them to “repent and be
baptized . . .for the remission of sins”
Just as John had done (Acts 2:38)
He did not tell them that Christ had
died for their sins.

It was not until later that St. Paul
was sent to proclaim the death of
Christ as the payment for sin. He
was the first to say: "But now the
righteousness of God without the
law is manifested .. .We declare His
righteousness for the remission of
sins” (Rom. 3:21-26). When the
Gentile jailor fell on his knees and
asked: “What must I do to be saved?”
Paul replied: "Belicve on the Lord
Jesus Christ and thou shalt be
saved” (Acts 16:30,31). This is
