Measles shots a necessity
Several outbreaks o f measles have 

occurred this year in different parts of 
Texas. Because of the serious nature of 
the outbreaks, the Texas Board of 
Health adopted revisions to the measles 
immunization requirem ents. These 
rules became effective September 1. 

1981.
The items adopted by the Board are: 
1. Measles vaccine is required for all 

students through the 12th grade.

2. Must have received vaccine on or 
after the first birthday.

3. The dose of vaccine must have 
been received after January 1, 1968.

4. All measles illness histories given 
in lieu of vaccine must be physician- 
validated.

The immunization requirements ap 
ply to all students entering or attending 
any school in Texas, pre-school through 
12th grade.

Nursing Home Costs

Everyone talks about the high cost o f health care these days. Let's take a 
look at the "high cost”  o f nursing homes.

Consider that a motel room now averages about $35 to $40 per day. What 
do you get for this price? A lovely room with two beds usually. If you stay 
there for more than one night, they will clean your room daily. For an extra 
charge, you can get your meals brought to you. (I f  that particular place 
provides that service.) You might even get some entertainment if you can pay 
for it!

In Floyd County you car. get a private room in a nursing home for about $30 
per day. What do you get for this cost? Well, you get a room that is not quite 
as nice as the local motel. You have your room cleaned by the housekeeping 
staff each day. And, if  you happen to make a mess during the day that needs 
to be cleaned up, they will even come back to your room at no extra cost!

Nursing Assistants are on duty 24 hours a day to help you with your 
dressing and bathing, if  you need that service. You also have a liccnesed 
nurse on duty at least 16 hours per day.

A registered dietician is on staff to be sure that your meals arc always 
nutritious. They also prepare well balanced menus. They even will help you 
with that special diet that the doctor has been trying to get you to stay on! In 
the kitchen is also a Certified Food Service Supervisor that has gone to school 
to be certified by the State o f Texas.

Entertainment? Well, they have hired a person that does just that! Activity 
Directors are there to do primarily nothing more than just keep you some 
type of enterttfinment going on all day long. (Sometimes even in the evening 
hours!)

Also each nursing home will have a whole army o f consultants that are 
required by the State o f Texas, to visit at certain intervals. They have 
Registered Nurse Consultants, Consultants for the the Activity Director, 
Consultants for the Dietary Department, and even a Registered Pharmacist 
to check the administration o f all medications.

They will even have a person that is State Approved to make sure that all 
staff are properly trained.

Oh. something that I nearly forgot, they will even do your laundry for no 
extra charge. They pick up and return it to your room and properly put it 
away. (While you are probably at the Activities.)

If you happen to be one o f those lucky folks that can get state approval, you 
will get all o f your non-prescription medications paid for by the nursing 
home!

Feel bad this morning? Don't worry about it, just tell the Nurses and they 
will bring your breakfrst to you in bed! You don't even have to get up to 
answer the door when they get there. And just think about it —  they call 
nursing homes "high priced.”

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The upcoming deer season promises 
to be everything that last year’s wasn’t.

Good forage and better than normal 
weather conditions should result in 
better quality deer than a year ago and 
more of them, according to a Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service wildlife 
specialist based in Uvalde.

Hunters can even expect better 
antlered deer from the improved nutri­
tion which is a major contributing factor 
to their condition.

“ Last year’ s drought effectively re­
duced the deer numbers in overpopula­
ted areas,”  explains Dr. Dwight Guynn.

‘ ‘ This year there is more food for each 
animal which translates into good antler 
growth for bucks and higher fawn crops 
for does.”

Higher fawn crops generally mean 
the deer herds are immediately begin­
ning a population increase. Hence,

Guynn stresses that landowners and 
hunters can work toward a larger female 
harvest this year in order to keep down 
the increasing deer population where 
desired.

“ Failure to harvest more does in 
the past seasons led to overpopulated 
conditions in many parts of the state 
that resulted in large die-offs similar to 
what happened when the drought hit 
last year.”  Guynn says.

Guynn reminds landowners that deer 
census techniques and spotlight counts 
can be used to better determine deer 
populations and evaluate proper harvest 
levels. More can be learned about these 
techniques along with aging methods, 
harvest record systems and harvest 
recommendations through local county 
Extension agents or Texas Department 
of Parks and Wildlife officials.

Deer season opens in most Texas 
counties at sunrise on November 14.

Today’s Lifestyles

In visiting with parents of 
teen-agers today, I am not at 
all surprised to And that one 
o f their greatest fears is 
the possibility that their 
teenagers might get involved 
wnth drugs. Their fears are 
not unfounded. Facing deci­
sions about drugs seems 
inevitable for a startling 
number o f today's teens, but 
watchful parents can recog­
nize signs o f drug use and 
help their teens deal with the 
situation.

