serves. Inc., announced that the pre­
sence of oil at the Fucie D. Stephens 
Number 1-A well has been found. 
The well is IcKated 15 miles southeast of 
Roydada. four miles southwest of 
Dougherty on property owned by Fred 
Zimmerman III.

“ Apparently we have confirmed the 
presence of oil in the NRM field. Our 
seismic indicated a fault-trap type 
mechanism of oil deposition which we 
believe ix'curs in other areas of the Halo 
Duro Basin. We hope that this will 
encourage other companies to explore 
this county and the remainder of this 
unexplored basin.”  said Foftis.

A fault-trap type mechanism is when 
a major shift of underground strata 
creates a seal against the migration of 
hydrix'arbons. The deposition against 
the faults creates a trap of oil.

Once it is determined where these 
traps are. then they are drilled into. 
These types of oil deposits are harder to 
locate than other formations because 
seismic crossplots are necessary. This 
formation could exist for natural gas at 
greater depths.

The well was drilled to a total depth of 
9825 feet in 61 days with no major 
problems. Production tests for the well 
should start in 10-20 days. According to 
Foftis the logs on the samples look good 
now.

Foftis said that they appreciate the 
local people's attitude. They have been 
received well and have had a lot of local 
support.

Visitors are not allowed at the well 
site. Results will be reported as they 
become available.

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby has not had a 
substantial opponent in 10 years. He 
has a sound record on which to run for 
re-election.

Paul Hobby, son of Lt. Governor Bill 
Hobby, made these points July 22 in a 
press conference with the editors of The 
Royd County Hesperian and The Lock- 
ney Beacon during a campaign for his 
father.

Lt. Gov, Hobby wouldn’t make a 
political issue of current state situations 
such as the trouble Texas farmers arc 
having. He feels that he can serve 
better as lieutenant governor than 
governor. He feels he is in a position of 
impact for the state.

Lt. Gov. Hobby proposed no new

taxes or corporate state taxes. "Texas 
w'ants a businessman running the state. 
Texas should be a model for other states 
about spending money," said the 
younger Hobby.

In a related address to the Plainview 
Lion’s Club. Paul Hobby said that the 
legislation to create a water trust fund 
defeated in 1981 was a "response but 
not an answer" to the state’s water 
problems.

"This was not an issue of west 
against east Texas.”  Hobby said. It was 
vague in wording and it was not clear 
what it would do if ratified. It committed 
funds in a reckless manner."

Lt. Gov. Hobby is running for

re-election against former Republican 
secretary George Strake. The younger 
Hobby felt that this is the first 
"substantial" opponent that his father 
has had in ten years of office. He noted 
that his father has been lieutenant 
governor for ten years with a sound 
record to run on.

The main campaign issue is taxes, he 
said, also re-emphasising the fact that 
there has been no new taxes while his 
father has been in office.

Bill Hobby is chairman of the 
Legislative Budget Board. It drafts the 
state’ s biennial budget. Also he is a 
member of the Texas Legislative Coun­
cil which researches legislation.

Rabies confirmed ! I!

A case of rabies has been confirmed 
in Roydada. Dr. Charles Overstreet, 
veterinarian in Dougherty, got a confir­
mation from Austin Tuesday that a cat 
which bit a resident has been positively 
identified as having rabies. The incident 
occurred in the area of the 300 block of 
Tennessee Street. The bite victim will 
start receiving rabies inoculation series.

"This is the first positive identifica­
tion this year. Also this is the first 
person to have to have the incoulations 
because of a positive identification.”  
Dr. Overstreet said.

The litter mates of the cat identified 
have been caught and vaccinated, but 
the mother has not been found to date.

"These cats in the area need to be 
vaccinated as well as dogs. We haven’ t 
vaccinated nearly as many cats this year 
as last year,”  Dr. Overstreet said. It is 
the responsibility of the owners to keep 
their pets vaccinated.”

