Tuesday night the Lockney General 
Hospital board met for their regular 
monthly meeting. The hopsital’ s extern­
al auditors. Mathis. West. Huffines, 
and Company of Wichita Falls, met with 
the board and presented them with the 
audited fiscal report for the year ending 
September 30. 1982.

The report showed a margin of 
$21,421 after the patient revenue and 
supplemental tax revenue were com­
bined. More than twice that amount has 
been invested in capital equipment 
during the last year. Administrator Guy 
Hazlett said the hospital needed a 
margin of approximately 5100,000 in 
order to avoid difficulties. The auditors 
were highly complimentary o f the 
efficiency of the hospital employees, the 
record keeping, and the financial condi­
tion o f the institution.

The auditors made some recommend­
ations for the hospital to maximize their 
Medicare reimbursements over the next 
five years. They brought a Medicare 
cost report with them that showed a 
year-end settlement of $4800 from 
Medicare.

In the administrator’ s report the 
radiology project was reported, for all 
practical purposes, complete. The total 
project was made at a cost o f $96,400.

Hazlett announced a change in clinic 
appointment procedure. Patients will be 
encouraged to make appointments in 
advance. Even walk-ins will be given a 
definite time. The administrator said he 
felt the change in procedure will serve a 
definite benefit for the staff and the 
community.

The board also approved two new 
policies toward collections and bad 
debts. After an account has become 
delinquent after payments have stopped 
being made, the account will be turned 
over to an in-house collector. If collect­
ion is not made, the account will be 
turned over to a collection agency or an 
attorney. Bad debts which are charged 
off will also be turned over to a 
collector. Those charged off debts will 
be declared so at several times during 
the year. Hazlett commented that 
collection have not been a problem for 
the hospital. They have had an out­
standing collection rate of 94.7% over 
the last 12 months, with an even better 
rate for the last few months.

The board gave approval on a bid by 
the J.Q. Long RoofiWg Company of 
Plainview to reroof the Health Fitness 
Center. The bid in the amount of 52M2 
will be almost entirely covered by 
insurance. A quality assurance plan was 
approved by the board to insure the

medical staff and the board of receiving 
a monthly report on the quality of 
patient care.

Of the $58 total premium for health 
insurance paid on full time employees 
the hospital increased their portion of 
the paid benefit from $35 to $50.

It was announced to the board that a 
paging system would be installed 
during the month of December. The 
system, which is expandable, would 
consist o f beepers used to contact 
physicians, respiratory therapy person­
nel and lab technicians in case of 
emergency while they are away from 
the facility, the range will reach up to 15 
miles. The $9500 project will entail a 
75-watt transmitter and an 80' tower to 
be erected on the hopsital property. The 
bid was awarded the Motorola of 
Lubbock.

The proposed wage and salary pro­
gram was reviewed and the first phase 
was approved. The program effective 
January 1. 1983. will give the employ­
ees a 7% increase on the average. The 
increase will be effective for everyone 
except LVN’s and RN’ s. They received a 
raise in October.

A new purchasing policy was approv­
ed for operating supplies to be purchas­
ed by bidding and through periodic 
vending reviews. This will encourage 
department managers to obtain bids 
with maximum discounts on their 
supplies.

In new business the financial report 
showed a ’ ’break even" status for the 
month of October. $37,000 in taxes had 
been paid in October for a total of 
$12,500 that had been collected by the 
end of November. Total tax revenue to 
be collected for 1982 is $210,000.

Lockney General’s staff has been 
impressed with the large increase in the 
utiltization of the radiology equipment. 
The equipment has not been in use the 
full month o f November, but the total 
number of procedures increased from 
105 in October to 262 in November. Use 
by out-patients doubled and in-patients 
increased by 4 times.

No action was taken but the board 
agreed with the administrator to in­
crease the guard lighting around the 
hospital grounds for the protection of 
the employees.

Hazlett commented after the product­
ive Tuesday night meeting. " I  have 
never worked with a board at any 
hospital who were more conscientious 
sharing of their time as the members of 
this board arc. Everyone o f them have a 
perfect attendance at our meetings 
except for illness and out-of-town.”

Two of Floyd County’ s finest were 
honored at the District 4-H Gold Star 
Banquet held at the Coronado High 
School cafeteria Monday night. Novem­
ber 22. Earl Broseh and Heather Holt of 
the Lockney 4-H Gub were honored as 
this year’s Gold Star recipients from 
Floyd County. Earl is the son of 
Kenneth and Juanita Broseh. and 
Heather is the daughter of Kenneth and 
Jackie Lou Holt, all o f Lockney.

