Old table finds 
deserving home

On Wednesday afternoon, December

West Texas will be eligible to receive 
financial help through the newly created 
Texas Panhandle Regional Develop­
ment Corporation. U.S. Senator John 
Tower (R-Texas) announced today.

The corporation has been certified by 
the Small Business Administration and 
will be authorized to lend up to S500.000 
per qualifying business for fixed assets. 
To qualify, the borrower must provide 
10 percent of the investment package 
and obtain financing for another 50 
percent from a commercial lending 
institution. The remaining 40 percent 
would come from the Regional Develop­
ment Corporation, Tower explained. 
The Regional Development Corporation 
portion of the loan can be for up to 25 
years, although the commercial loan 
must be for at least half the period of 
that loan.

Social Security 
In Floyd County

By Terry J. Clements
If you receive Social Security disabi­

lity benefits, you may wonder about 
how often your medical condition is 
reviewed. You may also want to know 
what to expect in case a medical 
reexamination is scheduled.

Well, there have been some changes 
in this area. The new procedures have 
come about because of major changes 
implemented by Congress through the 
1980 amendments.

Prevoiusly, those who received disa­
bility benefits would be scheduled for a 
medical re-examination when it was 
pretty clear at the time o f the initial 
decision that the person’s medical 
condition would improve in the foresee­
able future. I f  a definite improvement 
was not probable, the beneficiary would 
generally never be reviewed.

The major thrust o f the 1980 amend­
ments is that all disability beneficiaries 
will be reviewed periodically. Further­
more, a large number o f beneficiaries 
will have their medical conditions 
checked every three years.

What happens during one o f these 
periodic reviews? First o f all. Social 
Security will notify you o f the scheduled 
review and usually will ask you to visit 
the office. During your visit in the Social 
Security office an interviewer will 
provide a complete explanation o f the

process. The reasons for th. review will 
be discussed. Also, appeal rights will be 
explained so that you will know the 
options available in case o f an unfavor­
able determination. The interviewer, 
will also ask about your current medical 
condition and obtain information about 
medical sources.

The Texas Rehabilitation Commission 
in Austin. Disability Determination 
Services, will contact the doctors and 
hospitals identified in the interview and 
make the determination of whether the 
disability continues based on medical 
evidence. In some cases, it will be 
necessary for a beneficiary to undergo a 
special examination at the govern­
ment’ s expense. In all situations, 
notification of the final outcome will be 
made in writing.

In summary, all disability beneficiar­
ies must undergo periodically a review 
o f his medical condition. The investiga­
tion begins with an interview in a Social 
Security office so that the individual can 
receive a full explanation o f the process 
and medical information can be ob­
tained. The beneficiary will be notified 
in writing and the unfavorable decisions 
can be appealed.

distance call and charged It to 
your phone number without your 
(termlsslon?

Major C. W. Bell, Regional Com­
mander o f the Department o f Public 
Safety said today, ’ ’ Based on past 
holiday experience, we know that 
numerous persons will lose their lives 
and hundreds will be injured on Texas 
streets and highways during the Christ­
mas and New Year’s Holiday. The 
Department requests the motoring pub­
lic’ s help and support in reducing this 
needless waste o f human life by 
observing all traffic laws, especially 
those regarding speed and alcohol.”  

Bell said, "A ll available DPS Troop­
ers will be on patrol throughout the 
holiday period in an effort to reduce, 
both by their presence and actions, 
violations that could lead to accidents. 
But it is only through the help and 
cooperation o f the motoring public by 
their self-compliance that the needed 
reduction can be realized.”

Major Bell stated, “ Possibly the most 
prevalent accidents occurring this per­
iod will be the one car run-off-the-road- 
way type accident which is directly 
attributed to driver inattention.”

The Major suggested that adequate 
travel time be budgeted in holiday 
plans, stop frequently and rest, reduce 
speed for road conditions, and above 
all, don’t mix alcohol and driving.

