Polio outbreak
brings warning

Three confirmed cases of polio
in the Rio Grande Valley prompt-
ed County Health Officer J. D.
Blackburn, M.D., to urge all par-
ents this week to make sure their
children are immunized.

“TT’S possible the disease could
spread northward during the har-
vest season with the heavy migra-
tion of farm workers,”’ Dr. Black-
burn said.

To date this year, 11 suspected
cases of polia in the Valley have
been reported to the Texas State
Dept. of Health, and three have
been confirmed. All the reported
cases occurred in non-immunized
children, most of whom were un-
der a year old.

“Those who have not immunized
their children should start the
series immediately,” the county
health officer said.

.THE recommended timing for
polio immunization via the Sabin
oral vaccine series is for the
first dose to be taken at the age
of two months, the second dose
at the age of four months, and a
third “booster” dose approxi-
mately a year later.

“If you aren’'t sure whether
your child has had the vaccine,
it does no harm to take it again,”
Dr. Blackburn said.

One of the [inal stops in the 1970
census in rural aad small city
areas — a check By mailmen —
is now underway, according to the
Bureau of the Census.

THE ‘70 CENSUS was taken by
two methods: by mailout and
mail-back of qucstionnaives in
most major metropolitan areas,
and by census tasers in the rest
M the United Suites. The latter
procedure entailed the mailing out
of questionnaires and subsequeat
visits by census takers whn
would pick up filled-in forms or,
lacking this, interiiew families
while following e ho:ise-to-house
route.

Canvassing in the metropclilan
areas required c¢hoecking of ad-
aresses by postal emplovees be-
fore the mailout. A simiiar step
is now being taken by mailmen
fcllowing the visits by census
takers.

This is the procedure: When cen-
sus district offices completed their
preliminary counts, they turned
over to the post office a set of
white cards listing every address
canvassed. The mailmen, in turn,
check these addresses against the
households on their routes. If the
mailman discovers what he con-
siders a ‘‘missed"” address, he

State Capitol Highlights

Courts may force state
to reform election laws

By VERN SANFORD
Texas Press Association

Pressure from the courts may
move the Legislature to massive
election law reforms next year.

AT LEAST two major Texas
cases which could have far-reach-
ing consequences for the state
election processes and political
system are pending in threeljudge
federal courts.

In one, Corpus Christi, San An-
tonio and San Marcos plaintiffs
challenge the constitutionality of
the annual voter registration re-
quirement and the Jan, 31 regis-
tration deadline, They ask reopen-
ing of registration after the Jure
runoff primaries to allow volers
until October to qualify for the
November general election.
More than 30 states already have
a general election sign-up exten
sion, and no state requires as
early a close-off of registrations
as does Texas,

A second case tests the validity
of the candidates’ filing system.
Ar. El Pasa candidate for coun-
ty commissioner and a Tarrant
County candidate for county judge
won places on the May primary
ballot through court action when
they pleaded they could not af-
ford to pay the stiff filing fee.

Jelly, jam, ccnserve, marma-
lade and preserves can all add
zest to meals. Most of them also
provide a good way to use fruit
not at its best for canning or
freezing, such as the largest or
smallest fruits and berries and
those that are irregularly shaped,
Gwendolyne Clyatt, Extension
consumer marketing  specialist,
notes.

“YOU CAN make good use of
fresh fruits now available and ot-
ers coming to the market soon,"
Mr=. Clyatt said.

Jams, jellies and preserves are
much alike; all of them are
fruit preserved by means of sug-
ar, and usually all are jellied to
some extent, Mrs, Clyatt said,
Their individual characteristics
depend on the kind of fruit used
and the way it is prepared, th¢
proportions of different ingredi
ents in the mixture and tre meth-
od of ccoking, she neled.

Many have asked what the dif-
ferences are among preserved
fruit products.

“Jelly is made from fruit juice;
the product is clear an d firm en-
ough to hold its shape when turn-
ed out of the container,”” she said
“Jam, made from crushed or
ground fruit, tends to hold its
shape hut generally is less firm
than jelly.

“CONSERVES are jams made
from a mixture of fruits, usually
including citrus fruit; often rai-
«ins and nuts are added.