In order to help, parents 
must understand that adol­
escence is one o f the most 
difficult periods of growing 
up, and. in today's stressful 
society, teenagers often find 
them selves encountering 
many pressures.

One o f the biggest pres­
sures is the extreme fear of 
not "fitting in " with their 
peers. It is extremely impor­
tant to a teen to be accepted. 
Because o f this, a teen often 
will succumb to the pres­
sures o f peers, even if it is 
against his or her better 
judgement.

Careful parents may be 
able to detect a drug problem

early and prevent their child 
from getting into even more 
serious situations.

Some signs to watch for 
are these:

1) Loss o f interest in school 
and even expression of the 
wish to drop out

2) Dropping grades
3) A change in style of 

dress or appearance and loss 
of interest in looks

4) Loss o f outside interests
5) Dropping o f extracurri­

cular activities, such as 
sports, to “ hang out" with a 
different crowd

6 ) Differences in moods — 
the child may become with­
drawn. defensive and often 
depressed

7) Glassy-eyed appearance 
and/or disorientation

8) Excessive fatigue and 
the need for abnormal 
amounts of sleep

9) Lying about where 
th ey 're  going or where 
they've been

10) Selling family valu­
able or even stealing to 
support a drug habit

11) Blackouts
These signs may not nec­

essarily mean drug use, but 
they do indicate some type of 
problem.

It's important to discuss 
these things with the child in

an open, honest and under­
standing atmosphere, and 
it's important to seek help if 
the situation seems to 
cate a need for it.

A National Rifle Associa­

tion analysis o f the latest 
crime statistics published by 
the FBI reveals that those 
major metropolitan areas 
with strict Kun laws lead the 
nation in their rates of violent 
crime.

Amonf! cities whose popu­
lations exceed SOO.OOO. Bos­
ton was listed as America’ s 
most violent town last year. 
The 1980 statistics are con­

tained in the FBI’ s Uniform 
Crime Reports released on 
September 10. 1981.

Boston is followed by New 
York City, Baltimore. Wash­
ington. D.C. and Cleveland, 
all of which have extremely 
rigid gun laws.

New York, which passed 
Bartley-Fox type legislation 
in 1980. has oecome Ameri­
ca’s second most violent city 
since the law passed, jump­
ing from fourth place in 1979,

New York City leads the 
nation in armed robbery with 
1,429.2 |ier 100.000 popula­
tion. more than 100 thousand 
last year.

Baltimore, with stringent 
gun licensing and registra­
tion requirements, saw a 19 
percent increase in its rate of 
robbery last year over 1980

And Washington. D.C.. 
where the private ownership 
of handguns was banned in 
1977. moved from eighth 
place in overall violent crime 
before the handgun ban to 
fourth place in 1980.

Since the District o f Col­
umbia enacted its handgun 
ban its murder rate has risen 
17 percent, according to the 
FBI’s data. In near-by Vir­
ginia. where there are rela­
tively few restrictions on gun 
ownership other than those 
imposed by Federal law , the 
murder rate dropped 9 per- 
c-ent.

The UCR statistics show 
that, overall, the United Sta­
tes’ murder rate has fluctu­
ated in recent years. It fell 
from 9.8 per 100,000 in 1974 
to 8.8 in 1976 and 1977. Then 
it rose to 9.7 in 1979 and rose 
again to 10.2 in 1980.

Firearm involvement in 
murder, however, has de­
clined during those years, 
down from 67.9 percent in 
1974 to 62.^ percent for 1980.

The hunting season offers youth who 

have participated in the 4-H Shooting 
Sports program an opportunity to 
practice their skills, says Ken Langley.

With thousands of people enjoying 
hunting with friends and relatives, 
voung. safe hunters can take the lead in 
avoiding accidents, he says.

Ken Langley reminds hunters that 
most accidents occur in and around 
private homes and vehicles. He urges 
youth and adults to review the following 
to commandments o f gun safety and 
apply them at all times in all locations.

— Treat every gun with the respect 
due a loaded gun.

__Watch that muzzle! Carry your gun
safely. Keep the safety on until ready to 

shoot.
— Unload guns when not in use. take 

down or have actions open. Guns should 
be carried in cases to shooting areas.

__Be sure that barrel is clear of
obstructions and that you have only the

propcr-si/ed ammunition for the gun 
you carry.

— Be sure of the target before you 
pull the trigger. Know identifying 
features of the game you hunt.

— Never point a gun at anything you 
do not want to shoot. Avoid all 
horseplay.

— Never climb a tree or fence or jump 
a ditch with a loaded gun. Never pull a 
gun toward you by the muzzle.