Rabies treatments for humans are 
expensive. Death by rabies is agoniz­
ingly painful.

Two types of rabies exist, dumb 
rabies (the animal just sits, often with 
the mouth hanging open and has a 
peculiar look in its eye) and furious 
rabies (the animal hallucinates, snaps at 
imaginary objects, wanders, and be­
comes irritable).

Dumb rabies is potentially more 
dangerous because many people will try 
to open the animal's mouth thinking the 
animal has something in its mouth or 
throat. Then the animal's saliva gets in 
to the cut or scratch spreading the 
disease. Never stick your hand into an

disease. Never stick your hand into such 
an animal's mouth!

The animal will quit eating or 
develope a depraved appetite. Stiffness 
may develope in the hind legs. The 
animal may wander until exhausted.

A rabid animal will have a personality 
change. A timid animal will become 
brave and friendly. A normally friendly 
animal will be surly and timid. A rabid 
animal will often leave home and 
wander until exhausted.

Skunks, foxes and bats often have the 
difcsease. Never try to pick up or handle 
a friendly wild animal.

Responaibillties
1. Protect your pet regularly through 

vaccinations against the disease.
2. Support education and vaccination 

programs in your community to stamp 
out the disease.

3. Support your local rabies control

program by controlling stray animals.
4. Don’t make pets out of wild 

animals.
5. Seek the advice of your doctor or 

veterinarian regarding your questions 
about rabies in man and animals.

6. Don’t "frighten”  young children, 
but it is important they know to 
immediately tell their parent, guardian 
or other adult authority if they are bitten 
by an animal.

PrccantkHiB
1. Children should tell their parent or 

other adult authority (teacher, police­
man, etc.) if they are bitten by animals.

2. Never handle or play with a wild

animal or strange cat or dog.
3. If bitten by a strange animal 

remember:
— if it had a collar and tag
—the size, breed and color
—the direction the animal went

What To Do When Bitten
1. Wash wound with running water 

and soap to remove the animal's saliva.
2. See your doctor at once to have the 

wound cleaned and receive other treat­
ment.

3. Report to the local health depart­
ment so that the animal may be located 
and observed for the specified time.

Too many small fish at Mackenzie
As an Inland Fisheries Bioi. gist 

with the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department I am charged with making 
management recommendations for the 
public waters of Northwest Texas to 
improve the fishing recreation. Our 
function is to return the fisherman his 
license dollar in a sound biological 
way.

In May. 1982 we initiated an inten­
sive study of the fisheries resources of 
Lake Mackenzie to determine what has 
caused the drastic decline in fishing 
success. Our study includes sampling 
the fish population with seines, gill 
nets, frame nets, a shocking boat, fish 
p,>isuning samples, creel surveys, as­
sessing the amount and quality of fish 
habitat, and evaluating the access and 
facility needs for fishermen at the 
lake.

Upon the completion of our sampl­
ing in October all of the data collected 
will be analysed and compiled in a

report which will include a five-year 
management plan for improving fish­
ing recreation at the lake.

Managing reservoirs is an exacting 
science starting with the basic fertility 
of the lake and running through the 
food supply, the amount and quality of 
spawning and nursery habitat, the 
forage fish populations, the panfish 

' ixipululions. the roughfish populations, 
and the predator fish populations. An 
understanding of the very complex 
interactions of all of these factors is 
necessary to correctly manage a lake

to priHluce better fishing.
Although we have not yet completed 

this study we have determined what 
appears to be the most serious pro­
blem with the lake's fish population. It 
is not, as most fishermen believe, an 
inadequate population of small game- 
fish but an over population of these 
fish. In July we blocked off three 
Clives in the lake totaling .V/j acres of

bliH'ked areas. We individually mea­
sured and weighed all the fish which 
we collected. What we found was that 
there were approximately 7,500 very 
small crappje. sunfish. bass, and cat­
fish in the 3'/» acres. These fish are all 
eompciing for the limited supply of 
suitable fixid organisms which Lake 
Mackenzie produces. As a result 
growth of these fish has slowed to the 
point that they are stunted. Very few 
are growing to a size big enough to be 
of use to fishermen.