The Gold Star Award is the highest 
honor presented at the county level in 
4-H. It is based on achievement, 
service, and leadership To receive the 
award a 4-H’ er must be 14 or older, 
must have been in 4-H at least 3 years, 
and must have turned in a 4-H Record 
Book for the previous year. A 4-H’er 
may receive the prestigious honor only 
once.

Earl is currently a Junior at Lockney 
High School. He is 16 years old and 
has been in 4-H for 7 years. Earl has 
carried 4-H projects in sheep, field 
crops, market cattle, show steers, 
breeding beef cattle, dairy, wildlife and 
fisheries sciences, fources. public 
speaking, leadership and citizenship. 
He was on the state winning dairy 
method demonstration team this past 
June. Earl has been very active in Floyd 
County’ s 4-H Interstate Exchange Pro­
gram. and has held several key offices 
in his club and on the county 4-H 
council. Earl is currently President of 
the Floyd County 4-H Council and is 
also active on the District II 4-H 
Council.

Heather, age 15, is a Sophomore in 
Lockney High School and has been in 
4-H 6 years. Some of her many projects 
have been: foods & nutrition, clothing, 
market lambs, food preservation, home 
environment, child development, public 
speaking, citizensjiip and leadership. 
She has participated in the 4-H Inter­

state Exchange Program, has been 
very active in the district method 
demonstration contests, and has held 
several offices in her club and on the 
County 4-H Council. Heather is current­
ly Secretary o f her club and also serves 
as a delegate to the Floyd County 4-H 
Council.

This year marked the 25th Anniver­
sary o f the South Plains District 4-H 
Gold Star Banquet. Eight members ol 
that first group of Gold Star winners 
were present and were honored at the 
banquet. One of those honored was 
Warren Mitchell of Lockney.

The main speaker for the banquet 
was State Representative Jim Rudd of 
Brownfield. He noted that as the Gold 
Star has five points. 4-H has at least five 
reasons to celebrate:

First, it is the largest youth organiza­
tion in America, with more than five 
million members. The South Plains 
District has some 9.000 of these 
members.

Second, it is youth and adults working 
together. The 14.000 volunteer leaders 
in Texas contribute more than $20 
million a year in time, energy and 
materials. And it is a program which 
involves members and families.

Third, it teaches leadership and 
citizenship.

Fourth, 4-H is a special cooperative 
effort between government and private 
community. For every dollar in govern­
ment funds, through county Commis­
sioners Courts and the Extension Ser­
vice. 4-H receives five dollars in private 
support.

Fifth. 4-H has something for every­
body. with a vast array of projects and 
opportunities.

it seems that the American Civil 

Liberties Union (ACLU) is at it again. 
Up in South Dakota, a nativity scene 
has been erected in the capitol rotunda. 
They did the same thing last year and 
the ACLU sued the state government on 
the basis of violation of church and state 
separation. They are considering the 
same action again this year.

Eventually some idiot in the ACLU is 
going to discover that giving people 
time off for holidays like Easter and 
Christmas is recognizing the religious 
nature of those holidays and is therefore 
a violation of church-state separation 
and government employees all over the 
nation will find themselves having to 
work holidays.

Church-state separation was never 
intended to completely isolate the state 
from all things religious. Indeed in this 
counrty. the amendment never really 
envissioned the protection of any other 
religion than Christianity, or at the very 
least. Deism. Certainly, the amendment 
was intended only to keep the govern­
ment from declaring any one denomin­
ation or religion to be the official one of
the realm. It is time for the ACLU to get 
off the back of religion, especially 
Christianity.

On another note, the media reported 
that one draft o f the Catholics Bishops 
pastoral letter on nuclear armaments 
asserted that our nuclear arms build up

threatened the sovereignty of God. 1 
find it hard to believe they would make 
such a statement, but if they did the 
Bishops need to go back to their 
theology books. We may argue the 
morality of the weaponry in term of its 
costs, radiation storage and leakage 
dangers, possible use against civilians, 
etc. but there is no question that God is 
in charge and that man may not destroy 
His creation without His permission or 
intervention.

Finally, an announcer on one of the 
football games reported that church 
attendance in the Houston area was up 
appreciably during the football strike. 
I’ve not heard how things are since the 
end of the strike, but 1 think I can guess. 
As one fellow I heard recently said, 
‘ ‘Everybody must choose their own 
god.”

‘WINTERIZE’ YOUR SKIN

Winter is a difficult time o f the year 
for many types of skin, with chief 
enemies being cold, wind and the drop 
in relative humidity.

Most heating systems also rob the air 
of moisture and may cause the skin to 
crack, become rough or red, scale and 
develop lines.