“ Feel free to request needed assist­
ance from any DPS Trooper during you 
holiday travels. Let’ s all do our part to 
reduce to zero all holiday traffic 
deaths.”  Major Bell added.

jobs fo r Seniors

Wanting a job and not being able to 
find one is a growing problem as the 
10.8 percent national unemployment 
figure is predicted to rise before it falls 
again. A segment o f the population for 
which finding employment is frequently 
difficult, even in a healthy economy, 
however is older people in our society. 
Add their age to residency in a small 
town where employment possibilities 
are already limited and this stacks up to 
a real disadvantage to older job seekers, 
according to Wendy Brown, Area 
Supervisor for Texas Farmer’ s Union 
Green Thumb, Inc.

And she should know. Brown travels 
a fifteen county area in the south plains 
alleviating this problem for as many 
rural, limited income seniors as time 
and energy allow. TFU Green Thumb is 
an employment and placement program 
for persons 55 and older, living in towns 
o f 25.000 or less, and whose current 
income falls at or below the Department 
o f Labor’ s income guidelines.

In Brown’ s mind the position o f Area 
Supervisor for Green Thumb is unique.

1. Complete spring bulb planting 
is|ieciallv th(’se being chilled in the 
ri'frigerator.
2. I'se good pruning practices when 
selecting Christmas greenerv from 
landscape plants. Don’ t destroy the 
natural form and beautv ol the plant.
,V Protect voiir lawn from excessive 
winter damage bv providing irrigatimi 
iluring drv jicriods.
■4. Don't forget to keep water in the 
container of vour ( hristm;is tree stand.
.s ( ontiiuie to select and plant trees 
ami shrubs needed to carry out your 
landscape planting plan, 
tv "W eed" trees and shrubs fre- 
quentlv sprout anil grow in shrub 
bordi'rs and hedges. 1 Tiev often go 
unnoticed until thev have crowded 
valuable shrubs. T hese should be pulled, 
or dug out ot vour pl.intings as soon as 
(lossible.

The live green tree is a symbol of the 
beauty and joy of Christmas. But a dry 
tree is recognized as a fire hazard by all 
fire protection authorities.

Most commercial Christmas trees 
must be cut well in advance of use. 
Often they are subjected to prolonged 
storage. This in itself may not constitute 
a hazard. Recent tests by the Canadian 
Department of Forestry and Rural 
Development indicated that an unheat­
ed storage period of b*/? weeks was 
equivalent to about 4 to 5 days of indixir 
drying. However. Texas imports more 
than .3 millian Christmas trees annually, 
and often storage may be in boxcars 
that allow extreme temperature.

Foliage of a tree that has lost 15 to 30 
percent of its moisture will continue to 
dry out even though it is set in water, 
rhe balsam fir and w hite spruce trees in 
the Candian indoor drying test reached 
this point in about six days. The Scotch 
pine reached this point after 10 days of 
indiHir drying. Both freshly cut trees 
and trees that had undergone b'T weeks 
of storage under unheated shelter dried 
at about the same rate.

immersed in water will remain sate 
from ignition from a point source (such 
as a match flame) for at least three 
weeks if installed reasonably fresh. On 
the other hand, trees with prior outdoor 
storage may become flammable to 
matches within 3 to 8 days if taken 
indiKirs and left dry. Immersion also 
preserved the fresh greenness of the 
foliage. White spruce in particular must 
be immersed to prevent needle drop, 
unless it is cut fresh and used less than 
a week.

So far, no immersion additives have 
been found that substantially increase 
the effectiveness of plain water in 
reducting flammability. Trees tested in 
a 15 percent calcium chloride solution 
produced an unattractive foliage dis­
coloration. Trees immersed in a sugar- 
iron formula and others in a solution of 
diammonium phosphate maintained 
lower moisture contents than trees 
standing in plain water, and turned 
brittle sooner. None of this additives 
had anv noticeable effect on flammabi­
lity.

Some flame retarding compounds 
have appeared on the market. So far, no 
such compound has been tested by a

Thinking about using "paper logs in 
your fireplace or wiHid burner on cool 
fall and winter evenings?