““Marmalade is a tender jelly
with small pieces of fruit distri-
buted evenly throughout; a mar-
malade commonly contains cit-
rus fruit.

“Preserves are whole fruits or
large pieces of fruit in a thick
syrup, often slightly jellied."

Pecin, acid and sugar form he

jelly trio
“PECTIN is the natural sub-
stance fcund in fruits which

makes the jelly jell,”” Mrs. Cly-
att said. “The amocunt vaories in
different kirds of fruits, and to
take the guesswork out of pres-
ent-day jelly making, natural pec-
tin is carefully extracted from
apples cr the skins of citrus fruits,
refined, concentrated and standar-
dized to specific jelling strength.

“The two commercial forms are
liquid fruit pectin and powdered
fruit pectin, Thege differ slightly
in compsotion and can’t be used
interchangeably, Powdered fruit
pectin won't dissolve in high sug-
ar concentration and must be add-
ed to the fruit before the sugar.
Liguid fruit pecin, on the other
hand, must be added last of all,
after the fruit and sugar have
bailed."”

Acid is needed for flavor and
for gel formation, Mrs. Clyatt
snid, The acid contents varies
in different fruits and is higher
in underripe than in fully ripe
fruits, che poted. With fruits that
are low in acid, lemon juice or cit.
ric acid is commonly added in
makirg jellied products, Mrs. Cly-
alt explained,

“SUGAR helps to gel formation,
rerves as a preserving agent, and
ceniribues to the flavor of the
jellied products,”” she said. “It
alsc ha~ a firming effect on [ruit,
a property that is useful in mak-

|ing of preserves.

“Recause we can't calcclate ac-
¢rately the fruit’'s content of
sngar and pectin, stardardized re.
cipes arc essential. Guesswork
ie foolhardy and can be ccslly;
it's best to select recipes from
reliable scurces and follow in-
structicns to the letter.”

Fresh produce
top value now

Fresh produce is flocding the
markets as items are hauled
from Texas truck farms,

TO INSURE best value in buy-
ing fresh fruits and vegetables,
here are suggestions from Gwen-
dolyne Clyatt, Extension consum-
er marketing specialist.

Now is the time for enjoying
cantaloupe, and due to modern
‘transportation facilities, the cant-
laloupe season is a long one. Cant-
aloupe prices have compared fav-
orably with the cost of other fruits
for several weeks, but it is dur-
ing the harvest season fpr
nearby growing areas that prices
are lowest. Qu-lity melons, full of
flavor, will be available in the
weeks ahead.

Ripe cantaloupes should be
placed in a plastice bag or other
covered container before stor-
ing in the refrigerator, since the
cdor can be picked up by other
foods, Mrs. Clyatt reminds.

ORANGES, apples, pineapples,
bananas and strawberries are oth-
er fruits worthy of consideration,
and stocks of canned vegetables
and tomato products are still
heavy and budget buys are
abundant in grocery departments.

Fresh vegetables from nearby
truck farms are coming to mar-
ket and quality is very good con-
sidering weather conditions of re-
cent weeks. Corn, squash, col-
lards, mustard greens, blackeve
and purple hull peas, carrots,
head lettuce, cucumbers, pota-
toes, green onions and radishes
are among the more ecanomical
choices.

Retail beel levels are about
the same as last week with spec-
ial features on chuck cuts, steaks,
hamburger and corned beef, Spe-
cial emphasis is also being plac-
ed on standing rib roast — four-
th and fifth cuts — and liver,

CANNED and smoked hams of-

This season, chants and slogans
would seem to have been the
mode. Scholarship and reasonable
argumenlation seemed no longer
popular.

The ef-
fectiveress of the university as a
force in cur society, indeed its
very credibility, is destroyved when
the attitudes of tclerance and
chjectivity becocme undermined.