— Never shoot a bullet at a flat, hard 
surface or water. At target practice, be 
sure your backstop is adequate.

— Store guns and ammunition separa­
tely. beyond reach of children.

Avoid alcoholic beverages before or 
during shooting.

Considerations for potential club calf producers

COLLEGE STATION — More com­
mercial cattlemen are investigating the 
club calf market each year. This is not 
surprising, for at least !0.000 show 
steers are fed annually in Texas, a few 
of which command very high prices.

Considerations important to the club 
calf producer include most of those 
which the purchaser must also heed, 
says Dr. Stephen Hammack.

Hammack. of Stcphenville, an area 
beef cattle specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. Texas 
A&M University System, says these 
include age, breed, color, type or body 
conformation, and price.

Regarding age, Hammack emphasi­
zes that in order to show a calf at a 
major livestock show, the calf must have 
its temporary teeth. The first pair of 
temporary teeth are generally shed at 
around 19 to 21 months of age but this 
may vary considerably.

‘ ‘The oldest steers may not always be 
the best steers, but some degree of 
maturity generally allows maximum 
expression of skeletal size, muscling

and some degree of fattening." Ham­
mack says.

So. because most of the major 
livestock shows in Texas are held from 
January to March, steers born in late 
spring to mid-summer are often tht 
most competitive, he continues.

It is well-known that calves born at 
this time usually weigh less (thus 
returning fewer dollars when sold com­
mercially) at weaning.

Hammack notes that anyone contem­
plating changing their breeding pro­
gram to a spring-summer calving period 
should carefully consider this disadvan­
tage beforehand.

Breed is another important factor. 
Some shows have as many as 14 
different breed and breed-cross classes.

‘ ‘ An important point here is that, at 
most shows, determination of breed is 
based on visual evidence o f breed 
characteristics, a subjective evalua­
tion,”  he says.

Genetic background is also important 
for another reason in small county

Landscape &
Gardening

CLIMATE - FALL GARDENING
What is the climate situation and how 

will it affect the fall gardening?
The situation is about the reverse of 

the pattern of climate in the Spring. The 
davs are shorter and the nights arc 
cooler. There tends to be higher 
humidity than in Spring time. There will 
be little or no wind. All the time during 
the fall the air is quite calm. The 
temperature drops in the mornings and 
there will be dew. All through the fall 
the Plains typically has bright days and 
g(H)d growing weather. The plants tend 
to grow slower because of this weather. 
The plants that bear fruit like the 
tomatoes, peppers, egg plants and 
squash will grow slower especially at 
the time they have the fruit on the plant. 
But with a little bit of advance planting, 
the plants can grow into the fruit 
maturity along in mid September or 
early October.

The other thing that happens because 
of this weather is we have to watch out 
for certain diseases like powderv mil­
dew. Powdery Mildew tends to develop 
and attack the plant better when there is 
warm weather and cool nights with a 
little bit of dew in the mornings. The 
Powdery Mildew doesn‘ t get much start 
in most cucumber varieties, but be 
careful with winter squash, summer 
squash, melons, and cantalopes 
through this time of the year. Spraying 
will prevent infection of the Powdery 
Mildew. The fungicide to use is cither

Benlate or Carothane.
This kind of weather will bring out a 

higher quality in the leafy crops: the 
lettuce, spinach, broccoli, cabbage, and 
cauliflower. Those vegetables in which 
the leaves are used will attain a higher 
flavor and will be able to enjoy them 
over a longer period of time, because 
they mature more slowly in this kind of 
weather.

There are some problems that you 
need to be aware of in this type of 
weather, but it also is a good condition 
for a fall garden. It‘s a time o f year 
when there is very little windstress on 
the plants and you don‘t have to worry 
about protecting plants from hail. 
Vegetables and all kinds of plants do 
very well here in the fall. The leaves 
aren‘t bothered by wind or hail. The 
insects have done about all their 
damage. Aphids are much less active in 
the fall when its cooler. Spider mites do 
not like cool weather at all. It‘s a very 
enjoyable time to have a garden and to 
enjoy the fruits of your labor.

shows, where separate breed classes 
may not exist, or in competing for 
overall grand champion at larger shows.

In these cases, where all breeds 
compete against each other, steers with 
3/8 to 3/4 of one of the large, heavier 
muscled, "exotic”  breeds are usually 
most competitive.

Hair color can be an important factor 
in showring placing. Solid black is 
probably the most frequently seen color 
on a grand champion.

Other popular colors are solid red. or 
red with a small amount of white 
markings. Other colors can be competi­
tive but are just not as common as those 
mentioned.

Type or body conformation is import­
ant because most judges look for a 
balance of skeletal size, muscling, finish 
and a general blending of body parts. 
Hammack says.