There is a growing push by con­
cerned fishermen to force us to stock 
more of these fish in the lake. This 
would compound an already bad situa­
tion. We will be analyzing all the data 
we collect this year through the winter 
months to try and determine a work­
able solution to this problem. Our final 
reptirt and management recommenda­
tions will be made public in early 
198.1.

Question 'What it snioker'i 
tongue? Is it cancer'’ "

ANSWERIint "S m o k e r 's  
tongue’* it a disease common 
among, smokers Its conect 
name it leukoplakia This can 
become cancerous if continu­
ally irritated by tobacco 
smoke, illfitting dentures, or 
jagged teeth. Leukoplakia ap­
pears at thickened white pat­
ches on the mucous mem­
branes of the lips gums or 
other areas o f the mouth. 
It is very iinporta.it to have 
your dentist examine this 
condition and treat it. The 
condition may be removed 
with an electric needle or by 
surgery. This may require 
either local or general an­
esthetic.

Question “ Does inhaling 
asbestos cause lung cancer?"

ANSWERltne The inhala­
tion ot asbestos fibers has 
been implicated in meso­
thelioma, a cancer o f the 
lining o f the chest cavity 
Asbestos workers who also 
smoke have been found to be 
greater risks for lung cancer 
Asbestosis is a chronic lung 
disease that affects many 
workers in asbestos-related 
industries.

Question. ‘‘Can colon can- 
ce» be caused by a soft diet?"

ANSWERIins. Although the 
cause of colorectal cancer, 
like that o f most cancer, is 
unknown, statistical evidence 
indicates that dietary pat­
terns do play a key role. 
Some scientists believe that 
a diet high in fat or low in 
fiber content may be a 
significant causative factor. 
However, more research is 
needed to confirm their ob­
servations.

Question. “ Can a mammo­
gram indicate a cancer in 
my breast?”

ANSWERIins..\ mography
is a diagnost.c procedure 
based on the soft tissue X ray 
o f the breast. It shows 
breast masses that to a 
radiologist may indicate 
whether or not a malignancy 
is present. The procedure 
generally is not used by it­
self, but is combined with 
a more extensive examination 
by a breast cancer specialist 
The definite diagnosis of 
breast cancer must finally be 
confirmed by biopsy o f the 
suspected tissue.

Question. "What is ultra­
sound, and how does it 
relate to cancer?”

ANSWERIine: Ultrasound is 
a method for locating and 
measuring tumors in the 
human body It works on the 
sonar principle used by the 
Navy to track down sub­
marines. Sound waves are 
sent into the water and when 
they are stopped by an 
obstruction such as a sub­
marine they bounce back 
Technicians can read the pat­
terns of the echoes in order 
to identify the target. Simi­
larly, sound waves directed 
into the body send back 
echoes which are recorded as 
dots on an oscilloscope screen 
which produces a composite 
picture o f the tumor, if one 
exists

Fungus and bacterial diseases cause 

more damage to Texas vegetable crops 
than any other pests. Rant diseases are 
difftcult to detect before irreversible 
damage occurs. For this reason, it is a 
good idea to use preventive spray 
applications to protect plants during 
periods of likely infection.

Most fungicides are not as toxic to 
man and animals as insecticides are. 
However, use extreme caution when 
applying any fungicide around fish 
ponds. If fish are in the area, cover the 
ponds thoroughly before applying.