Here are some ways to protect 
yourself-before the bad weather ar­
rives.

A moist skin is healthy skin. Use a 
moisturizer-not to add water or oil to 
the skin-but to prevent the skin’s own 
water content from escaping.

If you wear an oily, protective 
makeup base in the winter, a toner can 
help get your face completely clean. A 
toner, usually an alcohol-based lotion, 
should be applied with a cotton pad 
after cleaning the face. This treatment 
should be followed with a moisturizer 
while the skin is damp-unless your skin 
is so oily that you don’ t need moisturi­
zer. AstringentS-toners with more alco­
hol-may be used after cleaning the face 
but may irritate the skin. People with 
dry skin should avoid products contain­
ing alcohol.

Three areas of the face require 
different amounts of moisturizer. A- 
round the eyes there are few oil glands

and the skin is driest. Pat moisturizer on 
gently before applying foundation. The 
cheeks and neck require a lighter 
moisturizer. The area around the nose 
and forehead is usually oily and may 
need little or no moisturizer. Women 
with extremely oily skin should select 
and use moisturizers carefully, because 
they can cause oily skin to break out.

Moisturizers are available in lotions 
and creams. Lotions have a higher 
water content and contain less oil. In 
dry climates, the water in the lotion 
evaporates rapidly, so one may need a 
cream for longer protection.

Finally, don’t forget to protect lips by 
using lip conditioner and lipstick or 
gloss. Winterize your skin indoors and 
out this season.

A
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Keep Holiday Plants Healthy
by Benny Butler

Here’ s hoping you're among the 
happy group whose Christmas decor is 
graced by a beautiful flowering plant. 
Let’ s take a look at several of the more 
popular Christmas flowers and how 
you’ ll want to care for them to prolong 
their beauty.

Poinsettias outrank all other Christ­
mas plants combined in popularity. 
They are well adapted to indoor 
temperatures so long as they’re out of 
hot or cold drafts. Put them near a 
bright window and aim at keeping the 
soil evenly moist, not wet or dry.

Poinsettias used to be pretty sensitive 
to changes from a greenhouse environ­
ment to that of a home, with leaf and 
flower drop being a common problem. 
But now, with newer varieties, you can 
just about plan on poinsettias on 
Valentines’ s Day if you care to keep 
them around that long.

You can cut the plant back after 
flowering and set it outside for the 
summer, but you’ll have a real chore 
bringing it into flower again next 
Christmas. That’ s simply a job better 
left to the professionals.

Kalanchoes should be kept in a sunny 
window. This plant flowers when the 
days are short, consequently they are 
difficult to reflower in the home if 
carried over from another year. Lights 
used in the home provide long days and

the plants fail to set flower buds. They 
do make excellent foliage plants once 
the flowers are faded, however. Just 
remove the flower stalk and use as a 
foliage plant.

Christmas cactus isn’ t a typical 
cactus. It requires as much water as any 
other houseplant. though it should not 
be overwatered. This is one plant that 
can be kept over to bloom again next 
Christmas. Keep it in a sunny window 
until danger of frost is past, then place 
it in a shady spot out of doors during the 
summer. Bring indoors before frost can 
damage it. Place in a cool room at night. 
Night temperatures must be below 75®. 
or it will not bloom.

Cyclamen, or shooting stars, are old 
favorites. Their large showy flowers are 
red. pink, salmon or white and really do 
resemble falling stars. Unfortunately 
though, the flowers fade and fall pretty 
fast at 72®. so cyclamen has a pretty 
short flowering period in the home. If 
you have the opportunity, keep the 
plant at 55® whenever possible. Again 
avoid hot drafts and overwatering.

Azaleas should remain attractive 2-4 
weeks in your home, particularly if 
you’ll put them in a 55-60 degree spot 
each night and during the day when 
you’re not around. They just don’t 
prosper at normal home temperatures.

Veterans Adminstration assistance in 
marking the grave.

VA will provide, upon request, a 
headstone or marker free o f charge and 
ship it to the consignee designated on 
the application. Cost of placing the 
marker in a private cemetery must be 
borne by the applicant, however.

A second option is that VA will 
reimburse part o f the cost of a 
headstone or marker bought privately 
and placed on the grave of a veteran. 
The current amount is $67, the average 
cost of headstones purchased by VA.

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Be careful to avoid hot drafts when 
you select a spot for your azalea, and, 
again, be extremely careful of your 
watering practices. Most greenhouse 
azaleas are grown in virtually 100 
percent peat moss, and its fairly easy to 
goof on the watering.

Florist azaleas are not particularly 
well adapted outside of East Texas so 
you may want to discard the plant once 
it’ s finished flowering.