If so. keep in mind that certain parts 
of a new spaper burn better than others.

A good rule to remember when 
making paper logs is to stick to the pulp 
pages containing black ink. These burn 
much more readily than colored pages 
from supplements or high quality 
magazine paper.

Colored ink may be composed of 
heavy metals such as lead, copper and 
chromium which release toxic gases 
when burned.

High quality papers normally have a 
thin coating of day which interferes 
with efficient burning while adding to 
the toxic potential of the ashes.

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Drought tolerance is a quality we must improve
By Robert L. Huiey 

TAES Science Writer 
Sorghum's drought tolerance is a 

characteristic that should be improved 
for food and feed crops of the future, 
according to Drs. Darrell Rosenow and 
L.E. Clark, plant breeders with the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment Station.

Signs of our growing water problems 
are the declining water table in under­
ground aquifers in irrigated areas, the 
increasing demand for irrigation of 
various agricultural crops to improve
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production, and the growth o f water use 
in urban areas.

In future years, much o f our present 
irrigated land will have to revert to 
dryland farming as water in under­
ground aquifers plays out or becomes 
too expensive for irrigation.

Sorghums with improved drought 
tolerance could be the crop that takes up 
the slack as dwindling water supplies 
eliminate present crops such as com. in 
many areas.

“ At present, the majority of sorghum 
in the U.S. is grown under non-irrigated 
conditions in the drier and marginal 
rainfall cropland areas.”  Rosenow says.

"Drought stress, or lack of sufficient 
soil moisture, is the major factor 
limiting yields. Therefore, improvement 
in drought tolerance in sorghum 
through breeding would be a major 
contribution to ensure future food and 
feed supplies.

"W hen we speak of ‘ drought’ we’ re 
referring primarily to soil moisture 
stress but include t^e effect o f heat on 
plants as it influences the moisture 
status o f the plants.

“ In most cases, moisture deficiency 
and heat occur simulataneously. and it 
is difficult or impossible to separate the 
effects.”

Several traits contribute to drought 
tolerance in sorghum, but only limited 
breeding effort has been placed on 
combining such traits. Drought toler­
ance has seldom been a primary 
breeding objective, operating indirectly 
under major objectives such as yield, 
pest resitance. and adaption, according
to Rosenow and Gark.

"Recent emphasis on field screening 
under severe drought stress.”  Gark 
says, "has led to some significant 
developments in understanding drought 
tolerance in sorghum.

“ Two distinct types o f stress res­
ponse have been identified. One is 
when plants are stressed prior to 
flowering, while the other is when 
plants are stressed during grain fill. 
Excellent sources o f both types of 
tolerance have been identified.

"Plant symptoms indicating toler­
ance or susceptibility to these two types 
of stress can be visually rated in the 
field. High levels of both types of 
tolerance have not been found in the 
same genotype. Crosses among contras­
ting types o f tolerance are being 
evaluated.”

“ W e use field screening at several 
locations,”  Rosenow says, "w ith differ­
ent planting dates, and different mois­
ture regimes to insure stress at different

stages of growth.
“ We supplement field screening with 

rainout shelters and Irrigation gradient 
systems. The manipulation o f moisture 
stress at different stages o f growth is 
essential to breeding for drought toler­
ance in sorghum.

“ New physiological and other re­
search should contribute to improved 
breeding techniques in the future. 
However, our present knowledge on 
screening and evaluation is sufficient 
for significant improvement in drought 
tolerance in sorghum, provided drought 
tolerance is a major breeding objective.

“ As Dr. Gark mentioned earlier, we

have identified genotypes that have 
excellent drought tolerance at either the 
pre-flowering or the post-flowering 
stage.

“ Crosses have been made among 
these tolerant lines, and early genera­
tion progeny are being evaluated simul­
taneously. We are attempting to com­
bine tolerance at both stages into the 
same genotype.

“ If achieved, this dual tolerance 
could be of profound significance, not 
only to this state and region but to much 
o f the rest o f the world where sorghum 
is a food crop.