The non-academic society is
beginning to react to efforts to
undermine the campus role. In
Congress, we are hearing more
and more from those whe would
take drastic .action to punish stu-
dents and faculty members who
are leading the attack. We are be-

ginning to hear of the need to
curtail various forms of federal
assistance to colleges and univer-
sities.” We are hearing that
there is a need to pinpoint activists
and to deny them further ed-
ucatianal benefits in order to
make room for others who de-
sire higher education. Al a time
when we have thousands more
ycung people who are making ap-
plicatidns to institutions of high-
er learning than we have facilities
to meet that desire, the tempta-
tion is indeed great,

OUR GOAL, of course, should
be to attempt to provide the fac-
ilities required to give all our
young people the benefits of high-
er education. ;

I sincerely hope that it will
not become necessary to take
punitive legislative action against
students and faculty members
who are leading and encourag-
ing radical action on our nation’s
campuses.

To a certain degree, our young
people tend to act as our con-
science, They tell us when they
believe that we are not living up
to the ideals which we have
taught them.

At the same time, our young
people need to understand that
we have a degree of experience
in practical application of those
ideals which they do not enjoy.

MUTUTAL communication is vi-
tal. ‘We cannot have communica-
tion if we close our ears. We oan-
not have communication if they
forego those pathways built with-
in our system,

We must listen and consider.
They must avoid the tendency to
believe that they have all the ans-

wers.

A system that amounts to a
complete turn-about in grazing
management thinking is being
tested by Texas A&M University
researchers.

THERE Is promise that the pro-
ject will point the way to range-
land production five to six times
higher than it is now,

The new technique appears at
first to go along with the biggest
tabco of all — overgrazing of
native pastures. Large numbers of
livestock are deliberately allowed
o graze forage close to the
ground.

“But before anyone gets upset,
let me say right quick that the
steck is not kept on the pasture
any longer than it takes to get
most of the forage,” sayd Dr. C.
L. Leinweber, head of the A&M

Science Department.
‘“When the best grazing is gone,
the animals are moved to another
pasture in a multi-pasture system,
and they don’t retum until about
five months later.

‘“THIS IS why we call the pro-
ject the high intensity-low frequen-
cy grazing system, We are call-
ing it HILF' for short.”

No matter what the title, the
new system has produced some
startling grazing figures. At the
A&M Agricultural Research Sta-
tion near Sonora, small scale HI-
LF wark has been underway for
22 years under the gzuidance of
Dr, Leo Merrill. Proper grazing
under ordinary conditions is con-
sidered to the about 32 animal
units per section of land at this
location. But with the new meth-
od, researchers have grazed 110
animal units per section with im-

An animal unit is a cow and
calf or five mature sheep or seven
goats.

LEINWEBER emphasized that
HILF is far native ranges and

The sys-
tem should have wide application
throughout Texas.

He said a more extensive pro-
gram on larger pastures is un-
derway at the Sonora station. This
is in addition to work near Barn-
hart farther west, and
work at Throckmorton in North
Central Texas.

New graze-to-ground technique
promises much more production

Leinweber says animal perfor-
mance so far has been good. What
HILF can mean is calf produc-
tion per acre about three times
higher than with continucus graz-
ifg and increased income due to
lower per-animal unit overhead
cost,

In conjunction with the project,
A&M animal scientists are work-
ing on twinning traits and other
calf production techniques which
are expected to boost cow-calf
ratios and increase efficiency of
each mother cow.

‘“With these methods and HILF,
we can think in terms of five to
six times the current production
on Texas rangeland,” the scientist
added.

SUMMING UP, Leinweber list-
ed the following advantages of
high intensity-low frequency graz-
ing:

1. Concentration of animals in-
to one or two herds, with result-
ing saving in labor, death loss
reduction, and better breeding ef-
ficiency.

2. More havestable forage is pro-
duced per acre due to range im-
provement.

3. Lower overhead costs per
animal unit.

4. Fewer internal parasite trou-
bles,

5. Possibility of hiking pounds
of animal product per acre as
much as three times current fig-
ures,

6. Brush control effarts should
be helped because pastures will
receive longer rest periods for
better grass re-growth.

DISADVANTAGES include:

1. HILF might require re-fenc-
ing and more stock water develop-
ment.

2. More stock handling facilities
may be necessary.

3. Animals would probably be
obliged to graze mature forage,
which could require special man-
agement