In a tough show where several steers 
may be extremely close in these basic 
factors, such fine points as head and 
neck carriage, amount of brisket and 
sheath, extreme straightness of legs, 
and overall “ style" and showiness arc 
important." he adds.

Hammack says the easiest wav to get 
started in club calf production is 
through the use of artificial insemina­
tion. "Good calves are possible through 
natural service, but it can be a problem 
to find and buy the right sires." he 
continues.

The production of club calves might 
be a profitable sideline or even a 
principle enterprise. Hammack says, 
but it does have special requirements 
and attention to detail is necessary. 
Many who attempt to enter this market 
are disappointed because they fail to 
realize the problems as well as the 
opportunities.

A reputation must also be established 
before meaningful price bonuses arc 
realized, he adds.

1981 as FIRE PREVENTION WEEK in Floyd County, 
for the following reasons.

WHEREAS. FIRE PREVENTION WEEK is observed aitnually by the 
United States and Canada each year during the week o f Sunday-through-Sat- 
urday period that includes October 9. This date is the anniversary of "The 
Great Chicago Fire o f 1871”  that killed ?50 people and destroyed property 
totaling SI68 million; and.

WHEREAS, this is the 59th consecutive year that the sponsoring National 
Fire Protection Association is reminding people o f the need to practice ftre 
saletv — with the theme —  “ Exit Drills In T>e Hom e": and.

WHEREAS, according to 1978 statistics compiled by the National Fire 
Protection Association. (NFPA). one American home is involved in an 
accidental fire every minute o f the day. Over a 24-hour period, approximately 
14 people will die in some 1.700-plus fires in onc-and two-family homes 
across the nation. House fires are only one part of the overall fire picture. For 
the calendar vear 1978. fire departments reported there were some 3 million 
fires, and propertv damage was estimated at S4.4 billion. There were 8.78,3 
deaths associated with fires and 32.023 injuries. And 162 firemen were killed 
fighting fires, while another 106.000 were injured on the job: and.

WHEREAS, the greatest amount o f property loss and the greatest number 
o f injuries and deaths arc associated with accidental house fires. For 
example, cigarettes account for .35% o f all deaths in fires o f one-and 
two-familv homes. NFPA lists cigarettes as the cause in five of 18 major 
sources o f fires in homes. In most fires, the association says, cigarettes ignite 
upholstered furniture in living areas and bedding in sleeping quarters: and.

WHEREAS, flammable liquids, primarily gasoline, arc responsible for 
about 10.000 burn injuries treated in hospital emergency ro»>ms Some are 
caused bv improper storage of these liquids, resulting in fires when the 
volatile gases from these liquids are ignited by a source many feet away: and.

WHFRFAS. beyond fire prevention, prompt fire detection offers the 
greatest hope for saving lives Statistics show that the majority o f home fires 
iH'cur between midnight and 8:00 a.m.. with many fires burning for upwards 
of 20 or .30 minutes before deteition. NFPA points out that no matter how 
skilled at fire fighting a fire depaitment may be. firemen are unable to save 
manv victims because thev have died before the fire is detected: now-.

THFRF.FORE. I urge all citirens of Floyd Counts to join hands in

Inheritance state law now in 
effect as of September 1st

State Comptroller Bob Bul­
lock’ s office Monday remin­
ded Texans that a new state 
inheritance tax law took ef­
fect this month and will apply 
to estates of those who died 
on or after September 1, 
1981.

The Comptroller’s office 
reported the new law will 
save Texas taxpayers at least 
$20 million in death taxes the 
first year.

The new law did away with 
the state’s basic inheritance 
tax schedule and statutes.

replacing them with a law 
that ties Texas inheritance 
tax collections to a part of the 
federal estate taxes owed.

For example, under the old 
state law if the federal tax 
due was $5,000. the “ federal 
credit”  would be $500 and 
the state inheritance $700, 
resulting in the Internal Re­
venue Service collecting 
$4,500 and Texas $700.

Under the new law, Texas 
world now collect the “ fede­
ral credit”  of $.S00 and the 
IRS would collect $4.5(X),

using the $5,(XX) example.
In effect, the new law 

allows persons who owe fed­
eral estate taxes to deduct 
from the amount due the 
federal government any in­
heritance tax paid to the 
state. The amount is deter­
mined by an IRS formula.

The Comptroller’ s office 
said this also means that if 
federal estate tax rates are 
cut, Texas inheritance taxes 
are automatically dropped 
back.

More than 45 other states 
have similar laws that piggy­
back on the federal law.

Estates of those who died 
before September 1, 1981 are 
subject to Texas’ old inheri­
tance tax law and tax sche­
dule, Bullock’ s office noted.

All 28 of the heads of the 
restaurants in Texas’ fourth