Although gardeners may not know 
the technical names of the fungus and 
bacteria which destroy garden plants, 
they are painfully aware of the damage. 
Yellowing and death of tomato and 
potato foliage from the bottom of the 
plant occurs during wet. humid wea­
ther. This condition can be caused by 
several fungus leaf spot diseases. 
Fungicides that control vegetable dise­
ases other than powdery mildew are 
maneb. zineb. captan. and folpet. Use 
these at a rate of IV2 tablespoons per 
gallon of water. Because there are 
different formulations, read the label 
thoroughly to insure effective treat­
ments. Begin applications when plants 
show the first sign of disease and repeat 
at 7- to 10-day invervals. During periods 
o f high humidity and mild temperatures 
(75® to 90® F.). apply fungicides every 7 
days.

When extreme temperatures (high or 
low) and low humidity occur, extend the 
intervals to the longer period: or. in 
some cases, discontinue until environ­
mental conditions are more favorable 
for disease development.

Because of the various formulations 
available, always read the label to see 
that the crops to be treated and specific 
rates are given.

Powdery mildew, another group of 
diseases, is characterized by white 
powder on older foliage during hot 
weather. Members of the cucurbit

family (cucumber, cantaloupe and 
squash) are especially susceptible. F.f- 
ifective compounds for controlling pow­
dery mildew are Karathane R. bcnonivl 
and folpet. Folpet is less effective for 
controlling powdery mildew and fungal 
leaf spots than other materials.

Bactericides used in the home garden 
are limited to only a few compounds. 
Most compounds have a copper base, 
such as bordcaux mixture and copper 
oleate.

Read all labels thoroughly to make 
sure you are getting the correct ingred­
ient and are using it properly.

CHECK THE PESTICIDE LABEL
When buying a pesticide and again 

before using it. read the label carefullv.
A pesticide label contains a consider­

able amount of useful information. It 
identifies the pest for which the 
material is effective. Use the pesticide 
to control only those pests listed. The 
rate of material to use also is given. 
Follow this rate, for if you exceed the 
recommended rate and problems occur, 
the company is not responsible. Also, 
you waste material and stand a chance 
of polluting an area with a chemical.

The pesticide label also lists the 
interval to use in applying the materi­
als. This varies with materials but 
generally it is between 3 and 21 days.

How soon can you eat a crop after an 
application? That information also is 
found on the label. On many labels 
special precautions are given such as 
washing fruit or not spraying past a 
certain development stage. Follow 
these warnings closely.

Those opposing the granting of this application may appear at the hearing 
and or. not less than eight days before the hearing date, may file written 
protests with the Commission and serve copies on the applicant with proof of 
service to be provided to the Commission. Written protests shall contain the 
name and address of the protestant. an identification of the pending 
application, the basis of protestant's interest, location of protestant's 
diversion point (s) or property, if applicable and any amendments or 
adjustments to the application which would result in a withdrawal of the 
protest. The written protest will be noted by the Commission but will not be 
considered as evidence since the right to cross-examine is absent. No 
protestant will be admitted as a partv to the proceeding unless the protestant 
complies with Commission Rule 155.04.00.001 (31 TAC §267.1) which 
requires a justiciable interest and actual or representative presence at the 
hearing. Due to the technical nature of the hearing, it may be advisable for 
the protestant to have an expert witness, such as an engineer, available at 
the hearing.

Bell’s inerease request
In an effort to keep hospital cost 

increases to a minimum, the Texas 
Hospital Association has joined with 
some JO groups in intervening in 
Southwestern Bell's request for a major 
rate increase.

Bell is requesting approval from the 
Public Ihilitv Commission for an in­
crease of S471.5 million. It is anticipated 
that the majority of those increases will 
fall on the shoulders of businesses 
within the state, and particularly on 
hospitals which make up one of the 
largest industries and arc some of the 
largest users of telephone service in the 
state.

“ Hospitals have an obligation to take 
whatever measures necessary to reduce 
expenses, in an overall effort to reduce 
health care costs to all Texans." THA 
President O. Rav Hurst. CAE. said.