Last summer I received a number of 

calls from homeowners who were quite 
concerned about their broad-leafed 
evergreen shrubs turning yellow or 
whitish. The problem was caused by 
euonymus scale insects, which arc tiny 
(about fo l6 inch long), scale-looking 
insects which feed on several different 
kinds of shrubs. Among these are 
euonymus. holly, pachysandra. hibis­
cus. and camellia shrubs.

Damage from euonymus scales is 
characterized by yellowish or whitish 
spots on the leaves. Heavy infestations 
may cause the plant to drop leaves.

Euonymus scales overwinter as adult 
females. In the spring, the females lay 
eggs, and the nymphs which hatch 
(called ‘ ‘ crawlers") move to new 
growth. Several generations may occur 
each year. As the nymphs mature, they 
secrete a waxy shell or scale over 
themselves. Male euonymus scales arc 
white with light brown ridges running 
lengthwise the scale. Females look like 
miniature, dark brown ovster shells. 
Usually, the homeowner docs not 
recognize that a problem is present until 
the scales are adults.

It is recommended that euonymus 
scales be controlled while in the 
“ crawler”  stage. However, since most 
homeowners do not recognize a problem 
this early. I was asked if control of the 
adults could be accomplished. Having 
little information on this. I conducted a 
demonstration to determine if control of 
the adults could be achieved.

1 selected a very heavily infested 
euonymus shrub for the test. On August 
28. I estimated the scale population on 
upper leaves to be about 100 adult 
scales per full grown leaf. I sprayed the 
plant to the point of run-off with a 
mixture of 4 tsp. of 25% Diazinon per 
gallon of water, using a hand-held 
pump-up sprayer. 4 days following the 
treatment. I estimated the scale popula­
tion to be the same as before treatment, 
which demonstrates no control of the 
adults.

It appears then that euonymus scale 
insects must be controlled during the 
crawler stage. My suggestion is. if you 
experienced a problem with scale 
insects this past summer, be prepared 
to treat for crawlers this coming spring.

Immigration Reform Bill — There 
is now a real possibility that the U.S. 
House may take up and debate H.R. 
6514. the Immigration Reform Bill, 
during the “ lame duck”  session of 
Congress which will convene on Nov­
ember 29. The Senate passed its version 
of the bill. S. 2222. during the regular 
session. Farm Bureau has strongly 
opposed this legislation and has attemp­
ted to prevent House consideration of 
the bill in this session of Congress, 
according to Ed McKay. TFB National 
Affairs chairman. FB has asked coun­
ties to request two things of their 
congressmen—(1) to keep H.R. 6514 
from coming up for debate and a vote 
this “ lame duck”  session or (2) to vote 
against the bill if it does come to a vote.

H.R. 6514 provides for heavy fines 
and/or prison sentences for any em­
ployer who “ knowingly”  employs an 
illegal alien. The bill also fails to 
provide for a workable guest worker or 
temporary worker program for agricul­
ture. It provides amnesty for those 
illegal aliens who entered this country 
prior to January 1. 1977. and have been 
here continuously since that time.

’83 Meat Consumptions Forecast—
The USDA estimates that 76 pounds per 
person of beef will be consumed in 
1983. an average of one pound less than 
during 1982 and 20 pounds below the 
record high of 1976. About 55 pounds of 
pork per person are forecast for 1981. 
five pounds less than 1982. Lamb, 
mutton and turkey consumptions are 
expected to remain unchanged.

Wheat Carryover—The USDA’ s Nov­
ember supply/demand estimates for 
wheat indicate demand for 1982-83 
lagging nearly 300 million bushels 
behind 1982 production. This will result 
in a carryover May 31. 1983, of 1.461 
million bushels - the equivalent of a six 
to seven-month supply. The excess will 
mean a carryover of durum and hard red 
spring wheat of about one year's supply 
each.

Federal Debt—Current reports indi­
cate a U.S. deficit o f SI28.0 billion for 
the fiscal year ending on September .10, 
1982.

The gross federal debt at the end of 
the fiscal year ending on September .30. 
1982 is reported at $1,147.0 billion. 
Based on a U.S. population of 230 
million persons, the per capita debt of 
the U.S. government at the end of the 
fiscal vear ending on September .10. 
1982 was $5,537.

World Production—The International 
Cotton Advisory Committee has left its 
estimate of 1982-83 world cotton pro­
duction unchanged at 67.2 million 
478-pound bales, but estimated 1982-83 
world consumption at 66.7 million to 
67.1 million, compared with its last

estimate of 67.1 million.
In its monthly review of the world 

cotton situation. ICAC put 1982-81 
world cotton supply at 94.9 million 
bales.