“ In many semi-arid regions o f the

world, sorghum is a food grain, not of 
choice but the only food grain that will 
produce.

“ And in times o f scant rainfall, with 
present available varieties, the people 
face crop failure and famine. An 
improved line o f sorghums with in­
creased drought resistance, would be 

• literally life insurance.”  Rosenow con­
cluded.

Floyd County Farm Bureau News
PIK  Annoancement

The administration has announced a 
plan it says will help the farm economy. 
Under the Payment-In-Kind Program, 
commonly referred to as PIK. the 
federal government will pay farmers in 
grain rather than cash when they agree 
not to plant all their acreage. Farmers 
would receive government owned grain, 
mainly wheat and corn, in return for 
reducing production. Farmers could 
either feed the grain to their stock or 
sell it on the open market. At a Senate 
Agriculture Sub-Committee hearing on 
Farm Program, USDA’s assistant secre­
tary for Economics, William Lesher 
commented on the effect the PIK 
Program would have on prices.

Lesher said. “ As far as the cost to 
government, it may not save. I think it 
would save the government some 
money, probably in 1983. I think it 
would be more significant in 1984 and 
1985. W e are pretty much committed to 
certain costs in the fiscal year 1983. 
Perhaps over the fiscal year 1983 to 
fiscal year 1985 time period, you may 
save as much as three to five billion 
dollars.”

China May Eliminate Import*
China’s 1982 cotton crop is now 

forecast at 3.4 million tonnes (15.6 
million bales), a 12% increase from the 
record 1981 crop, the Agricultural 
Counselor in Peking said.

According to Chinese press reports, 
the large production means domestic 
cotton could now satisfy the needs o f the 
textile industry, eliminate the need for 
imports, and even allow for some 
exporting of cotton, the counselor said

in a November 30 report.
Cotton Ginned 1982 

A total o f 5,290,300 running bales of 
the 1982 crop cotton were ginned as of 
November 1, 1982. The November 1, 
1981 ginnings were r e p o r t e d  at 
5,540,672 bales. Texas producers had 
ginned, on November 1, 1982. 890.442 
bales of 1982 crop, compared to 918.668 
a year ago.

Cheese and Bntter Disposal Program
USDA has announced that it will 

provide an additional 280 million 
pounds o f surplus processed cheese, 
and 75 million pounds o f surplus butter, 
to requesting state agencies for distri­
bution to eligible recipients. The pro­
cessed cheese and butter being made

available currently is in addition to the 
total 220 million pounds o f cheese and 
50 million pounds o f butter which has 
already been made available by USDA. 
The first o f these distribution programs 
was authorized in December 1981.

Presidential Travel Cost 
U.S. News and World Report. Dec­

ember 6, 1982 reported that the price 
tag for flying “ Air Force One” , the 
specially fitted presidential aircraft is 
$5,566 an hour, not counting the 
expense of a duplicate back-up that 
follows on the trips. The estimated cost 
o f President Reagan’s five-day visit to 
the Caribbean last April ranged up to $5 
million, excluding bills run up by the 
press which pays its own way.

Short course 
designed for 
swine producer

A Professional Swine Producers Bu­
siness Short Course will be conducted at 
the Texas A& M  Universitv Research 
and Extension Center in Amarillo on 
Wednesday and Thursday. January 26 
and 27. The course will provide the 
fulltime swine producer educational 
information regarding the business of 
producing swine.

Topics to be discussed include using 
the futures market to increase profits, 
planning procedures for profitable fin­
ancial operation, control procedures for 
profitable financial operation, increas­
ing profit through managing people, the 
coming age o f computers in swine 
production and marketing, and increas­
ing production efficiency with records.

All topics in the short course will be 
related to swine production; however, 
the educational emphasis will be direct­
ed toward improving the participants’ 
understanding of business procedures, 
said Dr. Robert S. Cohen, swine 
specialist with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. Lubbock.

The short course will be conducted in 
three concurrent sessions of two pro­
grams each. Thus a participant can take 
part in three of the six topics to be 
discussed.