“ Hospitals in the state and across the

nation are being closelv scrutinized to 
cut health care costs." Hurst said, “ and 
they cannot be expected to cut costs 
without reducing their own operating 
expenses.

“ We feel that, through expressing 
our concerns over Southwestern Bell's 
proposed rate increases. Texas hospi­
tals arc demonstrating their dedication 
to reducing health care costs to Texans 
while continuing to provide the quality 
care Texans have come to expect," he 
said.

Hearings on the proposed increases 
will begin September 1. and THA is 
expected to present its case before the 
Public Utility Commission in the latter 
part of September or earlv October.

THA is the Austin-based trade associ­
ation for hospitals in Texas with over 
800 institutional and 4.500 personal 
members.

GENERAL SITUATION

Cotton appears to be respondinf? well 
to the favorable growing conditions. 
Most fields are squaring well and at 
least a few fields are beginning to 
blixim.

Sorghum fields range greatly in stage 
of growth from plants less than 6 inches 
tall to plants with heads emerging.

Most corn is at least silking and many 
fields are in the blister stage.

Many sunflowers are blooming and 
should be watched for sunflower head 
moth.

Soybeans range from seedling to 
blooming.

COTTON
Fleahoppers do not appear to be 

moving into most cotton fields and 
percent square set has improved as new 
squares have been produced and retain­
ed.

A few loopers. yellow-striped army- 
worms. and biillworms have been 
found, but these are onlv individual 
worms, not infestations.

The biggest concern of most growers 
at this time are the heavy aphid 
infestations found in some fields. Due to 
a lack of solid scientific data concerning 
the effects of aphids on cotton yields. I 
am not in a position to recommend 
treating or not treating. On the bright 
side. Dr. lint Leser (Extension Entomo­
logist based in I.ubbock) and 1. and at 
least one other Extension Entomologist, 
have initiated some testing in order to 
get a better handle on this situation.

In most of the fields I have observed.
I would not encourage treatment. For 
vour information. I have listed below a 
number of factors which should be 
considered w hen deciding what plan of 
action to take.

1) Aphid populations are usually 
spottv. at least in earlv stages of 
infestation. The aphid activity you 
notice in part of a field may not be 
representative of what is happening in 
the entire field.

2) Aphids produce large quantities of 
honevdew during hot weather. The 
presence of large quantities of honey- 
dew does not necessarily indicate a very 
heavy infestation of aphids.

.1) In most fields, beneficial insects 
(primarily ladv beetles, lacew ing larvae, 
and svrphid fly larvae) are increasing 
rapidly. In some cases, large amounts of 
honevdew are present, but aphid popu­
lations are very light. This, combined 
with large numbers of beneficials (up to 
8 or 9 per plant on some plants), 
suggests to me that the beneficials are 
taking the aphids out in these cases.

4) When determining the number of 
aphids present, do not confuse cast 
skins and aphid mummies with live 
aphids.

.̂ ) Honevdew itself does not harm the 
plant. Honevdew is little more than

sugar water. Probably the greatest 
hazard it presents is if sand or dirt is 
blown and sticks to the honevdew. The 
dirt may block light from the leaves, 
reducing their capacity to produce food.

6) If you treat for aphids, you may be 
creating favorable conditions for boll- 
worm outbreaks since beneficials may 
be killed by the treatment or may starve 
from lack of food.

SORGHUM
Greenbug infestations have remained 

light in all the fields I have seen 
although I have heard some fields were 
treated this week.

I have been called on to look at 
several fields of seed maize where 
reddening of leaves in the whorls was 
occuring. In all cases the plants were 
infested with corn leaf aphids. I 
attribute the reddening of leaves to the 
plants response to corn leaf aphids 
while under moisture stress. None of 
these fields had been watered and the 
plants were showing other signs of 
moisture stress.