The sharp projected decline in world 
production is attributable mainly to 
reduced area, but also to some decline 
in average yield. Most of the reduction

is expected in the United States, where 
an 11.4-million-bale crop is estimated. 
ICAC said.

Production in China was estimated at 
14.5 million bales, down from last 
month’s estimate of 14.6 million.

The I- to 1.5 million-bale increase 
from 1981-82 in world cotton consump­
tion is based on an improvement in 
economic conditions. The main increas­
es in use will be in socialist and 
developing countries. ICAC said.

Cotton consumption in China is 
estimated at more than 16.2 million 
bales, up from 15.8 million last season, 
and Soviet consumption is expected to 
increase about 100.(X)0 bales to 9.5 
million.

ICAC noted that in 1982 cotton prices 
moved higher, compared with a general 
softening for man-made fiber prices. 
However, man-made fiber producers 
are in better shape than a year ago and 
inter-fiber competition can be expected 
to intensify.

CCC Inventory System Contract—
The CCC has awarded a contract for 
developing a system to inventory CCC- 
owned cotton to Electronics Data Sys­
tems Corp.. o f Dallas, a CCC official 
said.

The contract would require Electronic 
Data Systems to build and establish an 
inventory svstem for loan cotton that is 
forfeited to the CCC.

The CCC will decide after January 1 
who would run the system after it is 
developed. Either an industry group or 
the CCC will take control o f the system.

"In these limes of depressed commo­
dity prices farmers need to give w hole- 
hearted siipi>*ri lo soybean chcckoft 
investment in innovative cx|>orl pro­
motion programs such as those Texas 
fat liters eonducled through the Ameri­
can Sovbeaii AsstKialion. says Jack 
Witten! a Kress soybean farmer who 
ctirrenilv serves as chairman of the 
lexas Soybean Producers Board 
(TSPB). Witten recently announced 
that the TSPB had sent a check for 
Sh.lHM) to the American Soybean Deve­
lopment Foiindaiion lor use in eonlin- 
uing worldwide export promotion acti­
vities to increase use of soybeans and 
priKlucis.

Witten cited duck feeding demon- 
siraiii'iis in Taiwan as typical of the 
kind ol projects where farmers check- 
oil invest meni is helping increase soy- 
iH'an use. An ASA survey of the duck 
industry in Taiwan in 1977 revealed 
that the country produced nearly 28 
million ducks. TIk- majority of duck 
feeds howex cr. w ere composed of corn.

wheat bran, rice hulls and fishmeal. 
Use of soybean meal was insignificani.

In 1978. ASA supervised duck feed­
ing trials for fat liters and feed formula- 
lots. The trials show ed that ineorporal- 
ittg a higlK’f percent of soybean meal 
into duck feeds not only improved feed 
etficiencx. but also increased egg prtv 
duction. Asa result of the feeding trials 
and recommendations of ASA icchni- 
ciiins. soylu’an meal usage jumped 128 
IK'iceni from 27.000 nteiric tons in 1975 
to oxer 6 I,5(X) metric tons of meal in 
PIKO-the cxjuivaleni of over 2.5 million 
bushels of soybeans.

U s e  of soybc'an meal in mink rations 
s h o w e d  a similar large increase after 
an ASA feeding trial in Denmark and 
Finland - the world’s lop two prixluc- 
ers of mink and fox. Traditionally 
anint;il protein, not soy protein has 
bevn the main source of orolein for 
nearly 8 million fur bearing animals in 
the Nordic Countries.

In 1980. the American Soybean A s s t v  
citiiion conducted feeding trials on 
mink and fox farms in Denmark lo 
dcmimstrate that addition o f a soybean 
protein oHiceniralc or a soy Hour 
xxiHild be benefieial for fur-bearing 
animals.

The ii 'ul w as quite suceessful. Mink 
k'd a ration omiaining 10 percent of a 
Danish prixlueed soybean protein con- 
a’ ltiraie showed normal growth. More 
significantly, pell quality showed a 
‘ marked imporvemcnl". Fox fed both 
(kfatted and full-fat soy flours showed 
sjightly faster growth rales than 
attimais fcxl (xtly animal protein. As a 
tvsiili of these feeding trials, the future 
litoks bright for incrased soybean eon- 
sumption by the mink and fox industry 
in Denmark and Finland. Checkoff 
til tided export promotion programs

such as these have helped Texas soy- 
Ix'an farmers sell more soybeans at 
higher prices and increased gross farm 
bicome $57.50 for every checkoff dollar 
Bixested in export promotioo