Registration fee for the short course 
will be $50. Additional information can 
be obtained from Dr. Robert S. Cohen. 
Extension Swine Specialist, or Dr. Gary 
Condra. Extension Economist. Route 3. 
Box 2I3AA. Lubbock. Texas 79401. or 
by telephoning 806/746-6101. Enroll­
ment for the short course will be 
limited. Cohen said an interested 
producer can register in advance by 
sending his name and address and 
enclosing a registration check for $50. 
payable to Texas Agricultural Extension

the Caprock.
The early decorations for the Christ­

mas trees were rather meager and 
usually consisted o f handmade paper 
chains and, occasionally, strings o f 
popcorn. One member o f the church 
remembers a special Christmas when 
small, white candles were placed on the 
branches of the tree. In the young days 
o f the celebration, the gifts, which 
consisted many times o f shirts, socks, 
handkerchiefs, and overalls, were 
placed on the branches o f the trees as 
decorations. If the gifts were wrapped 
at all, they were wrapped in brown 
paper and tied with string. More often 
than not. the presents were placed 
unwrapped on the tree’ s branches.

Since the inception o f the Christmas 
services in 1904, the children o f the 
community had been responsible for the 
program. Sometimes an enactment o f 
the familiar Nativity story was present­
ed. At other times, a Christmas play 
was given. Still other programs consist­
ed of poems, stories, and songs 
presented by the children. Many mo­
thers have anxiously perched on the 
edges of their seats, wondering if their 
children would remember their lines or 
even say their parts at all.

At the end of the program, the entire 
group o f worshippers joined in a lusty 
rendition of “ Jingle Bells,’ ’ to officially 
usher in Santa Claus, who distributed 
the gifts and sacks o f candy and fruit.

This year the small, white country 
church will be gaily bedecked for the 
traditional celebration. Candles will 
gently shine in the frosted windows, 
reflecting the warm, friendly glow that 
comes with Christmas. The Christmas 
tree, tall and stately, will hold the place 
o f honor at the front o f the church. The 
strings o f popcorn, homemade paper 
chains, and unwrapped shirts and socks 
will be replaced by baby dolls, dump 
trucks, and packages gaily wrapped 
with paper o f every color or the 
rainbow. Brightly colored lights will 
twinkle merrily from the tree’s fragrant 
branches. Glittering tinsel will add to 
the shimmering spectacle o f ever 
changing color.

The faces of the people will not be the 
same as the ones seventy-eight years 
ago; the decorations and gifts will be 
different: but some things never 
change. The precious children will say 
their poems and tell their stories: Santa 
Gaus will rush through the church’ s 
door, bringing with him a blast o f wintry 
air: and the people will share with their 
friends and neighbors the real spirit of 
Christmas.

It was Carl who talked his 
friends. Elmer and Wally, into joining 
him in teaching and sharing their 
talents with the young people. No sense

of boredom enters into this joint 
endeavor; the students only regret 
when the course ends.

When Carl Stoll is not busy in the 
elementary school workshop, he’s busy 
elsewhere. T)irough ACTION’S Retired

Senior Volunteer Program, you might 
find him carrying on similar instruction 
in two nursing homes; or down in his 
basement making cribbage boards for

hospitalized veterans; or fashioning a 
host of requests for family and friends. 
Whatever he’ s about, he’ s pleased to 
confess, “ I love working with wood and 
I love working with kids. Nothing could 
be better than that.”  No nothing could.

They say Christmas comes but once a 
year, but this is the kind o f Christmas 
story you can tell any day. It’ s about 
seven teenagers, ages 14 to 19. five 
young men and two young women. They 
came from different neighborhoods and 
different backgrounds, but they had two 
things in common: They wanted to help 
those in need, and they were the first 
contingent o f volunteers in Los Angeles 
County to join the new Young Volun­
teers in Action Program.

T^e purpose of the YVA Program is to 
enlist students between the ages o f 14 
and 22 for necessary community servi­
ces. In this case, the seven had offered 
to bring gifts and carols to elderly 
shut-ins at Christmastime.