Please keep in mind that besides 
having different appearances, corn leaf 
aphids and greenbugs normally occur 
on different parts of the plants. Corn 
leaf aphids occur in the whorl and may 
move out to other leaves when infesta­
tions arc very heavy. Greenbugs occur 
on the lower leaves (usually the 
undersides) and move up the plant as 
the colonies grow. Rarely can treatment 
for corn leaf aphids be justified econo­
mically. The corn leaf aphids are also 
responsible for the large numbers of 
beneficials in these sorghum fields.

Whorl worms (corn earworm and fall 
armyworm) are being found in many 
fields, but this is again a situation 
where treatment cannot be justified.

For those of you who have sorghum 
which is heading out. it would be wise to

consider checking for midge when 
flowering begins. Although it is early 
for midge problems, they have had 
plenty of Johnson grass to build up on. 
so lets not be taken by surprise!

CORN
Whorl worms are still present in corn, 

but most of their damage is to the 
appearance of the plant.

Southwestern corn borer adults 
should be emerging now but substantial 
egg lay is not expected for another week 
or so.

Spider mites are increasing in most 
fields. These populations should be 
watched closely because under the 
present hot and dry weather conditions 
they could increase very rapidly. Con­
trol is justified when mite colonies are 
found on leaves in the middle '/j of the 
plant before dent stage.

SUNFLOWERS
Continue to watch for sunflower head 

moths in blooming sunflowers.

SOYBEANS
Although I have not had a chance to 

check the situation myself. I have heard 
of several cases where large numbers of 
bollworms are present in pre-bloom and 
blooming soybeans.

Soybeans can stand large defoliation 
losses without showing a yield loss, 
particularly pre-bloom beans.

If a field is determined to have 
defoliation in excess of 40% and is in 
the pre-bloom stage, control may be 
justified. In blooming beans. 25% 
defoliation may require treatment.

Conservation tillage 

helps fight soil erosion

Conservation tillage practices can 
help Texas farmers fight both soil 
erosion and the cost-price squeeze.

A survey conducted by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture Soil Conser­
vation Service and released this year 
indicates that soil erosion rates exceed 
five tons per acre per year on more than 
five million acres of Texas cropland.

"Farmers are vitally concerned about 
the problem with erosion because their 
future and ours depend on the produc­
tivity of the soil." said Dr. Ed Colburn, 
agronomist with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. Texas A&M Univer­
sity System.

"Many of our farmers are simply 
trying to survive in the short run and 
feel thev cannot afford using many good 
conservation practices." he said.

However, they can use conservation 
tillage practices as a low -cost method to 
attack soil erosion. Of course, these 
practices do not come without some 
demands and risk on the part of the 
farmer. Colburn pointed out.

The agronomist said there are many 
degrees of tillage involved in the 
concept of conservation tillage, reduced 
tillage and minimum tillage. These all 
refer to the reduction of trips across 
fields from those normally used in 
conventional tillage.

"It mav be simply a reduction from 10 
tillage trips over the field to six in a 
season, no seedbed preparation or stale 
seedbed preparation, or once-over 
planting w ith a no-till planter.”  Colburn 
said.

"No-till systems where no seedbed 
preparation is done or no cultivation is 
practiced is the most extreme form of 
conservation tillage.”  he noted. "This 
system requires a no-till planter and 
total substitution of chemicals to control 
weeds and prevent yield losses."

Reduced tillage or no-till farming may 
save equipment, time, labor, fuel and 
money, but the difficulty farmers have 
with conservation tillage is fitting the 
best program to the land, crop and weed 
situation without cutting yields. Col­
burn said.

"Consequently, the farmer who 
chooses to go to a conservation tillage 
system must also choose to increase his 
crop management effort, including a 
good knowledge about the effectiveness 
of various chemicals in each weed 
control situation.”  the agronomist 
emphasized.

The farmer must be able to select a 
tillage system and the chemical pro­
gram for the soil, the crop to be grown 
and weed problems that exist, he said.

"W e are encouraging farmers to use 
every conservation practice available to 
keep our soils productive." Colburn 
said. "They need to seek professional 
help in fitting various practices to the 
land.”

He said that local Soil Conservation 
Service personnel and county Extension 
agents can help farmers choose conser­
vation practices and develop a total crop 
production program that will reduce soil 
erosion and keep crop yields up.

to bavc their insurance arranged before 
thev visit with their lenders about 
prtiduetion loans.

National Cotton Council President Ed 
Breihan announced that 60 persons 
have accepted bis invitation to join a 
special Agricultural Emergency Coordi­
nating Council (AECC).

The AECC will establish and main­
tain contact with local, state, and 
federal governments and Congressional 
leaders to coordinate help for victims of 
the series of hail storms and floods that 
have wiped out 2 to 3.5 million acres of 
cotton in the area centered around 
Lubbock. Three states are involved in 
extensive damage to cotton and other 
crops in Texas. Oklahoma, and New 
Mexico.

Breihan released the list of those who 
have so far joined the AECC. Unless 
noted, all are Texans.

Exports exceed imports
Based on preliminary numbers. U.S. 

exports of livestock, meat, and livestock 
products (excluding poultry) exceeded 
imports in 1981 by about $.107 million. 
In fact, while imports declined almost 
$.125 million from the 1980 value. U.S. 
exports grew about $150 million. This 
marks the first time since 1977 that the 
United States has experienced a posi­
tive balance of trade in the livestock, 
meat, and livestock products categorv.

This positive balance occurred during 
1981 in spite of a generally stronger 
U.S. dollar which discouraged exports. 
Higher U.S. interest rates and general 
lack of economic vigor, on the other

hand, discouraged imports. Total red 
meat trade, while remaining negative, 
saw a narrowing of the deficit. U.S. beef 
and veal exports, mainly high quality 

,beef. saw an increase for the seventh 
straight year, while imports, mostiv 
used as manufacturing beef, showed a 
decline for the second straight year. 
Pork, witnessing increased imports, 
also experienced a greater increase in 
exports. Bv-products. particularly vari­
ety meats, continued their upward 
trend, adding greatly to the total export 
grain, while hides and skins continued 
to be a $600 million next export earner.

USDA increases classification fees
The U.S. Department of Agriculture 

increased the fee it charges producers 
for cotton classing services from 60 
cents to 67 cents per sample. Also, a 5 
percent fee increase for a review 
classification and to rewrite classifica­
tion memoranda takes effect today.

At the same time. USDA has pro­
posed an increase to cover cotton 
futures classing, cotton (inters grading 
and related services, and the supervi­
sion of cottonseed grading to take effect 
October 1. The affected services arc 
used mainlv bv merchants, manufactur­

ers and cottonseed breeders.
According to Jesse Moore, a cotton 

marketing official with lISDA’s Agricul­
tural Marketing Service, the user fees 
— initiated last October — have been 
inadequate to cover the cost of provid­
ing these services.

"W e set these fees based on limited 
information and projections such as the 
size of the potential 1982 crop, the 
volume and value of loose samples and 
the level of producer participation." 
Moore said. "An additional increase 
could be necessary later in the year." 
he said.

Both the interim final rule for classing 
services to prtxJucers and the proposal 
for fee increases appears in the July 16 
Federal Register. Comments on either 
should be sent before .September 16 to 
Lovd R. Frazier, marketing services 
branch, room .106 Cotton Annex.

Third, an earlv application allows 
additional time for growers to verify 
yield records that may enable them to 
qualify for increased insurance protec­
tion.

Crouch points out that the expanded 
and revised wheat insurance program 
now in effect provides a variety of ways 
for producers to tailor their coverage to 
their needs for insurance protection and 
to their budgets. For example, policies 
offer a choice of production guarantees 
as well as a choice of indemnity 
payments for each bushel of loss.
